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Family pain yields belly laughs on ABC's dark new Crumbs

ysfunctional families

have long provided
fodder for TV

comedy, and sometimes the
biggest laughs come from
someone's remembered pain.

In one classic example, Carol
Burnett filtered the heartache of
growing up with an alcoholic
mother who yearned to be a
movie star into the broad yet
biting family sketches about
Eunice, Ed and Mama on The

Carol Burnett Show. Those
sketches illustrated something
Burnett had learned over the

years: "Comedy is tragedy plus
time."

That's a lesson Marco

Pennette (Caroline in the City)

also processed and put to
striking use in Crumbs, a new
ABC sitcom premiering
Thursday. Dark, edgy and
hilarious, the new series is
inspired by Pennette's own

family, a flawed yet close-knit
clan that has grappled with a
son's death, a mother's
breakdown and a father's
infidelity - grappled and
prevailed.

As the series opens,
Hollywood screenwriter Mitch
Crumb (Fred Savage) decides
to fly home to Connecticut,
where his mother, Suzanne

(Jane Curtin), is about to be
released from a psychiatric

facility where she has been a
patient since husband Billy
(William Devane) left her for a

younger woman.
While Mitch's high-school

pal Andrea (Maggie Lawson) is
thrilled to see him again, he
gets a chillier reception from

older brother Jody (Eddie
McClintock). Jody stayed in
their hometown to help run the
family restaurant after Mitch
abruptly moved to California,

where he sold a screenplay
based on the Crumbs' deepest
tragedy: The drowning death

of Mitch and Jody's older
brother, Patrick, the golden boy
of the family.

Tentatively reconnecting
with his relatives, Mitch at first
is startled and put off by what
seems to be "abnormal"
behavior by his family until the
truth eventually hits him: His
mother, father and brother have,
in their own way, stayed
together to confront their
family demons instead of
running away from them.

Conflicted and in the closet
as a gay man, Mitch Crumb is a
character who marks a career
leap for Savage, best known for
his early work in The Wonder
Years as Kevin Arnold, a
character whose inner thoughts
were revealed in voice-over
narration.

"This is a lot more
challenging for me," Savage
said. "A lot of roles that I've
played in the past have been
guys who kind of wear their
heart on their sleeves, who
always tell you what they're
thinking. This guy, Mitch,
couldn't be more different.
There are all these different
facets to him, and I worked
really hard with Marco and Ted
Wass, our director, when we
were doing the pilot. I think
we got to a pretty good place,
but I still think that was just the
starting-off point.

"Crumbs is about a family
who is constantly keeping
secrets from one another," he
said. "Mitch isn't honest with
anyone, including himself, in
terms of what he thinks about
and how he feels about things,

or even, really, who he is."
Pennette, who described his

show as "Soap meets Ordinary

People," said he resisted
suggestions that Crumbs be

filmed without a studio
audience laugh track.

"That just struck me as too

easy," he said. "I kept harking
back to the days of Norman
Lear, who was a teacher to me
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Fred Savage stars in Crumbs, premiering Thursday on ABC.

as someone watching TV while
I was growing up. On All in
the Family and Maude, they
thought nothing of having four
pages of script with no jokes,
when they talked about serious
things. The world kept
spinning while the audience
didn't laugh for a few minutes,
then they'd hit you with this
amazing character joke. That's
gone from television right
now."

Pennette has been wanting to
write about his quirky family
for 15 years or so, but he felt
convinced such a show would
be too unconventional and
daring for a network to
consider.

Fortunately, in the wake of
creatively risky but wildly
successful shows such as
Desperate Housewives and
Lost, ABC jumped at his pitch.

"The idea of mixing comedy
and tragedy is what attracted
me to the show in the first
place," Pennette said.

"People ask me whether the
death of this child is going to
be prominent every week. I say
it's not going to be about going
to the cemetery (every episode),
but it certainly is a ghost that is
still present in my family. It's
why my brother and I aren't as
close as we could be, and I'd
love to show that."

The tense relationship

between Jody and Mitch in the
series echoes the real-life
estrangement between Pennette
and his surviving sibling after
the eldest Pennette brother died
in 1973 at age 17.

"I want to show a brother
who pushes away his younger
brother because he doesn't
want to get close to another
sibling," Pennette said. "I think
Jody and Patrick were very
close, because they were close
to the same age, twins almost.
In my own family, I came along
about five years later, and I
kind of tagged along with the
other two. And when my older
brother passed away, my other
brother pushed me away."

Paxton and Josh are
eventually lured to a particular
hostel in an out-of-the-way
Slovakian town. Initially
distracted by the good time
they're having, the two
American quickly find
themselves trapped in an
increasingly sinister situation.

Fort Benning drivers - take note. A
Department of Defense policy that went into
effect Dec. 1, is now in the pre-enforcement
phase on post.

A new addition to Title 32: National
Defense, Part 634-Motor Vehicle Traffic

Supervision covers driver distractions and
now prohibits the use of cell phones while
driving on DoD installations - unless the
device is hands free.

Signs will go up at all entrances to post
soon, said Capt. Kevin Pelley, the Provost
Marshal operations officer.

"We want to inform drivers of the new
policy," Pelley said, "and help them know
what they can't do, so we don't catch them
later."

The policy, he said, is designed to ensure
the safety of Soldiers and civilians on Fort
Benning.

Still shocked by a 13-year-old's suicide,
when my father died Dec. 7 1 wasn't
coping well. My mom died May 12 and I
wasn't ready to accept another parent's
death. Then my friend Charlie Butler died
Dec. 8. Denial and avoidance were major
components of my vocabulary in
December.

But in sharing his family's grief, Grogan
helped me cope with my own. His book
reminded me that memories of laughter
and tears are what sustains us. What a gift.

''B asically, wow." That
was Sgt.Michael
Warner's reaction

vhen he found out in June that his
wife Stefanie was pregnant with
triplets.

The babies, Aiden Michael, Ethan
Andrew and Charlotte Elizabeth, were
born Dec. 15 at the Columbus
Regional Medical Center's High Risk
Nursery.

"Put them all together and I was
carrying 4 feet and 12 pounds of
baby," Stefanie said.

Aiden was 'the big boy' at 4
pounds, 5.7 ounces, followed by Ethan
at 4 pounds, 3.6 ounces, and Charlotte
was the smallest, at 3 pounds, 1.69
ounces.

The babies were delivered at
Columbus Regional Medical Center
which specializes in high risk
pregnancies and premature births.

About 7,000 sets of triplets are
born in the United States every year
according to the Centers for Disease
Control's National Vital Statistics
Report.

Stefanie was aware of the risks and
challenges of having triplets. Multiple
births run in her family. Her father, an
identical twin, had this advice - get
lots of help.

Michael, a computer technician
with the 36th Engineer Group, plans
to take leave to help Stefanie when the
babies first go home, which will likely
be today. At the hospital, they've
been attended to by the nursery staff
since they were born.

The Warners are hoping the two of
them will be able to keep up with the
babies' demands as well as the nurses
have so far, but they realize they'll
have their work cut out for them.

"A friend of mine gave me a book

on multiple births right after we found
out," Michael said. "It said we'll go
through something like 60,000 diapers
in the first year.

"We have three of everything," he
said. "It completely fills two rooms
of our house."

Stefanie and Michael's families live
in New York, so they'll be depending
on friends here for help.

They'll also have help from their
daughter, 6-year-old Rachael, who is
thrilled to have a baby sister.

An ultrasound revealed early on
that the Warners would have two boys,
but the doctors were unable to tell the
gender of the third baby.

Stefanie and Michael only found
out they had a daughter when
Charlotte was born at 6:34 a.m., one
minute after her brothers.

"My daughter wanted a little

sister," Stefanie said. "She said if I
had all boys, she would put them back
in my stomach and wait until I had ten
girls. I told her that would happen
only if she would take care of them."

Rachael has since changed her
mind, and is anxiously awaiting the
babies' arrival at home, her mother
said. While waiting for the triplets to
come home, the parents have been
visiting them every day and getting
ready for the big changes that await.

Stefanie feels ready to take on the
challenge, she said. She is feeling
healthy after her surgery and getting
ready for their new arrivals.

"We wanted to have three kids, so
we just decided to do it all in one
shot," Michael said. "It will be hard,
but it's worth it. Stefanie and the
babies are completely healthy. We're
so thankful."

WASHINGTON - The
upcoming pay period for
Defense Department civilian
General Schedule employees
will reflect a 2.1 percent across-
the-board pay raise, plus range
of locality pays that bring the
overall pay hikes between 2.83
and 5.62 percent, an Office of
Personnel Management spokes-
man said.

The-2006 federal pay raise
goes into effect with the first full
pay period of the year, which for
most DoD employees begins
Sunday, Mike Orenstein told the
American Forces Press Service.

On Nov. 30, President Bush
signed legislation that provides
for the federal pay raise, the
2006 Transportation, Treasury,
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment, the Judiciary, the District
of Columbia and Independent
Agencies Appropriations Act.

Pay charts on the OPM Web
site show new annual and hourly
rates for GS workers and
geographically unique charts
cover increases in 31 designated
locality pay areas. Wage-grade
workers, who make up a small
percentage of the DoD work
force, will receive comparable
increases for their areas,
Orenstein said.

GS workers not in a
designated locality pay area
come under the "rest of the
United States" designation on

the charts and will receive a
2.83 percent pay increase,
Orenstein said.

The exception are GS
workers in Alaska, Hawaii and
U.S. territories, who receive a
nonforeign cost of living
allowance introduced in the
mid-1940s to attract workers, he
said.

Among GS workers in
designated locality pay areas
within the continental United
States, those in the Raleigh-
Durham-Cary, N.C., region are
this year's biggest winners,
receiving a 5.6 percent increase,
Orenstein said.

This is the first time this area
is a designated locality pay area,
and the 2006 pay hike is
designed to help bring that
region's salaries more on par
with those offered in the private
sector, he said. Future pay hikes
are not likely to be as high.

Other areas to receive
significant hikes are San
Francisco, San Jose and
Oakland, 3.95 percent; New
York and Newark, 3.77 percent;
Buffalo, 3.75 percent; Hartford,
Conn., 3.62 percent; and the
Washington, Baltimore, and
Northern Virginia region, 3.44
percent.

Locality pay is based not on
the cost of living, but on the cost
of labor in a particular area,
Orenstein said. By offering
locality pay to workers in those
regions, government agencies
can be more competitive in
recruiting and retaining
qualified workers, he said.

WASHINGTON
National Security Personnel
System training for Defense
Department managers and
rank-and-file employees is
being postponed while a
component of the new system
is being reviewed, an NSPS
official said.

"We've asked the services to
put a hold on their training for
January because we're

reviewing and assessing the
performance-management
design (portion), which is part
of the training," NSPS
spokeswoman Joyce Frank
said.

She said the changes will be
made before the NSPS training
is conducted.

She couldn't say when the
training, originally slated to
start this month, would be
rescheduled.

DoD and the Office of
Personnel Management are

partnering to establish the
NSPS pay-for-performance
system to replace old civil
service rules that rewarded
employees for length-of-
service rather than
performance.

More than 650,000 DoD
civilian employees are slated to
come under NSPS.

It's important that NSPS is
"simple, clear and under-
standable" to DoD's managers
and rank-and-file employees,
Frank said.

"The Secretary of the Army will see you
now ... "

Ever hear these words? Few of us have.
But don't yoai wish at times you could
march into the secretary's office and say
what's on your mind?

Well, now is your opportunity. The
Army civilian attitude survey is open to all
Army civilian employees, supervisors, and
managers. It can be filled out online at
http://cpol.army.mil/survey/dasurvey.

More than 230,000 Army civilians are
being asked to provide input on major
issues of the day. So far, civilians are
responding in droves and several thousand
have already submitted their opinions. The
survey is available online until Jan. 31.

The survey asks hard-hitting questions
about leadership and management,
performance culture, morale, retention,
training and development, fairness, and
other hot-button topics.

The survey collects civilian attitudes
and opinions following the latest round of
Base Realignment and Closure decisions,
and just prior to the implementation of
DoD's new civilian personnel system, the
National Security Personnel System.

"I have to admit this year's survey is
pretty darn controversial because of BRAC
and NSPS," said Rickie Cannon, director
of the Army's Civilian Personnel
Evaluation Agency that coordinates the
survey.

The results of this survey provide
baseline attitudes and opinions that are
used as the starting point to evaluate the
effectiveness of these programs.

Past surveys indicate that senior Army
leaders, both civilian and military, look
forward to reviewing the results. Results
are used locally for change management.

The secretary of the Army is provided
the overall Army results, and the survey
results are reported back to the commands,
installations, and activities that produced
them. Employees looking for survey
feedback will receive it, Cannon said,
adding there are absolutely no secrets.

The Army civilian attitude survey has a
long and proud history, trending back to the
late 1970s. The Army originally developed
the survey, and then found other federal
agencies later copying the Army's survey
items for their own use.

"We've been in the business long before
it became fashionable," Cannon said.

Throughout the years, the Army survey
has measured job satisfaction, customer

So "we think that we need to

input about products and services, and
much more.

For example, about 65 percent of
employees say their jobs are challenging
and make good use of their skills and
abilities. However, when asked whether
they'd recommend their organization as a
place to work to others, results are much
lower.

The survey reaches a much broader
audience, too. Years ago, it cost a lot of
money to put out a survey, limiting survey
participation to small portions of the Army.
Today, Web technologies reach all Army
employees at a fraction of the cost.

So far, thousands have responded to the
survey, Cannon said. The early feedback
indicates that the questions are very
relevant for what's going on today.

"It's a big Army and we need a lot more
civilians to get involved. That's a challenge
to the work force," Cannon said.

The survey is voluntary, strictly
confidential, and no names are used.
Employees can take it during normal duty
hours at work since the survey is
considered official business.

when he found out he was getting his own
engineer platoon," Brito said. "'Fired up' is an
understatement. And when the day came, he took
off running and never looked back. Whether
escorting EOD or on a (demolition) mission
downtown, Mike executed every mission with
passion and pride."

Cleary's platoon sergeant, Sgt. 1st Class
David Sennett, had just landed at Fort Benning
when he heard of Cleary's death. Sennett
recalled "breaking in" his new lieutenant.

"He did more than his job," Sennett said. "He
cared."

He said Cleary would continually ask if he
was going into enough detail, or if he was
missing anything in the planning and the orders
he provided the platoon.

"My response, more times than not, was 'No,
sir. That was good. Let's do it,"' Sennett said.

E Company commander, Capt. Stephen
Miller, said Cleary was an "exceptional leader"

who could be counted on to accomplish the
mission.

"I had extremely high expectations of Mike,"
Miller said, "sometimes to the point where his
men would be angry at me. To me, that was a
sign of the loyalty he'd earned and proof that by
his leadership, he and his men could accomplish
anything."

Cleary's father, Jack Cleary, told The Daily &
Sunday Review in Towanda, Pa., he had spoken
to his son the day before he died, talking about
his February wedding and about fighting to get
his Soldiers their awards before they redeployed.

"There's nothing he wouldn't do for his men,"
Jack said. "Those Soldiers need those awards for
things like promotions and he was fighting for his
men. That's the kind of officer he was."

Cleary's family has begun a memorial
foundation in his name to provide for the
education of family members of fallen Soldiers in
upstate New York and eastern Pennsylvania
through Wachovia Bank.

Naputi's platoon sergeant for more than a year
and a half, described him as a "go-to Soldier"
who could be depended on no matter what
mission.

Sennett said the two had talked about whether
Naputi would stay in the Army after his
enlistment was up.

"I remember him telling me 'I want to stay in,
but I need to talk to my wife,"' Sennett said. "He
made the decision to go in the (Guam National
Guard) because he wanted to spend more time
with his loving wife."

Battalion commander Lt. Col. Gary Brito
recalled Naputi's love for the Army and his
dedication to being part of the team, whether
doing his job as a combat engineer, a driver, or
third baseman for the company's softball team.

"The dedication and passion he had for
softball was the same he had for being an
engineer," Brito said at the Dec. 28 memorial
service in Iraq. "Both he and his family loved the

Army. His sweetheart and wife, Brianne, was a
mainstay at the company functions and (family
readiness group) meetings, something you don't
see too often with our young spouses.

"We have learned that we do not control all of
the conditions we face in combat day in and day
out," Brito said. "Sometimes we win and
sometimes we are the victims ... We came here as
professional Soldiers with a tough mission ... Our
comrades, Lieutenant Mike Cleary and Specialist
Rich Naputi helped us accomplish our mission.
They would want us to drive on."

In a Dec. 22 media release, Guam
Congresswoman Madeline Bordallo extended her
sympathies to Naputi's wife and his parents,
Richard and Elena.

"Richard's loss makes us reflect on the men
and women who have given so much to protect
our liberty and our freedom," Bordallo said. "We
can forever honor the sacrifice of Richard Naputi,
Jr. by living our lives with the honor and dignity
with which he lived his."

Dec. 26, 36th Engineer
Group families got a belated
Christmas present when the
group's Headquarters and
Headquarters Company
returned from nearly 12 months
in the desert.

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Pace vows U.S. military ready for chalne of 2006

WASHINGTON - The U.S.
armed forces are prepared to
handle whatever challenges
arise in 2006, the nation's top
general vowed Jan. 1 in an
interview from Iraq. He also
thanked troops and their
families for sacrifices in the
Global War on Terrorism.

"We'll assess the situation
and do the best we can with
what we have at hand and be
successful the way our nation
needs us to be," Marine Gen.
Peter Pace, chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff, said on
ABC's This Week program.

Pace said the U.S. goal is to
ensure Iraqi armed forces and
police are capable of defending
their own land.

"And they're getting much
more capable of doing that," he

said.
He warned that many

insurgents are not going to quit
the battlefield.

"They're going to be either
killed or captured by coalition
forces or by Iraqi armed forces,"
Pace said.

However, a large number of
potential insurgents might
change their minds when they
see the Iraqi government taking
shape after recent successful
elections, he said.

"As they see their own armed
forces taking over responsibility
in their country, they will see
that being a part of the future of
Iraq is going to be much better
than becoming part of the
insurgency," Pace said.

In an effort to get the right
people back into the Iraqi armed
forces, the Iraqi government is
reaching out to Sunni former
military officers, in the ranks of

major and below, and enlisted
folks who want to rejoin the
armed forces of their country,
Pace said.

The Iraqi military and police
forces must be inclusive if the
country's fledgling democracy
is going to be successful.
Specifically, Pace said, they
need to include more Sunnis.

"There's room for
improvement," he said, "and I
think the Iraq government
understands that and is working
toward that goal."

In regards to local militias,
the general said they need to
become a part of the standing
army or police force, or they
need to disband.

"We've got to be careful.
They have loyalties not
necessarily for the central
government," Pace said. "That's
why it's so important that you
have a central government with

an army and police better
trained and equipped by that
central government and are
loyal to it."

With encouragement from
governments around the world,
the Iraqi people will find a way
to use the democracy that's in
their hands for the betterment of
their own people, Pace said.

"I think democracy is what it
is everywhere in the world," he
said. "It's not a clean, precise
process, but one that is the best

hope for all of us. It's a way to
be representative of the needs of
all the people."

Pace also vowed that politics
will not affect military
commanders' decisions in
determining troop levels in Iraq.

"I don't expect to get any
political pressure because I
expect to be who I am - the
military advisor to the president,
secretary of defense and the
National Security Council,"
Pace said. "I expect of myself

to give that best military advice.
"I met with most of the

senior commanders over here
last night at a dinner, and we all
clearly understand our
responsibility to assess our
needs to tell our civilian leaders
what those needs are," he said.

Vowing to "look everybody
in the eye and tell the truth,"
Pace said. "That's exactly what
you should expect of us and
what we should expect from
ourselves."

New device will sense
through concrete walls

WASHINGTON - Troops
conducting urban operations
soon will have the capabilities
of superheroes, being able to
sense through 12 inches of
concrete to determine if
someone is inside a building.

The new "Radar Scope" will
give warfighters searching a
building the ability to tell within
seconds if someone is in the
next room, Edward Baranoski
from the Defense Advanced
Research Projects Agency's
Special Projects Office, told the
American Forces Press Service.

By simply holding the
portable, handheld device up to
a wall, users will be able to
detect movements as small as
breathing, he said.

The Radar Scope, developed
by DARPA, is expected to be
fielded to troops in Iraq as soon
as this spring, Baranoski said.
The device is likely to be fielded
to the squad level, for use by
troops going door to door in
search of terrorists.

The Radar Scope will give
warfighters the capability to
sense through a foot of concrete
and 50 feet beyond that into a
room, Baranoski said.

It will bring to the fight what
larger, commercially available
motion detectors couldn't, he
said. Weighing just a pound and
a half, the Radar Scope will be
about the size of a telephone
handset and cost just about
$1,000, making it light enough
for a Soldier to carry and
inexpensive enough to be
fielded widely.

The Radar Scope will be
waterproof and rugged, and will
run on AA batteries, he said.

"It may not change how four-
man stacks go into a room
(during clearing operations),"

Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency
expects the portable Radar Scope to look similar to
this model and to be fielded as soon as this spring
to help patrols conducting urban operations to
sense if someone is inside a building.
Baranoski said. "But as they go
into a building, it can help them
prioritize what rooms they go
into. It will give them an extra
degree of knowledge so they
know if someone is inside."

Even as the organization
hurries to get the devices to
combat forces, DARPA already
is laying groundwork for bigger
plans that build on this
technology.

Proposals are expected this
week for the new "Visi
Building" technology that's
more than a motion detector. It
will actually "see" through
multiple walls, penetrating

entire buildings to show floor
plans, locations of occupants
and placement of materials such
as weapons caches, Baranoski
said.

"It will give (troops) a lot of
opportunity to stake out
buildings and really see inside,"
he said. "It will go a long way
in extending their surveillance
capabilities."

The device is expected to
take several years to develop.
Ultimately, service members
will be able to use it simply by
driving or flying by the structure
under surveillance, Baranoski
said.

* Fluid. Water, water, water. Hydration is the most
important nutrient. If your body weight drops just
one percent from losing fluids, your performance will
suffer.

'' T hey understood
what had been
told them

concerning the child." (Luke
2:17)

Each New Year's Day, it is
the custom at an East Coast
university to hang the official
senior class picture in the
student union building.
Underneath the photograph is a
verse from Scripture which best
identifies with that particular
class.

One year, some students
asked one of the professors for
his opinion on what verse
might be appropriate for the
graduating class. He replied,
"Verse thirty-five of chapter

eleven in the Gospel of John."
The students quickly consulted
the Scriptures to see what
passage the professor had
picked. It read, "Jesus wept."

One year ago, most of us
made the customary New
Year's resolutions to change
our life for the better. And, for
many of us, "Jesus wept,"
might be the appropriate verse
to describe how we've carried
out those resolutions! But
unlike our once-a-year
resolutions, the New Testament
calls for a change in our life
the Biblical challenge to be
change is constant. What does
it mean "to be change," to
make things different if not
better than the year that has
passed?

The Gospel of Luke gives us
some clues. For example,
when the shephcrds came to
Bethlehem and "found Mary
and Joseph and Baby Jesus
lying in the manger," they at
once "understood what had

been told them concerning this
child." They experienced the
fullness of faith that comes
through an encounter with the
love of God through the Christ
child.

They "understood," not in
the sense of identifying
intellectually with an abstract
faith-formula, but rather by
coming into the real, live
concrete contact with the love
of God in Christ.

Through that encounter,
Mary and Joseph understood
that the mystery of life was
sweet; but the shepherds who
also met the Christ child
understood that same message
of divine love. The shepherds
understood that love was their
reason for being, and their
means of fulfillment. The
shepherds understood that love
and love alone would lead them
to the discovery of their life's
meaning and purpose.

The wise men also
understood that the power of
love could do what all of the
combined forces of the world
could not - bring them to
wholeness of life. Mary, and
Joseph, the shepherds and wise
men all understood that their
attitude and approach to life
had radically changed,
henceforth, they would be
different! Theirs was a new
life that had begun.

Thank God for our
Christmas experience of the
fullness of faith!

Thank God for our encounter
with the power of love that
God gives us through the child.

f you want to know how
many really bad days one
person can have, witness

Jack Bauer.
The counterterrorism agent

has come extremely close to
death during four days played
out over the past four television
seasons. By Bauer's own
doing, most people thought he
died after the last one.
However, Kiefer Sutherland
resumes the role in season five
of the acclaimed Fox suspense
series 24, which begins with
two-hour installments Sunday
and Monday. The Monday
airing encompasses the show's
100th episode.

Viewers of the recently
released fourth-year DVD set of
24 haye had a taste of the new
season, thanks to a made-for-
home-video prequel linking the
show's past year with its new
one. The piece hints that after
18 months, old foes realize
Bauer is still alive, even if his
daughter and most of his
counter terrorist unit associates
don't.

He has built a new existence
with a woman and her son
(Connie Britton, Brady Corbet)
while his comrades Chloe and
Edgar (Mary Lynn Rajskub,
Louis Lombardi) remain at
CTU under Bill Buchanan's
(James Morrison) leadership.
Less-than-commanding
President Logan (Gregory Itzin)
is still in the White House, and
Logan's wife (Jean Smart)
becomes a key player in the
new tales that adhere to the
series' real-time format.

This year's impressive 24
cast also adds Sean Astin as a
new CTU operative; Julian
Sands as a wealthy villain;
Peter Weller and JoBeth
Williams as Bauer's espionage
mentor and his wife; and Jayne

Atkinson and Stephen Spinella
as a Homeland Security
superior and her deputy. Carlos

Bernard is back as CTU man
Tony, and Kim Raver reprises
the role of Audrey, Bauer's ex-
flame.

The DVD prequel features a
more disheveled Jack Bauer
than 24 fans are used to, a big
reason that sequence won't be
seen in the televised show.

"Otherwise, I'd be restricted
to maintaining that look for the
entire season, since it revolves
around one day," Sutherland
said, "but that created a lot of
freedom for us (on DVD)."

Freedom is something
Sutherland knows anyway in
making 24; also a producer of
the show, he never knows fully
where the plot will take him
when a season begins.

The producers and writers
"have a rough idea of where
they want to get to," the star
said, "but how they plan on
getting there, it's actually
amazing to watch them figure
out. The first 12 episodes are
pretty much mapped out, and
once those go on the air, you get
a sense of what is mattering to
the audience. From our
perspective, we also get a sense
of what is connecting and
working well between actors or
story lines. We just follow that
as far as we can."

As for keeping the faith that
everything will make sense in
the end, "We don't have a
choice," Sutherland said.

"We do everything we can to
make each scene as good as
possible, then in turn to make
each episode as good as
possible. It's gotten to a place
where we've just accepted that
you have to take it day by day."

In addition to DVD, earlier
24 seasons can be seen on A&E
Network and in syndication,
each "day" characterized in part
by the changes in Jack Bauer.

"He's gone from being the
one doing the hunting to being
the hunted on some level,"

Sutherland said.
"They've really turned it on

its ear in the fifth season, and

it's a fantastic shift in a series
that has as many inherent
restrictions as 24 does, by
virtue of the time format and
everything else. You see Jack
in a different environment from
any other season, and that's
very interesting. We feel like
we're doing a new show."

When 24 premiered in 2001,
Sutherland had his doubts about
tackling such a prolonged
project after varying his career
with movies including Stand by
Me, The Lost Boys, Young
Guns, A Few Good Men and A

Time to Kill.
"I don't think I've ever come

across a greater challenge than
trying to keep 24 fresh and
alive," he said, "and the way to
do that is with 10 small things
rather than one big dramatic
thing. Any concerns I had,
going into television, that I
would get bored? Those are
gone."

With the success of 24, it
was only a matter of time until
other shows began emulating
its intense approach, a prime
example being Fox's Prison

Break, slated to return inMarch.
"When I've done films,"

Sutherland said, "I've often
heard, 'We need to give the
audience a chance to breathe',
and we might have been

wrong.
"Even if you look at ER,

there have been episodes that
are unrelenting, and I think
we've discovered that
audiences can handle it. I
don't find it surprising that
other shows have started to
push in that direction."

Kiefer William Frederick Dempsey George Rufus
Sutherland was named after Warren Kiefer, pen name
of Lorenzo Sabatini, who directed Kiefer's dad Donald
in the movie Castle of the Dead.
Kiefer, born Dec. 21, 1966, has a twin sister Rachel,
who is seven minutes younger.

But he made it - beyond the
crowd waiting inside the terminal
and all the way to the tarmac,
where he stood, third in line
behind the post deputy
commander and the brigade
chaplain, to shake the hand of
every Soldier, 294 in all, who
disembarked the plane shortly
after 5 p.m. Monday.

"I wasn't going to miss it. It's

me ieast i couiu no, Konrbaugn
said. "I should've been on that
flight."

Rohrbaugh was anxious to see
his buddies, the Soldiers of the
2nd Battalion, 69th Armor
Regiment, but no one more so
than Spc. Gary Orvis, the medic
who saved the 21-year-old West
Virginian's life Nov. 19 when an
enemy mortar round exploded
during an all-night "point raid
party" in downtown Baqubah.

The blast killed a handful of
Iraqi policeman and injured the
three men in Rohrbaugh's team.
He took the brunt of the blast,
which destroyed the muscles in
his left thigh, broke his right
humerus and riddled his right

AAFES opens
ethanol pump
Dixie Road site
marks first for
Army, DoD

Fort Benning notched a first with the
opening of an Ethanol85 pump at the
Dixie Road shoppette Friday.

"Fort Benning has always been a
leader in environmental efforts," said
Andrea Hicks, the post's pollution
prevention program manager. Several
years ago, alternative fuel vehicles
debuted on post, but the infrastructure
didn't exist to support their use.

Through working with the Army and
Air Force Exchange Service to make the
fuel available, Hicks said, the
installation is now able to comply fully
with executive orders and continue its
environmental stewardship.

Garrison Commander Col. Rick
Riera pumped the ceremonial first
gallons into one of the post's 327 E85-
capable vehicles.

"This is a big deal for Fort Benning,"
he said. "It's been six years in the
making, and not only do we have the
first alternative fuel pump in the Army,
but in the Department of Defense.

Also attending the ceremony were
representatives from the Middle
Georgia Clean Cities Coalition, General
Motors and Alternative Fuel Solutions
- groups interested in the post's
efforts.

Dr. Linda Smyth, president of the
MGCCC, said her organization has
found that the military always takes the
lead on projects involving new
technology and is willing to be the first
to try things that others later adopt.

"That's commendable, and we
applaud anything that reduces our use of
fossil fuels," she said. "It's good for the
environment, for our economy and for
national security."

Smyth's group promotes the use of
alternative fuels and reducing the use of
petroleum "in any way, shape and
form."

And opening an ethanol pump on
Fort Benning is good for Georgia, too,

Immersed in the hectic pace of life in

ihe nation's capitol, I found there were

many things I missed about Fort Benning

the things a person doesn't appreciate

when they're around every day.

Trying to sleep at night in my tiny

apartment downtown and listening to cars

honk, people whistling for taxis and late-

night partyers shouting, I missed quiet

Columbus nights, interrupted only by an

occasional train whistle.
In Washington, every night I could

choose from restaurants serving Lebanese,

Indian, Afghani and Ethiopian food, or any

sort of organic vegan tofu a person might

like. I loved the
diversity of foods
available, but what I
couldn't find were
collard greens, corn
bread and barbecue. On
the drive back, I stopped
for my barbecue fix
right after I crossed the
Georgia border. I like
the folksy feeling of the South and the
unique culture.

As soon as I heard the waitress's accent,
I felt glad to be back in the friendly South,
where there is a special courtesy and
kindness. In Washington, it took me a
while to get used to the coldness I
perceived from people. No one on the
street looked at each other or smiled.
Listening to headphones, talking on a cell
phone or reading a newspaper, people
charged down the street, lost in their own
stressed-out worlds.

A friend from Columbus, who visited
me in D.C., remarked that everyone in the
city seemed to be walking alone. Rarely
did we see a couple, or a family with kids.
Mostly, we saw frowning, single people.

"People here don't have families," my
friend said. "They have jobs.';

Spanish phrases and words from my best
friend Ely.

Kelly, my friend with muscular
dystrophy, taught me to be my own person.
Although in a motorized wheelchair, Kelly
wore her hot pink Converse sneakers with
pride and didn't care if her DayGlo outfits
hurt anyone's eyes.

She also taught me humility. In high
school and even years later, I never once
heard Kelly complain - about anything.
Unable to even get out of bed by herself in
the morning, I never once heard her
complain.

So often I hear someone complain about
their crappy job or even the weather, and
it's easy to get into a mindset like that. But
not Kelly. She didn't take the promise of
another day for granted.

I've learned a lot about life from many
different people - people of different
heritage, race, religion, disability and so
on.

Like Martin Luther King Jr. so
eloquently said in his I Have a Dream
speech, "I have a dream that my four little
children will one day live in a nation where
they will not be judged by the color of
their skin but by the content of their
character."

Not an implausible dream, but
unfortunately not one that is readily
practiced.

I leave you with what King Jr. finished
that speech saying, and it's one to cut out,
tape to your mirror, refrigerator, wherever
you might need that daily reminder of what
race you belong to - the human race:

"When we allow freedom to ring, when
we let it ring from every village and every
hamlet, from every state and every city, we
will be able to speed up that day when all
of God's children, black men and white
men, Jews and Gentiles, Protestants and
Catholics, will be able to join hands and
sing in the words of the old Negro
spiritual, 'Free at last! Free at last! Thank
God Almighty, we are free at last!

I'm still unpacking
the boxes from my storage unit. I'm trying
to remember Benning acronyms, reconnect
with friends and get back into the swing of
life in Infantry Hall.

They've
been under great stress, missing their
spouses, family, friends and normal life.

Getting back into everyday life will take
some time. It will take effort, under-
standing and patience from Soldiers, family
members and the whole Fort Benning
community. However, with the
community's support, life will get back to
normal soon.

I'm looking, forward to seeing familiar
faces from the 3rd Brigade Combat Team,
the 36th Engineer Group and our other
returning troops. I'm so glad I'm here to
welcome them home.

shoulder with shrapnel. He credits
Orvis with saving his life.

"I wouldn't be alive if it weren't
for him," said Rohrbaugh, who had
to convince officials at the VA
Hospital in Augusta, Ga., that he
could handle the trip. "Nothing
could stop me from being here to
shake his hand.9

Rohrbaugh said he's lost track of
the surgeries he's had since the
blast, some in Germany, where he
was medevaced, and some at
Martin Army Community Hospital.

But he never lost track of his
teammates, Spc. Nicholas Outen
and Spc. Adam Rodgers, who have
returned home.

Orvis kept up with the injured
Soldiers, also, and relayed
information about their recovery to
their buddies in Iraq.

"Infantrymen need to be able to
keep their heads in the game, and
to do that they need to know their
guys are being taken care of back
home" said the 30-year-old former
firefighter, who relied on his wife,
here, and his family in Texas, to
visit his injured troops.

"(Soldiers) can't concqntrate on
their job if they're worrying about
their buddies," he said. "I'd tell
them their guys are doing OK,
getting better, and they'd say,
'How do you know, Doc?' And I'd
tell them, 'My wife went to see
him in Augusta,' or 'My parents
visited him in Texas."'

When he met Rohrbaugh with a
bearhug on the tarmac, Orvis said
seeing his friend again was "almost
as good as seeing my wife.
Almost."

Orvis and Rohrbaugh were
practically roommates in Iraq.
They were separated by a thin
wall. "Knock on the wall when
the coffee's ready," became their
catch phrase, because Orvis was
"Mr. Coffee," Rohrbaugh said.

Orvis carried a coffee bean grinder,
a coffee machine and an espresso
machine to Iraq.

When Sharon Orvis visited her
husband's buddy at Martin Army
Community Hospital, she didn't
recognize his face, swollen and
bloated from surgeries and
medication. But she knew she was
at the right bedside when she told
him, "Doc Orvis said to knock on
the wall when the coffee's ready."
Rohrbaugh started to cry.

Orvis said he "went into the
zone" when dealing with his
friends who were injured. Being
able to "disconnect from the
emotional attachment when you're
working on a friend" is a must for
any medic, he said. But phone
calls home were cathartic.

"I'd call my wife and just dump
it all on her, and she listened," said
Orvis, who married while home on
leave in September. "She got me
through this year."

The toughest times were losing
some of his friends, Orvis said.
Among them was Sgt. 1st Class
David Salie, who was killed by an
IED in February. The two had
worked together and developed "a
good relationship," said Orvis, who
applauded Haley Salie for
attending the ceremony to greet her
father's friends.

Haley, a 13-year-old seventh
grader from Columbus, said she
wasn't sure how she'd handle
herself when the troops poured in.

"It's hard, but I just want to be
here to support them," she said.

There were hundreds of friends
and family members on hand to
show support for nine homecoming

ceremonies this week. If the flight

scheduled for Tuesday arrives on
schedule, nearly all of the
brigade's 4,000 Soldiers will be

home.

Soldier recalls dancing while deploy
Says dance
experience makes
her better Soldier

apt. Ivy Miller doesn't

publicize the fact that she's

an accomplished ballerina.

At 5 feet, 3 inches tall and barely 115

pounds, with waist-length curly,

copper hair, the soft-spoken 28-year-

old engineer knows she runs the risk

of "being taken a little less seriously"

by those who assume she's as delicate

as she looks.

She also knows appearances can be

deceiving. She learned that from her

mother.
Miller is a battle captain for

Headquarters and Headquarters

Company, 36th Engineer Group, just

back from her second tour in Iraq,

where "home" was an air-conditioned

trailer with all the amenities she

needed. That's because Miller needs

few amenities, and "home" is where

she makes it. She learned that from

her mother.

Home was Athens, Ga., when Miller

was growing up. She was 7.when her

dad left her mom, Meg, to raise Ivy

and her sister Sara, 6, on her own.

Meg home-
schooled her
daughters,
planted a garden 101

to keep them fed,
and took jobs as a ...
laborer at local

farms. When the
girls were done
with their Miller
schoolwork and
their chores - weeding, planting and
mulching - they played for hours in
the fields and forests around the farms
where Meg worked. The cows and
ducks and horses were their
playmates. It was a very Bohemian
existence, Ivy said, because that's the
way her mother wanted it.

"She wanted a big family - 10

kids, but she got the two of us," Ivy
said. "And she did a bang-up job. We
didn't have much money, but I didn't
realize it at the time. Looking back, I
know when she said 'Let's go see
what's in the garden,' we didn't have
money to go to the store.

"But I never felt deprived. It was
an amazingly carefree childhood.
Now I realize how completely free of
worries we were - not

responsibilities, but worries. It's the
kind of childhood I'd choose for
myself if I had to do it over again."

Ivy and her sister spent hours at the
public library each week, researching
projects on ideas and activities that

interested them. Those hours in the
library "had a huge impact" on their
lives, she said. They taught
themselves to paint, sculpt, play
musical instruments and dance.
. By the time Ivy was 16 and Sara
was 15 - the year they earned their
GEDs and started attending a
community. college - the girls' talent
had exceeded the level of instruction
they were receiving at the studio
where they took ballet classes.

By the end of their first semester of
college, they were awarded full
scholarships to Brenau Women's
College in Gainesville, Ga., where
they majored in dance performance.

After college, Ivy was offered a
position with the Central
Pennsylvania Youth Ballet. Her sister
went to New York City.

Ivy rehearsed and performed more
than 30 hours a week while holding
down a full-time job as a cook. After
a year at the ballet company, with not
a single day off, Ivy revisited the idea
of joining the Army.

"When I was younger, it was
something I thought I wanted to do,
but I held off when I got into dance.
But the Army always appealed to me.
I'm like my mom. I like structure,"
said Ivy, who enlisted in April 2001.
"And I was ready for another
adventure."

But after a rigorous year at the
ballet company, basic training was

more of a vacation than an adventure.
The adventure came later, after Officer
Candidate School, when Ivy was
assigned to the 36th Engineer Group.

"I actually wanted to be an
engineer, but I didn't have a hard
science degree, so I didn't think I'd be
selected," said Ivy, who put it as her
third choice when listing her branch
preferences during OCS.

She's loving her job, even when it
takes her to the desert.

"Honestly, deploying was a great
experience. It reinforced the feeling
that we've got a real job to do - not
just training, but something that's
really important," she said.

And she believes her training as a
ballerina has made her a stronger,
more disciplined Soldier. She stays
flexible and agile by continuing her
dance training even as she continually
exceeds Army standards on the PT
test.

When she's stateside, Ivy performs
with the Columbus Ballet Company.
Though she plans to make a career of
the Army, ballet, she figures, will
always be a part of her life. But she
never imagined she'd "marry the two"
with a dance in the desert.

At Camp Liberty, Ivy joined a cast
of actors, singers and dancers
Soldiers all - in a series of

performances to boost morale during
the latter part of the unit's yearlong
deployment.
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One of the show's directors saw Ivy

during aerobics classes at the camp's

MWR tent, "recognized the dancer in

her," and asked her to join the troupe

of performers.
Chief Warrant Officer Leonard

Mardis, 3rd Soldier Support Battalion,

3rd Infantry Division, choreographed

the dances and trained a number of

dancers who had no experience. They

began practicing in late September,

and by the time they took the stage for

their Thanksgiving performance of

"Night of Praise," the novice dancers

"had a new respect" for the art, Ivy

said.

"Unless you've done it, you can't

fathom how difficult it is," she said.

"A good dancer makes it look easy,

but you could see the respect grow

among those who'd never done it

before as it got closer and closer to the

show."
If the show was anything but

professional, the audience didn't know

it, according to The Marne Express,

the 3rd Infantry Division's newsletter,

which reviewed the performance as a

"highlight" of the "many talented

performers in the division."

The Thanksgiving performance, one

of several, drew a standing room only

crowd, the paper said.

"It was great," Ivy said. "Who

would've ever thought we'd be

dancing in the desert?"

said Ed White, representing
Alternative Fuel Solutions, LLC
and Clean Fuel USA. The
groups promote the use of
ethanol fuel, specifically, and
filitate the use of ethanol fuel

developing infrastructure
ak0 assisting in creating
programs for its use.

White said they encourage
companies to create ethanol
plants in Georgia and to take
advantage of the state's
agricultural capabilities.

Ethanol alcohol is distilled
mainly from corn plants, and
E85 is available at fewer than
200 stations nationwide.

"Ethanol means jobs," White
said. "It's economically and
environmentally beneficial. It's
win-win for everybody."

Nationwide, there are more
than 2 million General Motors
vehicles capable of running on
E85, said GM Fleet Account
Executive Randy Queen.

"But right now the 'pretty
boy' on the block is the hybrid

(vehicle)," Queen said. "But
the hybrid doesn't do nearly as
much in reducing fuel
consumption as E85 vehicles
do."

Unfortunately, he said, there
are few retail E85 facilities.
The majority of the nation's
pumps exist in the midwest,
where the bulk of the ethanol is
produced.

The good news for the
average consumer is that some
may be driving a vehicle that is
capable of using the E85 fuel -

and buying it at the Dixie Road
pump at approximately 20 cents
per gallon less expensive than
gas.

"A lot of people don't know
their vehicle will handle
ethanol," White said. "And as
you decrease the demand for for
gas, you ease the price people
are paying for that gas.

"E85 - it's 85 percent

ethanol. For every gallon,
you're only burning 15 percent
of what a normal person is
burning. That's huge."

A former Soldier and a

Columbus business-
man have teamed up

to produce a product that will

benefit Soldiers.
Zach Thomas left the 4th

Ranger Training Battalion,
where he was the operations

officer for D Company, in

September to pursue a career in

the ministry and attend the
Army's Chaplaincy Training

Program. He serves as the

College and Career minister at

Morningside Baptist Church in

Columbus and attends classes

at New Orleans Baptist
Theological Extension Campus

in Albany, Ga., one day a week.

His plate is full, but his bank

account is dwindling.
Thomas took a drastic pay

cut to pursue what he-considers
his life's calling, to be a

chaplain. It's a sacrifice he was

willing to make, because he's

passionate about Soldiers and
he's passionate about serving

God, hence the JESUS "tab" on

the front plate of his 1977
Toyota Corolla and the agape

symbol, or "Jesus fish," he
wears on a cord around his
neck.

Serving God, Thomas said,
is his greatest passion, but it's

not his only passion. Aside

from his ministry, his love of

all things Army, and his family,

which includes Christi, his wife

of six years, and their 14-
month-old daughter Louci,
Thomas has another great
passion. Coffee.

"I love it," Thomas said last
week, as he cradled a cup of

freshly brewed, "French
pressed" coffee, black, at the

Columbus Coffee Company on
Whittlesey Road.

"I started
drinking
coffee when
I was at
West Point.
I needed to
stay awake
for exams,"
he said.

Now I guess Woodward
I drink a pot
a day, black most of the time.
I'll put foo-foo in it every now

and then. I love it."
Four years ago, while

serving with the 101 st Airborne
Division, Thomas said, he was

"inspired" to write a business
plan for a coffee shop. He and

Christi figured they'd open one

after he retired from the Army.

But his career path took a

turn soon after.
"People used to tell me I was

going to be in the ministry, but

all I ever wanted to be was a

Soldier," said Thomas, who
was inspired during his

childhood in Cedar Town, Ga.,

by television shows like Tour of

Duty.
After graduating from West

Point in 1999, Thomas joined

the 101 st and graduated from
Ranger School hoping to

eventually serve with the 75th
Ranger Regiment. His career
was going according to
schedule.

"And then 9/11 happened,"
said Thomas, who was the

executive officer of a rifle

company at that time. He
eagerly prepared to deploy to
Afghanistan with the Ist
Battalion, 327th Infantry
Regiment.

But just before his departure,

Thomas received orders to
attend the Captains Career
Course at Fort Benning.

Soon after, when the U.S.
launched an attack on Baghdad,

the 327th
was
reassigned
to Iraq.

"I

watched
my platoon
on FOX
News. I
saw my Thomas
own guys in
Iraq," Thomas said. "It was so
hard. There were nights I
literally cried myself to sleep it
was so hard."

"It's not part of God's plan,"
Christi assured him, and
Thomas took some measure of
comfort in that. He began to
pray for direction aild even
visited a friend who was a
chaplain to ask about the
program.

When he found out he would
have to get out of the Army to
attend the training program,
Thomas dropped the idea
entirely.

So when the opportunity
came, during the Captains
Career Course, to deploy to
Afghanistan, Thomas was
quick to volunteer.

"Of course everybody
wanted to go," he said. "It was
a rare opportunity - the first
time ever that Soldiers would
be taken right out of the course
and graduated early to deploy.
This was my chance."

Unfortunately, the
deployment would delay
Thomas' arrival at his next
assignment - the RTB - by
eight months. Days before his
scheduled departure, Thomas'
deployment orders were
revoked.

"I was crushed," he said,
"but I knew, this time, God was
trying to tell me something."

Thomas grinned as he recited
the words of Proverbs 16:9: A

man's heart devises his ways;
but the Lord directs his path.

"They say the surest way to
make God laugh is to tell him
your plans," he said.

With a sense of peace about
God's plan to use him as a
chaplain, Thomas took his
position at the RTB in 2003
and applied as an intern
minister at Morningside, where
he served part-time until last
year, when he was able to focus
all his energies on ministry and
his pursuit of the chaplaincy.

"That's what I'm about. I
don't want anything to distract
from my ministry," he said.

That said, it was soon
evident that Thomas would
need a second source of income
to support his family while
attending seminary. That's
when he remembered the
coffee shop plan God gave him
four years ago.

He hit upon an idea that
would marry his passions,
benefit Soldiers and help ease
his own financial burden during
the next four of five years
the time it will take to complete
seminary and qualify for the
Army Chaplaincy Program.

Thomas has partnered with
John Woodward, the owner of
the Columbus Coffee
Company, to produce Ranger
Coffee, a one-of-a-kind roast
available online at
rangercoffee.com, through local
vendors, like Commandos, and
through various military Web
sites, which will feature links to
Thomas' homepage. A portion
of the proceeds from the sale of
the coffee will go to various
Soldier support organizations.

The coffee comes in two
varieties, the regular "Sleep is a

Crutch", version and "Not for
the Faint of Heart," which has

twice the caffeine.

Woodward, whose business
met with near-instant success
when it opened three years ago
in a part of town experiencing a
sudden regrowth, owns the only
coffee roastery in Columbus.
He's on his way to becoming a
"master roaster," a process
which takes about five years
and requires numerous trips to
Costa Rica. Woodward sends
coffee to Soldiers in Iraq at
their request.

With those credentials, and
the recommendation of local
coffee afficionados, Thomas
was confident when he cast his
lot with Woodward.

"It's the best coffee in town,"
Thomas said, "and he's the best
at what he does."

Like Thomas, Woodward
used the word passionate to
describe his affinity for coffee.
Their shared interest makes
them perfect partners, he said.

"Some people get into
business for the money,"
Woodward said. "Some people
get into it for passion. I'm
passionate about coffee, good
quality coffee.

"It's fun to work with some-
one else who's passionate about
what he's doing and willing to
throw himself into this," he
said. "And I'm glad Zach
thought enough of me to use
my coffee. He could've used
cheaper coffee, but he
would've gotten cheaper
coffee."

The two believe the coffee's
quality will make success of
their business venture, but
Thomas. whose Web site logo
reads "Never forget those who

serve," has no aspirations to be

a full-time entrepreneur at this

time.
He still dreams about being a

"Regimental Ranger." This

time as a chaplain.

pc. Carl Olson left
for Iraq 12 months
ago. He came
back Monday a
new man.

Spc. Olson returned as Sgt.
Ballagh. Only the first name
remains the same. The 23-
year-old military policeman
with the 3rd Brigade Troops
Battalion was adopted by
Deena and Dennis Ballagh of
Princeton, Wis., during his
deployment.

"I've always called them my
chosen parents. There was
something there from the very
beginning," Carl said.

"The beginning" actually
started before Carl entered the
picture, back in 1996, when
Dennis married Deena, a
widow, six months after the
death of her only child, an 18-
year-old son.

The couple moved from
California to Wisconsin looking
for a fresh start. They opened a
restaurant and named it Once
In a Blue Moon, because there
were two full moons, a rare
occurence, the week of their
wedding, and they believed it
bode well for their union and
their business.

The week before the
restaurant was scheduled to
open, in walked a 15-year-old
high school freshman who
impressed Deena with his firm
handshake and willingness to
work.

"I'll do anything-
anything. I don't care what it
is. I just want a job," Carl
Olson said.

Carl was a foster child,
removed from the home of his
abusive, alcoholic parents when
he was 13.

"I remember thinking it

wasn't fair," Deena said. "Here
I wanted to be a mom so badly,
and here's this young man
whose mother doesn't
appreciate him, doesn't even
want him. Looking back now, I
know it was meant to be."

Deena likes to say it was "a
very long labor" that produced
the adoption. For years, Carl
was a favored, reliable
employee, always willing to do
whatever needed done. He
bused and cooked and hosted,
and even returned after football
games to help Dennis scrub
grout.

Dennis saw a need in Carl
and took him under his wing,
offering counsel and
encouragement and help with
homework. He even
volunteered to be the JV
football announcer so Carl
could hear his name over the
loudspeaker.

"He couldn't be more my
son if I'd raised him from day

one," Dennis said.
Carl remained in foster care

until he turned 18, at which
point he "graduated" out of the
system.

For a young man who
always knew he'd "grow up to
be a cop and a Soldier," the
Army, and the military police
in particular, was a natural fit.

He enlisted in the Army
Reserves, but soon after his
graduation from basic training- Deena flew in to be there
for him - terrorists attacked
the U.S., and Carl transferred to
active duty.

He was assigned to Fort

Benning's 988th Military
Police Company and deployed
with them to Iraq.

Once again, Deena flew to
Fort Benning for his
homecoming a year later,.

"She always did what was
expected of a mom - not a
mother, a mom," Dennis said.

Carl visited his birth mom
after returning from Iraq the
first time. The experience was
not good, but cathartic.

He finally accepted the fact
that she would never be a part
of his life.

The Ballaghs were proud of
the young man they always

considered their son. So when
he deployed again, Deena told
Dennis she wanted to adopt.

"There was never a question,
never even a discussion really,"
he said. "It just made sense."

Through text messages and
phone calls, they broached the
subject with Carl, who jumped
on the possibility.

"Every child - it doesn't
matter if you're 10 or 20 -
every child needs to come
home to a family," he said.
"You need to be able to say
'Mom and Dad."'

It was Carl who suggested
the name change, but first he

had to square it with his fiance,
Spc. Roza Shalvaryan, who
also serves with the BTB.

"She though she ,was going
to be an Olson," he said. "But
she's already learned to sign
her name Ballagh. She thinks
it's great."

Completing the.paperwork
took a few months, since
everything had to be sent to
Iraq to be signed and notarized.
The adoption was final just
weeks before Carl came home.

The new year is bringing change to
Martin Army Community Hospital.

To improve patient access to care,
the hospital is shifting staff from
Winder Health Clinic to the main
hospital clinic mall area, relocating
elements of Family Medicine to
Winder Clinic and has established a
new Soldier Care element.

"We are consolidating services in
one location for the initial entry Soldier
and permanent active-duty Soldiers,"

said Col. Margaret Rivera, MEDDAC
commander.

"We are bringing their health care to
them," she said, which will cut down
on missed training time.

Another change is moving the
medical records of Tricare Prime
active-duty family members to the
clinic mall of the hospital.

"We need every patient's
assistance," said Lt. Col. Lee Rabine,
chief of Patient Administration. "If
they have their medical records, they
need to return them to the records room
located in the clinic mall area as soon
as possible."

This is especially important for
those patients who have not been to the
hospital during the last two years,
Rabine said, because their medical

records are retired after two years due
to inactivity.

Accessing the Adult Primary Care
Clinic will also become easier, Riveria
said.

The clinic is being streamlined into
the Family Medicine Clinic wing,
moving to the first floor. The clinic is
closed for the move and will reopen
Tuesday.

The pharmacy also is changing its
ways, said Lt. Col. Jasper Watkins,
chief, Pharmacy Services.

"We are doing away with the drop
off system at the main Outpatient
Pharmacy," Watkins said.

"When bringing in new
prescriptions, patients will receive one-
on-one attention at one of our
windows," he said. "By moving to

more personalized service, we've
found there is less possibility of error
and will save time if we talk to the
patient at the window instead of filling
a prescription without the patient being
present."

Another advantage for the customer
is drug availablity, Watkins said.

"If the drug is not available, it will
allow the patient to take the
prescription downtown the same day,"
he said.

Changes to the Outpatient Refill
Pharmacy include a longer turn-around
time when filling a prescription, he
said.

Patient safety is the primary reason
for the increased time, Watkins said.

"We've found that we need more
than 24 hours to clear prescriptions

safely," he said.
"By increasing the wait time to 48

hours, we'll provide safer prescription
delivery and decrease the amount of
time waiting in line at the PX," Watkins
said.

Other changes at Martin Army
Community Hospital include the
renovation of the main entrance and
lobby, removing the burlap from the
walls and the opening of the corridor
between the two basements and the
new Starbucks Coffee Shop in the
pharmacy area.

Most changes will be completed by
mid-February, Riveria said.

Another temporary change: the
Patient Affairs office has relocated to
Room 232 while the lobby is under
construction.

MPs ride along
with Columbus
police officers

Fort Benning's military
police are teaming up with
Columbus police officers to
make night life in Columbus a
safer experience for everyone.

MPs started riding with
Columbus officers Thursday
night, doing joint patrols in
areas where bars and clubs are
off-limits to Soldiers, said Maj.
Julius Graham, command of
patrol services for the Columbus
Police Department.

MPs are enforcing standards
of conduct, per the Uniform
Code of Military Justice, that do
not transcend civilian law,

Graham said.
Capt. Kevin Pelley, deputy

provost marshal, said an MP
presence on joint patrols can be
a deterrent; Soldiers can be
directed home before they get
into trouble. A Soldier can be
taken back to his unit, and the
commander can use UCMJ,
potentially sparing the Soldier a
criminal record.

Under UCMJ, Soldiers can
be picked up by MPs for
violations, such as public
intoxication, which is not a
violation of civilian law,
Graham said. Joint patrols
conducted for a brief period last
year resulted in a decrease in
these% kinds of situations
involving military personnel.

The last time patrols were
done regularly was in the early
'70s, Graham said, when MPs
were at the Columbus police
stations.

Speeding is a contributing

factor in crashes that kill about
12,000 people each year,
according to the National
Safety Council.

Fort Benning's military
police, hoping to prevent traffic
fatalities, are cracking down on
speeders with Operation Slow
Down, said Staff Sgt. Michael
Snow, traffic accident
investigation NCOIC.

"People will definitely see
an increase in the number of
police patrollin, the road in the
next month, if Iney haven't

noticed already," Snow said.
Several officers have been

assigned primarily to enforce
speed limits around post, and
with members of the 209th and
7 1 st MP Detachments returning
from deployment, there are
more police to watch for
speeders.

MPs are focusing especially
on speed limits during morning
physical training hours and in
school zones and housing areas.

From 6 to 7:30 a.m., the
speed limit on post is 15 miles
per hour, because many
Soldiers run on or near the
roads. Reduced visibility in the
mornings due to darkness, fog
or rain, makes slowing down
for troops a necessity, Snow
said. During morning physical
training, MPs will mainly be
writing Armed Forces traffic
tickets. Armed Forces tickets

The treadmills
behind me were occupied, and everyone
was having a good time. I heard a lot of
laughter.

I enjoyed a good, quality workout. I felt
great about myself until I got home. When
I went to get out of my stylish gym attire,

my thumb went through a gaping hole right
smack in the middle of my rear end. No
kidding. Thank goodness I am not in
thong-wearing shape. God bless those
poor laughing fools behind me. Now I
know what they were giggling about. (If
you ever see me anywhere, and you know
who you are, please don't say a word).

And did I forget to mention one piece of
advice I learned my first night back at the
gym? Never jump on a piece of sports
equipment until you know what you're
doing.

When I got on the elliptical, it looked a
little different than the ones I've used
before, but I figured there can't be much to
it, right?

All I
know is that I hit quick start, started
pedaling and hit a gut-wrenching dead
stop.

I know that
will change (reasons which I will get to in
another article) but for now, I can't wait to
get home.

I am sore, but after a week, I notice I
already have more "umph" after a good
workout. I feel better about myself. Heck,
after surviving day one (before I found out
about the ripped pants) I thought I could
conquer the world.

I'm
not alone, said Lori Smith, fitness director
with the Directorate of Morale Welfare and
Recreation. Increased energy, lower blood
pressure, lower cholesterol, lower stress,
increased self esteem are all non-tangibles
until you get involved 'n a wellness
program.

"When you start, you actually feel the
changes taking place," Smith said. "You'll
know why we do what we do to get
healthy and stay healthy."

Staying motivated in a wellness
program can be difficult, Smith said. Here
are tips to keep you motivated:

* Set small goals every week. Write
down what you did, when and how you
felt. This will keep you committed and
honest.

0 Partner up. Be accountable to
someone else, whether a workout partner
or a friend by e-mail.

0 Learn something new. Vary your
workout with new activities. Your body
AND mind need a challenge.

* Treat yourself. Once you've reached a
goal, reward yourself with something other
than food. Set another goal and go for it.

This week, I'm adding five to 10
minutes on each workout and making
Sunday my running, or attempt-to-run-but-
instead-feel-like-I-have-asthma day.

While I threw myself (literally) into the
new workout regime, I threw myself into
better nutrition - dieting, as common folk
like me call it. I strived for better eating
habits, but didn't always come out on top.
It was usually the cherry on top, with
mounds of whipped cream and ice cream
beneath it. I really did try to eat more
green stuff and smaller portions.

What was really hard was journaling.
But because of it, I now know my worst
habit - stress eating.

1st Lt. Jonathan Poyourow, a nutritionist
with Martin Army Community Hospital,
said a lot of our eating habits are learned
from our parents.

"You can't leave the table until your
plate is clean" teaches us that we have to
eat everything in front of us, even if we're
full, Poyourow said.

Or food, like ice cream or fast food, is
used as a reward for good behavior, and
later becomes comfort food when sad or
depressed, he said.

Q: What is an ITIN? How do I get

one?
A: An ITIN, or Individual Taxpayer

Identification Number, is a nine-digit

number issued by the Internal Revenue

Service. An ITIN looks like a Social

Security number in that both numbers have

nine digits, but it is different because it is

only issued to individuals who are not
eligible for a Social Security number, such
as a non-resident alien spouse.

The IRS issues ITINs because a
dependent on an income tax return must
have an identifying number.

This is usually a Social Security
number, but may be an ITIN if the
individual cannot be issued a Social
Security number.

Whether a Social Security number or an

ITIN, it is important for the individual to
file for the appropriate number as soon as

possible. Without such a number, the IRS
will disallow the exemption for the

dependent, as well as the listed marital
status if the dependent is the taxpayer's
spouse, and any associated credits.

IRS Form W-7 is used to apply for an
ITIN.

lessen the severity of accidents," Snow
said. "It's just the laws of physics. The
faster something is going, the harder it
impacts and the more damage it's going to
cause."

In fact, every 10 miles per hour over 50
doubles the risk of death if a crash occurs,
according to the National Safety Council's
Web site.

For example, at 80 miles per hour, the
chances of dying if involved in a crash are
eight times greater than at 50 miles per
hour.

On a 10 mile trip, this increased risk

results in only four minutes of reduced
travel time,

MPs have also placed trailers around
post that measure speed and flash if a
driver is exceeding the speed limit.

Those trailers are used to remind drivers
of their speed and encourage people to
slow down, Snow said.

"With the troops returning, we'll have a
lot more people driving on the road and
more Soldiers running in the morning,"
Snow said.

"This isn't about issuing tickets. It's
about keeping our community safe."

The time has
finally come. Your Soldier gets to
trade in Iraqi sand storms for

Georgia pine trees, plywood privies for
porcelain potties, and low pressure or no
showers for hot water on demand. R-E-U-
N-I-0-N - it's a beautiful thing, isn't it?
It's the moment so many of our Fort
Benning Soldiers and families have been
waiting for.

Last week, I began a series of articles
designed to help each and every Soldier or
spouse'who's in the midst of the joys and
the challenges of redeployment back to
Fort Benning.

Benning wrestlers hit mats
Youth team
enjoying
second year

Last year, John Wright said
he didn't know what to expect
when he started a wrestling
program for Fort Benning
children.

And this year?
"We're having fun," Wright

said, as the team finished
practice Tuesday at the
Combatives building near the
MP station.

Not that the team didn't have
fun last year as wrestlers placed
in tournaments, but, as Wright
said, the sport requires a great
deal of commitment from the
children and their parents.

"We're a traveling team,"'.he
said. "We compete in the
Atlanta metro area and southern
-Georgia, near Albany.."

That traveling schedule for
tournaments means the team
and their fans are "spending the
better part of those Saturdays
sitting in a high school gym
somewhere," he said.

Wright and his assistant
coaches have more than 30 kids,
ages 4 to 14, in the program this
year. They're broken down into
weight and age classes,
beginning with 4- to 6-year-old

PeeWees. The second group,
the 6- to 8-year-old Bantams,
have the most wrestlers.

Cole Whittaker, one of the
PeeWees, started wrestling at
age 4 in Germany.

At the end of practice,
Wright handed Cole an
oversized safety pin.

"It's because I pinned two
people," Cole said. He wrestled
three times in a tournament
Saturday in Bremen, Ga.,
beating two of them by pinning
them to the mat. He took first
place in his division.

His parents, Jay and Amy,
called post before they arrived
here in September to find out if
there was a wrestling program,
and were told there wasn't one.

"We actually considered me
living near family so Cole could
continue to wrestle," Amy said.
"We were surprised when we
found out there was a program
here. We were lucky. We didn't
really want to go somewhere
else to have him wrestle."

Like many children, Cole has
tried other sports, like football
and baseball, but he said his
favorite is wrestling. He wants
to wrestle as long as he can
even after he's old enough to
have a car.

Although Wright ended
practice with 30 minutes of
conditioning drills, Cole
wouldn't admit there was
anything about wrestling or
practice he didn't like. After

practices, on Tuesdays and
Thursdays from 6 to 8 p.m., "I
go to sleep," Cole said.

Cole is one of the good
wrestlers Wright said he's
inherited. At least a third of his
team, he said, has at least a year
of experience, and the rest are in
their first year.

Helping Wright are a handful
of "great assistant coaches" who
all have at least high school
wrestling experience. Some
also have college experience,
and one, Ben Fielding, wrestled
on the All-Army team.

Wright wrestled in college,
has coached at other posts and
has spent time refereeing as
well. He's seen "all three facets
of the sport," he said.

Of the 11 wrestlers who went
to the first tournament, nine of
them placed in the top four in
their age brackets, he said.

"When we go to the
tournaments, I tell the kids 'You
are Fort Benning's team. Your
moms and dads are Soldiers, so
conduct yourselves in a way
that's in accordance with that.'

"But we've got really great
parents and great kids."

Wright's hopeful for the
future of the sport, but
acknowledges the kids will face
some challenges as they get
older.

"The sad thing is, so many
colleges are losing their teams,"
he said. "I hope it's going to
make a resurgence."

of NBC's Scrubs, a
large table holds an
assortment of giant
champagne bottles and

a huge cake that looks like a
surgical-scrub shirt, surrounded
by medical paraphernalia of
various kinds.

Behind the cake is series
creator Bill Lawrence.

The occasion for the
festivities is the 100th episode
of the single-camera comedy
about hospital interns.

Airing at the top of the hour
on Tuesday, the 100th episode,
My Way Home, is directed by
series star Zach Braff. It's part
of the fifth season, which
premiered Jan. 3, with weekly
back-to-back episodes until the
Winter Olympics in February.

In this homage to The Wizard
of Oz, medical resident Dr.
John "J.D." Dorian (Braff)
must work on his day off, and
he just can't seem to go home.
Elsewhere, Dr. Christopher
Turk (Donald Faison) tries to
find a heart donor for a dying
patient; nurse Carla Espinosa
(Judy Reyes) worries about
being a parent; and Dr. Elliot
Reid (Sarah Chalke) fears she
lacks the knowledge to lead a
Q&A session on an unfamiliar
topic.

But the party for the 100th
episode was being held in mid-
October, and all the Scrubs cast
and crew knew is that their
show was not on the fall
schedule.

This cast a bit of a surreal
pall over the celebration, held
at the show's location in a
grubby abandoned hospital in
Los Angeles' San Fernando
Valley.

Admitting he was upset at
first not to be on the fall

schedule, Lawrence said, "I
found it to be disrespectful
more than anything else. But

I'm crossing my fingers that
they come through the way
they said they would."

And come through they did.
Contacted just before
Christmas, with his premiere
firmly on the schedule,
Lawrence said, "They made
good. They did what they said.
There are actually promotions
for the show on the air. People
spent some money in our
casting. They're giving us an
opportunity. I have to be
positive on that front."

Lawrence thinks Scrubs was
not on the fall schedule in part
because of the economic reality
that the studio producing his
show is not affiliated with
NBC.

"It sucks," he said. "It
means we're going to be a
pinch-hitter forever, because if
NBC had to choose between
Scrubs and a show that they
own, and in whose success they
would earn millions of dollars
- where, with Scrubs, they
make nothing from its success
- we're always going to be a
safety net with them.

"I would never do it again. I
would do a co-venture or a
network-owned venture."

As Lawrence now has a four-
year deal, it doesn't seem like
he'll be facing this problem
again any time soon.

Braff feels the delay may
have helped the show
creatively.

"Bill just brought it to the
next level," he said. "If
anything good comes out of
being dissed by NBC in the
fall. it'll be the fact that Bill
went even further with the
scripts. They' re even more
adventurous; they' re even
funnier; they' re even more
broad at times; they' re even
more random and crazy."

John C. McGinley, who
plays the acerbic Dr. Cox,

agrees, saying, "(The writers)
came back loaded for bear.
After four years, it just got this

huge injection of energy. They
really refocused. The writers
are located in the psychiatric
ward, which is kind of ironic.

"The scripts they are
cranking out are so challenging.
I can't speak for the other
actors, but the rants they are
giving me this year are so hard.
I have to be like a thoroughbred
horse with blinders on.

"I really can't do anything

else. I'm not that smart. What
Billy's putting down on paper
for me this year is
unbelievable."

When asked which show
they'd like Scrubs to be paired
with, everybody mentions
NBC's freshman hit My Name
Is Earl.

As it turns out, Scrubs is
paired with itself on Tuesday.

But Chalke got one wish,

since she said Tuesday night at
9 p.m. would be a dream slot.

Last season, Scrubs did part
of an episode in traditional
sitcom format, with a live
audience.

When asked about doing a
live episode, Chalke said,
"Absolutely!"

"But not here," Faison said.
"No, it would have to be on a

soundstage," Chalke said.

Sunday, Kathy Orcutt's mission was
complete. The Vonore, Tenn.,
resident traveled five hours to
welcome home her adopted Soldier,
Spc. Ryan Lucas, 24, a tank
mechanic with 1st Battalion, 15th
Infantry Regiment.

"I've never seen him before,
except in pictures," she said. "I
told him I'll be right here waiting.
He said he'll recognize me."

It was the third trip from
Tennessee to Fort Benning in as
many weeks for Orcutt, who helped
found an adopt-a-Soldier program in
2003 while living in Duluth, Ga.
When Orcutt moved to Tennessee
last year with her husband and son,
she launched the program there.
She said thousands of Georgians
and Tennesseans have participated
in the project, donating care
packages and adopting 3rd Brigade
Combat Team Soldiers during their
yearlong deployments to Iraq.

I This time around, Orcutt adopted
seven herself, including Lucas, the
last of her bunch to come home.

"I was here for all the others,"
she said.

Lucas, who also calls Tennessee
home, was among those who made
it out of Kuwait just hours before
the death of that country's emir
Sunday, which put a temporary stop
to flight departures during a 72-hour
mourning period.

After turning in his gear, Lucas
joined his buddies in a back room at

Staff Sgt. Judith Cannon likes to save
money. And this year she's saving even
more because she didn't pay to get her
taxes done. Fort Benning's Tax Center
did them for free.

"It doesn't make sense to go off post
and pay to have your taxes done when
you can get them done for free," said
Cannon, Medical Hold Battalion. "And
these people are good. I'm getting more
back than before. They know what

they're doing."
The 16 Soldiers and nine volunteers

who staff the Tax Center have
completed training through the Internal
Revenue Service, Alabama and Georgia
revenue offices.

"This office is staffed by personnel
who have had weeks of training,
strenuous training," said Col. Lyle
Cayce, Fort Benning's staff judge
advocate.

"They are dedicated with one goal in
mind taking care of Soldiers," Cayce
said during the Center's grand opening
Tuesday.

Ann Pratcher, Fort Benning's

ort Benning's environment
can be hazardous to
Soldiers and employees

involved in strenuous outdoor
activities.

Heat injuries are of special
concern since they present a high
risk of fatality if the body
temperature soars out of control.
Without constant vigilance, heat
injuries can severely impact training,
operations and readiness.

Commanders and directors must
conduct annual training on heat
injury prevention beginning in
March. All training must be
completed before May 1.

Major subordinate commanders
will include heat injury hazards in
their risk management plans and take
the necessary steps to protect
personnel from heat injuries.

Completion of this training will
be reported to Combat Readiness,
formerly Safety, via e-mail:
regis.beighley@benning.army.mil.

Commanders and directors will
also ensure that:

* Soldiers and employees are
properly acclimated.

* Appropriate amount of water
is provided and consumed.

* The appropriate work and

rest cycles are followed for each
heat category.

* Leaders, Soldiers and
employees are taught to recognize
heat injury symptoms and take
appropriate actions to prevent
their occurrences.

)le
Residents still
need to sign
leases

The deadline for signing
leases with Pinnacle Realty has
come - and gone - but there
are still post housing residents
who need to sign their leases.

As of Jan. 1, Pinnacle
assumed ownership of the

housing, and residents are
required to pay rent, in the form
of their Basic Allowance for
Housing.

Pinnacle's investment
manager, Lon Sperry, said even
those without a lease owe the
company money. The fewer
than 200 hold-outs can sign
their lease at the new
neighborhood management
offices.

And with the new landlord
come new rules, new services,
and some changes to old
services residents should be

aware of.
"We want residents to know

we appreciate their patience as
we get through this transition,"
Sperry said. "One of the things
we inherited was a backlog of
work orders. We're working to
get through those, but it may
take us a few months."

Residents now call one
phone number for all their
service requirements, routine or
emergency, he said. The work
order number, 685-3929, is
available 24 hours a day, seven
days a week.

The self-help store will only
be open during the growing
season, Sperry said. Residents
who need mowers and edgers
will be able to borrow them on a
first-come, first served basis.

With the advent of the
landscape maintenance con-
tract, there will no longer be
street sweeping on residential
streets, except those that are
main thoroughfares.

Sperry said the trash pickup
schedule has not changed,
except that pickups on holidays
will occur as scheduled, with

the only exceptions being
Christmas and Thanksgiving.
Bulk trash trucks will drive
through the neighborhoods
daily.

Residents should not bag
their leaves or grass clippings,
but should move them to an area
where they can be picked up by
the landscaper. That way, he
said, those biodegradable items
can be taken to the post's inert
landfill and turned into mulch.

Residents should review
USAIC Regulation 210-5, on-
line at www.benning.army.mil,

the garrison regulation that
covers curfews and pet control,
Sperry said.

"Pet control - that's nothing
new," Sperry said. "We've had
a ton of complaints about unruly
pets, and unfortunately, they've
all been one of our restricted
breeds (rottweilers, preso
canarios, pit bulls, chows and
dobermans)."

Residents should read their
lease agreements and the Clark
Pinnacle Resident Responsi-
bility Guide. Sperry said they
will be easing into enforcement.

When Lane Brown told the sixth-grade
students at Faith Middle School they are too
young to donate blood, they were obviously
relieved. "Whew," they sighed in unison.

Brown, a donor recruiter for the Red Cross,
visited Faith this week to drum up business for
next week's blood drive, sponsored by the
school's National Junior Honor Society. But it's
not the students Brown was targeting. It's their
parents.

Brown taught the students about blood
production, diseases and donation in an effort to
convince them to convince their parents about the
urgent need for blood donors. And apparently the
need is urgent.

As the district donor recruiter, Brown oversees
blood donations in eight counties, an area which
includes Fort Benning. To keep a three-day
supply on hand - that's always the goal - she
needs to add 1,200 pints each day. It's not
happening.

Right now, with a critical shortage of type 0,
this region has less than half of the blood supply
it needs in stock. That's where Faith's NJHS
comes in.

"Our purpose this year, more than anything
else, is to serve this community," said Bridgette
Colburn, NJHS sponsor. "They can't donate, but
they can get their families to.

"These children have a big influence on their
families," Colburn said, but it works both ways.
"We know they learn best by example. They'll do
what their parents do. So it would be
disappointing if they don't get the kind of support
they need."

Lane said it's hard to get people to donate
blood, and fear of needles is the number one
reason they don't. The number two reason?

"Nobody asks them," Lane said. "If nobody
asks, nobody donates."

Faith students will be asking, Colburn said,
though often as not, with redeploying Soldiers
ineligible to donate for at least a year, the answer
will be no.

Blood drive turn-outs on post have been sparse
in the last few years, Lane said. That's why it's
more important than ever for qualified donors to
do their part.

"So many people just don't get it. So much of
the volunteerism we saw (after 9/1 1) is gone
now," she said. "People just don't do it. But nine
out of 10 people who live to be 70 will need a
blood transfusion at some point."

It's a lot like health insurance, Lane said. "You
know you've got to have it, but you don't worry

about it 'till you need it."

Faith has added incentives for the students to
recruit volunteers. The advisory class with the
greatest number of donors will have a pizza party,
courtesy of the school's PTO.

And the individuals in each grade who bring in
the most donors will receive $50 savings bonds.

All donors will be admitted free to the 7:30
p.m. basketball game between the Faith boys'
team and Calvary Christian.

The blood drive will be held Thursday between
2:30 and 7:30 p.m. Reservations are
recommended, but not required. Clip the form on
this page and drop it off at the school. Be sure to
include the name of the student you are
supporting, if you have one.

New CYS program ready to start
Responds to
needs, offers
more for kids

Beginning March 1, Fort
Benning's Child and Youth
Services has a new look and a
new list of classes and learning
opportunities for military
children.

SKIESUnlimited replaces
the existing CYS structure, and
features partnerhips with

Columbus State University
designed to broaden the scope
of courses and fill in gaps of
academic achievement.

SKIES stands for Schools of
Knowledge, Inspiration,
Exploration and Skills. The
program was created at the
Army CYS level as a way to
consolidate services and create
quality programs, said Fort
Benning's SKIESUnlimited
director Sarah Hertig.

"I'm very excited about
this," Hertig said. "We're now
going to offer programs that
reach the youngest children.
The most unique part of SKIES
is that it's looking at .hildren

from infancy through high
school graduation."

Q: I am about to deploy. Should I
have a power of attorney?

A: If you have business that needs to be
handled while you are away, then the
answer is yes.

A power of attorney is a legal document
that allows you (the "principal") to
authorize your agent (your "attorney-in-
fact") to conduct certain business on your
behalf. A POA is one of the strongest legal
documents you can give to another person.

There are two types of POA: general
and special (or limited). A general POA
gives your agent very broad powers to act

on your behalf, and a special POA limits
your agent's authority to act only on
certain matters.

For example, a general POA might be
given to a Soldier's spouse to do anything
and everything, while a special POA might
be given to a Soldier's brother only for the
purpose of selling the Soldier's vehicle.

Every act performed by your agent
within the authority of the POA is legally
binding upon you. Since a POA is such a
powerful document, you should give one
only to a trustworthy person, and only
when absolutely necessary.

The Legal Assistance Office can advise
you about, and prepare you, the appropriate
POA needed for your situation.

No one is ever legally required to accept
a POA, regardless of the legality or validity
of the power of attorney. In some cases,
certain individuals or businesses will only
accept a POA fulfilling their specific
standards and requirements. Banks and
other financial institutions often have their
own forms, so ask them or any individuals
or businesses with whom your agent will
do business if your POA will be accepted.

Your agent must have the original POA,
and you should keep a copy for your
records. In some very limited instances a
certified copy of the original may be
accepted.

BBB advises wise investing in new year
Better Business Bureau

ith the start of the new year,

V many people will resolve to
improve their financial

security by taking advantage of investment
opportunities.

To steer clear of risky ventures, the
Better Business Bureau is urging would-be
investors to carefully evaluate the
investment product or program, its
promoters and its sales pitch.

"Every day, BBBs hear from consumers
who invested in what they thought were
solid and sure money-makers. They
abandoned their common sense and
succumbed to enticing promotions that
were short on details but full of dollar
signs," said Steve Cole, president and CEO
of the Council of Better Business Bureaus.

According to Leonard Crain, president
of the BBB Serving West Georgia, East
Alabama and Southwest Georgia,
investment schemers frequently try to
peddle products using sales pitches that are
"tied to the headlines."

Recent suspect promotions include oil-
and-gas schemes (higher gas prices are on
everyone's mind), bird flu stock scams

To avoid falling victim to fraud, the
BBB advises investors to be particularly
cautious of any of the following red flags:

* Words like "risk free," "guarantee,"
"high return," or "limited offer."
According to government regulators, no
financial investment is risk free and a high
rate of return means greater risk.

* Offshore scams and investment
opportunities in other countries,
particularly if they claim to be "tax-free"
and "confidential." If you send your
money abroad and something goes wrong,
it will be particularly difficult to locate
your money.

* Promises of "quick" profits or "fast"
cash, "ground floor" opportunities, offers
to share "inside" information and pressure
to invest immediately because the "market
is moving."

me. Very sad.
This week I gave running

my all. I was such a wreck; I
swear my shins were bleeding.

Mike gave me my results: I
ran a 10:05 mile. Sad by many
standards, but a miracle for me.
I'm not a super-competitive-
athletic type of chickie. Heck,
I am so un-athletic my husband
has to help me do pushups.
Badminton is as aggressive a
sport as I get. I have learned to
accept my capabilities and my
body and what I can do with it
right now. But I have a dream,
and a goal, to be in shape. Lori
Smith, Directorate of Morale
Welfare and Recreation fitness
director, said understanding
body types can help you accept
who you are and what you are.

Society stresses the need for
females to be thin and males to
be muscular, leaving us to
believe that body shape is
totally under a person's control,
Smith said. This makes most
people diet and exercise with
unrealistic expectations.

"If you continually strive to
achieve a socially imposed
ideal, you will never be free of
your insecurities or your self-
consciousness. You must accept
that we are not all meant to be
fashion-model size," she said

There are three body types:
Ectomorph - A light build

with slight muscular develop-
ment, tall and thin, a small
frame, narrow hips and
shoulders.

Mesomorph - A husky,
muscular build, often with
broad shoulders. Weight is
concentrated in the upper body,
creating a compact or stocky
look.

Endomorph - Heavy,
rounded build with shoulders
usually narrower than hips.
Round, soft appearance, more
often overweight or obese.

Exercise should be based on
the individual body type, but

weight training and cardio
should always be incorporated,
Smith said.

"It's very important for us to
understand and appreciate our
bodies, to work with them, not

Not all of us can be thin,
but we can all be healthy, she
said, and developing a healthy,
positive image of ourselves is
the first and most critical factor
in fitness success.

I am somewhere between an
endomorph and mesomorph. I
wish I could be a Jessica-
simpsonmorph, with brains, of
course. At this point, I
resemble Jessica Rabbit more
than Jessica Simpson.

The Me-train took a sharp
detour from "Right On" track
to "Where am I?" this week.
But all the long, Chaplain (Lt.
Col.) Thomas Waynick was still
shoveling coal, keeping my
engines going. He reminded
me that self-acceptance is an
important part of mental and
spiritual well-being.

"We can't really move
forward in life, until we are
realistic about who we are,"
Waynick said.

Once we define where we
are at in life, we can start to
visualize where we want to go.

"The Scriptures remind us,
"Without a vision the people
perish." God can give us a
vision and then the power to
grow and change. Growth ... is
often two steps forward and
one back. Accepting who we
are is the first step. Knowing
who we are is a pretty powerful
motivator in getting there,"
Waynick said.

I recently met a new friend
who knows the journey she's
on. Mary is a recovering
alcoholic. While I wear my
problem all over my body,
you'd never know Mary has
one.

Mary is 62 and didn't start
drinking until her 30s, when
she would go out with her
"cosmo" girls on Friday night,
drinking white wine.

"I am a good follower.
They would say 'come on, just
have one' but it wouldn't stop,"
she said. One drink would lead

to binges that would last up to
three days.

"Looking back, I never
drank when I was sad or down.
I always drank to celebrate.
We worked hard all week for
the weekend," Mary said.

The pattern continued on an

off for many years, she said,
sometimes with months or
years between binges. But
when there was a celebration,
the drinking would start.

Mary got her first DUI in
July 2004. It was a jolt, she
said. When she was stopped
again 15 months later, she had
to change her insurance and
make a court appearance. She
has to report to a parole officer.

Aside from these in-
conveniences, she's had to
make some major life changes,
including counseling. And
Mary attends AA meetings
three times a week on post,
something she thought she'd
do. It helps, Mary said,
because she needs someone to
hold her accountable. Her
husband died nearly a year ago.

"Having safe people around
gives me a little more
confidence. No one sits and
judges," she said. "I look at
the second DUI as a blessing.
It was a wake up. Now I
surround myself with friends
who don't drink.".

"Integrity is what you-do
when you are by yourself.
When I lock up the doors, it is
up to me," she said.

"I want to live to see my
grandkids grow up. I don't
want to hate me any more. If
anyone has any doubt whether
or not they have a problem, do
a self-examination. If you
think you might have a
problem, you probably do. Just
don't sit in judgement. That's
God's job," she said.

Mary's devotion to her self-
discovery is admirable. It is
comforting to know I am not
alone, that my inner self is
within reach. My outer self is
well within reach, and
admirably defying gravity.

Deb Manning, advocate at
Fort Benning's Army Substance
Abuse Program, said people
turn to addiction as a coping
mechanism. Accepting who we
are and understanding why we
use our addiction is key to
kicking our habits.

"There is no prescription
anti-addiction to give out We
all have to go at it in a trial and
error way," Manning said.
"There are many agencies out
there, many people who have
struggled through the same
situation and are willing to
support you. They will take
your hand, but you have to
extend yours, first."

Right now, I want too
extend my hand and grab a Ben
and Jerry's, an addiction I can
easily explain. But my issue
goes deeper than deciding if I
want Cookie Dough or Mint
(you Cherry Garcia fans have it
all wrong). I have to back
away from the freezer. What
will I do when it is empty and
the frozen diet meals are all
gone. What will I have?
Emptiness? Maybe.

But I'd like to think there's
more to me than that. Today is
another day, and as I continue
my journey, I'll be more than
happy to savor an ice cream
sandwich or two along the way.

Skills, Mentoring and
Intervention will offer a Web
page design class, SAT prep
courses and Algebra I and II
review classes.

"The school districts tell us
that children moving here from
overseas are lagging in Algebra
skills,"' Hertig said.

"These courses will help
them get up to speed, or can
even be used as advanced-study
classes."

The course catalogs for the
semester beginning March 1
will be available within the next
two weeks, Hertig said, and
registration should begin in
early February.

In order to register for
classes, children must be
registered with the CYS office
in Building 359.

The spring semester will run
in March and April, the summer
semester from June to August,
and the schedule will begin
paralleling the CSU schedule
with the. September to
December semester.

Hertig said although the
SKIES program is now on every
installation, Fort Benning is the
only one partnering with a

university to provide the
instruction. Others are
contracting out.

"We're very pleased to be of
service to Fort Benning," said
Steve Clark, CSU's music
conservatory director and the
CSU SKIES program manager.

"This means a great deal to
us. Through collaborating with
Fort Benning, we're going to be
the first to provide high-quality
programs designed to meet the
specific needs of Soldiers'
children."

The cooperation, Clark said,
fits exactly with a great part of
the mission of CSU's
department of continuing
education by offering
innovative and flexible
programs.

"It's exciting to connect with
people on Fort Benning and see
what we had in common," he
said.

"(These programs) use our
academic resources and we
extend the benefits of academic
excellence at CSU."

Because SKIES is an
"extensive concept," Clark said
CSU will look to expand the
programs they are offering into
upper-level math as needed, and

offer science courses. Ballet,
music, Kindermusik and
Mandarin Chinese are already
on tap.

"SKIES gives is the structure
to address the needs of the Fort
Benning community and the
flexibility to add classes to
address future needs," he said.
"These are fine classes to start."

One of the programs Hertig
thinks will be a big draw is the
driver's education class.

On their planet for the last year,
they've had to deal with sneaky dragons
that were very intent on killing them.

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Beluga whales are just one of the many exhibits that captured Emily McGaffigan's, 2, attention at the Georgia Aquarium, which ope
in November. Billed as the world's largest aquarium, it has 8 million gallons of fresh and marine water with 100,000 animals re
senting 500 species from around the globe.F ishing for some-

thing to do?

Catch the wave of
excitement in
Atlanta, at the

newly opened Georgia
Aquarium.

Visiting the aquarium is an
eel-ectrifying experience. It is
a wonderful combination of sci-
ence and art - education and
presentation is skillfully
entwined resulting in a touch-
ing, intimate exploration and
experience of aquatic life and
habitat.

The main attraction is the

world's largest viewing window.
It is 61 feet wide and 23 feet
tall and gives a spectacular look
into a 6 million gallon tank.
You can relax and take in the
near 100,000 fish including
Norton and Ralph, the only two
whale sharks in captivity out-
side of Asia. It is a sur-eel
moment. Leading up to the
viewing room is a 100-foot
glass-domed tunnel built into
the tank. Very cool. Left a last-
ing impression on me.

There are 60 habitats at the Georgia Aquarium with
12,000 square feet of viewing windows. Here Emily
McGaffigan points out a starfish.

The fresh-water exhibit is
neat because you get the illu-
sion you're in a riverbed. Fish
tanks above you make the effect
complete. There's even a tunnel
kids can go through that has a
viewing window stink into one
of the tanks.

There is a two-level viewing
area of three beluga whales,

which is a nice alternative to
piling people in front of one
glass. They like to look at
bystanders, creating the most
interactive experience I thought
you could get, besides a few
interesting touch screens that
are sometimes hard to get to.

A cool must-see for kids is
the Georgia Explorer section.

There's an activity play area
and a large-scale model of a
whale that kids can crawl
inside. There's a slide and tun-
nels for kids to play on.

This exhibit also houses pet-
ting tanks. They're fun for
everyone, though small, and the
marine life attractions often take
'no touch' breaks. You can
touch horseshoe crabs, sea stars,
shrimp and stingrays.

Because outside food and
drinks aren't allowed, you'll
end up snacking in the food
court. Don't worry, it's pretty
good. There are meals as sim-
ple as hamburgers and fries,
kid-sized, too, or as delectable
as magazine-cover-looking fruit
tarts. The price: not as bad as
we expected. We got two fill-
ing meals for under $20. Not
the best deal, but better than
some museum-like venues,
where eating can be an event in
itself for your wallet.

Sadly, there are no military
discounts at this point, but I
have been assured the military
is top priority once discounts

start being offered.
One way to make the most

of the trip to Atlanta is by
checking out the hotel and tick-
et packages listed on the aquari-
um's Web site. I checked out a
few, and for a family of four
you could get hotel, meal and
tickets for under $200, not bad
considering four full-priced
tickets costs more than $90.
The Children's Museum is
almost across the street and the
combination would make for a
nice but pricey weekend.

The Georgia Aquarium hours
are 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. daily, but
scheduled hours may vary.
Save time and buy your tickets
online as it makes for a speedy
entry and you save the chance
of tickets being sold out for the
day. Ticket prices, including
state and local tax, are: adult,
$22.75; child (age 3 to 12)
$17.00 and senior (age 55 and
older) $19.50. Children 2 and
younger are free.

April 4, 1968,
Memphis, Tenn.), eloquent
black Baptist minister, who led
the Civil Rights Movement in
the United States from the mid-
1950s until his death by
assassination in 1968. His
leadership was fundamental to
that movement's success in
ending the legal segregation of
blacks in the South and other
portions of the United States.
King rose to national
prominence through the
organization of the Southern
Christian Leadership
Conference, promoting
nonviolent tactics such as the
massive March on Washington
(1963) to achieve civil rights.
He was awarded the Nobel
Prize for Peace in 1964. The
U.S. Congress voted to observe
a national holiday in his
honour, beginning in 1986, on
the third Monday in January.

Early years
King came from a family

steeped in the tradition of the
Southern black ministry: both
his father and maternal
grandfather were Baptist
preachers. At the age of 15 he
entered Morehouse College,
Atlanta, under a special
program for gifted students,
receiving his B.A. in 1948. As
an undergraduate his earlier

interests in medicine and law
were eclipsed by a decision in
his senior year to enter the
ministry, as his father had
urged. Spending the next three
years at Crozer Theological
Seminary in Chester, Pa.
(bachelor of divinity, 1951),
King first became acquainted
with Mohandas Gahdhi's
philosophy of nonviolence as
well as with the thought of
contemporary Protestant
theologians. He was elected
president of the student body
and was graduated with the
highest academic average in his
class. From Crozer he went to
Boston University (Ph.D.,
1955), where, in seeking a firm
foundation for his own
theological and ethical
inclinations, he began to focus
his attention on conceptions of
the relationship of man to God.
In his doctoral dissertation, "A
Comparison of the Conceptions
of God in the Thinking of Paul
Tillich and Henry Nelson
Wieman," his conclusions were
fairly Niebuhrian. King himself
conceived of God as an active,
personal entity; man's salvation
was to be found neither in the
quest for social progress nor in
the unaided power of reason;
faith in God's guidance was the
essential thing.

The Montgomery bus boycott

While in Boston, King met
Coretta Scott, a native
Alabamian who.was studying
at the New England
Conservatory of Music. They
were married in 1953 and had
four children. King had been
pastor of the Dexter Avenue
Baptist Church in Montgomery,
Ala., slightly more than a year
when the city's small group of
civil-rights advocates decided
to contest racial segregation on
that city's public bus system.
On Dec. 1, 1955, a black
woman named Rosa Parks had
refused to surrender her bus
seat to a white passenger and as
a consequence had been
arrested for violating the city's
segregation law. Black activists
formed the Montgomery
Improvement Association to
boycott the transit system and
chose King as their leader. He
had the advantage of being a
young, well-trained man who
was too new in town to have
made enemies; he was
generally respected, and his
family connections and
professional standing would
enable him to find another
pastorate should the boycott
fail.

In his first speech to the
group as its president, King
declared:

We have no alternative but
to protest. For many years we

have shown an amazing
patience. We have sometimes
given our white brothers the.
feeling that we liked the way
we were being treated. But we
come here tonight to be saved
from that patience that makes
us patient with anything less
than freedom and justice.

These words introduced to
the nation a fresh voice, a
skillful rhetoric, an inspiring
personality, and in time a
dynamic new doctrine of civil
struggle. Although King's home
was dynamited and his family's
safety threatened, he continued
to lead the boycott until, one
year and a few weeks later, the
blacks of Montgomery
achieved their goal of
desegregation of the city's
buses.

The Southern Christian
Leadership Conference

Recognizing the need for a
mass movement to capitalize
on the successful Montgomery
action, King set about
organizing the Southern
Christian Leadership
Conference (SCLC), which
gave him a base of operation
throughout the South, as well
as a national platform from
which to speak. King lectured
in all parts of the country and
discussed problems of blacks
with civil-rights and religious

leaders at home and abroad. In
February 1959 he and his party
were warmly received by
India's prime minister
Jawaharlal Nehru; as the result
of a brief discussion with
followers of Gandhi about the
Gandhian concepts of
satyagraha ("devotion to
truth"), King became more
convinced than ever that
nonviolent resistance was the
most potent weapon available
to oppressed people in their
struggle for freedom.

In 1960 he moved to his
native city of Atlanta, where he
became copastor with his father
of the Ebenezer Baptist Church.
At this post he devoted most of
his time to the SCLC and the
civil-rights movement,
declaring that the
"psychological moment has
come when a concentrated
drive against injustice can bring
great, tangible gains." His
thesis was soon tested as he
agreed to support the sit-in
demonstrations undertaken by
local black college students. In
late October he was arrested
with 33 young people
protesting segregation at the
lunch counter in an Atlanta
department store. Charges were
dropped, but King was
sentenced to Reidsville State
Prison Farm on the pretext that

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Martin Luther King, Jr. - continued
forms, and the failure of

President Dwight Eisenhower
to intervene. King was released
only upon the intercession of
Democratic presidential candi-
date John F. Kennedy--an
action so widely publicized in
the black community through-
out the nation that it was felt to
have contributed substantially
to Kennedy's slender election
victory eight days later.

In the years from 1960 to
1965 King's influence reached
its zenith. The tactics of active
nonviolence (sit-ins, protest
marches) aroused the devoted
allegiance of many blacks and
liberal whites in all parts of the
country, as well as support from
the administrations of presi-
dents Kennedy and Lyndon B.
Johnson. There were also
notable failures, as at Albany,
Ga. (1961-62), when King and
his colleagues failed to achieve
their desegregation goals for
public parks and other facilities.

The letter from the
Birmingham jail

In Birmingham, Ala., in the
spring of 1963, King's cam-
paign to end segregation at
lunch counters and in hiring
practices drew nationwide
attention when police turned
dogs and fire hoses on the
demonstrators. King was jailed
along with large numbers of his
supporters, including hundreds
of schoolchildren. His support-
ers did not, however, include all
the black clergy of
Birmingham, and he was
strongly opposed by some of
the white clergy who had
issued a statement urging the
blacks not to support the
demonstrations. From the
Birmingham jail King wrote a
letter of great eloquence in
which he spelled out his philos-
ophy of nonviolence:

You may well ask: "Why
direct action? Why sit-ins,
marches and so forth? Isn't
negotiation a better path?" You
are quite right in calling for
negotiation. Indeed, this is the
very purpose of direct action.

Nonviolent direct action seeks
to create such a crisis and foster
such a tension that a communi-
ty which has constantly refused
to negotiate is forced to con-
front the issue. It seeks so to
dramatize the issue that it can
no longer be ignored..... We

know through painful experi-
ence that freedom is never vol-
untarily given by the oppressor;
it must be demanded by the
oppressed.

Near the end of the
Birmingham campaign, in an
effort to draw together the mul-
tiple forces for peaceful change
and to dramatize to the nation
and to the world the importance
of solving the U.S. racial prob-
lem, King joined other civil-
rights leaders in organizing the
historic March on Washington.
On Aug. 28, 1963, an interra-
cial assembly of more than
200,000 gathered peaceably in
the shadow of the Lincoln
Memorial to demand equal jus-
tice for all citizens under the
law. Here the crowds were
uplifted by the emotional
strength and prophetic quality
of King's famous "I have a
dream" speech, in which, using
biblical phraseology, King
emphasized his faith that all
men, someday, would be broth-
ers.

The rising tide of civil-rights
agitation produced, as King had
hoped, a strong effect on
national opinion and resulted in
the passage of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964, authorizing the
federal government to enforce
desegregation of public accom-
modations and outlawing dis-
crimination in publicly owned
facilities, as well as in employ-
ment. That eventful year was
climaxed by the award to King
of the Nobel Prize for Peace at
Oslo in December.

Challenges of the final years
The first signs of opposition

to King's tactics from within
the civil-rights movement sur-
faced during the March 1965
demonstrations at Selma, Ala.,
which were aimed at dramatiz-
ing the need for a federal vot-
ing-rights law that would pro-
vide legal support for the
enfranchisement of blacks in
the South. King organized an
initial march from Selma to the
state capitol building in
Montgomery but did not lead it

himself; the marchers were
turned back by state troopers
with nightsticks and tear gas.
He determined to lead a second
march, despite an injunction by
a federal court and efforts from
Washington to persuade him to
cancel it. Heading a procession

of 1,500 marchers, black and
white, he set out across Pettus
Bridge outside Selma until the
group came to a barricade of
state troopers. But, instead of
going on and forcing a con-
frontation, he led his followers
in kneeling in prayer and then
unexpectedly turned back. This
decision cost King the support
of many young radicals who
were already faulting him for
being too cautious. The suspi-
cion of an "arrangement" with
federal and local authorities--
vigorously but not entirely con-
vincingly denied--clung to the
Selma affair. The country was
nevertheless aroused, resulting
in the passage of the Voting
Rights Act of 1965.

Throughout the nation,
impatience with the lack of
greater substantive progress
encouraged the growth of black
militancy. Especially in the
slums of the large Northern
cities, King's religious philoso-
phy of nonviolence was
increasingly questioned. The
rioting in the Watts district of
Los Angeles (August 1965)
demonstrated the depth of the
urban race problem. In an effort
to meet the challenge of the
ghetto, King and his forces ini-
tiated a drive against racial dis-
crimination in Chicago at the
beginning of the following year.
The chief target was to be seg-
regation in housing. After a
spring and summer of rallies,
marches, and demonstrations,
an agreement was signed
between the city and a coalition
of blacks, liberals, and labour
organizations, calling for vari-
ous measures to strengthen the
enforcement of existing laws
and regulations with respect to
housing. But this agreement
was to have little effect; the
impression remained that
King's Chicago campaign was
nullified partly because of the
opposition of that city's power-
ful mayor, Richard J. Daley,
and partly because of the unex-
pected complexities of
Northern racism.

In Illinois and Mississippi

alike, King was now being
challenged and even publicly
derided by young black power
enthusiasts. In the face of
mounting criticism, King's
response was to broaden his
approach to include concerns
other than racism that were

equally detrimental to his peo-
ple's progress. On April 4,
1967, at Riverside Church in
New York City and again on
the 15th at a mammoth peace
rally in that city, he committed
himself irrevocably to opposing
the United States' involvement
in the Vietnam War. Once
before, in early January 1966,
he had condemned the war, but
official outrage from
Washington and strenuous
opposition within the black
community itself had caused
him to relent. He next sought to
widen his base by forming a
coalition of the poor of all races
that would address itself to
such economic problems as
poverty and unemployment. It
was a species of populism,
seeking to enroll janitors, hos-
pital workers, seasonal labour-
ers, and the destitute of
Appalachia, along with the stu-
dent militants and pacifist intel-
lectuals. His endeavours along
these lines, however, did not
engender much support in any
segment of the population.

His plans for a Poor People's
March to Washington were
interrupted in the spring of
1968 by a trip to Memphis,
Tenn., in support of a strike by
that city's sanitation workers.
On April 4 he was killed by a
sniper's bullet while standing
on the balcony of the motel
where he and his associates
were staying. On March 10,
1969, the accused white assas-
sin, James Earl Ray, pleaded
guilty to the murder and was
sentenced to 99 years in prison.

Assessment
The contribution of Martin

Luther King to the black free-
dom movement was that of a
leader who was able to turn
protests into a crusade, to trans-
late local conflicts into moral
issues of nationwide concern.
Successful in awakening the
black masses and galvanizing
them into action, he won his
greatest victories by appealing
to the consciences of white
Americans and thus bringing

political leverage to bear on the
federal government in
Washington. The strategy that
broke the segregation laws of
the South, however, proved
inadequate to solve more com-
plex racial problems elsewhere.
King was only 39 at the time of

his death--a leader in midpas-
sage who never wavered in his
insistence that nonviolence
must remain the essential tactic
of the movement nor in his
faith that all Americans would
some day attain racial and eco-
nomic justice. King wrote a
number of books. The most
important for an understanding
of his career are: Stride Toward
Freedom: The Montgomery
Story (1958), Why We Can't
Wait (1964), and Where Do We
Go from Here: Chaos or
Community? (1967).

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General Daniel "Chappy" James, Jr.

Born on Feb. I11, 1920, in Pensacola,
Florida, James learned to fly while
attending Tuskegee Institute. After
graduation in 1942 he continued in
civilian flight training until receiving
appointment as a cadet in the Army Air
Corps in January 1943. He was com-
missioned in July and through the
remainder of World War II trained
pilots- for the all-black 99th Pursuit
Squadron and worked in other assign-
ments. He was subsequently stationed
in Ohio and in the Philippines. During
the Korean War he flew 101 missions
in fighters.

From 1953 to 1956 he commanded
the 437th and then the 60th Fighter
Interception Squadron at Otis Air Force
Base, Massachusetts, receiving promo-
tions to major in that period; and on
graduating from the Air Command and
Staff College, Maxwell Air Force Base,

Alabama, in 1957, he was assigned to
staff duty in Washington, D.C. From
1960 to 1964 he was stationed in
England, from 1964 to 1966 in
Arizona, and from 1966 to 1967 in
Vietnam, where he flew 78 combat
missions. By then a colonel, he was
vice commander of the 33rd Tactical
Fighter Wing, Eglin Air Force Base,
Florida, 1967 to 1969. After this he was
promoted to brigadier general and was
named base commander of Wheelus
Air Force Base, Libya. In March 1970
James became deputy assistant secre-
tary of defense for public affairs, and in
that post he advanced to major general.
In September 1974, with the rank of
lieutenant general, he became vice
commander of the Military Airlift
Command at Scott Air Force Base,
Illinois. In September 1975 he became
the first black officer to obtain four-star
rank in any service. He was at that time
named commander of the North
American Air Defense Command
(NORAD), with responsibility for all
aspects of the air defense of the United
States and Canada. James was also a
much sought-after public speaker and
devoted considerable time to address-
ing youth groups, particularly minority
students. General James died of a heart
attack shortly after retiring in 1978.

Benjamin Banneker
(b. Nov. 9, 1731, Ellicott's

Mills, Md.--d. Oct.. 25, 1806,
Baltimore, Md., U.S.), mathe-
matician, astronomer, compiler
of almanacs, inventor, and
writer, one of the first important
black American intellectuals.

A free black who owned a
farm near Baltimore, Banneker
was largely self-educated in
astronomy by watching the stars
and in mathematics by reading
borrowed textbooks. In 1761 he
attracted attention by building a
wooden clock that kept precise
time. Encouraged in his studies
by a Maryland industrialist,
Joseph Ellicott, he began astro-
nomical calculations about 1773,
accurately predicted a solar
eclipse in 1789, and published
annually from 1791 to 1802 the
Pennsylvania, Delaware,

Maryland, and Virginia Almanac
and Ephemeris. Appointed to the
District of Columbia
Commission by President
George Washington in 1790, he
worked with Andrew Ellicott and
others in surveying Washington,
D.C. As an essayist and pam-
phleteer, Banneker opposed slav-
ery and war. Iie sent a copy of
his first almanac to Thomas
Jefferson, then U.S. secretary of
state, along with a letter asking
Jefferson's aid in bringing about
better conditions for American
blacks. Banneker's almanacs
were acclaimed by European sci-
entists to whom Jefferson made
them known.

(b. July 2, 1908, Baltimore,
Md., U.S.--d. Jan. 24, 1993,
Bethesda, Md.), first black mem-
ber of the U.S. Supreme Court.
As an attorney he successfully
argued before the U.S. Supreme
Court the case of Brown v.
Board of Education of Topeka
(1954), in which racial segrega-
tion in American public schools
was declared unconstitutional.

Marshall graduated from

Lincoln University, Pennsylvania
(1930), and Howard University
Law School, Washington, D.C.
(1933, ranking first in his class).
From 1936 he worked for the
National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People
(NAACP), and in 1940 he
became chief of its legal staff.
He won 29 of the 32 cases that
he argued before the Supreme
Court. Among them, in addition
to Brown, were cases in which
the court declared unconstitu-
tional a Southern state's exclu-
sion of black voters from pri-
mary elections (Smith v.
Allwright, 1944), state judicial
enforcement of racial "restrictive
covenants" in housing (Shelley
v. Kraemer, 1948), and "separate
but equal" facilities for black
professionals and graduate stu-
dents in state universities
(Sweatt v. Painter and McLaurin
v. Oklahoma State Regents, both
1950).

In September 1961, Marshall
was nominated to the U.S. Court
of Appeals for the Second
Circuit by President John E
Kennedy, but opposition from
Southern senators delayed his
confirmation for several months.
President Lyndon B. Johnson
named Marshall U.S. solicitor
general in July 1965 and nomi-
nated him to the Supreme Court

in June 1967. Marshall was a
steadfast liberal during his
tenure on the court, and he main-
tained his previous views con-
cerning the need for equitable
and just treatment of the nation's
minorities by the state and feder-
al governments. By the time he
retired in 1991, he was one of
the last remaining liberal mem-
bers of a Supreme Court domi-
nated by a conservative majority.

Wilma Rudolph
in full WILMA GLODEAN

RUDOLPH (b. June 23, 1940, St.
Bethlehem, near Clarksville, Tenn.,
U.S.--d. Nov. 12, 1994, Brentwood,
Tenn.), American sprinter, the first
American woman to win three track-
and-field gold medals in a single
Olympics.

Rudolph was sickly as a child and
could not walk without an orthopedic
shoe until she was 11 years old. Her
determination to compete, however,
made her a star basketball player and
sprinter at Clarksville (Tennessee)
High School. She attended Tennessee
State University (Nashville) from
1957 to 1961. When she was 16, the
team of which she was a member
won the bronze medal in the 4 100-
metre relay race in the 1956 Olympic
Games at Melbourne. In 1960, before
the Olympic Games at Rome, she set

a world record of 22.9 sec for the
200-metre race. In the games them-
selves she won gold medals in the
100-metre dash (tying the world
record: 11.3 sec), the 200-metre dash
(see photograph), and as a member of
the 4 100-metre relay team, which
had set a world record of 44.4 sec in
a semifinal race. She was Amateur
Athletic Union 100-yard-dash cham-
pion (1959-62).

After retiring as a runner, Rudolph
was an assistant director for a youth
foundation in Chicago during the
1960s to develop girls' track-and-
field teams, and thereafter she pro-
moted running nationally. Rudolph
was inducted into the U.S. National
Track and Field Hall of Fame in
1974.
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George Washington Carver

(b. 1861 ?, near Diamond
Grove, Mo., U.S.--d. Jan. 5,
1943, Tuskegee, Ala.),
American agricultural chemist,
agronomist, and experimenter
whose development of new
products derived from peanuts
(groundnuts), sweet potatoes,
and soybeans helped revolu-
tionize the agricultural econo-
my of the South. For most of
his career he taught and con-
ducted research at the Tuskegee
Normal and Industrial Institute
(now Tuskegee University) in
Tuskegee, Ala.

Carver was the son of a
slave woman owned by Moses
Carver. During the Civil War,
slave owners found it difficult
to hold slaves in the border
state of Missouri, and Moses
Carver therefore sent his slaves,
including the young child and
his mother, to Arkansas. After
the war, Moses Carver learned
that all his former slaves had
disappeared except for a child
named George. Frail and sick,
the motherless child was
returned to his former master's
home and nursed back to
health. The boy had a delicate
sense of colour and form and
learned to draw; later in life he

devoted considerable time to
painting flowers, plants, and
landscapes. Though the Carvers
told him he was no longer a
slave, he remained on their
plantation until he was about
10 or 12 years old, when he left
to acquire an education. He
spent some time wandering
about, working with his hands
and developing his keen inter-
est in plants and animals.

By both books and experi-
ence, George acquired a frag-
mentary education while doing
whatever work came to hand in
order to subsist. He supported
himself by varied occupations
that included general household
worker, hotel cook, laundry-
man, farm labourer, and home-
steader. In his late 20s he man-
aged to obtain a high school
education in Minneapolis,
Kansas, while working as a
farmhand. After a university in
Kansas refused to admit him
because he was black, Carver
matriculated at Simpson
College, Indianola, Iowa, where
he studied piano and art, subse-
quently transferring to Iowa
State Agricultural College
(Ames, Iowa), where he
received a bachelor's degree in
agricultural science in 1894 and
a master of science degree in
1896.

Carver left Iowa for
Alabama in the fall of 1896 to
direct the newly organized
department of agriculture at the
Tuskegee Normal and
Industrial Institute, a school
headed by the noted black
American educator Booker T.
Washington. At Tuskegee,
Washington was trying to
improve the lot of black
Americans through education
and the acquisition of useful
skills rather than through politi-
cal agitatiun; he stressed con-
ciliation, compromise, and eco-
nomic development as the
paths for black advancement in
American society. Despite
many offers elsewhere, Carver

would remain at Tuskegee for
the rest of his life.

After becoming the insti-
tute's director of agricultural
research in 1896, Carver devot-
ed his time to research projects
aimed at helping Southern agri-
culture, demonstrating ways in
which farmers could improve
their economic situation. He
conducted experiments in soil
management and crop produc-
tion and directed an experimen-
tal farm. At this time agricul-
ture in the Deep South was in
serious trouble because the
unremitting single-crop cultiva-
tion of cotton had left the soil
of many fields exhausted and
worthless, and erosion had then
taken its toll on areas that could
no longer sustain any plant
cover. As a remedy, Carver
urged Southern farmers to plant
peanuts and soybeans, which,
since they belong to the legume
family, could restore nitrogen
to the soil while also providing
the protein so badly needed in
the diet of many Southerners.
Carver found that Alabama's
soils were particularly well-
suited to growing peanuts and
sweet potatoes, but when the
state's farmers began cultivat-
ing these crops instead of cot-
ton, they found little demand
for them on the market. In
response to this problem,
Carver set about enlarging the
commercial possibilities of the
peanut and sweet potato
through a long and ingenious
program of laboratory research.
He ultimately developed 300
derivative products from
peanuts--among them cheese,
milk, coffee, flour, ink, dyes,
plastics, wood stains, soap.
linoleum, medicinal oils, and
cosmetics--and 118 from sweet
potatoes, including flour, vine-
gar, molasses, rubber, ink, a
synthetic rubber, and postage
stamp glue.

In 1914, at a time when the
boll weevil had almost ruined
cotton growers, Carver revealed

his experiments to the public,
and increasing numbers of the
South's farmers began to turn to
peanuts, sweet potatoes, and
their derivatives for income.
Much exhausted land was
renewed, and the South became
a major new supplier of agri-
cultural products. When Carver
arrived at Tuskegee in 1896,
the peanut had not even been
recognized as a crop, but within
the next half century it became
one of the six leading crops
throughout the United States
and, in the South, the second
cash crop (after cotton) by
1940. In 1942 the U.S. govern-
ment allotted 5,000,000 acres
of peanuts to farmers. Carver's
efforts had finally helped liber-
ate the South from its excessive
dependence on cotton.

Among Carver's many hon-
ours were his election to
Britain's Society for the
Encouragement of Arts,
Manufactures, and Commerce
(London) in 1916 and his
receipt of the Spingarn Medal
in 1923. Late in his career he
declined an invitation to work
for Thomas A. Edison at a
salary of more than $100,000 a
year. Presidents Calvin
Coolidge and Franklin D.
Roosevelt visited him, and his
friends included Henry Ford
and Mohandas K. Gandhi.
Foreign governments requested
his counsel on agricultural mat-
ters: Joseph Stalin, for exam-
ple, in 1931 invited him to
superintend cotton plantations
in southern Russia and to make
a tour of the Soviet Union, but
Carver refused.

In 1940 Carver donated his
life savings to the establish-
ment of the Carver Research
Foundation at Tuskegee for
continuing research in agricul-
ture. During World War LI he
worked to replace the textile
dyes formerly imported from
Europe, and in all he produced
dyes of 500 different shades.

Many scientists thought of

Carver more as a concoctionist
than as a contributor to scientif-
ic knowledge. Many of his fel-
low blacks were critical of
what they regarded as his sub-
servience. Certainly, this small,
mild, soft-spoken, innately
modest man, eccentric in dress
and mannerism, seemed unbe-
lievably heedless of the con-
ventional pleasures and rewards
of this life. But these qualities
endeared Carver to many
whites, who were almost
invariably charmed by his hum-
ble demeanour and his quiet
work in self-imposed segrega-
tion at Tuskegee. As a result of
his accommodation to the
mores of the South, whites
came to regard him with a sort
of patronizing adulation.

Carver thus increasingly
came to stand for much of
white America as a kind of
saintly and comfortable symbol
of the intellectual achievements
of black Americans. Carver was
evidently uninterested in the
role his image played in the
racial politics of the time. His
great desire in later life was
simply to serve humanity; and
his work, which began for the
sake of the poorest of the black
sharecroppers, paved the way
for a better life for the entire
South. His efforts brought
about a significant advance in
agricultural training in an era
when agriculture was the
largest single occupation of
Americans, and he extended
Tuskegee's influence through-
out the South by encouraging
improved farm methods, crop
diversification, and soil conser-
vation.

(b. Feb. 23, 1868, Great
Barrington, Mass., U.S.--d.
Aug. 27, 1963, Accra, Ghana),
American sociologist, the most
important black protest leader
in the United States during the
first half of the 20th century.
He shared in the creation of the
National Association for the
Advancement of Colored
People (NAACP) in 1909 and
edited The Crisis, its magazine,
from 1910 to 1934. Late in life
he became identified with
Communist causes.

Early career
Du Bois was graduated from

Fisk University, a black institu-
tion at Nashville, Tenn., in
1888. He received a Ph.D. from
Harvard University in 1895.
His doctoral dissertation, The
Suppression of the African
Slave-Trade to the United
States of America, 1638-1870,
was published in 1896.
Although Du Bois took an
advanced degree in history, he
was broadly trained in the
social sciences; and at a time
when sociologists were theoriz-
ing about race relations, he was
conducting empirical inquiries
into the condition of blacks.
For more than a decade he
devoted himself to sociological
investigations of blacks in
America, producing 16 research
monographs published between

1897 and 1914 at Atlanta
University, where he was a pro-
fessor, as well as The
Philadelphia Negro; A Social
Study (1899), the first case
study of a black community in
the United States.

Although originally Du Bois
had believed that social science
could provide the knowledge to
solve the race problem, he
gradually came to the conclu-
sion that in a climate of viru-
lent racism, expressed in such
evils as lynching, peonage, dis-
franchisement, Jim Crow segre-
gation laws, and race riots,
social change could be accom-
plished only through agitation
and protest. In this view, he
clashed with the most influen-
tial black leader of the period,
Booker T. Washington, who,
preaching a philosophy of
accommodation, urged blacks
to accept discrimination for the
time being and elevate them-
selves through hard work and
economic gain, thus winning
the respect of the whites. In
1903, in his famous book The
Souls of Black Folk, Du Bois
charged that Washington's strat-
egy, rather than freeing the
black man from oppression,
would serve only to perpetuate
it. This attack crystallized the
opposition to Booker T.
Washington among many black
intellectuals, polarizing the
leaders of the black community
into two wings--the "conserva-
tive" supporters of Washington
and his "radical" critics.

Two years later, in 1905, Du
Bois took the lead in founding
the Niagara Movement, which
was dedicated chiefly to attack-
ing the platform of Booker T.
Washington. The small organi-
zation, which met annually
until 1909, was seriously weak-
ened by internal squabbles and
Washington's opposition. But it
was significant as an ideologi-
cal forerunner and direct inspi-
ration for the interracial

NAACP, founded in 1909. Du
Bois played a prominent part in

the creation of the NAACP and
became the association's direc-
tor of research and editor of its
magazine, The Crisis. In this
role he wielded an unequaled
influence among middle-class
blacks and progressive whites
as the propagandist for the
black protest from 1910 until
1934.

Both in the Niagara
Movement and in the NAACP,
Du Bois acted mainly as an
integrationist, but his thinking
always exhibited, to varying
degrees, separatist-nationalist
tendencies. In The Souls of
Black Folk he had expressed
the characteristic dualism of
black Americans:

One ever feels his twoness--
an American, a Negro; two
souls, two thoughts, two unrec-
onciled strivings; two warring
ideals in one dark body, whose
dogged strength alone keeps it
from being torn asunder...
He simply wishes to make it
possible for a man to be both a
Negro and an American, with-
out being cursed and spit upon
by his fellows, without having
the doors of Opportunity closed
roughly in his face.

Black nationalism and social-
ism

Du Bois's black nationalism
took several forms--the most
influential being his pioneering
advocacy of Pan-Africanism,
the belief that all people of
African descent had common
interests and should work
together in the struggle for their
freedom. Du Bois was a leader
of the first Pan-African
Conference in London in 1900
and the architect of four Pan-
African congresses held
between 1919 and 1927.
Second, he articulated a cultur-
al nationalism. As the editor of
The Crisis he encouraged the
development of black literature
and art and urged his readers to
see "Beauty in Black." Third,
Du Bois's black nationalism is
seen in his belief that blacks
should develop a separate

"group economy" of producers'
and consumers' cooperatives as

a weapon for fighting economic
discrimination and black pover-
ty. This doctrine became espe-
cially important during the eco-
nomic catastrophe of the 1930s
and precipitated an ideological
struggle within the NAACP.

He resigned from the editor-
ship of The Crisis and the
NAACP in 1934, yielding his
influence as a race leader and
charging that the organization
was dedicated to the interests
of the black bourgeoisie and
ignored the problems of the
masses. Du Bois's interest in
cooperatives was a part of his
nationalism that developed out
of his Marxist leanings. At the
turn of the century, he had been
an advocate of black capitalism
and black support of black
business, but by about 1905 he
had been drawn toward
Socialist doctrines. Although he
joined the Socialist Party only
briefly in 1912, he remained
sympathetic with Marxist ideas
throughout the rest of his life.

Upon leaving the NAACP
he returned to Atlanta
University, where he devoted
the next 10 years to teaching
and scholarship. In 1940 he
founded the magazine Phylon,
Atlanta University's "Review of
Race and Culture." In 1945 he
published the "Preparatory
Volume" of a projected ency-
clopaedia of the black, for
which he had been appointed
editor in chief. He also pro-
duced two major books during
this period. Black
Reconstruction: An Essay
Toward a History of the Part
Which Black Folk Played in
the Attempt to Reconstruct
Democracy in America, 1860-
1880 (1935) was an importait-
Marxist interpretation of the
Reconstruction era (the period
following the American Civil
War during which the seceded
Southern states were reorgan-
ized according to the wishes of
Congress); and, more signifi-
cantly, it provided the first syn-
thesis of existing knowledge on
the role of blacks in that critical
period of American history. In

1940 appeared Dusk of Dawn,
subtitled An Essay Toward an

Autobiography of a Race
Concept. In this brilliant book,
Du Bois explained his role in
both the African and African-
American struggles for free-
dom, viewing his career as an
ideological case study illumi-
nating the complexity of the
black-white conflict.

Following this fruitful
decade at Atlanta University, he
returned once more to a
research position at the
NAACP (1944-48). This brief
connection ended in a second
bitter quarrel, and thereafter Du
Bois moved steadily leftward
politically. Identified with pro-
Russian causes, he was indicted
in 1951 as an unregistered
agent for a foreign power.
Although a federal judge
directed his acquittal, Du Bois
had become completely disillu-
sioned with the United States.
In 1961 he joined the
Communist Party and, moving
to Ghana, renounced his
American citizenship more than
a year later. The Autobiography
of W.E.B. Du Bois was pub-
lished in 1968.

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Benjamin 0. Davis, Sr.

Benjamin 0. Davis, Sr.
was born on July 1, 1877 in
Washington, D.C. In 1897
he entered Howard
University, but left the fol-
lowing year to serve in the
Spanish-American War as
First Lieutenant of
Volunteers. He was dis-
charged from the volunteers
in 1899. He then enlisted as
a Private, 9th U.S. Cavalry
of the Regular Army.
During his service in the
Philippines, Davis rose rap-
idly through the ranks to a

commission as a Second
Lieutenant in 1901.

In 1905, with a promo-
tion to First Lieutenant,
Davis was detailed to
Wilberforce University as
professor of military tactics,
where he remained for four
years. From 1909-1912, he
was military attache in
Monrovia, Liberia. For the
following three years he
was on garrison duty and
border patrol duty in the
West. In 1915 he returned to
Wilberforce. From 1917-
1920 he served another tour
of duty in the Philippines,
during which he advanced
to Lieutenant Colonel. This
was followed by assignment
as professor of military tac-
tics at Tuskegee Institute,
where he remained until
1924.

For the next 14 years he
alternated between teaching
at Tuskegee and
Wilberforce. In 1930 he
received a promotion to
Colonal. He was given his
first independent command
in 1938, that of the 369th
National Guard Infantry
Regiment. In October 1940,
he became the first black
soldier to hold the rank of
General in the Army. His
promotion to Brigadier
General aroused a brief but
intense controversy, both on
account of his race and
because it came just a

month before the presiden-
tial elections. Some viewed
this as politically motivated
on the part of President
Franklin D. Roosevelt. In
command of the 2nd
Cavalry Brigade at Fort
Riley, Kansas, on promo-
tion. He retired in 1941, but
was immediately recalled to
active duty, and he was
assigned to the Officer of
the Inspector General of the
Army.

During World War 11, he
served in the European
Theater of Operations as
advisor on race relations in
the Army, and he returned
to his post of Asistant
Inspector General. He
retired again from the Army
in 1948 after 50 years of
service. He died in Chicago,
Illinois, on November 26,
1970 and was buried in
Section 2 of Arlington
National Cemetery. The
year Davis retired, President
Harry S. Truman issued an
order banning discrimina-
tion in the armed services.
His career honors included
the Distinguished Service
Medal, the Bronze Star, the
French Croix de Guerre
with Palm, and the Grade of
Commander of the Order of
the Star of Africa, Liberian
government.
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Gwendolyn (Elizabeth) Brooks

(b. June 7, 1917, Topeka, Kan.,
U.S.), American poet whose works
deal with the everyday life of urban
blacks. She was the first black poet
to win the Pulitzer Prize, and in
1968 she was named the poet laure-
ate of Illinois.

Brooks graduated from Wilson
Junior College in 1936. Her early
verses appeared in the Chicago
Defender, a newspaper written pri-
marily for the black community of
Chicago. Her first published collec-
tion, A Street in Bronzeville (1945),
reveals her talent for making the
ordinary life of her neighbours
extraordinary. Annie Allen (1949),
for which she won the Pulitzer
Prize, is a loosely connected series
of poems related to a black girl's
growing up in Chicago. The same

theme was used for Brooks's novel
Maud Martha (1953).

The Bean Eaters (1960) contains
some of her best verse. Her
Selected Poems (1963) was fol-
lowed in 1968 by In the Mecca,
half of which is a long narrative
poem about people in the Mecca, a
vast, fortresslike apartment building
erected on the South Side of
Chicago in 1891, which had long
since deteriorated into a slum. The
second half of the book contains
individual poems, among which the
most noteworthy are "Boy Breaking
Glass" and "Malcolm X." Brooks
also wrote a book for children,
Bronzeville Boys and Girls (1956).
The autobiographical Report from
Part One (1972) was an assemblage
of personal memoirs, interviews,
and letters. Later works include
Primer for Blacks (1980), Young
Poets' Primer (1980), and Blacks
(1987), a collection of her pub-
lished works.

In 1985-86 Brooks was Library
of Congress consultant in poetry. In
1990 she became professor of
English at Chicago State University.
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Hank Aaron
byname of HENRY LOUIS AARON (b. Feb. 5,

1934, Mobile, Ala., U.S.), American professional
baseball player who, during 23 seasons in the major
leagues (1954-76), surpassed batting records set by
some of the greatest hitters in the game, including
Babe Ruth, Ty Cobb, and Stan Musial.

Aaron, a righthander six feet tall and weighing
180 pounds, began his professional career in 1952,
playing a few months as a shortstop with the
Indianapolis Clowns of the Negro American League.
His contract was bought by the Boston Braves of the
National League, who assigned him to minor-league
teams, first at Eau Claire, Wis., then at Jacksonville,
Fla. He joined the Braves, who meanwhile had
moved to Milwaukee, in 1954, thereafter playing
mostly as an outfielder. In 1956 he won the league
batting championship with an average Of .328 and in
1957, leading his team to victory in the World Series,
was named the league's Most Valuable Player.
Before the Braves moved to Atlanta, at the end of
1965, Aaron had hit 398 home runs. In Atlanta on
April 8, 1974, he hit his 715th, breaking Babe Ruth's

record, which had stood since 1935. After the 1974
season, he was traded to the Milwaukee Brewers of
the American League. After the 1976 season, Aaron
retired as a player and rejoined the Atlanta Braves as
an executive. He was elected to the Baseball Hall of
Fame on Jan. 13, 1982.

Aaron's batting records include totals of 755
home runs, 1,477 extra-base hits, and 2,297 runs bat-
ted in. His other career statistics include 2,174 runs
scored (second to Ty Cobb) and 12,364 times at bat
in 3,298 games (second to Pete Rose). His hits
(3,771) were exceeded only by those of Ty Cobb and
Pete Rose. Aaron's lifetime batting average was .305.

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Benjamin-0. Davis, Jr.

Benjamin O.Davis, Jr. was
born in Washington, D.C., on
December 18, 1912. In 1932
he began college at the West
Point Military Academy. Davis
believed his classmates would
accept him based on the con-
tent of his character and not
reject him because of his race.
He was wrong. He was
shunned for four years, mean-
ing other cadets would only
speak to him for official rea-
sons. He had no roommate and
took his meals in silence.
Those who caused this shun-
ning had hoped to drive Davis
from the Academy, but their
actions only made him more
determined to succeed. He
graduated thirty-fifth out of
276 in the Class of 1936. Upon
Graduating. Benjamin 0.
Davis, Jr. became one of only
two black line officers in the
U.S. Army at the time--the

other was his father.
Initially assigned to the

infantry, in July 1941 he joined
12 cadets in the first flying
training program for blacks at
Tuskegee, Alabama. In March
of 1942 he received his wings
after becoming the first black
officer to solo an Army Air
Corps aircraft. These Tuskegee
graduates went on to form the
99th Pursuit Squadron, which
entered World War II in June
1943 with Lieutenant Davis in
command.

After four months of flying
P-40's in the Mediterranean
Theater, Davis returned to the
States, took command of the
332d Fighter Group, and
deployed with his unit to Italy
in January 1944. By summer
the Group had transitioned to
P-47s and began scoring their
first kills. On June 9, 1944
Colonel Davis led 39
Thunderbolts escorting B-24s
to targets at Munich, Germany.
Near the target the 332d took
on more than 100 German
fighters, destroying five Me-
109s and damaging another.

For his leadership and brav-
ery on this mission, Davis was
awarded the Distinguished
Flying Cross. Later, flying the
distinctive 332d "Red Tail" P-
51 Mustangs, Davis led the
first Italy-based fighter group
to escort bombers to Berlin, a
distance of 1,600 miles.
Approaching Berlin, they were
attacked by 25 Me-262 jets,

but the 332d downed three of
the enemy fighters. Under
Davis' command, the Group
flew more than 15,000 sorties
against the Luftwaffe, shot
down 111 enemy aircraft, and
destroyed another 150 on the
ground, while losing only 66
of their own aircraft to all
causes. Not one friendly
bomber was lost to enemy air-
craft during the Group's 200
escort missions. The unique
success of this all-black outfit
highlighted Colonel Davis'
leadership, along with the
courage and discipline of his
airmen.

Following the European
War Davis returned to the
States to command the 477th
Composite Group and the
332d Fighter Wing. He again
saw combat in 1953 when he
assumed command of the 51 st
Fighter-Interceptor Wing and
flew the F-86 in Korea. With
his promotion to brigadier gen-
eral, Davis became the first
black to earn a star in the US
Air Force.

He retired as a lieutenant
general in 1970, and served
under President Nixon as
Assistant Secretary of
Transportation for
Environment, Safety, and
Consumer Affairs.

black American civil rights
activist whose refusal to relin-
quish her seat on a public bus
to a white man precipitated the
1955 Montgomery, Ala., bus
boycott, recognized as the
spark that ignited the U.S.
Civil Rights Movement.

Parks attended Alabama State
College (now Alabama State
University) and made her liv-
ing as a seamstress. She was
active in the National
Association for the
Advancement of Colored

People (NAACP) in
Montgomery (1943-56).
Parks's arrest on Dec. 1, 1955,
for violating Montgomery's
segregated seating laws led to
an organized boycott of city
buses by blacks, who constitut-
ed 70 percent of the riders. It
was as president of the
Montgomery Improvement
Association, which organized
the boycott, that Martin Luther
King, Jr., first came to national
prominence. The boycott con-
tinued for 381 days, until Dec.
20, 1956, when the U.S.
Supreme Court upheld a lower
court's decision declaring
Montgomery's segregated seat-
ing unconstitutional.

In 1957 Parks moved with her
husband and mother to Detri.
where from 1965 to 1988 she
was a member of the staff of
Michigan congressman John
Conyers, Jr. She remained
active in the NAACP and the
Southern Christian Leadership
Conference. In 1987 she
founded the Rosa and
Raymond Parks Institute for
Self=Deveiopment, a youth
organization. Her autobiogra-
phy, Rosa Parks: My Story
(1993), wvas written with Jim
Haskins.

Harriet Tubman
(b. c. 1820, Dorchester county, Md., U.S.--

d. March 10, 1913, Auburn, N.Y.), black
American bondwoman who escaped from slav-
ery.in the South to become a leading abolition-
ist (see abolitionism) before the American
Civil War. She came to be known as the
"Moses of her people" as she led hundreds of
bondsmen to freedom in the North along the
route of the Underground Railroad--an elabo-
rate secret network of safe houses organized
for that purpose.

In 1849 Tubman escaped from a plantation
on the eastern shore of Maryland and made her
way north by the Underground Railroad. In
1850 she returned to Maryland to guide mem-
bers of her family north to freedom. She soon
became one of the "railroad's" most active
"conductors," making frequent trips into the
South to bring out escaping slaves. Despite
huge rewards offered for her capture, she
helped more than 300 slaves to escape. She
maintained military discipline among her fol-
lowers, often forcing the weary or the faint-

hearted ahead by threatening them with a
loaded revolver.

A devout Christian who relied on God for
her strength and guidance, Tubman became a
friend of many of the best-known abolitionisis
and their sympathizers. John Brown refers to
her in his letters as "one of the best and bravest
persons on this continent--General Tubman as
we call her."

During the Civil War Tubman served as a
nurse, laundress, and spy with the Federal
forces along the coast of South Carolina. After
the war she made her home in Auburn, N.Y.,
and, despite numerous honours, spent her last
years in poverty. Not until 30 years after the
war was she granted a government pension in
recognition of her work for the Federal Army.

After the
Civil War, those codes would
become "Vagrant Laws", and
later, Jim Crow Laws.

1808-The federal law prohibit-
ing the importation of African
slaves went into effect. It was
largely circumvented.

1816-The African Methodist
Episcopal Church was organ-
ized at the first independent
black denomination in the
United States, after blacks tired
of being discriminated against
in mixed congregations.

1829- David Walker's militant
antislavery pamphlet, An
Appeal to the Colored People
of the World, was in circulation
in the South.

1829-The first National Negro
Convention met in
Philadelphia.

1839-July. The slaves on the
Spanish ship, Amistad, took
over the vessel and sailed it to
Long Island. They eventually
won their freedom in the
Supreme Court.

1849-Harriet Tubman escaped
from slavery. She would return
South at least twenty times,
leading over 300 slaves to free-
dom.

1857-The Supreme Court's
Dred Scott decision denied that
blacks were citizens of the
United States and denied the
power of Congress to restrict
slavery in any federal territory.

1862-Congress officially
allowed the enlistment of
blacks in the Union Army.
Some 186,000 blacks served,
and 38,000 died.

1863-The Emancipation
Proclamation freed all slaves in
states in rebellion against the
United States. Many slaves
would not know they were
freed until more than a year
later.

1865-December 18. The
Thirteenth Amendment, outlaw-
ing slavery, was passed by
Congress.

1868-The South Carolina
House became the first and
only legislature to have a black
majority, 87 blacks to 40
whites. Whites did continue to
control the Senate and became
a majority in the House in
1874.

1868-The Fourteenth
Amendment was passed. It
made blacks citizens of the
United States.

1870-The Fifteenth which gave
black men the right to vote.
Women would not be allowed
to vote until the 1920, with the
ratification of the 19th
Amednment. Voting rights for
blacks were not enforced until
the passage of the Voting
Rights Act of 1965.

1875-Congress passed a Civil
Rights Bill which banned dis-
crimination in places of public
accommodation. The Supreme
Court overturned the bill in
1883.

1879-1881-The first of many
periods of mass migration of
blacks out of the south into
cities in the north begins.

1895-Booker T. Washington
delivered the famous "Atlanta
Compromise" speech in
Atlanta, Georgia, in which he
supported segregation of the
races.

Mary McLeod Bethune
(b. July 10, 1875, Mayesville,

S.C., U.S.--d. May 18, 1955,
Daytona Beach, Fla.), American edu-
cator who was active in national
black affairs and a special adviser to
President Franklin D. Roosevelt on
the problems of minority groups.

Bethune's parents had been slaves
before the American Civil War. She
graduated from the Scotia Seminary
(later Barber-Scotia College) at
Concord, N.C., in 1893 and graduat-
ed from the Moody Bible Institute in
Chicago in 1895. After teaching in
Southern schools, in 1904 she
opened an institute for girls at
Daytona Beach, Fla., which was
merged in 1923 with the Cookman
Institute for Men, Jacksonville, Fla.,
to form Bethune-Cookman College
at Daytona Beach. She served as
president of the college until her

retirement in 1942 and again from
1946 to 1947.

Active in black American affairs,
she was director of the Division of
Negro Affairs of the National Youth
Administration, 1936-44, and during
World War II she assisted the secre-
tary of war in selecting officer candi-
dates for the Women's Army
Auxiliary Corps. She was a special
adviser to President Roosevelt on the
problems of blacks and members of
other minority groups in the United
States. She was also an observer for
the U.S. Department of State at the
United Nations Conference on
International Organization in San
Francisco in 1945.

Events in African American History -continue

1896-May 18. In Plessy v.
Ferguson the Supreme Court
give legal backing to the
concept of separate but equal
public facilities for blacks.

1905-The Niagara Movement
met, bringing together leaders
who would eventually found
the National Association for the
Advancement of Colored
People.

1910-The National Urban
League was established.

1918-February 19-21. The First
Pan-African Congress met in
Paris, France, under the
guidance of W. E. B. Du Bois.

1920-The national convention
of Marcus Garvey's Universal
Negro Improvement Society
met in New York City. They
would advocate blacks
returning to Africa and
founding the coutry of Liberia.

1922-1929-The Harlem
Renaissance roars in the black
community, bringing a peak of
classic literature, music and art.

1937-Joe Louis defeated James
J. Braddock to become
heavyweight boxing champion
of the world.

1940-October 16. Benjamin 0.
Davis, Sr., became the first
black general in the United
States Army.

1941-President Franklin D.
Roosevelt issued an executive
order forbidding discrimination
in the military.

1942-Some blacks and whites
organized the Congress of
Racial Equality in Chicago and
led a sit-in in Chicago.

1944-April 24. The United
Negro College Fund was
founded.

1947-April 19. Jackie Robinson
became the first black to play
major league baseball.

1952-After keeping statistics
kept for 71 years, Tuskegee
reported that this was first year
with no lynchings.

1954-In Brown v. Board of
Education of Topeka, Kansas,
the Supreme Court outlawed
school segregation at all levels.

1955-Rosa Parks refused to
change seats in a Montgomery,
Alabama, bus, sparking the bus
boycott, which would carry
onto the "Freedom Riders"
movement.

1957-Congress passed the
Voting Rights Bill of 1957, the
first major civil rights
legislation in more than 75
years.

1960-Sit-ins in North Carolina,
initiated a wave of similar

protests throughout the South.

1963-Blacks began a campaign
against discrimination in
Birmingham, followed by
protests around the country.
Martin Luther King, Jr.,
delivers his "I have a Dream"
speech at the March on
Washington, the largest civil
rights demonstration ever.

1964-The Twenty-fourth
Amendment forbade the use of
the poll tax to prevent voting.
The same year, Malcolm X
announced his split from Elijah
Muhammad's Nation of Islam.
Malcolm X would be
assassinated on February 21,
1965.

1965-The Southern Christian
Leadership Conference
launched a voter drive in
Selma, Alabama. which
escalated into a nationwide
protest movement. The Watts
riots left 34 dead, more than
3,500 arrested, and property
damage of about 225 million
dollars.

1966-Civil rights groups split in
idealogy, with the Congress of
Racial Equality and the
Student Non-Violent
Coordinating Committee
endorsing"Black Power" and
SCLC and the NAACP
renouncing it. The Black
Panther Party was founded in
California.

1967-The worst summer of
racial disturbances ripped
across the United States, with
more than 40 riots and 100
other disturbances.

1968-Martin Luther King, Jr.
was assassinated in Memphis,
Tennessee. The following week,
riots occurred in at least 125
places across the country.

1970-Kenneth Gibson became
the first black mayor of
Newark, New Jersey.

1971-The Southern Regional
Council reported that
desegregation in Southern
schools was the rule, not the
exception. The report also
pointed out that the dual school
system was far from
dismantled.

1973-Thomas Bradley was
elected the first black mayor of
Los Angeles. Maynard H.
Jackson was elected the first
black mayor of Atlanta.

1977-This was the eighth and
final night for the miniseries
based on Alex Haley's Roots.
This final episode achieved the
highest ratings ever for a single
program.

1980-Racial disturbances
beginning on May 17 resulted
in 15 deaths in Miami, Florida.
This was the worst riot since

those in Watts and Detroit in
the 1960s.

1983-The state legislature of
Louisiana repealed the last
racial classification law in the
United States. The criterion for
being classified as black was
having 1/32nd Negro blood.
President Ronald Reagan
signed the bill establishing Jan.
20 a federal holiday in honor of
Martin Luther King, Jr.

1986-A bronze bust of Martin
Luther King, Jr., was the first of
any black American in the halls
of Congress. The first national
Martin Luther King, Jr., holiday
was celebrated.

1989-Gen. Colin L. Powell was
named chair of the United
States Joint Chiefs of Staff.

1990-February 11. Nelson
Mandela, South African Black
Nationalist, was freed after 27
years in prison.

1998-January 15. Civil rights
veteran James Farmer was one
of 15 men and women awarded
the Medal of Freedom from
President Clinton.

2000-More than 46,000
protesters rally in a march on
the state capitol at Columbia,
South Carolina, to protest the
Confederate battle flag flying
atop the statehouse dome.

Ma Rainey
byname of GERTRUDE MALISSA NIX RAINEY, nde

PRIDGETT (b. April 26, 1886, Columbus, Ga., U.S.--d.
*...December 22, 1939, Rome, Ga.), 'mother of the blues,' the

first great black professional blues vocalist.
From 1904, she toured southern American tent shows,

levee camps, and cabarets in a song-and-dance team with
her husband, William ("Pa") Rainey, a minstrel comic. She
performed in the theatrical circuits of the South and Midwest
through the 1920s, leading her own troupes, including at
times Bessie Smith and Thomas A. ("Georgia Tom") Dorsey.

Rainey recorded more than 90 songs from 1923 through
1928 with country blues musicians and black jazz players.
An outstanding, earthy stage presence, she retired in 1933,
to own and operate two Georgia theatres and to join the
Friendship Baptist Church.

Sgt. Lashanda Baham left college
to join the Army three years ago.
She wanted medical training
hands-on training - and the
classroom wasn't doing the trick.

Now, 15 months after joining the
14th Combat Support Hospital, as
the unit prepares to deploy to
Afghanistan next week, Baham said
she's had enough training and
hands-on experience to leave with
confidence in her skills and her
peers.

"It's been a busy year," said
Baham, who calls Louisiana home.
"We're all ready, and I'm actually
looking forward to it, because I
found I enjoy working in that kind
of environment."

In the year since the 14th Field Hospital
converted to the 14th Combat Support Hospital,

the unit has conducted four field training exercises
and deployed to New Orleans for six weeks.

"That kind of environment"
means the hectic pace of a medical
facility in a highly charged
atmosphere. The closest Baham's
come to experiencing that kind of
environment was the six weeks the
unit spent in New Orleans after

Hurricane Katrina.
That, and the four field training

exercises the unit completed, was
enough to convince Baham she'll
do just fine in the year ahead.

The Army National Guard's Warrior Training
Center celebrates its third anniversary this
month with the addition of an obstacle course
and a 60-foot rappel tower like no other.

"There's not another one like it in the
country, maybe the world," said Jim Fox, of
Cornerstone Design, Inc., the company
responsible for building the tower, which
features six wall lanes, eight open lanes and one
fast-rope lane with four levels.

The training site, which will include four
Black Hawk mock-ups, sets the stage for the
center's first in-house Air Assault Course next
month. WTC cadre have been fielding air
assault mobile training teams - MTTs - for
two years, but this is the first time the course
will be offered on post in more than 30 years.
Fort Benning's Infantry School is the Army's
air assault proponent.

Soon after the start of the Global War on
Terrorism, Army officials recognized the need
for specialized air assault skills, such as sling-
loading, landing zone orientation and
rappelling, in theaters of the war. That, coupled
with the National Guard's decision three years
ago to use air assault as a recruiting and
retention incentive, resulted in an increased
demand for slots in the Army's accredited
courses offered through the 101st Airborne
Division, 10th Mountain Division and 25th
Infantry Division. Those sites could not

accommodate the Guard's training needs.
* Since implementing its own 10-day

course, the Guard's air assault cadre have
conducted courses around the country and
abroad for reserve and active duty units.

Army officials discovered it's more cost
effective to employ the Guard's MTTs, with 15
cadre, than transport, feed and house 200-plus
Soldiers at one of the Army's established sites,
said Sgt. 1st Class Doug Conaway, the WTC's

Air Assault NCOIC.
, Like the site's premier tower, the course

is one of a kind, Conaway said.
"Our 15 cadre have traveled all over

the country and abroad to the different air
assault courses, and they know what works and
what doesn't," he said. "We've taken the best
ideas from everywhere to develop what we
believe will be the optimal course."

The lion's share of slots for on-site courses

Soldier awarded Silver Star for OIF bravery

A Fort Benning Soldier was
awarded the Silver Star in a
ceremony Jan. 19 on Pioneer Field
for his actions in Iraq.

Staff Sgt. Shannon Kay, currently
a marksmanship instructor with the
2nd Battalion, 29th Infantry
Regiment, served in Iraq as a squad
leader with Fort Lewis' 1st
Battalion, 24th Infantry Regiment.

He earned his Silver Star Dec. 11,
2004, when he and other Soldiers
patrolling in Strykers discovered a
large cache of weapons next to a
road in Western Mosul. While they

prepared to destroy the weapons
cache, Kay and the other Soldiers
began diverting traffic, blocking the
road with two Strykers.

Suddenly a car broke away from
traffic and charged at Kay's Stryker.
He fired a warning shot at the
vehicle, but when it was ignored, he
fired at the driver, hitting him four
times. The car slammed into the rear
of the Stryker and exploded into
flames. Parts of the Stryker caught
on fire and the area was littered with
burning debris.

Kay opened the Stryker's rear
hatch, and despite being wounded in
four places,. focused on helping six
other wounded Soldiers evacuate the
burning vehicle. They were
immediately attacked by small arms,
rocket-propelled grenade and
indirect mortar fire.

new best friend is short,

Lail over her body, has terrible

breath and has eyes that bug out of her
skull. She's hyper, snorts when she
breathes, and gets crusties around her eyes.
In short, she's adorable.

As soon as I met her at the pet adoption
center, I knew she was the perfect dog.
I've been looking for a dog for several
months, but not just any dog. I had very
specific parameters for the dog I was
looking for. My description would have
sounded like this: SWF seeks tiny, cute
companion for long walks through the
park, cuddling on the couch and playing
ball. Gender, coat color and breed not
important. Must not smell doggy, shed too
much or yap endlessly. No droolers please.

The reason I've been looking for so
long is because I have limitations to just
what animal I can share a home with. For
instance, I would love to have a goat, a
tiger or a monkey, but I don't think they're
approved in my lease. More importantly,
as fun as a tiger might be, they're just not
good apartment cats, which brings me back
to my lengthy dog search.

I live in a small apartment with no yard.
I abhor pet smell and having hair all over
my clothes. I lack the patience to deal with
a chewer, a barker or a carpet soiler. So
these conditions cut out large dogs who
need space to run around and aggressive

dogs who might snap at
neighbors. My hair
aversion meant no
fluffy, long-haired
breeds and no dogs with
oily, smelly coats. And
as cute as they are, I
just don't have the time
and attention needed for
a puppy. Additionally, I
wanted to adopt a stray rather than buy
from a puppy farm, but finding a specific
dog, a nonshedding, nonbarking sweet dog,
was not easy. So my search for the perfect
pooch took some dedication, but paid off in
the cute little Chihuahua-terrier mix named
Annie.

So if you are considering adopting a pet
of your own, here are some thoughts to
consider.

1. Research the type of dog you want
to adopt before bringing it home.

You can research breed characteristics
online at sites like www.dogbreedinfo.com
or www.terrificpets.com. By researching
breeds you can find out which dogs will
probably be yappers, chewers, biters or
difficult to train. Some breeds are typically
good or bad with children or strangers. If a
dog will be left outside in a yard, watch out
for escape artists like Jack Russell terriers.
Find a dog whose quirks you can live with.

2. Consider the size of your home and
yard and the relative size of the dog.

A Great Dane just won't be happy if
you live in an apartment and if you get a
yappy Pomeranian, you won't have happy

neighbors.
3. What about all that fur?
A dog bred for cold weather like a

husky probably won't function well in the
Georgia heat. Considering the
environment the dog will live in saves
stress on both you and the pooch. Short-
haired breeds also save you from having to
vacuum. If someone is allergic to dander,
its possible to get a hypoallergenic dog for
allergy sufferers. Some of those breeds
include poodles, schnauzers, Portuguese
water dogs and many types of terriers.
There are also hairless breeds like Chinese
crested, American hairless terrier and the
xoloitzcuintle - that's a Mexican hairless,
but please don't ask me to pronounce it.

4. Do you have the patience for a
puppy?

Puppies are adorable, but after they
chew up your shoes and wet on the carpet
for the 23rd time, will they still be cute?
They can be a test in time and energy. If a
puppy isn't for you, there are many older
dogs who are just as loveable and can still
be a great companion for years to come.

5. Where can you find the right pet?
Every week at the Fort Benning

Veterinary Clinic, there are dozens of pets
looking for homes. Depending on the
week, they've got cocker spaniels,
Labradors, boxers, terriers, basset hounds,
mutts and lots of cats. They usually have
puppies also. There's also PAWS
(pawscolumbus.org), the Humane Society,
animal control, and online pet finders like
columbusdogconnection.com.

ewer people would know

about a deployment or
operation if you screamed it

out at the Super Bowl than if you
posted it on a Web log or blog.

Common sense will tell you not
to discuss sensitive subjects on the
streets of Baghdad. The same
common sense should apply on the
highways of cyberspace. Soldiers
need to keep this in mind, not only
because it is the right thing to do,
but because it could land them in a
world of trouble.

The technology of
communication is a double-edged
sword and often the sharper edge is
being used against you. There have
been too many instances of sensitive
information being made public. For
example, one officer posted a picture
of his tactical operations center,
complete with secret documents
showing troop rotations.

Another Soldier in theater posted
when his unit's laundry runs were.
That information has IED
opportunity written all over it.

The list of what should not be
posted on an unsecured site or sent
via unsecured communication
channels is almost endless. It
includes the obvious like troop
movements, operational details,
TDYs, planning issues and any
classified material. But it also
includes any personal information -

information that could be used to put
you, your fellow Soldiers or even
your own family at risk.

This is also a matter of situational
awareness; knowing what seemingly
innocent information could be useful
to the enemy. Each unit's
operational security professional
needs to advise supervisors on
means to prevent the release of
sensitive information.

But every Soldier, regardless of
rank and position, has a personal
responsibility to safeguard what
makes it onto the Internet. In order
to ensure that sensitive and
unauthorized information is not
posted, checkwith your immediate
supervisor for approval before your
next blog entry or site update. More

This is a very serious matter and
the fallout from even one instance of
releasing unauthorized information
can be severe. Senior Army
commanders have clearly stated that
the Army must "hold people
accountable that place others at
risk."

Relevant punitive measures are
spelled out in AR 25-2 and are worth
a thorough reading.

Soldiers have been fined and
demoted because of information put
on a blog that could have helped the
enemy. But the consequences of
allowing mission and personal
information to get out is more
dangerous than simply running the
risk of a fine; it could get your
fellow Soldiers killed and even put
your family members in harm's way.

CAMP LIBERTY, Iraq Staff Sgt. Archie
greets everyone with warmth and friendliness.
His tail wags.

Staff Sgt. Figo greets visitors with a serious
stare, more aloof than Archie. But she'll gladly
accept a pat on the head.

Three years ago, the 67th Engineering
Detachment adopted the practice of using dogs to
find explosives and contraband. Most of the dogs
are adopted from pounds or donated. They train
for three months before being placed with a
handler.

Sgt. Daniel Broda handles Figo, a Lab and

springer spaniel mix, who's "a bit high strung but
very independent."

"It took quite a while before we bonded,"
Broda said.

"I didn't think it was going to work out,
because she wouldn't listen. Then one day it just
clicked. Now we're inseparable."

The pair, together for almost two years, even
share sleeping space.

"It feels weird when she's not with me, like not
having my weapon with me. Our dogs are actually
more important than our weapons because we
can't do our mission without them," said Broda.

Each dog is "ranked" using the Army ranking
system, which protects them from abuse, Broda
said. Dogs always outrank their handlers. If a
handler abuses the animal, he's subject to UCMJ
action.

The dogs wear a harness during training, so
they learn to distinguish work from play, Broda
said.

"They know that when they're wearing it, it's
time to work," he said. "They won't work
without it."

During Figo's two years at the Victory
complex, she has found weapons caches and

isu rgency
stockpiles of munitions. She earned a Bronze
Star, a Combat Action medal, and the respect of
the insurgents, who know dogs can clear an area
much faster than humans because they can smell
through walls.

"(Figo) has put a lot of people in prison. She's
taken sniper fire directed at her specifically,"
Broda said. "I've heard there's a $200,000 bounty
(on her)."

Brig. Gen. Robin Timmons, commander of the
16th Engineer Brigade, said search dog teams
have proven their worth during multiple military
operations.

"The dog teams are highly trained
professionals and perform every mission in a
superior manner," Timmons said. "From a
command perspective, they're invaluable."

Figo will return home with Broda, and Archie
will pick up where she leaves off. He's been
learning the ropes from her for the last three
months, Broda said.

It's a sentiment the 14th CSH
commander shares.

"I think the combination of tactical
training and capitalizing on the Katrina
disaster has absolutely prepared us,"
said Col. Jeffrey Haun.

The 250 14th CSH Soldiers will

Gordon, Ga. They've been told to
prepare for a full house. The hospital
will be housed in a 32-bed structure
until a larger facility is completed.

That rate dipped to 8 percent
briefly in 2002, when the Guard
cancelled three pre-Ranger
classes.

He
attended another pre-Ranger
course before' he attended
Ranger School in 1995.

"It was nowhere near the kind
of program the Guard offers,"

Paul said.
He made it through, but had

he been trained and set up for
success the way the Guard Pre-

"This is not another phase of
Ranger School," Paul said.

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Progress continues in terror war

WASHINGTON President Bush
said Monday he will listen to military
ground commanders, not polls or focus
groups, when making decisions about
force levels in Iraq.

The president spoke at Kansas State
University to some 9,000 students,
faculty, guests and Soldiers from nearby
Fort Riley.

He then answered questions from the
crowd for nearly two hours. Topics
ranged from the rationale for military
operations in Afghanistan and Iraq to
successes already achieved and
challenges still ahead.

Combat operations were used as a last
resort in both countries, Bush said. In
Afghanistan, U.S. and coalition forces
launched Operation Enduring Freedom
only when the Taliban failed to oust al

Qaeda operatives based there, he said.
Similarly, in Iraq, U.S. troops

intervened only when former dictator
Saddam Hussein refused to relent to
U.N. resolutions, fueling widespread
international suspicion that he harbored
weapons of mass destruction, Bush said.
These weapons in the wrong hands
represent "the biggest threat we face," he
said.

The president said he fully understood
the consequences of committing troops
and putting them in harm's way, calling it
"the hardest decision a president can
make." But, he said, he would not have
been doing his job of protecting the
country if he hadn't.

The Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks
against the United States proved once
and for all that citizens can no longer rely
on the oceans to their east and west to
protect them, Bush told the crowd.

"Threats must be taken seriously now

because geography doesn't protect us,
and there's an enemy that still lurks," he
said. As a result, "the United States must
confront threats before they cause us
harm."

"I resolved on (Sept. 11) to do
everything I can for the American
people," he said, calling the job of
protecting the American people "my
most important job."

As operations continue in both
Afghanistan and Iraq, Bush pointed to
ongoing progress on the political,
security and economic fronts.
Afghanistan is building its new
democracy free of Taliban oppression
and no longer providing a safe haven for
terrorists, he said. Similarly, Iraq's
people are forging free of the dark
shadow Saddam left on the country and
the rest of the world for decades, he said.

"There is no doubt that the world is
better off without him," Bush said.

Attending the event Monday was an
Iraqi-American Kurd who had several
family members killed under Saddam's
regime. Two of her relatives are serving
in Iraq's new parliament. She praised the
president for his actions in Iraq.

"It was the best decision anyone could
take, freeing 27 million people," she
said. "I would like to salute you and
salute all the troops for freeing 27
million people. They are free."

Despite progress, the terrorist threat
remains, the president said. And as the
memories of Sept. 11 fade in some
people's minds, Bush said, he's
committed to ensuring that the day's
tragic lessons aren't forgotten.

"There's an enemy that still wants to
harm the American people," he said.

That enemy can't beat the United
States militarily, Bush said. "The only
way we lose is if we lose our nerve or
will," he said.

Military culture must change to fight 'long war

WASHINGTON - Military personnel
have to make a cultural shift as they fight
what officials now call "the long war,"

senior DoD officials said.
Lt. Gen. Raymond Odierno, the

assistant to the chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff, said in an interview Jan.
23 that service members entering the
military today must focus on how the
United States will deal with extremist
networks that threaten America and its
allies.

Odierno said the situation is
analogous to the Cold War, the conflict
that started after World War II and ended
with the break-up of the Soviet Union in
1991. He said the focus on extremist
networks will likely last at least 20 years.

While conventional forces must

remain robust and their capabilities must
remain second to none, the military's
focus will broaden to include a greater
emphasis on special operations, he said.

"We have to be able to respond
conventionally if necessary, but we must
provide more focus on irregular warfare
missions," Odierno said.

Even after the defeat of al Qaeda,
extremists groups will remain a
complicated problem, Odierno said,
because terrorist networks are "non-state
actors" that may be operating in friendly
nations. The mission will not be to
confront armies, navies or air forces, but
shadowy groups.

The war will require different military
capabilities and require U.S. leaders to
develop a holistic concept of how to
defeat these networks. Odierno said this
entails being able to coordinate the
military aspect of the fight with the

efforts of diplomats, financial experts,
police officials and others.

It also will entail countering extremist
propaganda and teaching our young
leaders about what drives extremists.

"We have to try to understand why
they do the things they do, because you
have to understand your enemy,"
Odierno said.

Troops will also have to understand
the culture of countries they operate in.

"You have to understand ... what's
important to them," Odierno said. "We
have learned a lot in the last three or four
years, but we have a long way to go."

Odierno said the military is moving
more toward an expeditionary force.

"With ground forces, we are moving
back to the United States, so we are able
to react around the world quickly and
rotate forces quickly," he said.

All ground forces are going to have to

work more closely with special
operations forces and must enhance their
capabilities to work in irregular
environments. Special operations forces
must also develop new capabilities, and
the United States must develop more
special operations personnel, Odierno
said.

While the changes affect the Army's
ground forces most, the Air Force and
Navy are not spared. The Air Force
global strike capability will be crucial in
shaping the battlefield, he said. The
Navy, will maintain its skills in the open
ocean while moving into littoral, or
coastal, warfare.

"Even after we win in Iraq, even after
we win in Afghanistan, there will be
extremist groups that will threaten us,"
Odierno said. "Military personnel must
be ready for whatever confronts them in
this long war."

ean can't remember the
moment she realized her son
was using drugs. She lived in
denial for so long that the
acceptance of reality was a
very gradual process.

"He was my golden boy, the all-
American kid," Jean said. "He chewed me
out for smoking cigarettes - said it was
nasty, it would kill me. I never would've
imagined him doing drugs, not in a million
years."

Jean and her husband, a Fort Benning
Soldier, bought a house in North Columbus
four years ago so their children could
attend the "right" schools. They weren't
disappointed. When their second son
started high school, he was greeted warmly
by the football and wrestling coaches who
recognized his natural ability. By his
sophomore year, he was playing varsity in
both sports.

Jean and her family were in the stands at
every football game, home or away. They
traveled to wrestling tournaments on week-
ends. They supported their son
wholeheartedly.

But they couldn't offer some of the
advantages his classmates' parents could
afford. Most of the students zoned to
attend school with Jean's kids came from
very affluent families, she said. The school
parking lot was filled with BMWs and
SUVs.

"If you're a drug dealer and you want to
make money, who are you going to target,"
Jean said, "the kids riding the bus to school
in South Columbus or the kid with the
Beemer up North?"

Jean's son was frequently offered
marijuana by a classmate, but he refused
again and again until a knee injury benched
him during his sophomore wrestling
season. The doctor said he probably
wouldn't play football again, either. It was
about that time, Jean discovered later, that
he smoked his first joint.

"I really don't blame the school, and I'm
not making excuses for him because he
was injured," she said. "I know he was
devastated, but he knew better than to do
it. He made the choice."

He made the choice again and again,
smoking "recreationally" with his friends

as his knee healed. By fall, he was back on
the football field and performing well.

That was the year his dad deployed.
Jean, left to cope with four kids and a full-
time job, said it was easy to ignore the
signs her son was headed toward trouble.
He kept his grades up and never missed
football practice, so when he came home
late and raided the refrigerator, she
dismissed his behavior as typical of a hard-
working, growing boy.

"That's the thing parents should know
the signs I didn't see, they weren't

unusual. He always ate like a garbage
disposal and never gained weight. He was
like that his whole life," Jean said. "And
he had a job, so he had his own money.
Yeah, I can look back now and say I
should've seen the warning signs, but there
was a reason for everything, a logical
explanation. I just didn't see it or I didn't
want to see it."

Jean's husband suspected, and maybe,
she said, it was he who planted the seed of
doubt in her mind. When her son's
behavior became more erratic, she was
forced to confront her fears. She met with
his coaches and counselors and told them
her suspicions.

"They told me, 'Yeah, he's doing drugs.
We already know that,"' Jean said. "I'm
still mad about that. You know they can't
test for drugs in our schools? These people
knew my son was doing drugs before I did,
but no one could offer me any help."

The problem was much worse than Jean
or school officials suspected. Jean's son
was dealing drugs. Later she would learn,
her "naturally gifted, outgoing son" was
making money hand over fist selling
marijuana and cocaine.

Jean's son is smart. He'll tell you that
himself. He had a natural instinct for
dealing drugs, and like football and
wrestling, he gave it his all.

"I like being good at everything I do. I
got real good at it," he said. "I know
people who dealt who were stupid about it.
To me, it was a business, and I was making
a lot of money. I didn't screw up."

Two of his friends "screwed up." They
were busted by the police and spent a few

days in jail. That was a wake-up call for
both boys, Jean said, and they're clean to
this day.

Her son wasn't so "lucky," she said. He
was gaining a reputation as a skilled dealer,
but she didn't know it until an
acquaintance, "someone who knew
someone," tipped her off that the
Columbus drug task force was watching
her son.

She confronted him, and he finally
admitted he was dealing, but when Jean
went to the police, they offered no help.

"Here we go again. They couldn't do
anything about it, because they didn't catch
him at it," she said. "How is a person
supposed to get help for her child before he
goes to jail, or worse, if no one listens?"

Someone did listen, eventually, when a
friend told Jean about Army One Source, a
hotline for military families experiencing
any kind of trouble. Jean visited the Army
One Source Web site, and within two
hours, she received a phone call and a
referral to a local counselor.

At the counselor's recommendation,
Jean and her husband decided to admit
their son to Bradford Health Services,
which specializes in alcohol and drug
intervention, counseling and treatment.
Convincing their son was no problem. He
went willingly after his father issued an
ultimatum - clean up or get out.

It worked for a while. Just two months
ago, Jean's son relapsed. He started doing
drugs again - and this time he
experimented with ecstacy. There are days,
he said, he doesn't remember.

Once again, the family turned to
Bradford. Tricare will not pay for a second
stay in a year's time, so he's being treated
as an outpatient. He's finishing his senior
year of classes in a home-bound program,
which leaves him bored and restless. As
long as his drug tests come up clean, he's

resents the loss of driving privileges.

His erratic behavior has taken a toll on
the family, Jean said. She lost her job, her
marriage is in jeopardy and the other
children are angry and resentful about the
time and resources they've devoted to their
brother.

"This is like a bad Lifetime movie," Jean
said. "You don't think these kinds of
things happen to families like ours. Well,
I'F here to tell you it can happen to any-
one, and it can happen anywhere. You
never know when you could be living next
door to a drug dealer. My neighbors
were."

Through cyunseling, Jean is learning to
cope. She's bAaming herself less and trying
to adopt an attitde a bit more like her hus-
band's - toug!1ijove. She said her son has
always been able to manipulate her, and it
hasn't been fair for the other children.

Though Jean said she has many regrets,
her son says he does not. That scares her.

She's putting all her energy her fear
and anger and frustration - into a support
group she's founded called PANIC, Parents
Against Narcotics In our Community. The
first meeting, which is open to the public,
is Saturday at 5 p.m. at Bradford Health
Services on Warm Springs Road.

"It's for anybody," Jean said. "Anybody
who's been through it or just wants to
make sure they never have to go through it.
If we're ever going to get rid of drugs in
our community, we're going to have to
work together.

"I'd never wish on anyone the hell my
family's been through," she said. "I don't
expect to change the world, but if what
happened to me can keep one family from
going through it, that's all I want."

Idaho, for the Basic Combat
Training Brigade at Sand Hill
in early January, they were
already a pretty tight team.
Now they're learning teamwork
in a much bigger brotherhood.

The Davis brothers and
another set of brothers trained
Tuesday at the BCTB's
Teamwork Development
Course with the rest of the
Soldiers in A Company, 2nd
Battalion, 58th Infantry
Regiment.

This is the first time that
,BCTB drill sergeant, Staff Sgt.
William Jones, can remember
training two sets of brothers in
the same company.

While the brothers might
work well together, it's not
easy forming the other 220
Soldiers in the company into a
team.

"Right now these guys are
all individuals, because they've
only been here two weeks,"
Williams said. "We need to
teach them to work as a team
before we do anything else.
It's one of the biggest
challenges."

To learn to work together,
the Soldiers must maneuver
through six course obstacles.
One obstacle involves getting a
barrel and ammunition box
across an area using only three
short boards. The Soldiers
can't touch the ground. and
must use the boards as a bridue

between posts sticking out of
the ground. Another exercise
involves getting a dummy on a
stretcher across a 'ravine,' by
tying the stretcher to a rope
bridge. However, Soldiers
must find creative ways to get
the rest of the team across the
ravine as well.

Obstacles like these are
designed to stress the Soldiers
mentally and physically, Jones
said. However, the main
emphasis is to learn when to
lead and when to follow.

Arguments broke out as the
Soldiers struggled through the
obstacles. Frustration built as
they made mistakes and drill
sergeants yelled "Start over!"

But that frustration is
exactly what will forge these
men into a team, Jones said.

"If we did this course again
at the end of their training, all
this arguing would be
nonexistent," he said. "They'd
be faster because they'd be in
better physical condition. They
would go right through it
because they'd know how to
work together."

The elder Davis brother,
T.J., 19, understands the need
to learn teamwork. He thought
originally that he and his
brother would be in the same
platoon and was upset when
they were split up. Now he
thinks it was a good thing. It
has forced him to get to know
other Soldiers better, and has
other advantages.

"Now I'm kind of happy
I'm not in his platoon," T.J.
said. "He gets them in trouble a
lot from what I've heard."

Program grows with
civilian instructors

Civilian Marksmanship Program

A cadre of 40 volunteer
civilian military rifle
instructors, who were selected
and supported by the Civilian
Marksmanship Program, are
now actively serving as
instructors in U.S. Army Squad
Designated Marksman
Instructor Courses conducted by
the U.S. Army Marksmanship
Unit. The immediate result of
their dedication is that the Army
is now able to train many more
instructors and Soldiers in
marksmanship skills that can
significantly enhance their
combat effectiveness.

"In October, the first
Benning Squad Designated
Marksman Course was
supported by the Civilian
Marksmanship Program's
military rifle instructors," said
USAMU Commander Lt. Col.
David J. Liwanag. "This "free
manpower" allows the USAMU
Service Rifle Team to service
other mobile training teams
overseas and in combat areas."

The Squad Designated
Marksman is a Soldier trained in
advanced marksmanship
techniques and capable of
delivering hits on man-sized
targets at ranges from 200 to

500 meters. This is a distance
that is well beyond the
capabilities of the typical
Infantryman.

The type of war being fought
in the Global War on Terrorism
where enemy combatants are
intermixed with civilian
noncombatants means Soldiers
with advanced marksmanship
skills are often the only means
of engaging these elusive
targets. The SDM program was
developed to assure that each
Army combat squad would have
one Soldier who is trained to
perform as the designated
marksman for that squad.

Training Soldiers to serve as
SDMs proved to be a special
challenge for the U.S. Army
because, except for the Army
Marksmanship Unit, no other
Army unit possessed the
knowledge and experience base
to teach advanced
marksmanship.

To do this, USAMU
developed an accurized M-16
SDM rifle and produced 240 for
the 3rd Infantry Division to take
to Iraq, then trained instructors
to train SDMs in their units.

In an effort to find qualified
instructors who could help train
more SDM instructors, Liwanag
came up with the idea of calling
on civilian distinguished

riflemen, many of whom had
prior military experience, to
supplement his instructor
resources.

More than 50 individuals
were selected to participate in a
training program created by
USAMU instructors, and 40
were certifidd as CMP military
rifle instructors.

A typical training team
includes two or three USAMU
noncommissioned officers who
are in charge of the course and
act as lead instructors. Four
CMP MRIs are assigned to
support them and act as assistant
instructors. CMP MRIs work
primarily with small groups of
students during firing exercises.
Students receive printed SDM
manuals and instructional CDs
provided by the CMP.

The SDM instructor training
course typically lasts five days.
Approximately 10 percent of
the course work is in the
classroom. The remainder is
spent in range firing exercises.
SDM students fire more than
500 rounds during the week at
ranges from 300 to 600 yards.

Fort Benning's Military
Police and the staff at the
Veterinary Treatment Facility
are tackling two of the post's
pet problems pet
registration and stray animals.

Capt. Kevin Pelley, the
provost marshal's operations
officer, said the post's animal
control team is working on the
domesticated animal issues.
"Our main effort is in vector
control and reducing the threat
of dogs to children."

Veterinarian Capt. Barbara
Cloutier said the clinic staff's
job is preventive medicine for
the domestic animals.

Because strays are carriers
of rabies and other illnesses,
like roundworms and heart-
worms, which can affect pets
and humans, the vet clinic staff
is taking steps to improve the
strays' quality of life, as well as
provide some benefit to post.

The animal control team is
staffed by an NCOIC and five
Soldiers who set and check
animal traps, look for strays
and respond to calls "24-7,"
Pelley said, so someone is
available on every shift.

All strays are checked for
microchips. Some that aren't
chipped may become
candidates for adoption. If not
they're euthanized.

Some cats are vaccinated,
spayed or neutered and re-
turned to the "wild" to help
control the post's rodent
population, Cloutier said.

Feral cats can be identified
by an "ear notch," a painless
procedure done while the
animal is under anesthesia for
sterilization, she said.

But taking care of family
pets isn't something new,
Pelley said, and although
policy has always required pet
owners residing on post to
register their pets, the
enforcement only happened
when a pet was picked up.

"Once the vet's grace period
ends, the MPs will be actively
checking pet registrations
based on a list provided by

Q: What are ad valorem taxes and
how may they affect me as a military
member?

A: Many states assess a yearly ad
valorem, or property, tax on all vehicles.
Both Georgia and Alabama, for example,
assess ad valorem taxes on motor vehicles.

These property taxes are usually
collected by the county in which the
vehicle is registered and are based on the
fair market value established as of Jan. 1 of
each year.

Active-duty military members are
required to pay ad valorem taxes properly
assessed by the state in which their vehicle
is already registered.

This is often a military member's state
of legal residence. As a result, military
members are generally exempt from paying
similar property taxes in the state and
county in which they are temporarily
stationed.

Military members assigned to Fort
Benning who live in Georgia or Alabama,
but who are not legal residents of that state,
are generally exempt from ad valorem tax
on their motor vehicle.

the vet clinic," Pelley said. "And they'll be issuing
tickets and reporting to the Soldier's chain of
command.

"Now is the time to register," he said.
Cloutier said an updatedU.S. Army Infantry Center

policy memorandum 40-905 covers enforcement of
pet registration on post. Residents have until Feb. 28
to schedule an appointment to register or update their
current paperwork.

Cloutier estimates there may be as many as 3,000
unregistered pets on post.

And the intent of the registration is to provide a
way to ensure that the family pets on post are properly
vaccinated and their owners can be identified.

By enforcing the pet registration and microchipping
policy, Cloutier said she expects to see a decrease in
the numbers of "dumped" pets and an increase in the
number of pets returned to their owners.

"We have about 1,200 strays a year," she said.
"And the more strays we have, the more nastiness
that's loose on post. Rabies is a big deal. If we have
an outbreak on post, it would be devastating."

About one-third of the animals that end up at the
vet clinic are returned to their owners, she said. About
200 are adopted, and the rest are euthanized.

"Yes. Some people's pets are euthanized because
we had no way to find their owners," Cloutier said.

She saw the benefit of microchipping firsthand
when she and three of her technicians went to Keesler
AFB in Mississippi, to help after Hurricane Katrina.
They triaged and treated hundreds of stranded or lost
pets.

"With the chips, it was much easier to find their
owners and for their owners to find them because we
had a way to identify the animals," she said. ,"We're
moving in a positive direction here and (registration) is
the first step."~

And while Cloutier said her main concern is
microchipping and preventive medicine, she, Pelley
and the animal control team continue deal with the
strays and the two or three dog-human bite cases
reported each week on post.

"A determined animal can escape from a
responsible owner," Pelley said, "and even the most
docile animal will bite under the right conditions.
(Registration and animal control) is for the safety of
the Soldiers, their families and the people who work

here."

"We're relying on foster families to
help while we make sure there is room
in our shelters," she said.

Joan Hammond, executive director
for the Muscogee County Humane
Society, said the humane society, one of
the largest in the state, is a no-kill
facility with limited intake.

"We adopt out close to 2,000 animals
a year. We take owner surrendered
animals, and we also transfer animals
from other counties when we have
space, especially from shelters that still
euthanize via gas chamber ... including
Fort Benning," she said.

Rex said more than 8,000 animals
come through animal care and control
each year. More than 5,000 are

euthanized.
PAWS Columbus, which adopts

nearly 700 animals annually, is building
a shelter with the capacity for 2,800
dogs and as many cats each year. It will
include a low-cost spay-neuter clinic.

"The key to reducing the number of
stray and homeless animals in the
community is to spay and neuter as
many pets as possible, and for people to
adopt from a shelter," Rex said.

"All of our animals are spayed or
neutered before being adopted. We also
have low cost spay neuter programs for
the qualifying public," Hammond said.

That's the best
safety advice I
can give any-
one. Double

knot your pants, so when
you're running laps, they won't
fall down. Honestly, but the
breeze felt nice.

Even with my assets
exposed, I didn't quit.

Work was getting
the better of me, and I wanted
to unwind with Haagen Dazs
coffee ice cream. I begged him
to get it for me. He didn't.
And the next morning, I was
glad.

to the gym. She said it was
OK. That's what I needed
to know it was OK.

Lori Smith, fitness director
for the Directorate of Morale,
Welfare and Recreation,
sympathized with my plight.
Starting a program can be hard,
she said, sticking to it is even
harder, especially when you
have distractions.

"Little setbacks can lead to
one great big hump that feels
impossible to get over," she
said. "There's no magical cure.
You have to remember your
goals, and start again."

Maybe goals need to be re-
evaluated, Smith said, to make
sure they are attainable. Or set
smaller goals.

Even when I have my eating
under control, I find myself
jumping on the scale. I weigh
after a good workout or before
I take a shower, because wet
hair must add a pound or two,
right?

don't get discouraged," he said.
Boredom, Poyourow said, is

another obstacle. I can see
that. Doesn't my pop tart
snack look better than a rice
cake? I think so. He suggests
experiment with different
recipes. That's great if you can
cook and experimenting
doesn't mean trying a different
flavor of Hamburger Helper.
For the kitchen impaired, he
said, eating out is not ruled out.
Most restaurants have a "heart
healthy" menu.

"Remember to check with
you dietitian every other week
to prevent these ruts from
happening," Poyourow said.
"Having people who are also
changing their diet habits helps
keep you on track."

Not failing seems to be all
about support. But even the
most expensive support hosiery
runs or the band gives way at
some point. And then, where
would I be? Exposed, pasty-
white legs and all.

Deb Manning, advocate at
the Army Substance Abuse
Program at Fort Benning, said
there are three top reasons
people fail: boredom, anger and
relationships.

I was stopped in the
commissary the other day by a
woman who shared her weight-
loss story with me. I get cheers
now when I go to the gym. But
how come that isn't enough?
Why do I still feel weak?

Chaplain (Lt. Col.) Thomas
Waynick, director of training at
the Family Life Center, said the
reason is black and white.

"We tend to want everything
in absolutes," he said. "I'm
either on the diet or I'm not.
When I fail, I take one step
backward, eat a little too much,
my thinking processes switches
from on to off the diet. I give
up and comfort myself with the
idea that it was just too hard."

One missed step can change
our entire concept of success,
he said.

"Success is truly two steps
forward and one back,"
Waynick told me. "Taking a
step backward is not failure.
It's an opportunity to take a
deep breath and try again."

He said a survey of the
country's most successful
CEOs revealed success was all
most of them had in common.
Their educations, backgrounds
or demographics varied
considerable.

"What they all had in
common was when life
knocked them down, they got
back up. They all worked hard,
and they all played hard.

The numbers were in
1/19th's favor, as they pulled a
81-61 victory over 1/50th in last
week's league two intramural
basketball game.

uring an NBA
game Jan. 18 at
Chicago's United

Center, New York Knicks'
forward Antonio Davis,,
rushed into the stands during
a timeout, believing his wife
Kendra was in trouble.

Since the incident, the
media has told both sides of
the story - the fan, Michael
Axelrod, said Davis' wife
tried to scratch him after he
protested a call. Davis said
he believed his wife, Kendra,
was in trouble.

It's easy to say Davis was
wrong. But how many of us
would do the same thing?
Would you have alerted the
referees and security if you
thought your loved one was in
trouble in the stands? I

Axelrod said he wasn't
drunk, as Antonio Davis
implied.

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Referees speak out:

Youth sports should focus on
fun, good sportsmanship
Pushy parents taking
away from kids'
enjoyment of games

A parent's behavior can take away from kids
enjoying sports - that's what some of the sports
officiators on post are saying.

"It's about the child. He or she can learn to
hate the game by the way the parents act," said
Daniel Green, an officiator for Youth Services
games and for sports in the tricounty area.

Many parents get too caught up in their own
emotions and excitement for their kids to realize
the harm they could be causing, like putting too
much pressure on them, Green said, who has seen
both sides of the court. His son used to play Little
League.

"I learned you have to sit down and (clap) if
they play well or not. That's it," he said.

Many officiators think parents should play an
active role in their child's sports, but remember
it's all about fun, said Allen Fluellen, president of
the Tri County Officials Association, which trains
officiators to referee various sports for Muscogee,
Chattahoochee and Russell counties.

Fluellen has been a sports officiator for 41
years; the last 21 have been within the tricounty
area.

He said it's about support and sportsmanship,
with the parents leading the example.

"(Parents) won't let the coaches coach, or let
the children play without yelling and screaming at
them and (the kids) can't concentrate," Fluellen
said.

"It's important for parents to attend athletic
events, but don't get involved with trying to
coach; let the coaches do that. Be supportive," he
said.

Fluellen said coaches should talk to the
disruptive parents. But many coaches are not
qualified or not schooled enough to handle some
situations on and off the court he said.

"We have a clinic for every sport and to get the
rules out for coaches and players. It would be
wise for parents to attend," Fluellen said.

Barry Rather, a self-proclaimed sports
"fanatic," said he got into officiating because of
his love for sports. Rather said he loves to referee
kids' games.

"It's just a joy. But the parents are sometimes
fanatical. Some are living through their children,"
Rather said.

Rather said coaches should set a good example,
and step up and let the parents know how their
actions, like yelling and coaching too much, can
influence their children.

"We understand that parents love their
children, and it's OK to be passionate," he said.
"But it can take away from the game. Parents
shouldn't live through their children because of
their dreams. Let kids be kids."

took my family to the Montgomery Zoo for a day trip.
We visited wildlife from five continents in a peaceful,
relaxing setting. The zoo and the exhibits were all

neat and clean, the setting was serene. The trip was well
worth the family-bonding experience, not to mention
affordable.

There are more than 700 animals residing at the zoo,
including ostriches, condors, wolves, turtles, bears, jaguars
and a bald eagle.

We enjoyed strolling down winding walkways that lead to
"continents" where you can view animal in their re-created
habitat.

Within the 40-acre zoo, there are three larger open areas
where several species co-exist. You can view these areas
from almost anywhere in the central part of the zoo. They
house giraffes, zebras, deer, turkey, elk and large bison
among others.

Each exhibit offers seating that contributes to the relaxed
atmosphere of the zoo. There are large windows or viewing
areas so everyone can see.

The latest attraction is the elephant exhibit, which opened
in November. You can see four elephants from a newly built
two-level viewing station, which overlooks the open Africa
exhibit. There is also a smaller viewing area on the same
level as the elephants.

The zoo also has an Indian rhinoceros, the largest one in
captivity, and two rare white Bengal tigers.

Some more "barrier free" exhibits are the spider monkeys
and chimpanzees. Watch and enjoy as they swing on vines
and interact with each other. They are fun to watch,
especially for little kids.

Another great attraction is the aviary. You can stroll
through an enormous bird cage while colorful birds native to
South America fly free around you, offering a close-up look.

The reptile exhibit houses some of the world's most
venomous snakes and several types of lizards. You can get a
good look at the reptile in their natural settings from a safe
distance.

You can see many exhibits on a miniature train ride and
take a peek at the water fowl and birds that live in the zoo's
lake. It is a short ride, but long enough to sit and relax.

There is a play area for kids. It is small but the zoo is
expanding this section in the near future.

Before you leave, take time to peek in the zoo's nursery.
It is small, but there's a chance you can catch a feeding. We
were lucky enough to see a baby spider monkey being fed a
bottle.

The zoo is open daily from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. central time,
except for Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year's Day.

There is also the Mann Wildlife Learning Museum

located adjacent to the zoo. A combination ticket for the zoo
and museum can be purchased at the zoo's ticket counter for
only a few dollars more.

It can take almost two hours to get to the zoo, but the time
is worth it. Plan on spending three to four hours to see all
the sights. The zoo offers birthday packages, group rates and
discounts for military and AAA members.

Ticket prices, including tax are: Adults, $6; children (ages
3 to 12) and senior citizens, $4. Children 2 and younger are
free.

For Lt. Col. James Mingus, the
commander of the 4th Ranger
Training Battalion, Wednesday's mass
casualty drill, a simulated helicopter
crash, brought back memories of
another crash, a real one.

Mingus was a captain in 1994,
when an F-16 crashed at Fort Bragg's
Pope Airfield in North Carolina, killing
24 Soldiers. It was "true chaos," said
Mingus, one of more than 100
casualties. He still bears the burn
scars on his hands, but surgeons did
a good job of repairing his face and
ears. Those scars have healed.

But Mingus said he'll never forget
that day, or the Soldiers who put
themselves in harm's way to save
their buddies. "Even in that situation,
as bad as it was, it was amazing to
see the guys take charge, to go into
their training and handle it."

And that, he said, is what makes
training exercises, like the battalion's
annual MASCAL, relevant and crucial
for today's Soldiers. Read about the
MASCAL on A-12.

S gt. Tomas Acosta is an
Infantryman. And at 27,
with two deployments to

Iraq under his belt during his first
enlistment, it's not hard to see why
he's internalized the Soldiers' Creed.

So it's no surprise that Acosta
would "never leave a fallen
comrade," even if that comrade was
someone he didn't really know.

Acosta received the Soldiers
Medal Friday for saving the life of a
Boston University student after a
building caught fire in March.
Acosta was visiting a friend in the
building during his R&R from Iraq
when fire broke out early in the
morning.

Word of his actions reached Fort
Benning and his unit in Iraq after

President
praises
military
Says sacrifice
brings
freedom

WASHINGTON
President Bush praised the
sacrifices U.S. service members
are making to protect the
country and urged the American
people to stay the course in the
war on terror during his annual
State of the Union address
Tuesday at the U.S. Capitol.

Bush heralded democratic
advances in Afghanistan and
Iraq, where U.S. troops are
helping bring newfound
freedoms to millions of people
who once lived in fear and
repression and forming solid
partnerships as they fight
terrorism. These successes
have come through the skill and
spirit of the U.S. military, he
said.

"Our men and women in
uniform are making sacrifices,
and showing a sense of duty
stronger than all fear," the
president said. "They know
what it is like to fight house to
house in a maze of streets, to
wear heavy gear in the desert
heat, to see a comrade killed by
a roadside bomb. And those
who know the costs also know
the stakes."

Among them was Marine
Staff Sgt. Dan Clay, who was
killed Dec. 1 while fighting the
enemy in Fallujah, Iraq. As

Clay's widow and parents
looked on, Bush read a letter the
fallen Marine left to his family
but one the president said could
just as well be addressed to
every American.

"I know what honor is,"
Clay wrote. "It has been an
honor to protect and serve all of
you. I faced death with the
secure knowledge that you

Coretta Scott King dies at 78

"Struggle is a never ending
process. Freedom is never really
won. You earn it and win it every
generation." - Coretta Scott King

Coretta Scott King, wife of civil
rights leader Dr. Martin Luther King
Jr., died Tuesday morning at age 78.

King was born in 1927 in Marion,
Ala., about three hours west of
Columbus. Growing up black in the
South during the Jim Crow era, King
struggled with racism early on. She
walked five miles to school, because
she was banned from the all-white
school bus.

Her father's mill and her family's
home were burned to the ground by
arsonists attempting to discourage
blacks from becoming community
leaders, according to her biography,
The Life and Times of Coretta Scott

King.
She attended Lincoln High School

and Antioch College, where her sister
was the first full-time black student.
While studying music at Boston's
New England Conservatory, she met
a young Baptist minister, Martin
Luther King Jr. They married in
1954, and had four children.

As a young mother, she balanced
parenting with church and social
responsibilities and supported her
husband's role in the civil rights
movement. She raised money for the
Atlanta-based Southern Christian
Leadership Conference, of which he
was president.

The year after they were married,
King helped spearhead the
Montgomery bus boycott. When the
Supreme Court ruled that Alabama's
segregated bus system was
unconstitutional, he was thrust into
the national spotlight.

Coretta stood by her husband, a
central figure in the civil, rights

movement, when he was threatened,
harassed, jailed and their home
bombed.

She accompanied him on trips to
Ghana, India, Mexico and Norway,
where her own dedication to
nonviolent change was fueled,
according to the thekingcenter.org.

After her husband's assassination
in 1968, Coretta established the
Martin Luther King Jr. Center for
Non-Violent Social Change in 1968
in Atlanta, King's hometown.

The center focused on issues of
violence, hunger, poverty, un-
employment, voting rights and
racism. Later in life, she spoke in
support of affirmative action, peace,
women's rights and gay and lesbian
rights. She continued to be active
until her health declined.

Coretta suffered a stroke and heart
attack last year. Her death was
announced by former U.N.
ambassador, Andrew Young, who
said she died peacefully in her sleep.

High-packing riggers awarded Father's dea

They spend an hour and a half doing
physical training every morning,
followed by about six hours of
strenuous work. About 10 to 15
minutes go into packing each
parachute, with a maximum of 25
parachutes a day for safety reasons.
They know that if they don't keep
intensely focused on each detail, it
could cost a life.

That's an average day for a
parachute packer with the 1st Battalion
(Airborne), 507th Parachute Infantry
Regiment.

Fort Benning's riggers pack about
90,000 parachutes yearly for the nine
airborne agencies they support
throughout the southeast. Despite
being short on staff, the unit is meeting
the demand for safe chutes. To
recognizd! their achievements, 19
packers were honored Jan. 27 at the
Airborne Walk.

Lt. Col. Sean McCaffrey, the
battalion commander, recognized Spc.
Joseph Thavorn as the Packer of the
Year for packing 4,116 malfunction-
free parachutes in one year. Eight
packers received Army Achievement
medals for packing high numbers of
malfunction-free chutes in their
careers: four for packing 5,000 chutes
and four for packing 2,500. Ten others
received certificates of achievement for
outstanding work.

Staff shortages are putting extra
demands on packers, but the Soldiers
are meeting the challenge admirably,
said Capt. James Janda, E Company
commander.

"I see this company as the backbone
of all the airborne operations on this
post," he said. "Even with our
personnel shortage, we have an
unbelievable track record."

Fort Benning's packers support
Airborne, Pathfinder and Jumpmaster
schools, the Georgia National Guard's
121 st Airborne Infantry Long Range
Surveillance Battalion, the Air Force's
17th Air Support Operations Squadron
and all of Fort Benning's Rangers,
including freefall parachutists.

It's not an easy job, said Warrant
Officer Joseph Giles, parachute packer
officer in charge.

"It's extremely detail oriented and
extremely physical. It's like doing PT
for eight hours a day," he said.

All riggers. are airborne qualified,
which helps them remember the
importance of safety, Giles said.
Before packing a chute, all the
elements are inspected, and after being
packed, the chutes are inspected at the
packing shop by the jumper and the

jumpmaster.
Giles likened the inspection process

to inspecting the fluids, tires and
engine of a car before driving
anywhere.

"It's extremely thorough. We have
to be detail oriented, because we know
what's riding on each chute," he said.

"Knowing that a life depends on
each chute keeps (the packers) sharp.

"We keep an eye on each other,
because we know any one of us could
use one of those chutes," he said.

S pc. Joseph Thavorn may be
fast, but he's also very careful
at his job, and for good

reason. He knows that a life depends
on every parachute he packs, and
every life is important.

Thavorn was honored at the
Airborne Walk Jan. 27 as the Packer of
the Year for packing 4,116 parachutes
without malfunctions in 2005. That's
a rarity, said 1st Sgt. Lewis Mikulecky,
1st Battalion (Airborne), 507th
Parachute Infantry Regiment.

"It's a great achievement to pack
that many," Mikulecky said, adding
that it takes about two years for an
average rigger to accomplish what
Thavorn did in half the time. The
Packer of the Year must also maintain
high safety standards.

His high numbers are more
remarkable, because this has not been
an easy year for the 21 year old. His
father, Phimpo Thavorn, died March
22 after battling liver cancer. Thavorn
traveled home to Santa Ana, Calif., to
be with his mother and sister during
the last moments of his father's life.
He got to the hospital at 7:30 p.m. His
father died at 8 p.m.

For Thavorn and his family, "it was
the longest night anyone could
remember."

After two weeks, he returned to
work, determined to stay focused
despite his grief, he said.

"We deal with people's lives,"
Thavorn said. "There's no room for
mistakes. You need to take it
seriously."

After struggling with grief during
the last 10 months, he feels indebted to
the Soldiers and NCOs in his company
for their help, he said.

"I owe so much to these guys. It's
their support that helped me bounce
back."

Thavorn learned to appreciate other
people's support from his father, he
said. As an immigrant from Laos, his
father understood what it's like to

struggle through tough times, and
thought a person should repay the
kindness.

"He would tell me, whatever
someone does for you, you do it for
them ten times. If they open a door
for you, you open it ten times back."

He also learned his work ethic from
his father, who encouraged him to
always do his best, Thavorn said.

"When I came home with As and
Bs, he would ask me why)they weren't
all As. But I knew he was proud
because he called me his over-
achiever," he said.

"Sometimes you don't realize until
after they're gone how important they
were. He was always proud of me. I
think he's looking down on me today
and saying, 'There's my
overachiever.'"

Despite the difficulty of the past
year, Thavorn said it's made him a
stronger person, and he's learned from
the experience.

"You can triumph over anything,"
he said. "There will always be tragedy
to deal with. It's what you do with it
that counts."
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New ICE kiosks installed on post
Provide
mechanism
for feedback

Fort Benning agencies are
receiving a new tool designed to
help them do their jobs better.
Computer kiosks that allow
customers to rate the post's
services are being installed at 20
locations around post.

The Interactive Customer
Evaluation is a Department of
Defense Web-based tool that
collects feedback on services.
According to the Web site, the
ICE is designed to "improve
customer service by allowing
managers to monitor
satisfaction with services."

The ICE system provides
quick and easy feedback, timely
data, saves money and allows
organizations to compare their
performance against other
similar organizations within the
DoD, according to the ICE Web
site.

The overall program is
monitored and managed by the
DoD Quality Management
Office.

Previously, customers could
provide feedback by filling out
paper comment cards or by
following the ICE link on the
Fort Benning Web site.

The kiosks will give
customers the ability to provide
instant feedback.

Of the initial 20 kiosks being
installed on post, four will be
placed at activities managed by
the Directorate of Morale,
Welfare and Recreation.

Debbie Addison, who is
managing DMWR's ICE
program, said the kiosks will
help her directorate get critical
information.

"We're big into customer
feedback," Addison said. "We
want to be sure we're doing
what our customers want."

The kiosks mean customers
won't have to fill out comment
cards, making it easier for them
to rate DMWR services, she
said. The kiosks feed the
information into an automated
system that will quickly score
how well they've done.

"People can let us know what
we need to improve,' Addison
said. "They can provide
comments and their ideas for
improvement. That's what
we're looking for."

The initial kiosks were
purchased by the Fort Benning
garrison, and Addison said
DMWR is looking at purchasing
more. They will be installed
sometime this month in
Building 399, Lodging, at the
Uchee Creek recreational
facilities, the Fort Benning
Officers' Club and the Follow
Me Golf Course.

In the meantime, DMWR
will still have computer
terminals at some locations for
customers to use to provide their
feedback.

Because the system tracks
the number of evaluations and
averages the customer
satisfaction score, it can
generate reports.

"It's really a nice system,"
Addison said.

"Fort Benning is one of the
top users worldwide - maybe
even outside Department of the
Army."

Melissa House
Al Thrower, chief of the quality support division of
the Human Resource Directorate, checks the ICE
kiosk that was installed in the ID card section.
Twenty kiosks are going up at various locations
across post.

Fort Benning's first kiosk
was installed in the ID Card
section of the G-1, where Al
Thrower, chief of the Human
Resources Division's quality

support division, said they've
been measuring customer
service since 1991, even before
the advent of the automated ICE
system several years ago.

In the past, Thrower said,
he's had someone input the
information from the paper
cards into the computer so they
can interpret the data.

"We used to have close to
50,000 comment cards a year,"
he said, "then we found out we
can get the same results with a
12,000 card sample."

The HRD uses ICE to
measure 16 services they
provide. The comments
measure six areas of customer
satisfaction.

"You have to have something
like ICE if you're in the
customer service business," he
said.

By Wednesday, Thrower
already had the data compiled
for January.

Of the 941 responses, 344 of
them contained written
comments.

Of the 344, only 19
contained recommendations for
improvement.

Thrower said his division
reads every one of the comment
cards, because the ICE data is
written into the employees'
performance standards and the
division holds customer service
training quarterly.

He said the one challenge
with the automated ICE system
is that someone needs to check
the computer every few hours to
pull any new comments. He
plans to respond within 24
hours.

"But we love it," Thrower
said, "because that's how you
improve."

Thrower said the kiosks in
the ID card section and the
enlisted records section are
scheduled to be operational
within a week.

Two members of the 1st
Battalion, 29th Infantry
Regiment's maintenance team
accepted the unit's 2005 award
in a ceremony Friday.

Fort Benning's chief of staff,
Col. David Ling, presented the
Headquarters Training and
Doctrine Command, Chief of
Staff of the Army Award for
Maintenance Excellence.

vt. Paul Helms' career is

technically "on hold." He's a

brand-new Soldier, having

graduated from basic training less than

three weeks ago, and he spends his days

cleaning windows and wiping down walls.

This is not what he left his native England

to do.

Every Friday, Helms is in formation by 5

a.m., anxious to see if his name is on the
"ship roster." Today might be the day

Helms ships across post from the Sand Hill

"hold" to Airborne School, where he can

get on with his quest to become an

Airborne Ranger.
At 17, Helms is a young man who

knows what he wants to do with his life.

He's known since he was 8 years old, when

he and his mother lived on a military

installation in Oklahoma with his father,

who earned his Ranger tab while serving

with the Air Force's special operations.

Helms and his mother returned to

"I saw everything from an American

perspective when I was here, and I knew

We grew up knowing Rangers were the

best."
Helms moved to Florida to live with his

father last year. He got a job, made new
friends and lost most of his accent.

"Most people think I'm from Boston,"

he said. "It actually fluctuates. Sometimes

Helms also spent time with his father
asking questions about the Army and the

Rangers in particular. His father, he said,

advised him to "be a ghost" in basic

training, to lay low and not draw attention

to himself. Helms paid careful attention,

and the day he turned 17, he visited a
recruiter.

"Dad helped me prepare mentally and

gave me lots of advice. It worked.

Where else

can a 17-year-old get the opportunity to see

the world and get paid to do it?"

Helms, who has dual citizenship in

England and the U.S., said his mother was

supportive but not happy about his decision

to join the Army. She realizes he'll surely

be sent to Iraq or Afghanistan if he realizes

his dream of joining the 75th Ranger Regi-

ment. But he's committed to his dream.

"This is home now. The Army is home,"

he said. "I joined knowing I'd go to war. I

signed up to protect and serve. It's

something I want to do."

"She worries, but she also
knows the training is the best,"
said the 20-year-old McCart,
who admitted he worries, too,
but for different reasons.
"I know things can happen.

It's war," he said. "But I worry
about my family, not myself. I
worry about my mom mostly."

McCart's mother suffers
from heart disease. Three years
ago, doctors gave her a year to

live. She's hanging on, her son
speculated, to take care of her

grandchildren. He's given her

another incentive.
"I want her to be there when

I graduate from Ranger

School," he said. "I want her
to pin on my tab. I believe
she'll do it. She's stronger than

I'll ever be."
McCart, who graduated from

basic training Jan. 13, is
waiting for a slot at Airborne
School. Aside from the
mundane work details that

come with "hold" status, he's
quite certain he'll like life in
the Army. But it has its
drawbacks.

"I shaved my head two days

before I went to MEPS, and
they still gave me a haircut.

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ithough he's leaving the
Army 27 years after he
joined, Command Sgt.
Maj. Gary Watlington

doesn't have a wrinkle to show for it.
Aside from his hair, there's not much
visible difference in the outgoing top
NCO in the Basic Combat Training
Brigade than the newly minted
Infantryman who marched across Kanell
Field in 1978.

"The military works with you,"
Watlington said. "It ages you from the
inside out, like radiation. I've learned a
lot about myself. The Army's made me
grow."

And one of the epiphanies he's had is
that life's a big circle. He's closing a
long chapter of it at Fort Benning, the
same place it all began.

But Watlington's story began in
Burlington, N.C., a big, booming textile
town, now also well-known for its
furniture industry. He was the son of a
man drafted into the Army, but who
didn't "make the cut." Watlington and
his brother enlisted and served their first
four years together at Fort Ord, Calif.

He won't be going back to North
Carolina, even though his son, now a
grown man, is there. He's put down
roots in Columbus and plans to stay
here while his wife, Mary, finishes her
doctorate, and while he tries to find the
kind of job that will keep him in touch
with Soldiers.

That task, probably won't take the 60
days he's allotted.

The realization that his Army career
is officially over on May 1 is still
surprising to him.

"I don't sit still much, Watlington
said, "because that's when it comes to
me.

"It's still emotional," he said. "It's
not the organization I'm leaving, it's the
people. It's the absence of their essence

I don't want to let go."
It's the nature of the Army to keep

going, he said. But what you can't
capture in the civilian world is the
interaction with the different
personalities all focused on one goal.

"You don't want to be away from
that - one team," Watlington said. And
he knows. He left the Army for a year,
way back when his son was young and
he deployed so much he missed
watching him grow up. He stayed in the
Reserves and worked for a
communications firm with people who
weren't quite as task-oriented as he was.

"I didn't like that," he said. "And I
was working just as hard as I was in the
Army."

He re-enlisted and had to start over
again, re-earning his stripes all the way
back to sergeant first class - then he
kept going.

Everyone can be successful in the
Army, he said, as long as they are
willing to put their heart into their work
and focus on the task at hand.

Regardless of the obstacles, everyone
will learn and grow.

Watlington finds satisfaction not in
what he's done, but who has been there
along the way.

"I'm not important," he said. "It's
my people - the people around me
who are important."

And though the years, he figures he's
trained "more Soldiers than will fit on
Sand Hill." From his time as a squad
leader to a Ranger instructor, to training
lieutenants, he's walked hundreds of
live-fire lanes.

The BCTB has trained an
"astronomical" number of Soldiers, and
one of the biggest changes since his
basic training was the new Basic Rifle
Marksmanship strategy, the concept of
weapons immersion that they had to
convince the whole Army about.

The icing on the cake, he said, is the
Warrior Ethos added to the Army
values.

"That was a mindset change," he
said. "Because every Soldier is a

warrior first. That was one of the
greatest positive things. That's changed
the Army."

And because he's had a hand in
training so many, Watlington figures he
can't go anywhere without finding one
of those Soldiers.

"When I look at them, it makes me
smile," he said. "That's the reward for
me - that I had an impact on their
lives. Success is not gained in rank, but
in the people you led as they progress in
rank."

Watlington said he helped his
subordinates be successful by em-
powering them to do their jobs.

"You also have to respect them and
hold them accountable," he said.

Although Watlington thinks the best
of his life has already been given, he
wants to continue to be "all that he can
be" - the same as the Army's
advertising slogan he remembers from
his early years.

"I'm satisfied," he said. I don't have
any regrets."

"Our nation is grateful to the

fallen, who live in the memory

of our country," Bush said to

thunderous applause. "We are

grateful to all who volunteer to
wear our nation's uniform. And

as we honor our brave troops, let

us never forget the sacrifices of

America's military families."
While honoring these

sacrifices, Bush emphasized, the

United States can't lose its

resolve and cut its mission short

in Iraq. Referring to al Qaeda

leader Osama bin Laden and his

henchman in Iraq, Abu Musab

al-Zarqawi, Bush said

abandoning Iraq to the terrorists
would be the wrong thing to do.

"A sudden withdrawal of our

trained to do. There's not a lot
of pep talk needed. They're
fired up."

Haun, who commanded the
61 st Area Support Medical
Battalion during the initial
invasion into Iraq, said the 14th
CSH will be "fixed," meaning
the unit will settle and stay put
in a facility being turned over
from another medical unit.

The 32-bed structure, which
will be replaced by a larger
facility soon, will be busy,
Haun said, though most of their
patients will be Afghans, not
U.S. troops.

During the hospital's first six
months of operation, more than
80 percent of the casualties
treated were Afghan civilians.

But that will gradually
change, Haun said, as
Afghanistan begins to rely
upon its own medical system
more and more.

"That's the good-news story.
They're making progress," he
said. "We're there to help them
build their nation, and we're
seeing that happen in the
medical system."

Meanwhile, 14th CSH
Soldiers know their mission "is
serious business," Haun said.
Land mines and IEDs have
taken a toll, and their victims,
more often than not, are
children.

That's why 1 st Lts. Laura
Przelomiec and Valerie Taylor
volunteered for the mission.
The two pediatric nurses from
Walter Reed Army Medical
Center in Washington, D.C.,
figure their services are needed
in Afghanistan, where land
mines and IEDs have taken a
devastating toll on the children.

"They've told us to expect a
lot of kids," Przelomiec said.
"I do what I do because of the
kids. They're young and
innocent, and they don't know
what's going on. They're in
the wrong place at the wrong
time."

The deployment will be
Taylor's first lengthy separation
from her husband of less than
two years.

She cried Monday as she
said goodbye, speculating that
the separation would be harder
on her husband.

"It will be," Zach Taylor
said.

"But she's going with good
people. She'll be OK."

Knowing his wife will serve
alongside her best friend makes
the separation a little more
bearable, he said.

Taylor and Przelomiec
attended rival high schools in
New Jersey, but they didn't
meet until college.

They both joined the ROTC
at Widener University in
Pennsylvania, and both
enrolled in the school's nursing
program.

Then they attended their
Officer Basic Course together.
It only made sense that Taylor
invited Przelomiec to be her
bridesmaid.

"You know, we go together.
We're battle buddies,"
Przelomiec said.

"It would be a lot harder to
go without her. We take good
care of each other."

There was no such comfort
for Sgt. Dora Garcia, who
sobbed and spoke quietly to her
son in Spanish, her native
tongue. Five-year-old Alex sat

on his mother's lap crying.
"It's hard," said Garcia, who

deployed once before to
Kuwait with the 3rd Infantry
Division.

"That was before Alex," she
said. "This is different."

Alex will stay with his
father, who just returned from
Iraq.

Now it's dad's turn to send
e-mails and pictures, she said,
but the prospect didn't ease the
pain of saying goodbye.

this incident to your attention
and praise him for the choice
he made."

Roggeman shared
Campanella's words with the
Soldiers and Acosta's family
and friends gathered in the
battalion's Regimental Room.

"Sergeant Acosta picked up,
'rucked' up, moved in and
carried her out," Roggeman
said. "This doesn't surprise
any of us."

As the head of Roggeman's
security detachment team in
Iraq, Acosta and Roggeman
were together every day.

"We were in some tight
situations," Roggeman said.
"But I could always count on
Sergeant Acosta to get me out
of areas we probably shouldn't
have been in."

Acosta said he didn't do
much thinking early the
morning of March 25, 2005
he just acted.

"Courtney was the real
hero," he said, referring to one
of the girls in the house that
morning. "She had a smoke
detector in her room, and if she
hadn't gotten up, none of us
would have."

Once Acosta was up, his

military training took over. He
began to take accountability of
the people he knew were in the
building. He urged them to
grab identification, something
he knew they would need and
wouldn't be easy to replace.

Outside, he checked with his
friend, Melody, to make sure
everyone was out of the build-
ing, and learned two girls were
still on the third floor of the
wood-fiame apartment house.

That's when he ran inside.
"The gal screamed," Acosta

said. "Here was a guy busting
in her bedroom." He got her
out, and then went back for her

roommate, who was un-
responsive in her bed. Acosta
picked her up, and despite the
fact the door had exploded and
flames were everywhere,
carried her through the smoke
and outside.

"It wasn't a relaxing R&R,"
Acosta said. "I just hope
someone would have done the
same thing if I wasn't there."

Acosta called his father,
Tomas, in California because
he thought there might be some
media attention.

"I'm pretty proud of him,"
Tomas said. "As a parent, you
wonder how your kids are

going to grow up. He's a good
man and he's set the bar pretty
high for his brothers." Tomas, a.
Navy veteran, said his son was
3 when he decided he would be
a Soldier. And he said his son
seems to have found his niche.

"He has a lot of good people
to work with," Tomas said as
he put the names of his son's
friends with their faces for the
first time.

"I don't think anyone should
be honored for something any
of us would have done," Acosta
said. "This is not for me; it's
for everyone, even the ones we
didn't bring home. Keep them

in your hearts." One of the
Soldiers who didn't come home
was Acosta's best friend, Staff
Sgt. Jens Schelbert. Schelbert
was killed Oct. 1 in Ar Ramadi.

"I put him in the helo, and
we thought he was going to be
fine," Acosta said.

"That's the newborns you
hear," she said. "Isn't that the
sweetest sound in the world?"

Edwards is crazy about
babies. She's also fond of
children, teenagers, young
moms, alcoholics, drug addicts

and the homeless. She spends
time with all of them,
volunteering at local missions,
churches, camps and rehab
centers. On Mondays, she
volunteers at Martin Army
Community Hospital's Labor
and Delivery ward, where she
distributes tiny caps she
crochets in pink and blue for
the newborn babies.

"I can't make them for
everyone, but I try to make
enough for the babies here on
Mondays," she said. "I wish I
could make them for everyone,
but there's not enough time.
There's so much to do. All the
time, there's something to do.
It fills some of the holes in my
heart."

At 76, Edwards has known
more than her share of
heartaches and challenges,
having lost her husband, retired
Maj. Leland Edwards, and their
two sons.

Q: Should Ifile my DD Form 214 at
the local courthouse?

A: There was a time when Soldiers
were advised to "record" a copy of their
DD Form 214 (Certificate of Release or
Discharge From Active Duty) at the local
county courthouse.

The idea, which made perfect sense at
the time, was that if the Solider ever lost
the original form, he or she could get a
certified copy at the courthouse, as the
form was now a publicly recorded
document.

The DD Form 214 contains the
Soldier's social security number, however;

identity thieves, who frequently use
someone's social security number to
fraudulently obtain credit cards or access
bank accounts. As a result, Soldiers are no
longer advised to publicly record their DD
Form 214.

Some states have passed legislation to
restrict access to DD Form 214s that have
already been publicly recorded. Georgia,
for example, has restricted access to
publicly recorded DD Form 214s for the
first 50 years after the document was
recorded.

During that 50-year period, the DD
Form 214 can only be accessed by court
order, or by the individual, the individual's
spouse or next of kin, someone to whom

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Experts offer teeth tips
American Dental Association

M any parents across
the country will
issue a common

refrain at dinnertime tonight:
"You'd better eat that - it's
good for you."

There's another old favorite
in the parental arsenal of
dietary admonitions: "Don't
eat that - it'll rot your teeth."

Now more than ever, we are
faced with a bewildering array
of food choices from fresh
produce to sugar-laden
processed convenience meals
and snack foods. What we eat
and when we eat it may affect
not only our general health but
also our oral health.

Americans are consuming
foods and drinks high in sugar
and starches more often and in
larger portions than ever
before. It's clear that "junk"
foods and drinks gradually
have replaced nutritious
beverages and foods for many
people.

Alarmingly, a steady diet of
sugary foods and drinks can
ruin teeth, especially among
those who snack throughout the
day. Common activities may
be contributing to the tendency
toward tooth decay. These
include grazing habitually on
foods with minimal nutritional
value, and frequently sipping
on sugary drinks.

When sugar is consumed

over and over again in large,
often hidden amounts, the
harmful effect on teeth can be
dramatic. Sugar on teeth
provides food for bacteria,
which produce acid. The acid,
in turn, can eat away the
enamel on teeth.

Almost all foods have some
type of sugar that cannot and
should not be eliminated from
our diets. Most of them
contain important nutrients and
add enjoyment to eating. But
there is a risk for tooth decay if
your diet is high in sugars and
starches. Starches can be found
in everything from bread to
pretzels to salad dressing, so
read labels and plan carefully
for a balanced, nutritious diet.

Tips to reduce the risk of
tooth decay:

* If you choose sugary foods
and drinks, do so with meals.
Saliva production increases
during meals and helps
neutralize acid production and
rinse food particles from the
mouth.

9 Limit between-meal
snacks. If you crave a snack,
choose nutritious foods and
consider chewing sugarless
gum afterward to increase
saliva flow and help wash out
food and decay-producing acid.

" Drink more water.
• Brush teeth twice a day

and clean between teeth with
floss or an interdental cleaner.

e See your dentist regularly.

MCG Children's Medical Center

booster seat is A) a

special high-chair;
B) a special car seat

for children older than 4 years
of age and heavier than 40
pounds; or C) a seat in a
doctor's office where children
get their shots.

If you answered B, you'd be
correct. But according to Safe
Kids East Central, led by the
MCG Children's Medical
Center, many parents aren't
aware that once children reach
the age of 4 and graduate from
their car seat, they are still too
small to fit into adult seat belts.
And that's where booster seats

come in.
Parents should turn to a

booster seat once their child is
older than 4 and heavier than
40 pounds. In fact, Georgia
law requires that children
remain in an approved child
safety seat at least until the age
of 6. However, Safe Kids East
Central strongly urges parents
to keep children in a booster
seat until they are at least four
feet, nine inches tall.

Booster seats are an
important part of child
passenger safety since seat
belts are made to fit adults, not
children. As a result, car seat
belts won't properly protect
children and can actually cause
serious, even fatal injuries if

used improperly. Internal
organ and spinal column
injuries are the most common
injuries caused by improper
seat belt fit.

Boosters do exactly what
you would expect - boosting
your child up and out so that
the car's seat belts fit correctly.
If you are unsure about how to
properly install these seats, call
Safe Kids East Central (721-
7606) or your local Safe Kids
coalition.

Children taller than four
feet, nine inches can graduate
to adult seat belts only if the
below conditions apply:

* The child can sit all the
way back against the vehicle
seat, with knees bent

comfortably over the edge.
* The lap belt remains

snugly across the bony areas of
the lower hips and upper thighs
(not the soft abdomen).

* The shoulder belt remains
snugly positioned across the
chest and collarbone.

And whether they're in a car
seat, booster or using an adult
seat belt, remember that
children are safest in the back
seat.

Children come in all
different shapes and sizes, so
it's important for parents to
make sure whatever restraint
they use is appropriate for the
size of the child. Make booster
seats an important intermediate
step in that process.

selection of foods

an energized healthy lifestyle

No. 7 - Contradicts what
most trusted health
professionals say

No. 8-- Depends on special
products, supplements or
treatments

No. 9-- Has miraculous
claims

No. 10 - Relies on
testimonials and anecdotes
rather than scientific evidence

It would be
uncomfortable talking with someone
face-to-face. It would be hard to
pronounce certain words. And how
about eating an apple?

Each year, thousands of teens get
hurt participating in sports. Blows to
the face can injure teeth, lips, cheeks
and tongue.

A properly fitted mouthguard, or
mouth protector, can protect your
teeth and smile. You may have seen
them used in contact sports, such as
football, boxing, ice hockey, lacrosse
and field hockey. But you have to be
on the football field to benefit from a
mouthguard.

They also help protect teeth in
non-contact sports, such as
gymnastics. Experts recommend a
mouthguard be worn for any
recreational activity that poses a risk
of injury to the mouth.

There are three types of
mouthguards: the ready-made, or
stock, mouthguard; the mouth-formed
"boil and bite" guard; and the guard
custom-made by a dentist. All three
protect, but they vary in comfort and
cost. The most effective mouthguard
should be resilient, tear-resistant and
comfortable. It should fit properly,
be durable and easy to clean, and not
restrict your speech or breathing.

Generally, a mouthguard covers
only the upper teeth but in some
cases, the dentist will make a
mouthguard for the lower teeth. Your
dentist can suggest the right
mouthguard for you. Be sure to take

good care of it.
• Before and after each use, rinse

it with cold water or an antiseptic
mouth rinse. You can clean it with
toothpaste and a toothbrush, too.

9 When it's not used, place your
mouthguard in a firm, perforated
container to permit air circulation and
prevent damage.

e Avoid hot water, hot surfaces or
direct sunlight, which can distort the
mouthguard.

* Check it for tears, holes and to
see whether it has become loose. A
mouthguard that's torn or in bad
shape can irritate your mouth and
lessen the amount of protection it
provides.

Have regular checkups and bring
your mouthguard along so the dentist
can make sure it's still in good
condition. Don't take your teeth for
granted. Protect your smile.

t's Wednesday at the
Century City, Calif., sets
of CBS' Monday sitcom

How I Met Your Mother, and
though cast and crew are
battling a collective case of the
sniffles, spirits are high because
it's cupcake day, with unfrosted
cupcakes and a selection of
frostings there for the taking.

Jason Segel - who plays
one half of the show's engaged
couple, Marshall and Lily
(Alyson Hannigan) - swings
by, raves about the cupcakes,
frosts one, then feigns shaking
hands from a distance.

"Don't get close!" he warns.
On tap this day is the filming

of a scene for an episode called
Marshall-opoly, in which the
convoluted rules of a made-up
game lead to the main
characters revealing their most
embarrassing moments.

One of the stories recalls the
show's pilot, in which single
architect Ted (Josh Radnor) met
and instantly fell for single
reporter Robin (Cobie
Smulders), an experience he
shared with law student
Marshall and teacher Lily, and
with his womanizing, suit-
wearing best pal, Barney (Neil
Patrick Harris).

But Robin is not the
"Mother" in question, as
viewers learned from the
show's framing device, in
which unseen Future Ted
(voiced by Bob Saget), in the
year 2030, tells his teenage
children what producers hope
will be a many-seasons-long
tale about how he met their
mother - and their "Aunt
Robin."

A growing critical and
ratings hit, the show examines
love from three angles:
committed, wanting to be

committed and utterly
uncommitted.

As show lore goes, Marshall

and Lily are based on co-
creator Craig Thomas and his
wife, Rebecca, and Ted is based
on single co-creator Carter
Bays.

"I met the love of my life in
college," Thomas said, "which
is unusual, and this show is
unusual because it features two
guys who want to be in
committed relationships, one
who is, and the other who's
looking."

"Marshall's like me," Segel
said. "He wants to love only
one woman."

"It's a great gender reversal,"
Radnor said, "because the guys
are sensitive and ready to
commit while the girls are
tough, especially Robin. She's
ostensibly not looking for a
relationship, but she might be
turning the corner.

"Lily's very efficient and
perhaps a little more mature
than her betrothed. In many
ways, it's so traditional, but it's
also flipped on its head. It
takes these elements that feel
familiar then pulls the rug out
from under them."

Hannigan came into the
show because Thomas' wife
would only allow him to base a
character on her if the former
Buffy the Vampire Slayer
regular was cast in the part.

"Marshall and Lily are based
on Rebecca and Craig,"
Hannigan said. "A lot of the
stories they do are based on
their life in New York. It is
very personal and real. I don't
think you would care as much

otherwise."
Wed to her former Buffy co-

star Alexis Denisof, Hannigan
also believes the whole show
rings true to life.

"I definitely think it feels
real," she said. "And it's really

nice to see that guys go through

some confusion as well. It's
nice to see that part of the story.

It does exist. I have friends
that are searching. So it's
refreshing."

Smulders has her foot up
between takes, having her co-
stars sign her cast. She injured
an ankle while shooting a laser-
tag scene - but was walking
fine at a party a month later, so
all is well. Since she has such
good chemistry with Radnor,
it's sad to realize that, no matter
what, Robin's not the one for
Ted.

"As time goes by," Smulders
said, "she realizes what a great
catch he is. But it's one of
those too-late moments,
unfortunately. It was there and
then it was gone, like that."

Bays, who's still searching
for his one and only, waxes
philosophical during another
break.

"It's almost an existential
concept: How do you go about
searching for what's essentially

divine intervention? How do
you go out and seek the
thunderbolt to hit you? If you
decide, I'm ready to settle
down, fall in love, get married,
how do you make that happen?
Being unmarried, that's a
question that's constantly,
perplexing.

"Ted is an architect, so much
of his life is about designing
something, building something.
If you plan it out well, it'll
come to pass, and this is one
thing in his life that he can't
design."

Standing just to one side of
this search for love is Barney,
who proclaims he's perfectly
satisfied to date as many
women as possible without
long-term repercussions. But
aside from his roving eye and
fondness for snazzy suits, not

much is known about the man.
"There are a lot of mysteries

about Barney," Bays said. "We
don't know what he does for a
living. We've never seen his
apartment or his family.
Hopefully we'll have many
years to answer those questions.
He's the monster in the woods."

Hannigan said How I Met
Your Mother has passed muster
with one particularly harsh
critic, Buffy creator Joss
Whedon, who started his TV
career writing such sitcoms as
Roseanne and Parenthood.

"That's why he's so jaded,"

Hannigan said, "and why he's
so hard to please. I never
thought I'd be on a show that
Joss liked, but I've done that. I
can't believe it. He said, 'I'm
loving it.' He said it's on their
TiVo list, for season pass."

Engineer company trains combat-
ready force to build bridges

The 362nd Engineer Company
trained at Engineer's Landing on
the Chattahoochee River
Wednesday to build a bridge
capable of supporting 90 tons of
equipment.

The 362nd is one of only five
active-duty bridge companies in the
Army. The unit was activated Sept.
16. Since then, it has grown into a
force of about 175 Soldiers and $70
million of equipment, said Capt.
Kevin Hornbuckle, company

commander.
The 362nd can build bridges to

span both dry gaps and bodies of
water. The heavy dry support
bridge can span gaps 40 meters in
length, and the float bridge can
span bodies of water up to 215
meters.

Fort Benning is an ideal training
spot, because the unit can train on
both fast-moving and still water
without leaving post, Hornbuckle
said. That's easier than moving
their equipment off post, which
would involve more than 300
pieces of rolling equipment.

Most of the unit's leaders have
deployed before and bring combat
experience to the unit, Hornbuckle
said. This will help them prepare to
deploy this summer.

The unit is preparing to train
with other units at Fort Benning,
possibly for a full-spectrum
crossing in the coming months,
involving moving large numbers of
vehicles and troops across a ribbon
bridge spanning the entire
Chattahoochee, Hornbuckle said.

Among the changes in
training and other programs are
those involving Soldiers in basic
training.

ranges. Now, all Soldiers keep
their weapon with then "'24/7"
for the 14 weeks they are in
training.

And Wojdakowski praised
his predecessor, Maj. Gen.
Benjamin Freakley, for helping
the Army's Training and
Doctrine command figure out
the warrior Tasks, the 39 key
tasks and nine key drills every
Soldier, regardless of MOS,
needs to know. +

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Wash ACUs
with care

Soldiers should be wary of the
detergent used to launder their Army
Combat Uniform, as harsh detergents
containing brighteners or bleach may
affect the ACU's lifetime and
performance, according to Army
regulation 670-1.

To properly launder the uniform, wash
it in cold water using a mild detergent,
containing no brighteners or bleach.
Tumble dry at low heat (not to exceed
130 degrees Fahrenheit).

After drying, remove the uniform
immediately from the dryer and fold flat,
or place on a rustproof hanger to ensure
wrinkles do not set. To drip dry, remove
ACUs from the washer and place on a
rustproof hanger. Do not wring or twist
any part of the uniform.

The ACUs should not be starched, dry
cleaned or steam pressed, because the
uniform's durability and anti-wrinkle
treatment could be affected.

All patches should be removed prior
to washing. The patches are infrared, so
that Soldiers can identify other American
troops at night. Washing the tags can
wear down the infrared properties of the
uniform, according to the Program
Executive Office Soldier Web site.

The uniform has an expected wear-life
of six to 12 months, the same as the battle
dress uniform, and is made of the same
rip-stop material.

The list below can be used as a guide
to which detergents are safe to use.

Soldiers who
recruit eligible
for bonus

The Army needs' about 80,000
recruits each year to maintain its
strength of 492,000 active-duty
personnel. Last year, the service fell
short of that goal by roughly 6,600
new troops, according to the
Congressional Budget Office.

To stay on track for this year, the
Army needed to sign up 11,000
recruits by mid-January, but
recruiters had already signed up
11,522 new troops by the end of
December, said S. Douglas Smith, a
spokesman for U.S. Army
Recruiting Command.

To meet the Army's recruiting
mission, the sergeant major of the
Army organized Operation Sergeant
Major of the Army Recruiting Team,
also known as SMART.

Soldiers wanting to test the
waters of recruiting are eligible to
receive a referral bonus, up to
$1000, for referring "future
Soldiers" to Army recruiters as part
of a U.S. Army Recruiting pilot
program that became effective Jan.
18.

The SMART program
encourages Soldiers to provide
names of their friends or referrals,
who may be interested in the Army
and Army Reserve, said Sgt. 1st
Class Almeter Thompson, station
commander for the U.S. Army
Recruiting Station in Auburn, Ala.

Upon receiving the referral at
Headquarters, United States Army
Recruiting Command, the referral
information will be submitted for
contact and pre-qualification
screening. Once contact and pre-
qualification screening is
completed, the referral information
will be sent to the nearest Recruiting
Station.

"The Recruiting Station will

contact the referral and set up an
appointment to discuss the
enlistment opportunities and
continue processing the individual
for enlistment into the Army or
Army Reserve," Thompson said.

The program provides a
certificate and coin from the
Sergeant Major of the Army for any
referral of a potential applicant,
which then results in an enlistment
in the Regular Army or the Army
Reserve.

At the end of each fiscal year, the
individual with the best record of
referrals and enlistments will be
invited, along with their unit support
officers to the Annual Chief of Staff
of the Army, Recruiter of Excellence
Award Ceremony in Washington,
DC. They will be personally
recognized for their achievement.

The referral bonus was
authorized by the National Defense
Authorization Act signed Jan. 6,
which also increased enlistment
bonuses for regular-Army recruits
from $20,000 to $40,000 and
increased reserve component
enlistment bonuses from $10,000 to
$20,000.

Re-enlistments for the Army in
fiscal 2005 were the highest they've
been in five years, nearly enough to
make up for a shortfall of about
7,000 new recruits last year, Army
Secretary Francis J. Harvey said last
month.

Harvey said he believed new
recruiting and referral bonuses and
other perks will help.

"We've now made our recruiting
objectives for the last seven months,
and the future looks promising," he
said.

"These men are American
heroes. It's like meeting a Civil
War or Revolutionary War hero.
They helped shape our history."

The Tuskegee Airmen
volunteered to train as the
military's first black pilots and
air support crews.

The men fought against
discrimination in a segregated
military, with doubters insisting
that blacks were not qualified to
operate and maintain aircraft,

according to the National Park
Service's Tuskegee Airmen Web
site.

Between 1940 to 1946, about
1,000 black pilots trained at the
Tuskegee Institute, a historically
black college with advanced
aeronautical and technical
training. The Tuskegee Airmen
also included navigators,
bombardiers, instructors,
maintenance and support staff.

During World War II, in more
than 200 missions, the Airmen
didn't lose a single bomber to
enemy fire, a record unmatched
by any other fighter group.
They completed 15,553 sorties
and 1,578 missions, and
received two presidential
citations.

Eleanor Roosevelt flew with
the Airmen in 1947, and
encouraged her husband,
President Franklin Roosevelt, to
further opportunities for black
service members.

The following year,
Roosevelt signed Executive
Order 9981, mandating equal
treatment and opportunity for all

service members.

"The significance of what
they did goes beyond words,"
Burke said. "They participated
in two wars - one abroad and
one at home against
discrimination. They won both.
These are heroes in the
American story."

The program will also
feature famous black Georgians,
Burke said. The museum's

exhibits have been redesigned,
with new artifacts on display, so
that "the museum is new again"

to anyone who hasn't visited in
the past six months, Burke said.

Wilson was featured in
Ebony Magazine's 100 Most
Influential African Americans in
1998 and 1999. He is a
recipient of the NAACP
Lifetime Achievement Award
and the Black Engineer Lifetime
Achievement Award.

He is currently the president
and CEO of Dimensions

International, Incorporated, a
Virginia-based information
technology company.

Jim Rhodes is a man on a
mission. He's resolved to erect
a monument to the four Medal
of Honor recipients who called
Columbus home: Maj. Freeman
V. Horner, Maj. Charles L.

McGaha, Spc. Donald R.
Johnson and retired Col. Robert
B. Nett, the only one of the four
living.

Rhodes, the World War II
veteran who successfully dro('e
efforts to raise funds to get a
number of local veterans to the
dedication of the World War II
Memorial in Washington, D.C.,
two years ago, has set his sights
on a spot in front of the
Columbus Government Center
near the eternal flame.

Plans have been drawn up to

place a simple marble marker
with four bronze plaques, each
dedicated to one of the
hometown heroes.

"It should have been done
years ago," Rhodes said. "They
were our Soldiers. It's way
overdue."

Rhodes has enlisted the help
of Columbus Mayor Bob
Poydasheff, who endorsed the
project in a letter to potential
sponsors.

Nearly $20,000 is needed,
and needed fast, Rhodes said, to

get the monument completed in
time for a dedication ceremony
slated for March 25, which is
Medal of Honor Day.

15th Infantry Regiment, Soldier
was met by his wife and two of
their three kids, Johnathan, 9,
and Jazmin, 11.

"Being a Soldier is the most
honorable thing," he said. "And
they're doing it so well today,
it's hard to describe."

Taking care of the Soldiers
and their families is the number
two priority.

Wojdakowski highlighted the
high re-enlistment percentages
for the 3rd BCT and the 36th
Engineer Group while deployed

and said improving the quality
of life went along with that.

He said efforts are underway
to get all the Soldiers
reintegrated into the community
and he's looking forward to the
positive impact the Residential
Communities Initiative will
have on families who live on
post.

"RCI is a great program," he
said. "They'll improve housing,

and that's what I care about."
The third priority centers

around moving the Armor
School to Fort Benning as part
of Base Realignment and
Closure mandates.

"We are joined at the hip
with Fort Knox," he said.
Earlier in the day, the group
from Fort Knox, led by
commanding general Maj. Gen.
Robert Williams and his key

leaders wrapped up a trip to Fort
Benning for the Board of
Directors meeting.

Two significant events
associated with the Armor
School move that the board is
working this fiscal year,
Wojdakowski said, are
finalizing a plan and timeline

"We can't do it in a vacuum,"

Construction can not begin
until the EIS is completed, and
no one can move either, he said.

Combined training with the
Armor School will take place
this year, he said, with all
captains in both Infantry and
Armor career courses receiving
the same instruction.

Wojdakowski said the efforts
involved in the Armor School
move will not detract from the
post's other priorities.

"We have all the resources to
accomplish our goals," he said.

Armor and Cavalry Soldiers,
provide a power projection
platform capable of deploying
and redeploying Soldiers,
civilians and units on short
notice anywhere in the world,
and define required capabilities
for Infantry, Armor and Cavalry
to meet the needs of the future
force.

Harman said the campaign

plan has six "lines of operation"
that factor into the move.
Among them are institutional
training, well-being and
strategic communications.

The board discussed each of
the lines of operation, he said. It
was also an opportunity to
share information and opinions
face-to-face and give and
receive guidance.

"That was really beneficial,"

Harman said.
Some of the more pressing

issues the board discussed
included merging the Infantry
and Armor Captains Career
courses and both branches'
Advanced NCO courses. Those
mergers could take place
sometime this year, said post
Commanding General Maj.
Gen. Walter Wojdakowski.

The post contingent was also

able to give the Fort Knox
visitors a "good Fort Benning
orientation," showing them the
post ?s current cantonment areas
and ranges and where future
construction will be, he said.

The board also toured
downtown Columbus to get a
feel for the "lay of the land" in
the Columbus and Phenix City
communities and visiting both
city halls.

"They met a lot of good folks
in the community," Harman
said, "and were welcomed with
open arms."

the Soldiers in the Basic
Combat Training Brigade about
the possibility of deployment in
their future, he's speaking from
experience - and lots of it.

The new top NCO has spent
28 of the past 32 months
deployed to Iraq. He
redeployed Nov. 16, just in
time to start preparing to move
to Fort Benning and begin his
new job Jan. 12.

This assignment marks
Rhodes' third time at Fort
Benning since he began his
Infantry career here 25 years
ago. But he's no ordinary
Infantryman either. He's spent
enough time in Armor units that
he can be assigned to either. In
Iraq, he was the command
sergeant major for 2nd
Squadron, I11 th Armored
Cavalry Regiment.

Rhodes likens this new job
to that of a Infantry squad
leader responsible for 10 to 12
Soldiers, each with a different
personality.

"It's the same at this level,"
Rhodes said. "My job is to use
leadership to get everyone to
support the commander. If I
can do that, mathematically, we
can't fail."

And his job should be easy,
he said.

"Ideally, I just come to work
and talk to Soldiers," Rhodes
said. The BCTB has more than
600 cadre and anywhere from
3,700 to 5,500 Solders in
training at any given moment.

Because the unit already has

high standards, Rhodes said, his
efforts will be focused in trying
to "make the best better." And
to get started on that mission,
he's "uploading" all the
information about the brigade.

"I have to have my ear to
the ground," he said. "This is
my new battlefield. I have to
find out what's collectively
going on and provide input to
the brigade commander.

"In Iraq, you don't raid a
house if you don't know what's
in it," he said. "Everything
takes a lot of mission analysis
and this job's no different."

What got Rhodes into the
Army 25 years ago were "some
great role models" who pointed
him in the right direction.

The native of Ringgold, Ga.
the "last little town before

Chattanooga" - is the son of a
World War II veteran credited
with saving a fellow Soldiers'
life during the Battle of New
Guinea.

That Soldier, Samuel Marvin
Griffin, later became governor
of Georgia and took Rhodes'
father under his wing. Rhodes
was named for Griffin, and
although there was money for
Rhodes to go to college, he
decided on the Army instead.

Now, one of Rhodes'
missions is to harness the
energy that is bringing Soldiers
into the Army and use it to get
them through training.

"I applaud their courage,"
Rhodes said. "That's why
they're great Americans.
Would I have raised my hand
25 years ago knowing in three
months I'd be in the Middle
East? I don't know if I'd have
had the same courage, candor
or commitment."

Although he doesn't know
how the new Soldiers' families
feel about their loved ones
training for war, Rhodes said
his wife, Carol, does.

"The wory .... ," he said.
"We don't want any to give

He met Carol in 1981 when he
went to Jonesboro, Ga., the
home of a friend from basic
training.

"I knew her eight days and I
married her," Rhodes said. "I
can pretty much recognize
success and jump on the
bandwagon."

Post officials are working to fill a
recycling void left at the beginning of
the year when the Residential
Communities Initiative partner elected
to discontinue curbside recycling in
post housing areas.

Working with Clark Pinnacle, the
RCI partner, the post's Environmental
Management Division began exploring
options to provide residents a
convenient way to recycle.

The answer should be in place in
less than two months, said Dorinda
Morpeth, from Fort Benning's

Environmental Management Division.
The post has purchased six recycling
trailers that will be placed at various
locations around post near housing
areas.

"We're going to start with six,"
Morpeth said, "and there may be six
more in the future depending on the
participation."

The AlleyCat recycling trailers are
being manufactured for the post right
now by Dempster Industries, Inc., a
Nebraska-based company that began in
1878. According to their Web site, the
company supported the World War II
efforts by producing more than 1.5
million 90 mm shells.

The 10-bin trailers will allow
residents to drop off glass, plastics,
aluminum, newspaper, and, for the first
time, Morpeth said, household
cardboard.

The trailers were chosen, she said,
because of their quality, design and
ease of use.

"They're handicap accessible," she
said. "The bins also lock down so
children can't climb in them."
Additional safety features keep the unit
from moving while parked.

In selecting locations for the trailers,
Morpeth said they were required to
keep them out of the RCI "footprint,"
but the EMD wanted to make them

convenient. Each site has a dumpster
nearby, so residents can separate the
trash from the recyclables.

"One of the things we have to stress
to residents is that this is their
program," she said. "If the recycling
areas turn into trash dumps, they'll go
away. These are not for your baby
diapers or used Kleenex." A similar
site located near the Main Mall Post
Exchange had to be removed because
items were not being properly sorted.

There's a governmentwide policy
concerning recycling, and an Army
goal of diverting 50 percent of solid
waste, Morpeth said. Although Fort
Benning is far from meeting those

goals, the trailers are a step in the right
direction. Recycling will help the
environment and Fort Benning by
providing money for Soldiers from
revenue generated by the

"In this day and age, it's just
backwards not to do it," said Capt.
Jeremy McCallister, commander of
Headquarters and Headquarters
Company, 1st Battalion (Airborne),
507th Parachute Infantry Regiment.
He said he was happy to hear there
would be places on Main Post where he
could drop his recyclables.

"As a parent, it's the right thing to
do," he said.

The Faith Home for Girls, Inc., is a self-help, group living program
for girls ages 6 to 18. The home offers long-term care for up to nine girls
in state custody.

Each child is there because of substance abuse, unstable home
environments or a deceased parent, said Wylee Toms, executive director
for the home. The mission of Faith Home is to provide a stable,
nurturing environment that will develop the residents' skills so they can
become productive in society, Toms said.

Besides providing housing, Faith Home provides food, clothing,
medical and personal needs, school enrollment, life management skills
and job training and placement.

The 24-hour home includes behavior programs, individual and group
therapy. Youths are allowed access to community activities and public
schools.

The home was established by Toms with money she received after her
husband's death.

Her husband, Sgt. Ulysses Toms Jr., served 17 years in the Army,
including time as a drill sergeant at Fort Benning. He died from
leukemia in 1994.

Toms used endowment money from his death to build the home
where she called home - Columbus - the last place they lived
together.

"I thank God for the blessings he's always provided," Toms said.

Q: What are Refund Anticipation
Loans?

A: Refund Anticipation Loans are high-
interest, short-term loans secured by a
taxpayer's expected income tax refund.

RALs are attractive to many taxpayers
because they allow the taxpayer to leave a
tax preparation site with a check in hand.
RALs are risky, however, because the loan
must be repaid, even if there is a problem
with filing the tax return, if the refund is
not as large as expected, or if the expected
refund is frozen.

Many taxpayers who obtain RALs from

commercial tax preparers do not realize
they are entering into a loan agreement that
includes administrative fees and high
interest rates.

The interest rates on RALs typically
range from 40 to 700 percent, depending
on the amount of the loan. The total cost
of the RAL can be even higher if the tax
preparer charges an administrative fee.

Although recently proposed state and
federal legislation would restrict rates on
RALs or outlaw them altogether, taxpayers
should protect themselves by avoiding the
temptation of RALs.

Soldiers, family members and retirees
can avoid RALs and save money by taking
advantage of the IRS-sponsored Volunteer

Income tax Assistance site at their nearest
military installation. At the VITA site IRS-
certified tax preparers can e-File most
returns and have refunds direct deposited
into a taxpayer's bank account in as little
as two weeks - all for free.

Program focuses on relieving aging pressures

hen an older adult starts to
have trouble walking,
confusion and memory loss,

even depression or incontinence, many of
us would simply chalk it up to aging.

But according to the MCG
Neuroscience Center, there is another
possibility - normal pressure
hydrocephalus, a completely treatable
condition that doesn't have to affect an
older person's quality of life. The center is
starting a new program focusing on care
and treatment of those with NPH.

"Nationally, there is an increased
interest in NPH," said Dr. John Vender, a
neurosurgeon at the MCG Neuroscience
Center.
"It's estimated that NPH affects from

200,000 to 750,000 people in the U.S., but
only about 11,500 are treated annually.
Research has also suggested that up to5
percent of those with dementia actually
have NPH. So, there is a large majority of
people who are undiagnosed and untreated

NPH happens when an imbalance in the
production, circulation or removal of
cerebrospinal fluid results in extra fluid in
the brain. This extra fluid creates swelling
and compression in the brain, which affects
normal function. NPH can happen to men
and women of all races in their 60s and
70s. Symptoms, which appear gradually,
may include:

0 Gait disturbance. This is usually the
first symptom, and is characterized by
unsteady walking, a shuffling gait with
slow, short steps, wide stance and difficulty
with stairs. Patients may describe their feet
feeling like they are "glued to the floor,"
and falls are common.

* Dementia. Symptoms may progress
and involve dementia, including short-term
memory loss, loss of interest in daily
activities, difficulty maintaining attention
and withdrawn or "flat" mood.

The shunt is usually permanent, and
new programmable shunts are now
available that allow physicians to change
pressure settings after surgery, if needed.
Once the pressure is relieved, symptoms
are usually relieved as well, permanently.

"NPH is completelytreatable, which
makes it such a tragedy that so many cases
go undiagnosed and untreated," said
Vender.

"If you or a loved one is exhibiting
these symptoms, ask your physician about
NPH as well. "Appropriate treatment of
NPH can return you to the quality of life
you used to enjoy."

Do you smoke or use chewing
tobacco? Rarely a day goes by
without a magazine, newspaper

or broadcast carrying a message about
tobacco-related medical problems - the
dangers of lung disease, cancer, heart
problems and low-birth weight babies.
Perhaps you even tune out those messages
because you don't want to quit just yet -

or you think you can't.
Tobacco is harmful to your mouth, not

to mention your social life. Here are just a
few reasons why: smelly breath, stained
teeth, loss of teeth and jawbone, loss of
taste, gum recession, outrageous cost, oral
cancer, mouth sores and wrinkles.

Tobacco's negative effect on the body,
particularly the mouth, is well documented.
Smoking impairs the body's defense
mechanisms and makes users more
susceptible to infections like gum disease.
Smoking also interferes with healing, a

particular problem for patients who need
treatment for periodontal disease.

Once the ingredients in tobacco get into
the bloodstream, they reduce the delivery
of oxygen and nutrients to mouth tissues.

Chewing (spit) tobacco is not a safe
substitute for smoking. It can cause oral
cancer and lead to addiction. The
bloodstream quickly absorbs the extremely
addictive nicotine.

Chewing tobacco users have similar,
even higher, levels of nicotine than the
smoker who uses a pack or more a day.
Chewing tobacco users are more
susceptible to tooth decay due to the
product's higher sugar content.

And, chewing tobacco contains at least
28 known cancer-causing chemicals.

It's no secret that tobacco use is difficult
to stop-it takes willpower and
determination. Tobacco use is not just a
habit; it's an addiction. You have to be
ready to face this challenge before you
commit to quit.

Remind yourself of the benefits of
quitting.

You'll reduce the risk of cancer. You'll
taste and enjoy food - again.

You'll feel more relaxed without the
jitters of nicotine.

You won't be plagued by smoker's
breath.

Your sense of smell will be sharper.
Your family and friends will thank you.

Here are some tips to get you started:
e Get help from loved ones, friends and

co-workers when going through the
quitting process.

" Ask another smoker to quit with you.

DHR alerts parents to winter SIDS risk
Department of Human Resources

s heat and energy suppliers
predict home heating costs will
climb some 30 to 50 percent

this winter, families may be tempted to
turn the thermostat down and pile on
blankets and extra layers instead.
Although such actions are practical ways to
conserve energy, health officials say
putting too many blankets on a baby, or
sharing beds to keep warm, could increase
the risk of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome
or accidental suffocation.

More deaths from SIDS occur in the fall
and winter than the rest of the year.

"Parents and caregivers should be
careful not to put too many layers of sleep
clothing or blankets on infants - or to
keep room temperatures too warm-
because overheating increases the risk of
SIDS," said Dr. Stuart Brown, director of
the Division of Public Health.

"Of course, parents and caregivers
should always place infants to sleep on
their backs for naps and at night."

The Department of Human Resources
joins the American Academy of Pediatrics
in discouraging parents or other infant
caregivers from using heavy blankets or
pillows, or from sharing the same sleep
surface with children younger than 2 years

old.
The risk of SIDS and accidental infant

death is greatly increased when babies are
overheated by overbundling or sleeping on
couches, soft chairs, waterbeds, futons or
any bed or crib with soft bedding in it.,•

Despite the Back to Sleep campaign's
progress both nationally and in Georgia,
SIDS - the sudden, unexplained death of
an infant in the first year of life - remains
the leading cause of death in infants and
claims the lives of approximately 2,500
infants each year, including 130 Georgia
babies in 2004.

Suffocation deaths, for babies found in
adult beds beneath blankets and pillows, or
overlaid by parents or siblings, are also on
the rise, both nationally and in Georgia
according to data from the Georgia Office
of Child Fatality Review
(http://gacfr.dhr.georgia.gov/).

While the causes of SIDS are still
unclear, it is possible to reduce factors that
increase SIDS risk.

In November 2005, the American
Academy of Pediatrics issued updated
recommendations for reducing the risk of
SIDS
(http://aappolicy.aappublications.org):

* Always place your baby on his or her
back to sleep, for naps and at night.

0 Place your baby on a firm sleep

surface, such as on a safety-approved crib
mattress, covered by a fitted sheet.

• Keep soft objects, toys and loose
bedding, blankets or pillows out of your
baby's sleep area.

* Do not allow smoking around your
baby.

9 Keep your baby's sleep area close to,
but on a separate sleep surface from where
you and others sleep.

* Do not let your baby overheat during
sleep - also remember not to let the baby
stay in warm cars with snow jackets on
when traveling.

9 Avoid products that claim to reduce
the risk of SIDS.

* Do not use home monitors to reduce
the risk of SIDS.

* Reduce the chance that flat spots will
develop on your baby's head by providing
"tummy time" when your baby is awake
and someone is watching; changing the
direction that your baby lies in the crib;
and avoiding too much time in car seats,
carriers and bouncers.

To accommodate people who

Trailers will be monitored
and emptied as needed.

"If we're pulling a trailer
every day, that's great," she
said.

In order to keep the trailers
from filling up too fast, Morpeth

has a few tips for recyclers:
0 Stomp items like soda cans

and milk jugs to reduce volume.
Those types of plastics, marked
with the numbers 1 and 2 inside
the recycling symbol, make up
90 percent of all recycled
plastics and are considered
"premium" plastic.

• Take caps off plastic
bottles. Caps left on create
problems, causing the bottles to
explode when they're baled.

Chaplain (Lt. Col.) Ronald
Smith
Chaplains' OfficeAs Tina Turner belted

out the words
"What's love got to

do with it?" in a popular song
from the past, we come to the
conclusion that love is elusive,
and as difficult as it is, we
crave it.

Love is a risk, anytime you
say you love someone or
something you stick your neck
out, exposing yourself to pain.
We like to avoid pain, but with
love it is part of the whole deal.
Tuesday is Valentine's Day,
which is often celebrated
without any understanding of
what love is all about.

One of the legends
surrounding the day is that
Valentine was a priest who
served during the third century
in Rome. When Emperor
Claudius II decided that single
men made better Soldiers than
those with wives and families,
he outlawed marriage for
young men - his crop of
potential Soldiers. Valentine,
realizing the injustice of the
decree, defied Claudius and
continued to perform marriages
for young lovers in secret.
When Valentine's actions were
discovered, Claudius ordered
that he be put to death.

In another legend, Valentine
actually sent the first "valen-
tine" himself.

For God did not
send his son into the world to
condemn the world, but to save
the world through him." (John
3:16-17)

© Zap2it

rofessionally, there's

nothing Annette
Bening likes more than

a challenge.
The three-time Oscar

nominee found one in her rare
television appearance as the
perpetrator of the so-called
Scarsdale Diet Murder in Mrs.
Harris, a serio-comic HBO
movie debuting Feb. 25. A
distinctive patchwork of time-
shifting scenes, the film
recounts the true events that
drove Jean Harris to shoot her
paramour, weight-loss expert
Herman Tarnower (played by
Ben Kingsley), in 1980.

Harris maintained the murder
was an accident, saying she
intended to kill herself instead
-f Tarnower, but prosecutors
charged her with premeditation
over his involvement with
another woman.

Writer-director Phyllis
Nagy's impressive cast also
includes Cloris Leachman,
Mary McDonnell, Bill
Smitrovich (Life Goes On),
Chloe Sevigny, Brett Butler,
Frances Fisher, Michael Gross
(Family Ties), John Rubinstein,
Larry Drakle(L.A. Law), Lisa
Edelstein (House) and Ellen
Burstyn, who*herself played
Harris in a 1981 TV movie.

Bening is pleased to add
Mrs. Harris, based on Shana
Alexander's book Very Much a
Lady, to a resume" that boasts
such acclaimed projects as
American Beauty and Being
Julia.

She said, "The script was so

eccentric, that was what caught
my eye. It had a sense of
humor and took whaf was an
extremely complicated, weird
situation and managed to tell
the story in an original way.
Phyllis is a playwright, and she

ended up directing the picture
as well, which was a wonderful
coup for her."

Especially appealing to

Bening was how Nagy
"juxtaposed the real courtroom
testimony with fictitious
interviews and also with
dramatic scenes. The way that
was all cut together was really
interesting., You can't shoot a
picture in order, so you do have
to have some sort of framework
in your head. You don't really
want to plan it; you want to be
spontaneous and in the
moment, but having said that,
you have to have a timeline.

Firsthand information was
supplied in a phone call
between Harris and Bening,
although the actress resisted at
first.

"I felt that since the movie is
not a glowing review of her, it
wasn't appropriate. I also had a
lot of information to go on,
including extensive interviews
done by Barbara Walters.
(Harris) did find out about the
film being made, and she had
two stipulations: that HBO
would donate money to a
foundation she runs for
educating children of female
prisoners and that she talk to
me. I found myself feeling
very nervous, but she was still
sort of surprised that people
would want to make a movie
about her and Hy (Tarnower)."

Bening admitted she didn't
know all the facts of the Harris
case before signing up for the
HBO film.

She reports that at the time
the events happened, "I was in
acting school in San Francisco,
so maybe it was because I was
in my own little bubble. I
knew about the story, but I
wasn't one of those people who
were completely hooked on it

-and there were a lot of them.
As I got farther into this, the
fascinating contradictions that

were obviously inside her were
compelling.

"There's no question this was
a woman who ended up in a

sad situation."
Also to be seen this year in

the feature film Running With
Scissors, Bening is open to
worthwhile work, even if it
takes her away from husband
Warren Beatty and their four
children.

Mrs. Harris gave her the
bonus of filming near her Los
Angeles home.

"I was managing to still live
in my house and have my life

going on. Trying to see the
world as I perceived Jean
Harris saw it was pretty grim.
At that time, she was a person
in a downward spiral, and that's
a very sad place. I believe in
being able to do your job, then
get on with your life; I don't
think you get any points as an
actor for being unable to get
out of character."

Kingsley also was among
Bening's co-stars in Bugsy, the

1991 movie on which she met
Beatty, and she found working
with him again helpful.

"He's a friend," she said,
"and when he comes into
whatever he does, he's devoted
to it in a completely
professional way.

"He only wants to do what is
best for the story, so there's no
power trip. He just wants to
make it work. I'm completely
comfortable with him."

Air Assault Course back on post
NG teaches
11-day course
in three phases

Fort Benning is hosting its first
Air Assault Course in more than three
decades.

The 11-day course, which ends
with a graduation ceremony Sunday,
is taught by the cadre of the National
Guard's Warrior Training Center in
Harmony Church.

Air assault is one of the most
challenging courses the Army offers,
and many Soldiers didn't make it past
the first day, "attrition day," said
Warrior Training Center

Commandant Sgt. Maj. Tom Siter.
The course includes three phases,

each about three days long. In the
first phase, students learn air mobile
operations, such as clearing a landing
area and using hand and arm signals
to direct a helicopter. Soldiers also
learned medical evacuation
procedures and combat assault.

Phase two consists of sling
loading vehicles, equipment,
firepower and "most anything you
need to move on a battlefield," Siter
said.

In the third phase, Soldiers learn
rappelling techniques, beginning
with rappelling from a tower, and
culminating in rappelling out of a
helicopter.

Each phase includes written
exams and hands-on work with
aircraft. In the midst of studying for

DoD
updates
pay back
policy

WASHINGTON The
Defense Department announced
Tuesday the revision of a
memorandum on the policy and
procedures for the
reimbursement of privately
purchased protective equipment
for operations Noble Eagle,
Enduring Freedom and Iraqi
Freedom.

The new memo, which was
signed Feb. 10 by DaVid S.C.
Chu, undersecretary of defense
for personnel and readiness,
incorporates the original
guidance published on Oct. 4,
2005, expands the list Of
reimbursable, equipment, and
extends the eligible purchase
period for reimbursement.

The full reimbursable
equipment list now includes:

*Complete ballistic vests;
*Most component parts of

ballistic vests, including side-
plate body armor;

*Helmets;
,*Ballistic eye protection;
*Hydration systems;
.Gloves;
* Knee pads;
* Elbow pads;
* Bed insect netting;
* Insect repellant
* Reflective vests.
The eligible purchase period

is now Sept. 11, 2001, through
April 1, 2006, as required by the
fiscal 2006 National Defense
Authorization Act. The

previous memo only covered
purchases from Sept. 11, 2001,
to July 31, 2004.

An ounce of straight talk and
a pound of planning can prevent
a ton of heartache down the
road. That's Rubina Gray's
message to military retirees.

As the branch chief for Fort
Benning's Casualty Assistance
Office, Gray knows that elderly
widows are often unprepared
and uninformed about what to
expect after the death of their
spouses.

"When they retire, they're
given packets explaining what
needs to be done," Gray said.
"But it's, usually an awful long
time between retirement and
death - some people have a
whole career in between. It's
easy to forget what you learned.
It's easy not to deal with it."

Gloria Bush lost sleep after
the death of her husband, retired
Sgt. 1st Class Charles Bush, in
October. Nothing went
according to her expectations,
and the 70-year-old Fort
Mitchell resident's finances
were a mess.

Checks "bounced all over the
place," because Bush didn't
realize money deposited into
her bank account - his
retirement pay - would be
withdrawn when the Army's

Dedication key for 13th president

around the office,
apparently with

nothing better to do than put
out a newspaper, when
someone asked me about my
favorite president. Without
giving it any deep thought, I
popped off with "Millard
Fillmore."

Everyone else gave a serious
answer. I was strictly going for
laughs. I don't know a thing
about Fillmore other than I
lumped him with a few other
presidents whose full names
include Birchard, Gamaliel,
Baines, Milhous, and just "S."

Until I Googled him, I
couldn't have even told you he
was our 13th president,
sandwiched between Zachary
Tayldr and Franklin Pierce-
also not some of our better-
known leaders.

But who
else was he?

Well, he
was the first
president to
have a
stepmother,
and the one
who
installed the
White House's first library,
bathtub and kitchen stove,
among other things.

He was also a lawyer with
no formal education who
served in the New York State
Assembly, the House of
Representatives and as the
comptroller of New York.

Elected vice president in
1848, he led the Senate during
the debates over the
Compromise of 1850. Does
anyone remember that one
from the history books?
Certainly not I.

Under the Compromise,
California would become a

state, New Mexico and Utah
would become territories, and
fugitive slaves caught
anywhere in the country would
be returned to their owners.
When Fillmore became
president after Taylor's death,
he supported the bill, whereas
Taylor had refused to take
sides.

The passing of the
Compromise didn't make folks
happy, and many regarded his
presidency as a bust. But if
you read Fillmore's life story,
even the abridged version,
you'll learn he was focused and
driven to become something
more than a farmer trying to till
rock-filled soil in 4pstate New
York.

He went hungry more often
than not and probably bore a
heavy burden at home as the
oldest son and the second of
eight children.

He was sold, by his father,
as an apprentice to a

clothmaker and had to borrow
$30 to buy his own freedom.
Then he walked 100 miles to
get home.

He taught himself to read as
a teenager and became a
lawyer, bringing himself out of
poverty and working to make it
illegal to jail those who
couldn't pay their debts.

And whether he led our
country by accident or design,
he led it, never forgetting
where he came from.

I have to hand it to Fillmore.
He refused an honorary degree
from the prestigious Oxford
University because he felt he
lacked the appropriate
academic "credentials."

In this day and age, it seems
it's getting harder and harder to
find folks like him who
recognize the need for hard
work, and even harder to find
those who have the dedication
to do it.

indeed. But they can also
be dangerous. Fort

Benning is in the pre-enforcement
stage of the Department of Defense
policy Title 32: National Defense,
Part 634-Motor Vehicle Traffic
Supervision, which requires drivers,
if using a cell phone, to use a hands-
free device.

Sounds good to me.
The policy actually went into

effect Dec. 1, 2005, but military
police will begin enforcing it March
1.

I made my husband buy a hands-
free device last year. I noticed that
when he was driving and using his
cell phone, his driving was pretty
bad. He slowed down considerably,
and while dialing a number, would
take his eyes off the road. Luckily
mine were there to watch, but
thinking about how he probably
drove when I wasn't there prompted
me to lay down the law.

I also have a cell phone, but I
don't use it to make calls leisurely.
I don't want to be distracted when
driving.

I would have to guess that
probably 99 percent of our calls we
make on our cell phones while

driving could
wait until we got
home, or
wherever we're
going to. They
can wait until we
are parked, if we
really need to
make a call.

My cell phone
did come in handy last year when I
witnessed a rollover on the highway.
Thankfully I had my phone, had it
turned on and was able to dial 911
lickety-split.

It's not going to break the bank to
buy a hands-free device. Sure, there
are fancy ones, but you can get a
basic one at most stores, like Target,
Wal-Mart or Best Buy for under
$20. There's also a kiosk located
right in the Main Mall Post
Exchange that has all sort of cell
phone accessories. There's no
excuse, and the cost of the hands-
free set will probably be a lot
cheaper and less embarrassing than
a ticket.

lear! Mark the
door," the
second

lieutenant called to his three
teammates.

"Nope. You got a window
there, what are you going to
do?" Staff Sgt. P.J. Dunlevy
asked the Soldier, a student in
the Basic Officer Leadership
Course who had followed
room-clearing procedures to the
letter, but failed to factor in a
variable.

Dunlevy, a BOIC instructor
with the Ist Battalion, 11th
Infantry Regiment, said
Soldiers have to learn to adapt
in cbmbat, because every
situation is different, whether
its in Iraq and Afghanistan,
though the basic rule of
operations is the same.

"You have to be ready for
anything, windows and internal
doorways," Dunlevy said.
"You could come in and
there'll be women screaming,
kids screaming.

"Don't get caught up in the
difference between technique
and basic doctrine. Be able to
adapt."

BOLC teaches junior
officers the things they'll need
to know as platoon leaders in
theater if and when their units
deploy: moving in an urban
environment, entering and
clearing rooms and moving
within buildings, said Maj.
Dean Bushnell, commander of
A Company.

But learning these skills is
not the most important aspect
of the training, he said.

"We've got to bring all

students to a level playing field
across the command," he said.
"We must develop flexible
leaders with the ability to adapt
to every situation."

That is why the Army brings
all new officers, regardless of
branch, together during Phase
II of BOLC to perform their
warrior tasks and drills.

During Phase II, officers
spend three days training in a
simulated urban environment.
They begin by learning how to
move in the surroundings.

"When you conduct
presence patrol in urban
operations, you don't want to
be too threatening or the locals
won't accept you," said Staff
Sgt. Phillip Kimble, a member
of the BOLC cadre.

"We teach the Soldiers on
patrol to keep their non-firing
hand free (so they can) shake
hands or pat kids on the head,
while they scan the area for
insurgents."

Most of the cadre, including
Kimble, are veterans of
operations Enduring and Iraqi
Freedom, and they bring their
real-life experience to the
BOLC training.

"We have to teach them the
lessons learned from Iraq and
Afghanistan. This time, there
are no front lines," said
Kimble, who also deployed in
support of operations Desert
Shield and Desert Storm.

"The big things are security,
command and control 360
degrees. If you have that, you
got it," he said.

If shooting starts during a
patrol, the Soldiers go into
"security mode." At this point,
the team members enter
buildings to clear them of

insurgents.

overcome the enemy," said
Staff Sgt. Dustin Humphrey.

A team of Soldiers "stacked"
on a door, entered the building,
scanned the comers of the
room peripherally for signs of
threat, and gained control of the
space quickly.

"Number one man!" said
Humphrey to one of the
students.

"Good scan. You're going
to do it that same way each
time."

The team ran the drill again,
entering the room as quickly
and smoothly as possible and
clearing the doorway
immediately to avoid the "fatal
funnel" that can be created
there.

Because the door is visible
from anywhere in the room, it
is where the team members are
most vulnerable.

Moving into the room
quickly reduces the chance of
being hit.

When moving within a
building, a Soldier must avoid
silhouetting himself in doors
and windows. In hallways,
Soldiers must always move
with at least one other Soldier
for security.

He should also stay away
from walls when moving, as
rubbing against walls may alert
an enemy on the other side.

It all comes down to being
prepared for anything.

"The very first thing we
learn is that you have to
maintain your weapon at all
times," said 2nd Lt. Kenneth

Morris, an adjutant general
officer, who is a Reservist from
Bartonville, Ill.

"This training will help
prevent the Jessica Lynch
situation," said 2nd Lt. Ryan
Anselmi, referring to the
ambush that caught the 507th
Maintenance Company
unaware in Iraq almost three
years ago.

The 507th was on a convoy
traveling through An Nasiriyah
when it was attacked by
insurgents.

According to an Army
report, many of the Soldier's
experienced weapon
malfunctions that may have
been a result of inadequate
maintenance in a desert
environment.

BOLC is also teaching these
lieutenants that branch is
immaterial. No longer is the
job of the warrior in a combat
zone for Infantrymen alone.

Anselmi is a military police
officer headed to the 2nd
Infantry Division in Korea
when he completes his training.

"There are field artillery
guys right now knocking down
doors in Iraq," he said. "They
probably didn't think they
would have to do that."

But they are.
Why?
Because officers may have

different branches within the
Army, but the standards are
always the same.

"Regardless of branch,
we're warriors first," Anselmi
said.

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BLACK HISTORY MONTH

555th made airborne history

n December 1943, a
group of black Soldiers
arrived at Fort Benning

determined to break down one
of the barriers blocking them
from equal treatment in the
Army. They came to Fort
Benning to get their wings.

This group of men,
consolidated into the 555th
Parachute Company, were the
first class of black airborne
students.

The 555th, or "Triple
Nickel," was initiated after the
War Department's advisory
committee on Negro Troop
Policy recommended that black
Soldiers should be allowed to be
paratroopers. The order went
out that applications from black
Soldiers for Fort Benning's-
Parachute School would be
accepted.*The first class of 20 men
began training in December
1943, according to the Center
for Military History. The
success of the 17 who earned
their wings inspired hundreds of
black Soldiers to apply to
Parachute School.

So many black Soldiers were

rejected during the physical
trials the unit complained of
discrimination. There were
allegations the jumpmasters had
bets on how many Soldiers they
could wash out, according to the
National Smokejumpers
Association.

At that time, Army units
were still segregated, and Jim
Crow Laws ruled in the South.
At lbrt Benning, black and
white Soldiers ate, slept and
relaxed separately. To alleviate
some of the discrimination, the
Army decided the 555th cadre
would be black officers and
NCOs. Within a year, the
company grew into a battalion,
complete with riggers,
jumpmasters and pathfinders
and was transferred to Camp
McCall, N.C., in November
1944.

The combat-ready unit was
alerted for European duty, but
never saw action because they
were diverted to train for the
secretive "Fire-Fly Project," at
Fort Douglas, Utah.

There they trained to be
"smokejumpers," to fight forest
fires on the West Coast, some of
which were started by Japanese
incendiary bombs. The project
was kept secret to avoid panic,

In Utah, the men trained to
jump into thickly forested areas
through a cover of smoke. They
used techniques they learned at
Parachute School and developed
some of their own methods still
used by smokejumpers today,
according to the Department of
the Army's Adjutant General's
Office historical records.

After training, they fought
fires from Arizona to Oregon,
making more than 1,000 jumps
into blazing forests. They wore

football helmets and padded
leather to protect them when
they jumped, usually crashing
through trees on their way
down. The unit was
redesignated the 505th Airborne
Infantry Regiment and assigned
to the 82nd Airborne in
December 1947.

The following year,
President Harry Truman signed
Executive Order 9981, officially
ending segregation in the armed
forces. By 1953, 98 percent of
the armed forces were
integrated.

To be reimbursed for
equipment, service members
must complete DD Form 2902,
"Claim for Reimbursement for
Privately Purchased Protective,
Safety or Health Equipment
used in, Combat." This form
must be submitted to the service
member's chain of command or,
for former members, to an

authorizing official designated
by their former service at an
address on the form. All claims
must be submitted by Oct. 3,
2006.

The original memo states
that the military will reimburse
service members for the cost,
including shipping, of any
protective, safety or health
equipment that was purchased

by the member or by another
person on behalf of the member
for the member's personal use
-during deployment.

To be eligible for
reimbursement, the equipment
must be on the approved list of
shortage equipment, and the
member must not have been
issued equivalent government-
provided equipment before they

engaged in imminent danger or
hostile fire operations, the
original memo states.

Reimbursement for any one
item is limited to $1,100, and
any equipment that service
members are reimbursed for
becomes the property of the
U.S. government and must be
turned in to unit logistics
officers.

Continued from A-1
finance department got word of
his death. It took weeks for her
survivor's benefits to come in,
and Bush was desperate. Army
Emergency Relief came to the
rescue, granting Bush enough
money to cover her bills, check
fees and groceries.

AER is a godsend, Gray said,
but with a little information,
Bush could've circumvented the
problem altogether.

For starters, it's commonly
misunderstood that widows, or
widowers, as the case may be,
receive part of their spouse's
retirement, albeit reduced, upon
his death. Not so, Gray said.

"Retirement pay is for the
retiree, and the retiree only," she
said. "Survivor's benefits are
what the spouse typically gets.
There's a difference."

So when retirement pay is
deposited after the death of a
veteran, it will be withdrawn,
pro-rated, and deposited only
for the number of days he lived
that month. Survivor's benefits
will be deposited in about four
to six weeks, Bush said.

That means veterans and their
spouses should plan to have
enough money on hand to cover
expenses for at least one month
upon the death of the veteran.

Granted, grief alone can
wreak havoc on the best-laid
plans, Bush said. That's when
documentation comes into play.

Spouses should periodically
review the following documents
and keep them in one location,
preferably a fireproof file box:
*wills,
*a current Retired Pay Account

Statement,
*marriage certificate(s),
*divorce decrees and death
certificates or property
settlements from previous
marriages,
*birth certificates, adoption

papers,
*DD Form 214,
*retirement orders,
*vehicle registration and title,
*insurance policies,
*investment papers,
*burial plot information,
*uniform for burial,
*medical and dental records,
*real estate deeds, and
*tax returns.

When Casualty Assistance
officials are notified of the death
of a retiree, typically through
the funeral home or by a family
member, a casualty assistance
officer will be assigned to assist
the widow, Gray said.

CAOs are Soldiers on
temporary orders from a number
of post units. They are trained
to assist the survivor in the
weeks following the retiree's
death.

The CAO, typically an E-7 or
above, contacts the widow, or
the family member who holds a
power of attorney, before the

funeral and maintains contact
for about a month, sometimes
longer, depending on the
complexity of her particular
situation.

Some couples, Gray said, are
well-prepared. They've
discussed their desires
concerning the burial, made
financial provisions and
organized paperwork and
documents in one place.

"If they've done that much,
the rest is a breeze," Gray said.
"The problem is, so many don't
want to do it, probably because
they think it's morbid to deal
with these things before some-
one dies. But everybody dies.
You've got to deal with it."

And dealing with the process
can see daunting, Gray said.
Widows should know that their
assigned CAO will walk them
through the process, step by
step, and make the necessary
appointments at the:
*funeral home,
*ID Card Office,
'Veterans Affairs,
*Social Security Administration
*Army Emergency Relief,
*Office of the Staff Judge
Advocate, for Georgia residents,
and
*the Provost Marshal, for
vehicle registration.

The CAO will also visit with
the widow, drive her to
appointments, clear up any
misunderstandings about

benefits and warn her, right off
the bat, not to spend her
husband's final retirement pay.
He will also help her navigate
the Tricare system, if necessary.

Gray said one problem that
arises with some frequency is
the language barrier between
CAOs and foreign-born widows
who are not fluent in English.

"Maybe they've had a great
support group around them all
these years, and they
communicated easily with their
spouses," Gray said, "but they
have a very hard time
communicating or under-
standing what's being told them
when he's gone. It can be so
frustrating for them. I've met
widows from right here in
Columbus who don't know how
to get to Fort Benning."

Gray urged retirees to
encourage their spouses to
"reach out and learn to feel
comfortable speaking English."

Retirees should familiarize
their spouses with the places
they'll have to visit, particularly
the aforementioned offices, if he
should die first. Though the
CAO will guide her through the
process, familiarity will ease
her stress, Gray said.

And should the retiree
actually know his death is
imminent, he should schedule
an appointment with the
Casualty Assistance Office at
545-4116 or 545-4606.

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DoD's '07 budget reflects hard choice, offi cials say

WASHINGTON - The Defense
Department's proposed fiscal 2007
budget reflects difficult decisions made
by senior leaders as they seek to
balance today's military needs with
those anticipated for tomorrow, a
senior official said Feb. 10.

"There were a series of (hard)
choices in the budget," Kenneth J.
Krieg, undersecretary of defense for
acquisition, technology and logistics,
told reporters at a Pentagon news
conference.

For example, Krieg said, senior

officials decided to reduce the number
of Navy aircraft carriers from 12 to 11,
and to stop production of the Air
Force's C-17 cargo plane.

"Not everyone is going to love those
(decisions)," Krieg said, "and so we'll
go through the process" with Congress.

President Bush sent DoD's $439.3
billion fiscal 2007 budget request to
Congress Feb. 6. That budget proposal,
which includes recommendations of
the recently completed Quadrennial
Defense Review, represents a 7 percent
increase over the fiscal 2006 DoD
budget.

The QDR, conducted every four
years, looks at U.S. military needs as

far as 20 years into the future. This
year's QDR is the first to be conducted
during wartime. The two prior ones
were conducted in 1997 and in early
2001. V

The Defense Department's budget
has increased since the Sept. 11, 2001,
terrorist attacks on the United States
and the ensuing global war against
terrorism.

Combat operations in Afghanistan
and Iraq have been financially
sustained by supplemental funding
provided by Congress.

The 2007 defense budget also
proposes spending billions to acquire
new high-tech equipment such as V-22

Osprey tilt-rotor aircraft and two
DD(X) naval destroyers, Krieg said.
Legacy ships like the World War II-era
battleships USS Iowa and Wisconsin
that have been in "mothballed" status
pending possible re-commissioning
may be permanently retired due to
defense modernization needs, he said.

"I think the department's been pretty
adamant in saying it doesn't have any
interest in bringing the battleships out
of retirement," Krieg said, "or even
continuing to fund their caretaker status
to hold that option."

The 2007 budget decisions would
have been even more difficult if less
money were available, Krieg said. The

U.S., he said, historically has agonized
over the right amount of money
required for defense spending.

"As a nation we've had a hard time
making hard (defense budget)
choices," Krieg said.

"If we're going to change the
funding profile over time and turn it
downward, there will be even more
hard choices."

Such anticipated decisions would be
"tough for us to do," he said.

"But it's important that you make
those choices and balance them with
the funds you have, if you're going to
deliver the kind of range of capabilities
that warfighters need," Krieg said.

he would die."

So when the call came Aug.
7, just hours after an armor-
piercing grenade was dropped
through the roof of Nick's
Bradley during a midnight
mission in East Samarra, Robin
was relieved to hear her son
was alive, with what sounded
like nothing more than an
injury to his lefteye.

In 1991, Peter pierced his
left eye with a nail. He hasn't
been able to see out of it since,
but it hasn't hampered his
career at all. So when he got
word of his son's injury, he
called his wife to pacify her.

"An eye injury, no big deal,
it was even the same eye as his
father's," she $aid. "I mean,
compared to what I'd expected,
it was really a relief."

Truthfully, neither would
know the extent or severity of
Nick's injuries for several days.
Even his buddies, the three
Soldiers he was riding with that
night, expected Nick to make a
quick recovery.

After returning fire on the
insurgents, Nick's teammates
found him dazed and bleeding
in the back seat of the Bradley.
"I'm good," he insisted, when
they tried to wrap his bloodied
face. "I can walk," he argued,

when they tried to get him on a
stretcher.

It wasn't until he was in the
air, on his way to Balad, that
Nick clutched his head and
complained of pain. From
there he was sent to Landstuhl,
Germany, a place he hadn't
seen since his birth there 22
years ago.

By the time doctors at th8
Landstuhl Medical Center got
to him, Nick's life was in peril.
Doctors diagnosed severe brain
trauma, partial paralysis,
various facial fractures and a
possible stroke. His left eye
was gone. When his father
joined him in Landstuhl, Nick
was swollen beyond
recognition.

"He was huge," Peter said.
"It was scary, seeing him like
that, and there wasn't a whole
lot I could do, but hope."

By Aug. 10, Nick was at the
Bethesda Naval Hospital in
Maryland, with both parents by
his side. Infection had set in,
as had pneumonia and acute
respiratory distress. His blood
pressure and heart rate were out
of control. "Everything that
could go wrong went wrong,"
his mother said.

Given her early
premonitions, Robin could only
hope for her son's survival, and

doctors didn't offer
encouragement.

"The only way I got through
it was by imagining what I
would do if I got my hands on
those insurgents," she said. "I
was angry. I'm still angry. I'm
still holding a grudge. That's
my only child there.

"I remember seeing another
young man there in the hospital
who'd had his leg blown off,
and I was jealous of his injury,"
she said. "An amputated leg -

you can put a new one on. But
I didn't know if my son would
live, and if he lived, we didn't
know if he would ever wake up
or walk or talk again."

Nick was in a coma for 32
days. When he emerged, he
couldn't talk. Doctors said he
suffered from aphasia, a speech
disorder that often results from
head trauma.

"All he could say was "ba,"'

Robin recalled. "We thought
that was kind of ironic, because
when Nick was a baby, when
he Was learning to talk, his first
sound was 'ba."'

And like a baby, Nick had to
learn to walk and talk and
develop fine motor skills.
Once the severity or degree of
paralysis began to decrease, he
was moved to a rehab hospital
in Tampa, Fla., to concentrate

on physical and speech therapy.
Jan. 17, he came home and

was met at the Columbus
Airport by 25 Soldiers from his
platoon.

"That make ... make ... made
me cry," Nick said, struggling
as he occasionally does to
retrieve the right word from his
memory. "Spell" becomes
"smell," and "hope" becomes
"home," - that sort of thing.

But mostly, Nick's
recovering "ahead of
schedule," his mother said, and
his speech pathologist credits
his reading. He's an avid fan
of Stephen King. In fact, he's a
fan of all things macabre. At
one point, he toyed with the
idea of becoming a mortician.
And even now, he finds humor
in his ordeal. He keeps a piece
of his skull, the piece replaced
with a acrylic plate, in his
freezer.

"Who else, besides Jeffrey
Dahmer, keeps bones in his
freezer?" said Robin, who
laughed when she described her
son's first prosthetic eye. He
named it "Hugo."

"And Hugo would pop out
from time to time, like when
we were at McDonalds," she
said.

Until he can be fitted for a
new glass eye - he's hoping

for two, "one normal and one
crazy, in some wild color" -

Nick sports a black patch.
When he ventures out for a
night on the town with his
friends, he said, the girls are
intrigued by it.

But Nick's not yet
comfortable making small talk,
so mostly he stays home and
reads or goes for an occasional
run. He's still on active duty
status and was promoted to
sergeant in January.

A former body builder, Nick

is committed to regaining the
strength in his upper body,
where muscles atrophied in the
weeks after he was injured. He
attends speech, physical and
occupational therapy several
times each week in Columbus.

Save for the lingering speech
problem - doctors expect to
see improvement there - and
a series of reconstructive
surgeries that await him, Nick
said he's doing fine. "I'm
good," were his exact words.
He uses them often.

I've taken, and I've been in the
Army seventeen years," said
Sgt. 1st Class Aurelio Scott-
Sanjur, here from Fort Sill's
95th Adjutant General
Battalion.

"This is not a gentleman's
course. There's no going to
your hotel at night or taking off
early. This is like being back in
basic training."

The class has to be tough to
imitate the stress Soldiers
experience in combat, Conaway
said.

"In theater, air mobility is the
key to success," he said. "After
finishing this class, these
Soldiers will be able to move
equipment, medevac wounded
Soldiers and call for fire
support.

"These are skills they can
take back to their units, and
apply during combat

operations."
The Army's first air mobility

unit, the 1st Cavalry Division
(Airmobile), was activated at
Fort Benning in 1965, according
to the Department of the Army's
pamphlet 360-216.

In the following years, the
rappelling portion of the air
assault course was taught here,
but Fort Benning has never
hosted the course in its entirety
as far as officials know, said
Tim Hutchens, Directorate of
Quality Assurance training
specialist, who certifies
FORSCOM, National Guard
and Rappel Master Air Mobile
schools.

Bringing the class to
Benning has been "smooth
sailing," Conaway said. Prior to
bringing the training to Fort
Benning, the Warrior Training
Center cadre conducted air
assault training around the

Engi neers build bridges,
confidence in training

Loading several-ton military
vehicles onto a multi-million
dollar floating bridge is all in a
day's work for the Soldiers of
the 362nd Engineer Company,
36th Engineer Group.

The company is one of only
five active-duty bridge
companies in the Army. The
unit is capable of building
ribbon bridges to cross bodies of
water up to 215 meters in length
and heavy dry support bridges
spanning 40 meter gaps. They
can also assemble float bridges,
used like barges to transport
vehicles over water that can't be
spanned by the other bridges.

The engineers spent the
second week of February at
Engineer's Landing, building
float bridges and moving them
up and down the Chattahoochee
River.

The float bridge is composed
of flat, square rafts called bays,
that can be connected. On each
end of the bridge, the engineers
attach end ramps, which are
slanted so they can slide onto a
river bank, and the ramps flip
down to load vehicles.

Maneuvering the float bridge

into place is no small task. A
platoon-sized team works
together from aboard both the
boats and the bridge. To
position the bridge, the boat
operators align their boats either
perpendicular to or parallel with
the bridge.

Then, with water spraying
from the engines, the boats push
the bridge from opposite sides
to align it with the shore.

Once its aligned properly,
one of the boats, pushing from
the back, shoves the bridge up
onto the shore. After the bridge
is secured, the front ramps are
dropped and vehicles can be
loaded. Once the vehicles are
secured, the bridge is pushed
back from the shore and guided
down the river to another
landing. Then the whole
process begins again, until the
vehicles can be safely unloaded
onto the shore.

Aligning the bridge is one of
most challenging parts of the
procedure, making good equip-
ment and experienced boat
operators essential to the unit's
success, said Capt. Kevin
Hornbuckle, company
commander.

"The boat operators are key
to our success," he said. "If (the

boats) slam into the raft, they're
going to knock people into the
river. If they don't use enough
force, they can't control the
bridge."

Because of the risk of people
falling off the bridge when boat
operators are still training,
combat water survival training
is one of the many courses
Soldiers take before ever
stepping foot on the bridge.

Although, sometimes when
they're operating near shore,
swimming isn't necessary for
survival. The boats can be
operated in only 17 inches of
water. The boats' twin engines
pack a powerful punch, which is
necessary to maneuver the
bridge and fight the current.

To get comfortable with the
float bridge, the company
practiced moving it repeatedly,
so they can function quickly as a
team, Hornbuckle said.
Working well together will be
key when the company deploys
this summer.

"This training may be tough
right now," Hornbuckle said,
"but it will pay off. Not one of
them wants to get on an airplane
(to deploy) feeling like they're
not trained. We'll make sure
they're ready."

Communication keeps homecoming
stressto minimum, experts say
Tracy A. Bailey
USAIC Public Affairs Office

hen seeing your Soldier for

the first time after a yearlong
deployment, fears or

concerns drift off with the balloons that say
welcome home. The deployment is over
and nothing else matters.

But all too soon, Soldiers have to deal
with issues that arise from the long
separation.

"Thinking of a combat deployment, the
things that cause the most strain, not just
being apart from each other and not having
the resource of each other, is doing things
by ourselves," said Chaplain (Lt. Col.)
Thomas Waynick, Chaplain Family Life
Center.

"For the spouse, he or she is at home
taking care of the family, paying the bills
and taking care of the day-to-day crises.

"For the Soldier who is downrange, he
or she is working very long hours, is
exhausted, and may be exposed to trauma."

All of these events, plus the emotions
surrounding a deployment and reunion, can
wear on a marriage, Waynick said.

"The whole deployment cycle is very
demanding on a relationship," he said. "It
makes marriage difficult.

"The good news is that Army couples
are generally very resilient, and we have a
tremendous amount of resources available
for them. However, the bad news is that
Soldiers and families don't always access
those programs."

Programs at the Chaplain Family Life
Center include confidential professional
counseling for families, couples, and
children, as well as support groups and
retreats.

Waynick said a research study shows
that a couple with a fairly stable marriage
can go six or seven months apart and hold
things together before satisfaction in the
marriage starts dropping.

However, in the Army where most
deployments are longer than six months,
you can expect some dissatisfaction in the
marriage.

"If you have been apart from your
spouse for a year, it is probably going to
take about a year for things to get back to

.normal," Waynil said.

"If after a couple of months, things are
not fairly back to normal, this might be an
indication that a couple needs to talk to
someone," Waynick said.

"We have great resources at the Family
Life Center."

One of the most important things a
spouse can do is be patient and willing to
listen as the Soldier expresses whatever
emotions he or she is going through, said
Chaplain (Maj.) Timothy Sowers, 3rd
Brigade Combat Team.

"There are a lot of unprocessed feelings
for both the Soldier and the spouse as the
result of a deployment," Sowers said.

"It's important for a Soldier and the
spouse to realize what they are going
through is absolutely normal and everyone
will have to readjust," Sowers said. "If
they just can't get past certain things, it's
important for the couple to sit down and
talk with someone and start to work
through those feelings," said Sowers.

Another aspect of the reunion is button
pushing. "We all have buttons only our
spouses know how to push," Waynick said.

"We tell Soldiers 'Don't get into the
argument of who had it worse,"' Waynick
said. "It is a no-win situation.

"The system has adjusted to you not
being there and they've (family) gotten
along OK. They want you there, they love
you -just don't force it."

Waynick's advice for spouses
e Recognize that the deployment has

been rough for your Soldier.
e Soldiers have experienced life-

changing events while deployed - don't
'expect things to be back to normal agf

they left yesterday.
* Time is important. Don't rush into a

long trip or plan the day down to the
minute.

"If a couple's relationship is based on
commitment, communication and trust, I
think they can survive a deployment and
not worry about what the other person is
doing, as long as they are talking about and
getting those feelings out in the open,"
Sowers said.

"Whatever the situation might be, as
long as couples are talking about it and
trusting each other, they can work through
any situation.

"(Redeployment) is also an opportunity
to build trust, and as they are building
trust, they are bhilding faithfulness toward
each other. Each situation is an oppor-
tunity to grow and trust and strengthen the
commitment toward the relationship."

If you are getting ready for a
deployment, Waynick recommends talking
to a chaplain or counselor before you
leave.

"To the credit of a number of Soldiers,
we had quite a few phone calls several
months prior to last year's deployment,
saying 'Things aren't quite right,' or 'I
want to leave on a good footing with my
spouse,"' Waynick said. "I applaud those
Soldiers."

It's imperative that couples foster trust
and take advantage of the different ways to
communicate with each other while they
are apart.

After a yearlong deployment with 3rd
Brigade Combat Team, Sowers offers this

Author visits,
shares stories
of deployment

Bayonet staffJessica Redmond knows what it's like to be in a

military family. But she found the experience of
being an Army wife far different from being an Air
Force child.
During a visit to Fort Benning Wednesday and

Thursday, Redmond signed copies of her book A Year of
Absence and spoke to Soldiers and spouses about reintegration.

In her book, Redmond followed six Army wives whose
husbands were assigned to units in the 1st Armored Division in
Baumholder, Germany, during what would become a li-month
deployment beginning in April 2003.

Two months into the deployment, Redmond said, she looked
around the base, noticing all the women and children - with no
men. The women and children were struggling to cope.

"I just thought there was a story there that's not heard in the
mainstream media," Redmond said. "It's the story of the people
left behind."

Although she was one of those left behind, Redmond is not
one of the wives in the book. But, she said, she had selfish
reasons for writing it.

"I needed a way to get me through it," she said. "To get me
through seeing all the stuff on CNN and FOX."

As an Air Force brat, whose father never deployed, became
familiar with deployment and its effects on those left behind,
she began capturing what she observed on paper.

Redmond, who studied English, earned a master's degree in
international development, and "deployed" to Slovakia with the
Peace Corps, wrote about her experiences there, which differed
vastly from her husband's in Iraq. Her toughest living
condition, she said, involved dealing with the ants in her Peace
Corps apartment.

She knew there was a story, but didn't know if she'd have
enough material for a book, thinking the stories of the one
officer's wife and five enlisted Soldiers' wives she followed
might end up as a series of articles somewhere. She pressed on
with the idea for the book, in part' because she wanted women
to feel validated.

"I talked to so many women who felt guilty about not having
done (the deployment) 'perfectly,'" she said.

"They talked about the mistakes they made, like
overreacting."

Redmond found the women she met all had different ways of
getting through the deployment, be it through faith, family,

friends or isolation.
"If it got you through it intact," she said, "then you did it

right for you, and that's OK."

A: Memberts of the Armed Forces who
serve in a combat zone or a qualified
hazardous duty area, or "in-direct support"

of a CZ or QHDA, are eligible for an ,
extension to file their federal income taxes.

Service members serving in a CZ or
QHDA have an automatic extension to file
their federal income tax returns and to pay
their taxes. The extension is 180 days plus
the number of days the service member
was in the CZ or QHDA during the normal
tax filing period (Jan. 10-April 15).

s soon as teeth appear in the
mouth, decay can occur. One of
the risk factors for early

childhood caries (sometimes called baby
bottle tooth decay or nursing mouth
syndrome) is frequent and prolonged
exposure of a baby's teeth to liquids, such
as fruit juice, milk or formula, which all
contain sugar.

Tooth decay can occur when a baby is
put to bed with a bottle. Infants should
finish their naptime or bedtime bottle
before going to bed. Because decay can
destroy the teeth of an infant or young
child, parents should encourage their
children to drink from a cup by their first
birthday.

Many training cups, also called sippy or

tippy cups, are available in stores. Many
are "no spill" cups, which are essentially
bottles in disguise. "No spill" cups include
a valve beneath the spout to stop spills.
However, the cups with valves do not
allow your child to sip. Instead, the child
gets liquid by sucking on the cup, much
like a bottle. This defeats the purpose by
preventing the child from learning to sip.

Don't let the child carry the training cup
around. Toddlers are often unsteady on
their feet. They take an unnecessary risk if
they try to walk and drink at the same
time; falling while drinking from a cup has
the potential to injure the mouth.

A training cup should be used
temporarily. Once the child has learned
how to sip, the training cup has achieved
its purpose. It can and should be set aside
when no longer needed.

For sipping success, carefully choose
and use a training cup. As the first
birthday approaches, encourage your child
to drink from a cup. As this changeover
from baby bottle to training cup takes place
be very careful about:

* What kind of training cup you choose
e What goes into the cup
e How frequently your child sips from it
* Not letting your child carry the cup

around.
For more information, talk to your

dentist. If your child has not had a dental
examination, schedule a "well baby
checkup" for his or her teeth. The
American Dental Association says that it is
beneficial for the first dental visit to occur
within six months of the appearance of the
first tooth, and no later than the child's first
birthday.

Ceremony: Welcomes back Soldiers
Continued from B-1
deployment was when he came
home to visit, and then had to
go back to Iraq. I'm so happy
he's home now."

For some kids, like Clare
Edmonds, her father's
deployment this summer is still
looming. Following the
program, the 6-year-old started
to cry and was comforted by
other students and then by hugs
from her dad, Lt. Col. Mark
Edmonds. To prepare their
daughter, the Edmonds are
talking with Clare about what
to expect.

"She asked me, 'What if
daddy gets shot?"' said Lt. Col.

Sunnie Edmonds. "I told her
that he could get hurt, but the
hospital would take care of
him. Then she asked, 'What if
the bullet goes in his heart?'
That's a hard thing to explain to
a child. They start grappling
with big issues when they're
young."

Her daughter knows how
difficult deployments can be
from watching her friends deal
with it, Edmonds said.

"She's aware that life is hard
when daddy is gone. You have
to talk about it. I want to know
that she understands, so we can
take care of her emotional
needs too."

She also wanted to write the
stories of comfort and
community that grew out of an
experience shared by "so many
others who survived it."

The book does deal with a
casualty - a close friend of
one of the wives in the book.
That experience, Redmond
said, never gets easier.

"I heard a (National Public

Radio) story about a casualty
last week and started crying,"
she said. "You never get over it."

She did a lot of crying
during the nine months she
spent writing the book.

"My husband would come
home and I'd be crying at the
computer," she said. "And he
knew what chapters they were."

But the two-year writing,
editing and revising process

was somewhat beneficial for
her, she said, forcing her to
process things she might
otherwise have glossed over.

"It seemed like the right
time and the right topic," she
said. "I had a lot of rich
material."

And her book, published
Nov. 1, has already received
honors, winning the Military
Writers' Society of America

2005 Gold medal Award for
Non-Fiction. Columbus author
Karen Spears Zacharias, author
of Hero Mama, reviewed the
book, saying Redmond "allows
readers to see that life on the
homefront is often an equally
savage battle."

Redmond said she does
intend to write again, only her
next book will be "a little less
heart-wrenching."

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Commissary not just 'destination' for manager

t's hard to get Gary Hensley to
talk about himself. He just
likes his job so much. And

since he's the manager of Fort
Benning's Commissary, folks might be
pleased to hear that.

Hensley has managed the 52,000
square feet facility since June 1, 2001.
Since he took over, the store has
increased its sales by $8 million,
ending fiscal 2005 with more than
$50.7 million. Every month, there are
more than 90,000 customer
transactions.

And when a customer feels
comfortable enough to hold "rabbit
ears" up behind Hensley's head as he
has his picture taken, it's not hard to
imagine Hensley has talked to many
of those 90,000.

"Everyone always sees me,"

Hensley said. "My job is out with the
customer." More often than not,
Hensley is, indeed, out in the aisles
making assessments and talking with
customers. His philosophy, he said,
has served him and his stores well.
His bosses come to visit, but they
don't buy anything. He keeps the
store looking good for the customers
who come every day.

He's had a chance to develop that
philosophy during the 33 years' he has
been in the business, since he traded
the shelves of the Library of Congress
for grocery shelves.

He came to Fort Benning to visit
one of his three sisters, whose husband
was stationed here, and he liked the
weather, the town, the Southern
hospitality and the post.

"I began as a part-time, GS-2
cashier in 1976 - in this store," he
said, "and I worked my way up." He
calls the Defense Commissary Agency
an organization "way ahead of its
time," for providing excellent
schooling and training programs for
employees. There's a continuing
education program at Fort Lee, Va.,

intern programs and tuition assistance
programs for those pursuing degrees.

"There are a lot of opportunities if
you're willing to work and be
mobile," he said.

And Hensley has worked hard and
been mobile since his early days,
eventually becoming an area manager
- a position he gave up and took a
pay cut, in order to stop traveling and
come back to Fort Benning again.
Along the way, he's had a part in the
consolidating of the Army's old Troop
Support Agency into the DeCA system
in late 1991, even taking some lumps.

Working to consolidate all the
services' separate commissary systems
was challenging, he said. Every
service did business differently and
some things weren't priorities.

"I fell through the floor at Dahlgren
(Va.)," Hensley said. "Their
commissary was so old and they
hadn't done anything with it."

With Hensley's dedication to his
job and pride in his store, customers
can bet they'll never fall through the
floor. He hits the aisles at 5:30 a.m.
like PT fanatics hit the gym, getting
out early to see the store as the
customer sees it, making him the
driving force behind the "best
customer service" from his staff of
133.

"We have a great staff," he said.
"We do a lot of training." To keep
things running smoothly, Hensley said,
someone on the management team
covers the store between 6 a.m. and 30
minutes after the store closes.

Hensley's enthusiasm for the
customer service aspect is evident.
He's a people person, and it shows in
the things he does and in how the
store runs. You'll never get an
answering machine if you call the

commissary.
"I just won't have it happen," he

said. "I don't consider that customer
service." Hensley also prefers to work

Saturdays and Sundays, when the store

is at its busiest.
"I wouldn't trade it for nothing," he

tracks more than $50 million in sales, got his start in the business as a part-time cashier at the
Fort Benning store in 1974, two years after it opened.

said. Hensley's work ethic just might
have been influenced by his father,
"an old coal miner" from West
Virginia, whose eight children
prevented him from serving in World
War II. Hensley was number seven,
and his four older brothers all served
in the military. He's serving at Fort
Benning, even though he can't shop in
his own store.

And as quick as the scanner picks
up the price on a bag of chips,
Hensley switches from talking about
himself to talking about the store,
which puts more than $5 million into
the community through its payroll
each year. Another $1 million is paid
for contracts with National Industries
for the Blind and Severely

Handicapped, making Hensley's store
one of the largest employers of the
handicapped.

He's also quick to say the
commissary prices represent good
savings for families - about 30
percent on many items, and almost 50
percent on produce and meat - two
of the store's "destination categories."

"People will drive from North of
Atlanta and from Montgomery, (Ala.)
to shop here," he said. He knows
where his customers come from
because he talks to them. He'd rather
talk to people than find things out by
reading comment cards.

He checks prices weekly and
knows his customers are getting
"phenomenal" savings on some

breads. Beef and pork are processed
at the store, and he welcomes health
inspectors into the store daily.

"I'm feeding Soldiers," Hensley
said. "I don't want anyone to get sick.

"This isn't a business," he said,
"It's a community center. The E- 1 is
just as important as the commanding
general, and I want them all to leave
with a smile, knowing they got the
best product at toie best price.

"I'm proud of what the store does
for the Soldier," he said.

"I don't do much. The staff does a
lot."

Hensley admits he has his own
broom and dustpan, and customers
will see him using them.

"(My staff) knows not to touch it."

Benning offers
clinic for turkey
talkers

T he week before last, I
said that turkey callers
need clinical help, or

something to that affect.
Strange birds, the whole lot of
them.

Somebody must've

misunderstood me. The folks
at Fort Benning's Directorate of
Morale, Welfare and Recreation
have scheduled a series of
turkey calling clinics for novice
callers.

That's not what I meant,
boys. I was thinking more
along the lines of strong
sedatives and straight jackets.
Because serious turkey callers
are sick. Tlaey're freaks.

And those aren't my words.
They came straight from the
tongue of top turkey talker Joe
Drake, whose name begs to be
punned here, but I shall resist.

"I'm a hunting freak. I'm
sick.about this stuff," Joe told
me Wednesday over a cup of
coffee and a diaphragm
demonstration at a coffee shop
in Columbus. A diaphragm is a
calling device, of course. What
were you thinking?

At 56, Joe is a retired
firefighter, a world champion
turkey caller and a member of
the Real Tree Pro Staff. Whew.
He holds more turkey titles
than you can shake a stick at.
He travels year-round,
competing-- and winning-
all manner of calling contests.

Joe will be the subject matter
expert at the calling clinics,
which are scheduled for 6 p.m.
Feb. 21, 28 and March 7
(Tuesdays, all). I reckon he
qualifies. His late father, a
career Soldier who was
inducted into the Army's
Marksmanship Hall of Fame a
couple of years back, taught his
boys to hunt deer in the woods
around Fort Benning back in

the 60s, before turkey hunting
was legal in Georgia.

Deer hunting is still Joe's
greatest passion, but he has a
knack for calling turkeys,
though he took to the sport
fairly late in life, in his mid-
30s.

Now, he and his brother are
noted as the patriarchs of
Georgia's first turkey calling
family. No kidding. Georgia
Outdoor News said it's so.

Joe's son, Tom - who was
not named after a male turkey,
I'm told - is a captain at Fort
Benning's Main Post Fire
Station and a champion turkey
talker himself.

And now, a gaggle of third
generation Drakes have taken
up the sport.

You can
meet Joe,
Tom and the
littlest

Drakes at
the Peach
State Classic
Calling
Contest
March 2 at
the Columbus Firefighters
Building on Lynch Road in
Columbus.

Tom, who won the
competition last year, will be
one of the judges, and Joe will
emcee the event.

It'll cost you $5 to get in the
door, which opens at 5 p.m.,
but I guarantee you it will be
the best $5 you've ever spent

unless you've won the
lottery, but that's another
subject altogether. The Peach
State Classic is more fun than a
night at The Improv.

As for the clinics, which will
all be held at the Uchee Creek
Lodge, I suppose they're
designed to be more
educational than entertaining,
but with Joe on hand to
demonstrate the "Yelp of an
Excited Hen" and the "Fly-
down cackle," they're bound to
be fun, regardless. And they're
free, to boot.

During the first clinic, Joe
tells me, he'll demonstrate the
correct use of various calls and
offer one-on-one help for
novice callers. Call it Turkey
Calling 101. Be sure to bring
your calls.

The second and third clinics
will include information on
hunting tactics, techniques,
ethics and safety.

"They're perfect for a guy
just starting out or anyone
wanting to improve his call or
develop better techniques," Joe
said.

I think that's mighty big of
him, because 20-some years
ago, when turkey calling, as a
sport, was introduced in

Georgia, experienced callers
jealously guarded their
techniques. Joe knows,
because he sought advice from
veteran callers when he was a
beginner.

"They'd rather share their
wives than share their hunting
secrets," he said.

But Joe has a heart for guys
who wear camo and carry guns
- hunters and Soldiers alike.
Hosting the clinics is his way
of "giving back" to Fort
Benning, where he got his start
as a hunter.

back in 2003.

The actress gave up the role
because she felt she had taken
Alex as far as she could
until now, at least.

Both March and her TV alter
ego return to NBC in
Conviction, a Law & Order
spinoff premiering March 3.

Set in the world of young
Manhattan assistant district
attorneys, the new series breaks
from the usual L&O mold by
emphasizing the personal lives
of its characters as heavily as
the challenging cases they face
each day.

"It's from the same people
who created Law & Order, but
it isn't in the same vein as Law
& Order," March said. "So
many of the issues that I have
been able to deal with on this
(new) show so far have been
personal issues for Alex, and
that's part of the reason I
decided to come back: to
explore Alex's more intimate
nature, which is a dream for
me."

That's why the new series
bears its stark, one-word title
without the usual preface of the
Law & Order brand, said
executive producer Dick Wolf,
who calls Conviction a
"character-cedural."

"It's multiple story lines and
it's character-driven, which is
the exact opposite of what the
branded shows are," Wolf said.
"Could it have branded? Sure:
'In the criminal justice system,
the average age of a prosecutor
in New York City is 28. These
are their stories. Chung,

chung!' That would work."
As the new series opens,

Alex Cabot has returned from
her stint in witness protection

to the New York District
Attorney's office, where she
has been promoted to bureau
chief. Her deputy district
attorney, Jim Steele (Anson
Mount, In Her Shoes), directly
oversees the staff of ambitious
assistant district attorneys who
are at differing levels of skill
and experience.

Just starting out is Nick
Potter (Jordan Bridges,
Dawson's Creek), the idealistic
scion of a wealthy family who
has abandoned a cushy job at a
law firm for this new venture.
Also on the staff: street-smart
and politically driven Billy
Desmond (J. August Richards,
Angel); bad-boy charmer Brian
Peluso (Eric Balfour, Six Feet
Under); wide-eyed optimist
Sara Finn (Julianne Nicholson,
Ally McBeal); and feisty Jessica
Rossi (Milena Govich, Rescue
Me), who has risen from a
working-class household to
become one of the stars of the
office.

"This really is a seven-
person ensemble, and they
spread the action around quite
equally, so Alex doesn't have a
lot of time in the first two
episodes,"-March cautioned
fans who may be chagrined at
how little face time her
character gets in the premiere
episode.

"They just had so many
brand-new characters that had
to be introduced."

Later episodes, however, will
deal in depth with Alex, both in
terms of her family and what
makes her tick.

"I had always thought, and it
was really nice to see this
materialize in the script, that
Alex is a pretty political
creature," March said. "She's
an ambitious person, and
'ambitious' should not be a bad
word when it comes to an
intelligent and motivated

woman. I don't think she's
fearsome; I just think she's
extremely motivated and she
wants to use her job to work in

those levels of New York
politics and society and
accomplish something in a
public service capacity. It's
kind of nice to see a politically
minded woman on the screen.
There aren't too many."

Fans who watched SVU
closely may have enjoyed
filling in the blanks as far as
Alex's personality is
concerned, but some things
always seemed to be taken for

granted, March said.
"I think it always has been

assumed that Alex comes from
a very WASP family," the
actress said.

"Who knows how politically
connected or moneyed they are,
but she seems to be someone
who probably went to boarding
school and then an Ivy League
college, and her brother and
sister probably did, too. She
comes from a world that places

Personnel with Fort Benning's
Land Management Branch
responded to a wildfire on Main
Post Feb. 14.

The fire, which burned about
1,700 acres, started at Farnsworth
Range on Dixie Road when rounds
ignited brush near the range.

Rather than extinguish the fire,
Land Management officials started
a backfire nearby.

A firebreak is a road or trail that
is clear of brush, which can fuel a
fire. Starting a fire near a firebreak
actually clears an area of fuel.

When the wildfire reached the

scorched area, it burned out. The
fire was out by early eveniig Feb.
15, said James Parker, lead forester
for the Land Management Branch.

Whenever possible, Land
Management officials allow
wildfires to burn, while monitoring
them to keep them under control,
Parker said. They prevent fires by
burning the brush that serves as
fuel.

"Whenever we have a, wildfire,
we respond by sizing up the fire and
assessing the personnel and assets
that are at risk, and then we decide
how to attack the fire," said Bob
Larimore, chief of the Land
Management Branch.

Secure
CAC login
mandatory
by summer

In order to protect and defend
computer systems, networks and
information, the Army began
implementing Common Access
Card cryptographic logon. The
effort meets the directives
published in a 2004 Homeland
Security presidential directive
and the Army vice chief of staff
in 2005.

Lt. Gen. Steven Boutelle, the
Army's chief information officer
said protecting identity within
the Army's unclassified network
is critical.

"One of the greatest
vulnerabilities of our networks
is posed by weak user names and
passwords," Boutelle said in an
Army Public Affairs news
release. "Spyware or keystroke
tracking software can steal your
user name and password, and
even your personal
identification number." By
using the common access card,
Boutelle said the Army hopes to
eliminate the use of user names
and passwords.

A CAC is a type of "smart"
card with electronic information
about the owner. All of the new
Department of Defense ID cards
have the chip on them.

Fort Benning began installing
CAC readers that were
purchased for the current
computer inventory, and
directed that all new computer
purchased should include
integrated CAC readers to
support the directive that all

federal systems will be using
two-factor authentication by the
end of 2006, said Paul Yates,
director of the Directorate of
Information Management.
Factor one, he said, is the card
and the chip. The second
security factor is the
cardholder's PIN.

Yates said DoD is pushing to
have everything completed by
this summer, that means the
5,000 to 6,000 users with official
e-mail accounts on Fort Benning
and at Martin Army Community
Hospital need to have the
readers and software installed
and obtain PINs.

"Our primary issue is
security," Yates said. "You can
be 100 percent guaranteed that
we are under attack on our
networks 24-hours a day, seven
days a week.

Yates said his directorate is in
the process of capturing numeric
certificate encryption
information for users and
marrying it with the individual's

Three years ago, an erosion
control project near Doughboy
Stadium started the ball rolling for
renovations now underway at
historic Russ Pool and Russ Pond.

The sites are two of three youth
fishing ponds on post. The pool
was built in the i920s as a
swimming pool for Soldiers.

Earlier this month, the pool was
drained so work could begin. The
result will be two sites where
children can fish and have a good
time, said Michael Fuller, a wildlife

biologist in the post's environ-
mental management division.

Fuller said he's been in charge
of giving "tours" of the site and
explaining the renovations, but
"this is not a Michael Fuller effort."

"It's a lot of people Coming
together to make this happen."

Fuller said everyone from
botanists with the Nature
Conservancy to Shaw and
Directorate of Public Works
engineers are working on the
project. Because the pond and pool
are part of Main Post's historic
areas, the project had to be
coordinated with the State Historic

Preservation Office as well.
While restoring the pond, Fuller

said the engineers are addressing
safety issues, particularly at the
pool site, where weak, crumbling
or missing walls pose hazards for
children.

Once the pool was drained,
crews spent two weeks removing
sediment that had washed into the
pool before the Doughboy erosion
project began. Larry Elhard II,
heavy equipment lead with Shaw,
said he lost count of how many
truckloads left the site.

"I had to worry about

Way back in 1898, someone
actually studied raindrops, and you may
need to hold on to your seat to be prepared
for what he found.

Those cute little raindrops aren't tear-
shaped at all. Egads.

had two minors in college: German
and African-American studies. ,
People often raise their eyebrows

when I mention the second. Because, if
you look, you can see that I'm white -

that pasty-in-the-winter, burns-and-peels-
in-the-summer sort of white. The question
usually follows: why does a white girl
minor in Afro-American Studies?

I admit it's a bit different, but I don't
think its odd in the least. It's the same
reason anyone studies Native American
history, or ancient Egyptian theology, or
Middle Ages Germanic poetry. It's
because it's a fascinating topic I wanted to
learn more about.

But more than that, it's a focus on a part
of American history that I felt was glazed
over in my early education. I felt I'd
missed hearing one side of the story, and
having an inquiring mind, I wanted to find
out how much I didn't know - and I
found out there was a lot.

So, I plunged into classes on antebellum
history, the Harlem Renaissance, Africa in
the 1400s, colonialism in the Caribbean,
reconstruction and loads of other
interesting subjects.

Taking these classes was an opportunity
to step outside my base of knowledge and
explore another side of American history.
It was a rich and wonderful experience,

one I wouldn't trade.
Recently, I was

discussing whether
Black History Month is
really necessary today
or if it excludes other
groups.

I think celebrating it
is an opportunity to
highlight the historical
and cultural contributions of black
Americans and focus on the stories that are
sometimes ignored.. It's not just black
history. It's American history.

It's been 514 years since Columbus and
a black navigator named Pedro Alonso
Nino floated into the New World, and at
least 480 years since the first Africans
came to North America.

It's been 126 years since my earliest
American ancestors immigrated here from
Germany. They came with millions of
other people from Europe and the rest of
the world doring the late- 1800s
immigration boom.

Many black Americans have much
deeper American roots than my family and
were deeply intertwined in the foundation
of America.

My point - we're all in this together.
America is strong because we are a nation
made up of immigrants who brought
culture, language and pride with them. By
knowing where we've been, we can build a
more unified country.

The smallest drops are almost spherical.

I'm not too keen on getting thunked on
the head by the jellyfish that rained on
England in 1894, the assorted dead birds
that fell on Baton Rouge, La., in 1896, or
the turtle frozen in ice that fell in
Vicksburg, Miss., in 1930.

But, as Dolly Parton said, "The way I
see it, if you want the rainbow, you gotta
put up with the rain."

That's why I love American culture.
Throughout our history, we've proved we
can work together to build a nation that
acknowledges its shortcomings and works
to make things better.

Those Americans came from many
ethnic, religious and cultural backgrounds,
proving it doesn't matter where you come
from. What matters is where you're going.

I think we're going in a positive
direction. Black History Month is
becoming thoroughly integrated into our
national consciousness. I've noticed this
year that every time I turn on the radio or
TV, commercials are reciting Martin Luther
King quotes while trying to sell me a
hamburger and french fries or a new car.

While the commercialization of black
history is a little bizarre, it makes me smile
every time i hearbne of hese ads.

It shows that Black History Month is
becoming part of our culture, and we can
celebrate how our diversity makes us
stronger.

Then I won't need to take classes that
are specially focused on African American
history. We'll just call it American history.

overloading the trucks, so the
mud didn't get slung out on
the way to the (inert) landfill,"
Elhard said.

The five-foot tall tires on his
loader were completely covered
by the mud. In the end, he
estimated, 100 truckloads, each
filled with 30 tons of heavy
mud, or about 4,000 metric
yards of sludge, were scraped
out of the bottom of the pool.

Some of the sediment will be
left in the bottom to provide a
habitat for the fish that will be
reintroduced to the pool when
the repairs to the walls and a
drain valve are completed, said
Fuller, who waded into chest-
deep mud to catch and relocate
fish and turtles.

And renovating the pool and
pond is also good for the
environment. Corbicula
fluminea, an Asiatic clam, he
said, and a water hyacinth have
taken up residence in the pool.
Neither species is native to this
area.

"They are not from our
environment," Fuller said.
"This is a closed waterway, and
these have no place in our
ecosystem."

The hyacinth, a "bad plant,"
which came to the United States
in 1932 from Brazil, breaks off
in floating clumps and takes
over a body of water.

Eliminating the clams from
the pool will be more difficult,
Fuller said, because previous
repairs to the pool have created
a "false bottom" where the
clams are thrive and hide.

Fuller is involved in a
number of fish and wildlife
programs on post for adults and
children. The Russ Pool and
Russ Pond renovations, he said,
are the most meaningful.

"This is monumental," he
said. "We have a lot of support
from everyone. I had to turn

Boy Scouts away last year, but
when this is done, there will be
somewhere kids can fish all
year, every year."

Annual fishing rodeos will
rotate between the pool, pond
and the Sand Hill Duck Pond.
Every third year, Fuller said,
one of the two-acre sites will be
stocked with catfish provided by
the Georgia Department of
Natural Resources and fish
purchased by a hatchery in
Dawson, Ga. The second year,
the pond will have a growth
year and can be fished for a
rodeo the third year.
. Fuller takes photos of
children during the rodeos.

"I'll see that little kid holding
a stringer full of fish, and I can
send that photo to dad in Iraq,"
he said. "It's priceless."

The Directorate of Morale
Welfare and Recreation is
stepping in with funding for

some renovations as well.
Richard Martin, chief of the

Community Recreation
Division, said a 2005 MWR
study showed the historic area
was "ripe for development."

"It's just a neat area," Martin
said, "but it has been neglected.
This is an opportunity to partner
with the natural resources folks
and help them make some
improvements."

He said DMWR will upgrade
the picnic tables and grills
around the pool, repair or
replace some of the playground
equipment, and look at putting
some money into repairs of a
fishing pier at Russ Pond.

All the work, Fuller said,
should provide a place for
"outstanding family
experiences" for Soldiers and
their children.

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IRS-'DIRTY DOZEN TAX SCHEM...
Internal Revenue Service

he Internal Revenue Service
issued the 2006 "Dirty
Dozen'- some of the most

notorious tax scams - along with an
alert to taxpayers to watch out for
schemes that promise to reduce or
eliminate taxes.

Two new schemes have worked
their way onto the list in 2006. IRS
personnel have noted the emergence of
the two scams - "zero wages" and
"Form 843 tax abatement" - in
which filers use IRS forms to claim
that their tax bills have been wrongly
inflated.

Also high on the list is "phishing,"
a favorite ploy of identity thieves.
During the past few years, criminals
working through the Internet, pose as
representatives of the IRS, with the
goal of tricking unsuspecting
taxpayers into revealing private
information that can be used to steal
from their financial accounts.

Other schemes from last year
remain on the list, including schemes
designed to exploit charitable
organizations.

When it comes to taxes, everyone
has to pay their fair share," IRS
Commissioner Mark W. Everson said.
'I urge taxpayers not to be taken in by
hucksters who promise to lower or
eliminate taxes. Getting caught up in
the Dirty Dozen or similar schemes
can lead to big headaches."

Namely, involvement with tax
schemes can lead to imprisonment and
fines. Anyone pulled into these
schemes can also face repayment of
taxes plus interest and penalties.

The Dirty Dozen:
*No. 1 Zero wages. In this

scam, a taxpayer attaches to his or her
return either a Form 4852 (Substitute
Form W-2) or a "corrected" Form
1099 that shows zero or little wages or
other income. The taxpayer may
include a statement indicating the
taxpayer is rebutting information
Submitted to the IRS by the payer. An
explanation on the Form 4852 may
cite "statutory language behind IRC
3401 and 3121" or may include some

reference to the paying company
refusing to issue a corrected Form W-2
for fear of IRS retaliation. The Form
4852 or 1099 is usually attached to a
"Zero Return." (See No. 4 below).

*No. 2- Form 843 Tax
Abatement. This scam rests on a
faulty interpretation of the Internal
Revenue Code. It involves the filer
requesting abatement of previously
assessed tax using Form 843. Many
using this scam have not previously
filed tax returns and the tax they are
trying to have abated has been
assessed by the IRS through Substitute
for Return Program. The filer used
the Form 843 to list reasons for the
request. Often, one of the reasons is:
"Failed to properly compute and or
calculate IRC Sec 83 - Property
Transferred in Connection with
Performance of Service."

* No. 3-- Phishing. Phishing is a
technique used by identity thieves to
acquire personal information data in
order to gain access to the financial
accounts of unsuspecting customers,
run up charges on their credit cards or
apply for new loans in their names.

A favorite ploy of these Internet-
based criminals is to pose as
representatives of a financial
institution and send out fictitious e-
mail correspondence in an attempt to
trick consumers into disclosing private

information.
A typical e-mail notifies a taxpayer

of an outstanding refund and urges the
taxpayer to click on a hyperlink and
visit an official-looking Web site. The
Web site then solicits a Social Security
and credit card number.

In a variation of this scheme,
criminals have used e-mail to
announce to unsuspecting taxpayers
they are "under audit" and could make
things ight by divulging selected
private financial information.

Taxpayers should take note: The
IRS does not use e-mail to initiate
contact with taxpayers about issues
related to their accounts. If a
taxpayer has any doubt whether a
contact from the IRS is authentic, the
taxpayer should call (800) 829- 1040 to
confirm it.

*No. 4-- Zero return. Promoters
instruct taxpayers to enter all zeros on
their federal income tax filings. In a
twist on this scheme, filers enter zero
income, report their withhol d an&
then write nunc pro tunc" -f--atin
for "now for then" - on the eturn.
They often also do this with amended
returns in the hope the IRS wit,
disregard the original return i# whjch
they reported wages and other' income.

*No. 5 - Trust misuse. or years
unscrupulous promoters havurged
taxpayers to transfer assets i49 trusts.
They promise reduction ofin me"
subject to tax, deductions for Oersonai
expenses ajl reduced estate ot gift
taxes. However, some trusts o not
deliver the promised tax beneits, and
the IRS is actively examinin 'hese
arrangements.

There are currently more t n 200
active investigations underway and
three dozen injunctions have been
obtained against promoters since 2001.
As with other arrangements, taxpayers
should seek the advice of a trusted
professional before entering into a
trust.

• No. 6 - Frivolous argu ents.
Promoters have been known t4"make
the following outlandish claim', that
the 16th Amendment concerning
congressional power to lay and collect
income taxes was never ratified; that
wages are not income; that filing a
return and paying taxes are merely
voluntary; and that being required to
file Form 1040 violates the Fiph
Amendment right against self- ,
incrimination or the Fourth {.
Amendment right to privacy.

Don't believe these or other similar
claims. Such arguments are false and
have been thrown out of court. While,
taxpayers have the right to contest
their tax liabilities in court, no 'one has
the right to disobey the law.

•No. 7 - Return preparer fraud.
Dsoetreturn preparers canpause

many headaches for taxpayers ] ho
fall victim to their ploys. Suci
preparers derive financial gai n~y'
skimming a portion of their eln ts'
refunds and charging inflated s for'
return preparation services.

They attract new clients by
promising large refunds. Taxpayers
should choose carefully when hiring a
tax preparer. As the old saying goes,
"'If it sounds too good to be true, it
probably is."

And remember, rio matter who
prepares the return, the taxpayer is
ultimately responsible for its accuracy.
Since 2002, the courts have issued
injunctions ordering dozens of others.
buring fiscal year 2005, more than
1 10 tax return preparers were
convicted of tax crimes.

*No. 8 - Credit counseling
agencies. Taxpayers should be careful
with credit counseling organizations
that claim they can fix credit ratings,
push debt payment plans or impose
high set-up fees or monthly service
charges that may add to existing debt.
The IRS Tax Exempt and Government
Entities Division is in the process of
revoking the tax-exempt status of
numerous credit counseling
organizations, which operated under
the guise of educating financially
distressed consumers with debt
problems while charging debtors large
fees and providing little or no
counseling.

*No. 9 - Abuse of charitable
organizations and deductions. The
IRS has observed increased use of tax-
exempt organizations to improperly
shield income or assets from taxation.
This can occur, for example, when a
taxpayer moves assets or income to a
tax-exempt supporting organization or
donor-advised fund but maintains
control over the assets or income,
thereby obtaining a tax deduction
without transferring a commensurate
benefit to charity.

A "contribution" of a historic
facade easement to a tax-exempt
conservation organization is another
example. In many cases, local historic
preservation laws already prohibit
alteration of the home's facade,
making the contributed easement
superfluous. Even if the facade could
be altered, the deduction claimed for
the easement contribution may far
exceed the easement's impact on the

.' value of the property.

*No. 10 - Offshore transactions.
Despite a crackdown by the IRS and
state tax agencies, individuals continue
to try to avoid U.S. taxes by illegally
hiding income in offshore bank and
brokerage accounts or using offshore
credit cards, wire transfers, foreign
trusts, employee leasing schemes,
private annuities or life insurance to
do so. The IRS and the tax agencies
of U.S. states and possessions
continue to aggressively pursue
taxpayers and promoters involved in
such abusive transactions. During
fiscal 2005, 68 individuals were
convicted on charges of promotion
and use of abusive tax schemes
designed to evade taxes.

*No. 11 - Employment tax
evasion. The IRS has seen a number
of illegal schemes that instruct
employers not to withhold federal
income tax or other employment taxes
from wages paid to their employees.
Such advice is based on an incorrect
interpretation of Section 861 and other
parts of the tax law and has been
refuted in court.

Lately, the IRS has seen an increase
in activity in the area of "double-dip"
parking and medical reimbursement
issues. In recent years, the courts
have issued injunctions against more
than a dozen persons ordering them to
stop promoting the scheme.

During fiscal 2005, more than 50
individuals were sentenced to an
average of 30 months in prison for
employment tax evasion. Employer
participants can also be held
responsible for back payments of
employment taxes, plus penalties and
interest. Employees who have nothing
withheld from their wages are still
responsible for payment of their
personal taxes.

S No. 12 -- "No Gain" deduction.
Filers attempt to eliminate their entire
Gross Adjusted Income by deducting
it on Schedule A. The filer lists his or
her AGI under the Schedule A section
labeled "Other Miscellaneous
Deductions" and attaches a statement
to the return that refers to court
documents and includes the word "No
Gain Realized."

BAGHDAD - The '5th
Brigade, 6th Iraqi Army
Division, assumed
responsibility from 4th Brigade
Combat Team, 4th Infantry
Division, for areas in central and
southern Baghdad Feb. 20 at
Forward Operating Base Honor.

The ceremony took place
after months of training and
combined missions between the
two units, in which the Soldiers
of the U.S. unit helped the Iraqi
soldiers prepare to assume the
battlespace inside and around
the International Zone. Col.
Mohammed Wasif, the 5th
Brigade commander, accepted
responsibility from Col.
Michael Beech, the 4th BCT
commander, as the Iraqi unit
became the latest to gain control
of its own area of responsibility.

"This brigade has trained
hard, and we are ready for the
mission," Mohammed said to
the crowd of spectators. "We
promised God and the
government that we will remain
loyal soldiers, defending the
borders of this country."

The assumption marks the
continued progress in the Iraqi
security forces' capabilities,
officials said.

army is now responsible for the
security of nearly 60 percent of
the Baghdad area.

The 5th Brigade soldiers
have been operating
independently for months with
little or no assistance from 4th
BCT, Beech said, and as they
take the lead in operations in
central and southern Baghdad,
both units will work together.

Natu re of threat forces
Soldiers to be more
adaptive, chief says

WASHINGTON - The nature of the threat
facing the U.S. military has changed drastically,
and Soldiers need to grow and become more
flexible to face that threat, the Army chief of
staff said Feb. 17.

In an interview with the Pentagon Channel,
Army Gen. Peter J. Schoomaker said the Army
now faces an asymmetrical threat, so Soldiers
must be prepared to perform many different
functions, ranging from high-end combat and
nontraditional warfare to stability operations
and homeland defense.

"We now must cover a broader piece of the
entire spectrum of operations, and because we
have a force that is going to face challenges that
will be dynamic and will move across the
various challenges on the spectrum, we'll need
people that are learning and adaptive,"
Schoomaker said.

This new breed of Soldier, which
Schoomaker dubbed the "pentathlete," will be
skilled in his specific field but also be able to,
perform other functions, in case a need arises on
the battlefield, Schoomaker said.

"It's about having very athletic people in
very athletic organizations - people that can

play multiple positions, that aren't defined very
narrowly by a specific military occupational
specialty," he said.

Being an all-volunteer force that retains most
of its people, the Army has a vested interest in
developing its Soldiers to their highest capacity,
Schoomaker said.

As Soldiers become more experienced at
their craft, the force becomes more professional
and expectations must be raised, he said.

"We can't act like we used to act and expect
too little from the great talent we've got in our
force," he said.

"People will rise to the challenges that we
place before them, and we expect that of our
Soldiers - for them to be masters of their
primary skills, to be very good at other skills
and to grow every day and adapt."

Soldiers are the centerpiece of the Army, and
they need to realize that what they are involved
in right now is very important and will have
lasting effects, Schoomaker said. The Army is
undergoing its largest transformation in 50
years, he said, and it must endure through the
growing pains to become a force that is more
prepared to fight the long war on terror.

"It's an exciting time to be in the Army, and
it is a time of extraordinary transformation," he
said.

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U.S. must network to defeat al aeda

WASHINGTON - It will take a
network of international cooperation to
defeat al Qaeda and its associate
networks, Army Brig. Gen.. Mark
Kimmitt said Tuesday.

"It takes a network to defeat a
network," Kimmitt, U.S. Central
Command's deputy director for plans
and strategy, said at a State Department
Foreign Press Center briefing. "To
defeat this organization we must have a
network that is more adept, more

capable and more lithe."
Kimmitt laid out three more

principles CENTCOM envisions will
help defeat terror networks: "helping
others help themselves," stopping
terrorist safe havens from being
established, and reposturing forces for
the "Long War."

Because al Qaeda uses technology
to its advantage, the war must be fought
in both geographical and virtual
domains, he said.

"(Al Qaeda) advertises 'on the
Internet, finances on the Internet,
proselytizes on the Internet," he said.

"It also uses international criminal
networks - smuggling, in some cases
drug money to finance its efforts."

"If you put this all together, you see
a fairly sophisticated network," he said.
"Now I don't want to mislead you, this
enemy is not 10 feet tall ... but he is
networked in a way that we are not," he
said.

Kimmitt said many nations, like
Jordan and Kuwait are tackling
terrorism on their own, and the U.S
must continue to help them.

"These are countries that have
developed counterterrorism

capabilities within their own
ministries," he said.

On the safe haven issue,, Kimmitt
stressed the importance winning the
heart and minds of local population, so
that they have no wishes to offer
sanctuary to terrorists. Kimmitt also
talked about reposturing forces in the
Middle East.

"It is our belief that we will not keep
and do not want to keep - a huge

presence in the region," he said. "After
Iraq and Afghanistan are stabilized, we
fully understand we have the
responsibility to provide a residual

(element) ... but that will be a fraction
of the number of forces we have there
now."

Kimmitt said that even though great
progress toward representative
government has been made in Iraq and
Afghanistan, it is a mistake to define
the Global War on Terrorism by the
day-to-day activities in either country.

"It is not a long war that is not going
to lend itself to a lot of metrics, so that
one day we will be able to stand up and
have ticker-tape parades and say we've
been victorious," he said. "It is our
view that is not the case."

The main concerns when
fighting a wildfire are personnel
in the area, followed by property
and endangered species that
might be at'risk, Larimore said.
Fires that might go off-post are

a big concern, because Fort
Benning could be liable for
damage.- Since none of these
factors were a risk with the Feb.
14 wildfire, the main concern
was smoke blowing into the
housing areas affecting people

with asthma, Parker said.
Prescribed burns have

significantly decreased the
number of wildfires from the
more than 500 wildfires in
1985, Larimore said. Since Fort
Benning began prescribed

burning about 30,000 acres a
year, that number of wildfires'
has been cut to about 50 yearly.

Wildfires can be expected
whenever there are dry
conditions, Larimore said.

Land Management responds

to these calls instead of the fire
department because of the
potential threat to endangered
species and their habitat. Also,
the fire department's vehicles
cannot access the forested area.
Another wildfire started near

Fryar Field during the second
week of February and burned
onto post before it was
extinguished. There is no
reason for residents to be
concerned about the fires,
Parker said.

Secures
Army networks
Continued from A-1
name, and building a table of
users for the Army.

"If we don't get it done and
make the summer mandate, the
Army can, and will, disable all
passwords on the system," he
said. "People won't be able to
get into their systems."

By November, all senior staff
with official Fort Benning e-
mail accounts were expected to
comply with USAIC Policy
Memorandum 25-2-1: Trans-
mitting Operational Information
via email at Fort Benning, to
ensure security of official
information. Compliance is
trickling down through the
leaders, Yates said.

Users who are unsure of their
CAC user status should contact
their unit information

management officer to schedule
CAC reader installation.

Those users needing to have
their PINs reset should call
DOIM at 545-2178 to speak
with one of the three individuals
authorized to perform the reset.

Yates said the increased
network security measures will
affect everyone, and although
they don't know all the answers
to all the question the CAC
login requirement will generate,
they're trying to increase user
awareness and working hard on
getting Fort Benning on'the road
to full compliance with the help
of some "CAC experts."

"You can't go wrong if you
install the card reader, get a PIN
and encrypt," Yates said. "As
we have more information,
we'll let everyone know."

"You have a soul, and your soul will
live as long as God lives," Graham
said. "The devil wants your soul."

Midway through a frank discourse
on the AIDs epidemic, sex and
abortion, Graham urged his audience,
without apology, to take no offense if
they didn't share his faith. But he

didn't mince words, and his audience
responded in kind, with applause,
"amens" and "hooahs."

Graham said "there are four wars
we're facing today, as a country and a
people." He's experienced the impact
of the war on terrorism firsthand, he
said, sharing an anecdote about the
Samaritan's Purse mission in Sudan,
where churches are burned, hospitals
are bombed, and Christians are
slaughtered by the thousands.

Widow uses benefits to
found Faith Home for Girls
Bridgett Siter
Bayonet staffW " ylee Toms blames her aunt

for giving her that name.
It's Wylee, "like Wile E.
Coyote."
"I've gotten used to it, but

when I was younger, I asked her, 'Auntie, what
were you thinking?"' said Toms, who was Wylee
Sellers, one of eight children born in Salem, Ala.,
to a blue-collar couple who taught their children
to work hard.

When she was 13, Wylee went to work with
her mother, from time to time, to make "a little
extra money" cleaning the refrigerator for a
white woman. When she graduated from Phenix
City's Central High School in 1976, Wylee's
father gave her two options - go to work in the
mill or go to college.

Wylee chose the road less traveled by her
family, and when she graduated from what is
now Troy University, she went to work with the
state's Department of Family and Children's
Services. As a social-worker, she saw the
seamier side of Columbus. She met with
families devastated by crack, prostitution and
violence. There she found her calling.

"I was making a difference. It was a
ministry," she said. "I knew I was doing what
God meant for me to do."

But it wasn't enough. Wylee said she dreamed
of opening a foster care center for girls, a safe
place the youngest victims of drug and sexual
abuse could call home.

Wylee put her plans on the back burner. As a
social worker, she was making good money and
enjoying the single life. She dated "men with
good jobs and nice cars," she said with a laugh.

But none of them struck her as the marrying
kind, particularly not the divorced drill sergeant
who kept shdwing up on her doorstep. She
scoffed when her friends said she'd marry
Ulysses Toms. He wasn't her type.

But he turned out to be a great friend - her

best friend. And best friends
they were for several years.
They "hung out," she said,
played cards and board games
with friends.

But they didn't play. house.
Wylee laid the ground rules
early on. She believed she
had to set a good example for
the girls she worked with.

"Toms," she told him -

she always called him by the
name on his uniform - "we're just friends."

Now, Wylee can't recall the moment she
realized they could be more than friends. But
she knew for sure when he was diagnosed with
leukemia in 1992. She stood by his side during
grueling rounds of chemotherapy, driving him
back and forth from Columbus to Fort Gordon,
Ga., for treatments.

They were married in September, three months
after he was diagnosed, five months before the
cancer went into remission. By that time, Toms
was medically retired from the Army, with 17
years under his belt.

Life with Toms was good, Wylee said. For a
man "accustomed to working," retirement was
hard, so he frequently accompanied his wife on
her rounds. He waited in the car when Wylee
visited with families, but he gained a great
appreciation for her "calling."

"We were so happy. For our first anniversary,
we went to Niagara Falls," she said. "We were
just having a good time."

The cancer came back in 1994. Toms needed
a kidney transplant. His brother was a match,
but doctors doubted Tom's immune system could
handle the surgery. He was admitted to the
hospital at Fort Gordon, and Wylee commuted
regularly.

When he needed blood and blood platelets,
and there were none available, Wylee rifled
through the phone book and found a United,
Methodist church.ne was raised a Methodist.

he teenage years are filled with
fun and responsibility. It's about
first dates, the first time behind

the wheel and first jobs. However, all of
these "firsts" are accompanied by one thing
- money. That's why it is important for
teens to learn how to save money, use
credit wisely and yes, pay dues to Uncle
Sam.

Mike Sullivan, director of education for
Take Charge America, a non-profit credit
counseling company, said parents should
not only teach their children how to pay
taxes, but explain why it is necessary.

"Paying taxes is part of proper money
management. It is a life skill carried well
into adulthood," said Sullivan. "Teens
need to know that taxes pay for
government services, including highways,
parks and law enforcement."

If your teen receives W-2's, 1099's or
other statements of income, he or she
might have to file, but even if filing isn't
required,it is usually a good idea to file if
wages have been withheld.

A refund may be due.
"It's important for teenagers to become

acquainted with taxes-while their income is
low because as income increases, the tax
laws become increasingly complicated,"
said Sullivan.

"Staying out of debt i a year-round
effort. It includes being responsible for
every aspect of your finances, including
taxes, no matter how minor or complicated
they appear."

Sullivan said there are four things
working teens need to know about income
taxes:

S Nuts and bolts After landing a job,
you need to fill out a W-4 Form with your
employer. At the beginning of the
following year, you will receive a W-2
Form from each job held. In addition,
taxes are taken out of each paycheck
throughout the year.

9 Tips are taxable- Many teens find
jobs waiting tables or delivering food.
These jobs are often low paying because
the majority of income will come from

tips. If you make more than $20 a month,
you must tell your boss so they can
withhold the appropriate taxes from your
regular wages.

• Using a tax refund wisely-- Federal
taxes are taken out of paychecks
throughout the year. If you file a tax
return, a portion, if not all, of the federal
income tax money can be returned.
Teaching your teen how to use tax refunds
wisely is another money management skill
needed later in life.

* Adjust your withholding - If you
have too little money taken out of your
check throughout the year, you'll owe the
government money, when it is time to file
your taxes. On the other hand, if too much
money is withheld, you'll get a larger
refund. While this sort of "forced saving"
may seem like a good idea, that's money
you could have made better use of
throughout the year, such as saving in an
interest-bearing account. Financial experts
say you should adjust your withholding so
your tax payments match your tax liability.

Faith: Founds foster home for girls

The only time, in the telling
of her story, that Wylee can't
hold back the tears, is when she
recalls how the congregation
came in droves to offer blood
for her husband. So much so,
she said, that there was plenty
to spare.

There were.moments during
her husband's illness, Wylee
said, when she questioned God
-"Toms was such a good
man. He had so much to
offer." But the kindness of
those strangers restored her
faith and buoyed her spirit. For
a little while.

When Toms suffered a heart
attack and his kidneys failed,
his family encouraged Wylee to
"let him go."

"That was the hardest thing
I've ever done in my life," she
said. "I told him I'd be alright.
I told him I loved him, and I
knew he loved me. I told him
it was OK to go."

Ulysses Toms died Sept. 15,
1994, at the age of 36. He was
buried at Fort Mitchell, Ala.

When Wylee went back to
work, she was no longer
content to dream about a home
for girls. It was time "to make
a difference."

She used part of her
husband's life insurance policy
- most of it went to his aged

and ailing mother - and
borrowed money from her
siblings to open a "group
home."

One morning, while puzzling
and praying about what to
name the facility, Wylee said, a
Bible verse came to mind,
Hebrews 11:1: Now faith is the
substance of things hoped for,
the evidence of things not seen.

Faith Home for Girls was
founded in a modest three-
bedroom ranch-style home in
North Columbus in 1996. Nine
girls, between 6 and 18, mostly
wards of the state, moved in
with Wylee, who lived at the
facility 24/7.

She was house mother,
counselor, plumber, carpenter,
tutor and cook - you name it.
Though funding came in from
the state, there was barely
enough to feed, clothe and
house the girls. For years,
Wylee struggled to make ends
meet. But she never gave up.

"It's not about money. I
gave up a good income to step
out on faith. Money never
made me happy," she said. "I
just need to make a difference.
Here, I knew I was finally
making an impact."

These days, Wylee draws a
modest salary and employs 10
people to help cook, clean,
counsel, teach and mentor.

As with any foster home,
girls come and girls go, but
each one becomes part of the
family, she said. They bond
with each other because of
shared experiences - most
come from "crack homes."

They attend public schools,
where they're involved in
various extracurricular
activities. At home, they take
art classes, attend group and
individual therapy, anger
management classes and learn
"life skills," like cooking and
cleaning. They attend church
each week and receive an
allowance. ,

Wylee s 'id it's "just like any
other hone with any other
family," ave for the fact that
she requires a criminal
background check and an
interview with the girls'-
potential suitorS. Dates, she
said, are few and far between.

In the summer, the girls who
are eligible work at the
HANDS - Helping and

Nurturing Developmental Skills
Daycare Center in

Columbus. Wylee started the
center two years ago to provide
care for the children of low
income families.

It has served as a "double
blessing," she said.

"Now the girls get to work
there in the summer, so it's
teaching them a good, strong
work ethic," she said, "and it's
giving them a way to give
back. That's important. They
need to know they can make a
difference in someone else's
life."

Wylee, who was honored
with the NAACP's
Humanitarian Award last year,
still wears a simple gold band
on her left hand.

Those
were the words Abrahani

Lincoln used when urging the

nation to seek divine guidance
during the Civil War.
Though Lincoln was

employing a practice used by

leaders since the Revolutionary
War ---a "call to prayer"--the
National Prayer Breakfast, as
such, is rooted in World War 11,
when members of the Senate

and the House of

Representatives regularly met
for prayer and Bible study.

In 1953, representatives of

these prayer groups approached
President Dwight Eisenhower to

establish an annual Presidential
Prayer Breakfast, which
eventually became known as the

National Prayer Breakfast.

The danger was that not only could we
confuse the enemy - we could confuse
ourselves.

"in-flight checks" to make sure that we
were on the right bird headed in the right
direction.

More than once, I
remember the sigh of
relief, after the scurry of
airfield gymnastics,
when we'd perform our
in-flight check and
realize all was OK - we
were headed in the right
direction.

Hawkins Life can be a lot like
that. There can be

moments, even years, of scurrying
activity.

And if we are not careful, we can
simply proceed in whatever direction we
seemed to be launched without first
double-checking that we're headed in the
right direction.

A great azimuth check today is to ask:
* If being a person of faith were a

crime, is there enough evidence to convict
me?

On the night that the Winter
Games went head-to-head with
American Idol, it was a big
loser. AI is a ratings phenom,
and I was among the AI
viewers. I did watch the
Olympics during the
commercials, but it wasn't
enough to grab me away from
singers being berated by Simon
Cowell.

I agree with one of the
Mikes from Mike and Mike in
the Morning, a radio show thaL
is also broadcast on ESPN-
maybe if the Olympics had a
Simon Cowell - "That triple
axle-double toe loop
combination was abominable.
You should be ashamed of

yourself. Oh, and the '70s
called, they'd like their
Dorothy Hamill haircut back."
Then viewership would be up.

I have to admit I only
watched when some sort of
sporting event was going on.
The commentators left me
drowsy. Listening to Bob
Costas review any of the sports
was like listening to that aunt
who goes on and on about her
toe fungus or whatever the
ailment of the week is - so
boring you just gotta tune out.

Though I'm not a fan,
someone like Howard Stern
would be a hoot to listen to. I
recommend to NBC in the
future the concept of a "shock
commentator."

Instead of showing me the

struggle of the athlete to get out
of their war-torn nation and to
the Olympics (which I applaud,
but doesn't make for great TV),
tell me who their favorite
musician is.

Show me a side to the athletes I
wouldn't necessarily know
about them.

I know I haven't made the
Olympics sound like must-see-
TV, but there have been plenty
of times I've cheered on the
U.S., groaned when we lost,
and even felt bad when
someone crashed on the ski
slope or fell on the ice.

The last days of the
Olympics are today, Saturday
and the closing ceremony is
Sunday. Try to catch at least
one event, so you can say you
saw history.

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Stewart moves from Daily slot to Oscar spotlighi I

He knows the ins and
outs of doing a Daily
Show, but Jon

Stewart realizes Oscar night is
a showcase unto itself.

The Emmy and Peabody
Award-winning Comedy
Central staple becomes the
latest funnyman to preside over
the movie industry's top
ceremony as first-time host of
the Academy AWards, as ABC
broadcasts the 78th "anhual
edition live Sunday.

Originating from the Kodak
Theatre in Hollywood, this
year's event boasts many
independent-film nominees,
from Brokeback Mountain and
Capote to Crash and Good
Night, and Good Luck.

"I think that for me, the key
is going to be lack of
preparation," Stewart said half-
jokingly about being Oscar's
new point man. "That's how
I'm going to keep from getting
too nervous, by just not
thinking about it or focusing on
it. It's a little thing called
denial. When I get there that
night, I'll be nauseous, but
that'll be fine."

While some performers may
set their sights on being an
Academy Awards host, Stewart
said that for him, "It came out
of the blue. It's not something
I had particularly even thought
about. It's one of those calls
you get that's a little surreal at
first, just based on the company
you suddenly keep when you
join the group of people who
have hosted this."

Indeed, the roster stretches
from such long-timers as Bob
Hope, Johnny Carson and Billy
Crystal to one-timers (so far,
anyway) David Letterman and
Chris Rock.

Many award-show producers
feel comedians are ideal hosts
on such occasions, but Stewart
isn't so sure.

"I guess it depends on the

comedian," he said. "It's sort
of shaken out that way. It's
yeoman work to host these
things, and I think that's where
comedians have tended to be
the blue-collar workers of
entertainers, somewhere
between mime and stripper.
You're traffic-copping."

Still, expectations can run
high for a well-known.humorist
to leave h'isown mark on the
Oscars, as Crystal did with
opening numbers that inserted
him into clips from nominated
films.

"The important g hing.to do,"
Stewart said, "is to try to lose
yourself in what it is. Listen,
anytime you're standing in
front of a 30-foot gold statue, it
becomes pretty clear just who
the star opfthe show is. In that
sense, you're really-there so
that everyone has a pleasant
time. I think the reason they
have comedians do this is that
they realize 80 percent of this
(on-site) audience is going
home losing."

George Clooney has made
Academy Award history by
scoring three nominations for
two different movies in the
same year. Up for best
supporting actor for Syriana,
he's also in the running as
director and co-writer of Good
Night, and Good Luck.

Leading the nominees overall
is Brokeback Mountain, with
eight bids.- Recent Golden
Globe Award winners Philip
Seymour Hoffman (Capote)
and Joaquin Phoenix (Walk the
Line) are among the contenders
for best actor; the same pertains
to Felicity Huffman
(Transamerica) and Reese
Witherspoon (Walk the Line)
for best actress.

Geared as it is toward
topicality, The Daily Show With
Jon Stewart has mentioned
Oscar nominees often.
However, Stewart doesn't fear

he's already used up his
possible material.

"To a large extent, it's really

a particular night. As the host,
I don't think you're thinking
about creating a lasting legacy
of Syriana humor. You're
really thinking about what fits
in the world of that night."

Similarly, Stewart isn't too
concerned about how others
think his trademark glibness
Will go over on Oscar night.

"It's absolutely natural to
have preconceptions of what's
going to go down," he said.

"I would, too, if I were
watching ... but you just don't
know. It could be incredibly
fun and funny, or it could spark
international incidents that

cause the world to tumble into
a death spiral. But isn't that
exciting?"

Stewart is coming to the
Academy Awards as a complete
novice, since he's never even
attended the ceremony before.

"When I was working for
MTV, I covered it to some
extent," he said.

"I got to stand outside one of
the parties behind the roped-off
line. I was penned in, but I at
least have a sense of it. I
assume I won't walk out there
and think, 'Wait a minute!
They're all facing me? What's
going on?"'

Having appeared in Big
Daddy, The Faculty and
Playing by Heart among other
features, Stewart has an
insider's idea of how the movie
world operates, although he
professes it's very limited.

"Here's an example,," he
said. "When they say, 'This is
your mark,' that's where you're
supposed to stop. At a certain
point when I did my first
movie, they said, 'OK, forget it.
Let's just put sandbags down.'
They literally had to make a
physical barrier that could stop
me before I walked directly
into the camera."

How the Oscar received his nickname is not exactly
clear. The most popular story is that Margaret Herrick,
an Academy employee and eventual executive director,
remarked that the statuette resembled her Uncle Oscar,
and the Academy staff began to refer to it by that
name.

Soldiers of Fort
Benning's 14th Combat
Support Hospital are
settling into life in
Afghanistan, said their
commander, Col. Jeffrey
Haun, in a phone interview
Friday.

Military working dogs have been
used by the U.S. armed forces since
World War I.

In World War II, 436 scout dogs
walked combat patrols overseas,
often detecting the enemy at a
1,000 yards, long before men
became aware of them.

taff Sgt. Kimberly Price is

out to clear up a common
misconception about the

Better Opportunities for Single
Soldiers program. It is not,
primarily, a service organization.
Volunteering in the community is
only one facet - albeit a very
important one - of the BOSS
program.

"It's always a struggle to clear
that up. People tend to think it's all
work," Price said. "We've got
something fun going on -

something just for fun - every
month."

BOSS was developed in Germany
in 1989 to address what the Army
likes to call "quality of life issues"
for single Soldiers, said Price, who
took the helm in December after
serving as the BOSS secretary for
five months.

When Price enlisted, straight out
of college, in 1993, she was shipped
off to Germany, where she shared a
barrack's room with two other
Soldiers. "GI parties" and late night
surprise inspections, followed by

distinction in other conflicts. In
Korea, the Army used about 1,500
dogs, primarily for guard duty.

During the Vietnam War, nearly
4,000 dogs were employed and,
officially, 281 were killed in action.

Nearly 120 military working dog
teams deployed to the gulf region
during Desert Shield and Desert
Storm.

And in today's Global War on
Terrorism, military working dogs
and their handlers are at work.

Sgt. 1st Class Michael Redican,
kennel master with the 209th
Military Police Detachment,
recently returned from Afghanistan
where he and his unit, assigned to

Task Force Guardian, controlled all
the working dogs in the Afghanistan
theater of operations.

Redican said Afghanistan was a
great learning experience because
he was able to put into play
everything he had been told the
dogs could do.

"I saw firsthand the dogs' actual
capabilities (in a wartime
environment)."

"A dog is basically a Soldier, and
that dog will put his life on the line
to protect the human," Redican said.

Fort Benning has 11 dogs
assigned, four of which are
deployed in support of Operation
Iraqi Freedom (with their handlers).

marathon cleaning, were
commonplace, overnight guests
were forbidden, and Soldiers were
routinely required to pull CQ.

"The average new Soldier today
couldn't tell you what a GI party
is," Price said. "It's astonishing
how far we've come, what a
difference we've made. Single
Soldiers are treated like adults now.
And it's all because someone started
caring about them."

The institution of the BOSS
program provided the impetus and
the forum for change, Price said.
Take, for example, USAIC
Regulation 600-19, which
established a standard for barracks

living across post. Soldiers can
expectlthe same privileges and
responsibilities wherever they live,
be it Kelley Hill or Main Post. CQ
is a thing of the past, residents are
allowed overnight guests, and
random inspections are few and far
between.

Thanks to BOSS.
"Single Soldiers are now a

priority with the Army," Price said.
"That's great. Our command
support is amazing, because they
see their Soldiers are happier and
they're being taken care of. BOSS
provides the means for doing that.
It allows the installation access to

It's not easy becoming a dog
handler, Redican said. In addition
to attending military police school,
a dog handler has to request and
attend the Department of Defense
13-week Military Working Dog
School at Lackland Air Force Base,
Texas.

All dogs must be trained. to alert
to a drug or an explosive odor
before the Department of Defense
buys the dog, Redican said. Basic
obedience is a must, also.

"Some of the dogs we receive are
a lot smarter than others. It's totally
dependent upon the dog on how
well and how fast they are going to

WASHINGTON - A
committee that spent the past
year studying the military
compensation system is
recommending sweeping
changes that, if approved,
would bring military
compensation more on par
with private-sector compen-
sation.

The Defense Advisory
Committee on Military
Compensation released details
of its recommendations
Tuesday and is incorporating
them in a final report expected
to go to Defense Secretary
Donald Rumsfeld by late
April, the committee chairman
told the American Forces Press
Service.

The proposed package
includes two major ideas, said
retired Navy Adm. Donald
Pilling, former vice chief of
naval operations.

Helmets not just for kids

W hen riding a bicycle on
post, wearing a helmet
is mandatory, so why

would I throw out what looked like
perfectly good bicycle helmets?

The first one had to go after I
managed to skiff Mr. Mileage's back
wheel with my front tire.
Somewhere between there and
picking myself up off the road, my
helmeted head bounced on the
asphalt. Hard. More than once.

During my spontaneous
demonstration of how effective a
properly worn helmet is, I learned
that at the tender age of mine, I
don't bounce the way I used to at 5
(or even 15), which hurt more than
the bumps and bruises did. As an
added bonus, one of the witnesses
was a young mom. I'm sure the
three children riding in the back seat
of her car learned the lesson as well
(although I do hope the vocabulary
portion of the lesson is now only a
distant memory).

I threw out another helmet after
someone (who will remain nameless,
but you-know-who-you-are-and-
don't-think-I-have-completely-
forgiven-you-yet-maybe-if-you're-
lucky-sometime-this-decade) made a
hard right turn, right in front of me.

Let's just say that I skipped your
basic first, second, third and fifth
points of contact. To compensate, I
hit number four at least three times
before I stopped bouncing, rolling
and sliding.

My helmeted head was the last
body part that made contact with the
road. My helmeted head hit the
deck hard enough to pop all the

rivets securing
the straps on the
left side out of
their sockets.
That helmet
didn't just save
me from a
concussion, it
spared my right ...... ...
ear, a large
portion of my scalp and a significant
amount of hair from some
significant damage.

Bicycle helmets reduce the risk of
head injury by as much as 85
percent and risk of brain injury by as
much as 88 percent. It's estimated
that 75 percent of bicycle deaths
among children could be prevented
by properly worn bicycle helmets.

The most effective way to get
your children to wear a helmet?
Wear yours. One study found that if
parents wear helmets when they
bicycle, 98 percent of their children
would too. If the parents don't wear
their helmets, that number drops to
30 percent.

Helmets are Styrofoam inside a
plastic shell. They're only designed
to take one hit. Finding a "good"
helmet is as simple as looking inside
the helmet for the words "CPSC
approved." I've seen CPSC
approved helmets for as little as $10,
making the cost of replacing one less
than your deductible at an
emergency room.

I've proven to myself (and
assorted witnesses) why wearing a
helmet is a good idea. And
regardless of age, if you are riding a
bicycle on post, wearing a helmet is
mandatory.

Here's hoping my testimony
convinces you to wear one too.

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Veteran donates artwork to miuseum
Local artist
recounts war

~ L et's go back
in time,"

Bobby
Pylant said

Monday,.as he spread, a
collection of black and white
photographs across the table on
the third floor of the National
Infantry Museum.

There's a photo of a young
Pylant taken at Fort Benning in
1944, shortly after he was
drafted to fight the Germans
with the 71st Infantry Division.
He would be an artilleryman,
proud to be attached to an
Infantry unit.

There's one of him on
Heartbreak Ridge in 1952. By
then, Pylant wore sergeant's
stripes. By then, he knew if he
made it home from Korea, he'd
stick it out with the Army and
be a good Soldier.

And there's a photo of Pylant
at his retirement ceremony on
York Field in 1966. The
photographer captured him in
profile, his right arm
outstretched to shake a hand.
Pylant, his left arm at his side,
sports the rank of E-7.

Sergeant first class had
always been his goal. It was a
fine goal, something to be
proud of, for the son of a dirt-
poor sharecropper from
Alabama, one of nine siblings.
He was one of five brothers to
go to war gladly to protect the
folks back home from Hitler's
broad brand of terrorism.

And Hitler's brand of
terrorism still haunts Pylant.
He pointed to a photo of a field
strewn with butchered bodies.
It was taken when the 7 1st
liberated a Jewish
concentration camp in
Gunskirchen Lager, Austria.

"I get upset when I think
about what I've seen," Pylant
said.

"The Holocaust was real,
you know. People to this day
don't believe it happened. But
I'm a witness to it."

Mostly, the things Pylant saw
were unspeakable. He prefers
not to talk about them in detail,
but he struggled through the
telling of one story to make a
point.

"I looked over and I saw two
people - they were walking
dead," he said. "The Germans
had killed all their animals on
their way out, and these two
men were eating a carcass
raw."

Devastated as he was by the
carnage and cruelty he saw in
Europe, Pylant said the
experience served to
underscore a great disparity in
the way the Allies and Nazis
treated their foe. He never
forgot the compassion his own
general showed the Germans.

(Then) Maj. Gen. Wilard G.
Wyman - "my general,"
Pylant called him - didn't get
the credit he deserved for
routing the Germans in
Leisenwald and Bodinger Wold
and showing admirable
restraint in the process of
capturing the 6th SS Division's
commander.

"He was a compassionate
man, my general. He always
gave them the opportunity to
surrender so there were fewer

casualties," Pylant said. "I was
just a private - I wasn't a
good friend of his. But I know
he cared. He looked after his
troops before he took care of
himself."

That's why Pylant chose to
paint a portrait of Wyman. The
81-year-old Columbus resident
studied art after retiring from
the Army. He's made a second
career of painting portraits.
Four of his paintings are
displayed on post - all
portraits of Medal of Honor

recipients.
Now, another - the portrait

of Wyman - will grace the
National Infantry Museum.
Pylant donated his work, a two-
year labor of love, to honor the
man who led him into and
brought him out of war.

Wyman's success, Pylant
said, was not a product of his
compassion. He was first and
foremost a brilliant strategist,
Pylant said, recalling the time
Wyman ordered his men to turn
on their convoy lights and head

"up the river Rhine," only to
have them douse the lights an
hour or so later and retreat.

The Germans were fooled by
the "lighted" troop movement
and turned their attention north,
while the Americans
constructed a pontoon bridge
safely and successfully to their
south.

That scene is depicted in the
background of Pylant's
painting.

Wyman's brilliant deception
helped win the battle with

minimal casualties. That
makes him a hero in Pylant's
book.

As for the artist, the 81-year-
old four-time war veteran said
he never considered himself a
hero by any means.

"When I was young, I didn't
go out of my way to do any
more than was required of me,"
he said.

"I'd do it again if I could,
but I'd do it differently. I'd be
a good Soldier from the start.
But I'd do it again."

DoD joins re-review of ports issue
in response to security concerns

The Defense Department will
participate in a re-review of a slated
acquisition of shipping terminal
operations at six major U.S. ports by
a United Arab Emirates-owned firm,
a senior Pentagon official said
Wednesday.

It's too early to say, DoD
spokesman Bryan Whitman told
Pentagon reporters, which
department representatives would
work with the re-review that's to be
conducted by the Committee on
Foreign Investment in the United
States. DoD elements were part of
the first review also.

Dubai Ports World, owned by the
United Arab Emirates government,
bought British-owned ports operator
Peninsular and Oriental Steam
Navigation Co., which managed port
operations in New York, New Jersey,
Baltimore, Miami, Philadelphia and

New Orleans.
CFIUS, a U.S. Treasury-led panel

that inspects sales of firms that could
affect national security, had approved
the transaction.

But concerns over possible
security ramifications caused some
Capitol Hill legislators to ask for
more time to examine the issue.

The new review "will go through
the CFIUS process again," Whitman
said.

On Feb. 26 Dubai Ports World
requested an extended U.S.
government review of the
transaction, which the White House
accepted. The added review will
include a 45-day investigation
period.

Last week, Virginia Sen. John W.
Warner, chairman of the Senate
Armed Services Committee, and
other senior U.S. legislators and
officials worked to address concerns
that an Arab-owned company would
manage terminal operations at key

U.S. ports.
The UAE is a loyal ally of the

United States, Deputy Defense
Secretary Gordon England said at a
hearing to discuss the matter.

"They are a friend and ally of the
United States, and they do stand side
by side with us in this war on terror,"
England said.

The deputy secretary also said the
Defense Department was among
several U.S. government agencies,
including the departments of State
and Homeland Security, which took
part in an in-depth and
comprehensive review of the ports
issue.

"During this review process there
were no issues raised by any agency
within DoD, including our U.S.
Transportation Commanid, and thatis
significant because that was a special
review measure we'd put in place to
ensure that any military
transportation security issue would
be identified," England said.

ARLINGTON, Va. - The
Army has expanded the list of
eligible Soldiers who can earn
$1,000 for refefrals that lead to
Army enlistment.

The Referral Bonus Pilot
Program was expanded to
include Soldiers performing
duty in the Hometown Recruiter
Assistance Program, Special
Recruiter Assistance Program,
as well as in the Additional Duty
Special Work Program.

The referral bonus was
authorized by the National
Defense Authorization Act.

Soldiers may receive the
$1,000 referral bonuses for
referring anyone, except a
member of their immediate
family, which is defined as a
spouse, parent (including step-
parent), child (natural, adopted,
or step-child), brother or sister.

A lump-sum bonus will be
paid to a referring Soldier once
the referred applicant completes
basic and advanced individual
training, regardless of

component. There are no
retroactive provisions to this
pilot program.

Payments will be made
directly to the referring
Soldier's military pay account
within 45 days of the referral

completing AIT.
Those not eligible to receive

a referral bonus include anyone
who serves in a recruiting or
retention assignment or who
receives Special Duty
Assignment Pay while in those

capacities.
"Soldiers continue to play an

important role in the recruiting
process and with this program
we are able to recognize their
contributions," said Lt. Gen.
Franklin L. Hagenbeck, deputy
chief of staff, Army GI
(Personnel).

"We thank Congress for their
recent legislation to provide
bonuses such as these," he said.

Under this program, referrals
will be made via the Sergeant
Major of the Army Recruiting
Team (SMART) process.

The Soldier must either
submit the referral through a
process via the SMART link or
through the USAREC 1-800
line dedicated to the program.
To receive a bonus, the sponsor
(Soldier making the referral)
must provide the name of the
applicant prior to the applicant's
interview with an Army
recruiter.

DoD lawyers to 'review
judge's block of NSIPS

WASHINGTON - Defense
Department attorneys are
reviewing a federal judge's
decision Monday to block a new
civilian personnel system to
determine their next course of
action, Joyce Frank, system
spokesperson, said.

U.S. District Judge Emmet
G. Sullivan ruled today that
provisions of the new National
Security Personnel System
would fail to protect civilian
employees' ability to bargain
collectively.

These provisions pertain to
labor relations, collective
bargaining, independent third-
party review, adverse actions
and the National' Security Labor
Relations Board, DoD's
proposed internal labor relations
panel, the 77-page decision
noted.

The American Federation of

Government Employees and 12
other labor unions filed a
lawsuit in February 2005
challenging the proposed
system.

NSPS is one of Defense
Secretary Donald H. Rumsfeld's
key initiatives designed to
transforni DoD operations to
better meet 21 st-century needs.

It is designed to replace an
outdated, 50-year-old civilian
personnel management system
that had rewarded employees
for length of service rather than
performance, Defense officials
said.

The new program, in
development since 2003, seeks
to replace the current general-
schedule personnel ranking
system with broad pay bands.

DoD and the Office of
Personnel Management are
partnering to establish the
system, which eventually will
affect more than .650,000 DoD
civilian employees.

Louisiana excludes tax from military pay
Louisiana Department of Revenue

House Bill 21 of the 2006
First Extraordinary Session of
the Louisiana Legislature
reenacted the Military Pay
Exclusion found in Revised
Statutes 47:293(6)(e). This act
retroactively applies the
Military Pay Exclusion to tax
year 2005.

Residents of Louisiana who,
during 2005, served in the
armed forces of the U.S. may
be able to exempt military
compensation earned while
stationed outside of Louisiana.

If a taxpayer served 120 or

more consecutive days on
active duty as a member of the
armed forces of the U.S., up to
$29,999 of the compensation
paid to a taxpayer or their
spouse by the armed forces
while stationed outside of
Louisiana is exempt from
Louisiana income tax.

Example: Assume that on
Jan. 15, 2005, John Smith went
on active duty outside of
Louisiana and continuously
remained on active duty
outside the state at least
through May 14, 2005 (120
days). Under these
circumstances, up to $29,999

of compensation paid to John
Smith and or his spouse by the
armed services may be exempt
from Louisiana income tax.

The exempt portion is that
amount of compensation
earned by John Smith outside
of Louisiana during and after
120 plus consecutive days of
active duty. In the above
example, if John Smith served
40 days in Louisiana and the
remainder of the year on duty
outside of Louisiana, income
from the 41 st day forward is
exempt up to $29,999.

If you are claiming this
exemption, you should state it

on Line 4H of Schedule E of
Form IT540. If you are a part-
year resident taxpayer and
made Louisiana your home of
record during 2005, you should
include any exempted amount
on the schedule you are
required to prepare for Line 8
of Form IT540B. Attach a
copy of your official orders,
including endorsements that
establish your 120 days plus
consecutive days of out-of-
state active duty.

82nd Soldiers face
charges for Internet sex

FORT BRAGG, N.C. -

Seven members of the 82nd
Airborne Division have been
charged with violations of the
Uniform Code of Military
Justice for knowingly engaging
in sex for money on a public
Web site.

The investigation has been
completed, officials said, and
the improper activities were
isolated within two companies
in one battalion.

Courts-martial charges have
been preferred against three
Soldiers: Spc. Richard T.
Ashley, Pfc. Wesley K. Mitten
and Pvt. Kagen B. Mullen, all
from 2nd Battalion, 508th
Parachute Infantry Regiment.

The three were charged
under UCMJ with pandering,
wrongfully engaging in sexual
acts with another person while
being filmed, with the purpose

of broadcasting over the Internet
for money, and sodomy. Mullen
is also charged with adultery.

The remaining four received
non-judicial punishment under
Article 15 of the UCMJ.
Additional offenses included
underage drinking, drunken
driving, a violation of being
intoxicated while on division
ready status, and adultery.

These four received the
maximum punishment allowed
for non-judicial punishment:
reduction to the rank of private;
45 days restriction to the unit
area; 45 days of extra duty; and
forfeiture of one-half month's
pay for two months.

Also, all have been
recommended for separation
from the Army for serious
misconduct.

the retirement system so service
members receive more, pay
throughout their careers rather
than at the end, and basing pay
on performance rather than
longevity and other factors, he
said.

Pilling said any proposed
changes to the compensation
package would be grandfathered
in, so currently serving
members would not be affected.

Those currently on active
duty may be allowed to
voluntarily "opt in" to the new
system, he said.

In terms of retirement, the
committee recommends:

• Vesting members at 10
rather than 20 years;

e Paying graduated retire-
ment plans ranging from 25
percent of base pay at 10 years
to 100 percent of base pay at 40
years;

0 Establishing a Thrift
Savings Plan with government
contributions of 5 to 10 percent
of base pay;

e Providing "gate pays" at
specific service milestones, as
determined by the individual
services; and

* Delaying payment of the
retirement annuity until age 60.

In terms of pay for
performance, the committee

recommends:
* Revising the pay charts so

pay is based on time in grade
rather than years of service; and

• Eliminating the "with
dependents" and "without
dependents" provision of basic
allowance for housing so all
service members in the same
pay grade receive the same
allowance, regardless of their
family situation.

The proposed system would
benefit service members, giving
them more upfront cash
throughout their careers, Pilling
said.

I Most private-sector

compensation packages give 80
percent of their cash up front,
deferring just 20 percent for
retirement, he said.

In contrast, the current
military compensation package
pays about one-half the total
compensation up front and
defers the rest.

The committee's
recommendations help update
the current military retirement
system that Pilling said was
based on a 1940s-era model.

At that time, most members
served 30 years, retired in their
50s and typically lived into their
60s.

Rather
than offering no retirement
benefit short of 20 years, the
proposed system would offer a
portable retirement system with
reduced-level benefits after 10
years, he said.

Revising the pay tables to
reward time in grade will ensure
consistent benefits for
servicemembers promoted
ahead of their peers, he said.
And by paying equal housing
allowances to all members of
equal grade in equal locations,
the proposed system will reward
people "for their performance,
not their marital status."

While bringing the military
pay system more on par with
systems in the private sector,
Pilling said the proposal
maintains sight that service in
the military is unique.

For example, while it calls
for greater cost sharing among
Tricare recipients, it continues
to ensure full medical care after
20 years of service, he noted.

If Rumsfeld approves the
plan, it will be subject to
congressional review before
being introduced, he said.

Currently, the 14th treats patients in

"quite functional and clean," he said.
"It allows us to provide quality

care," he said. Sometime this summer,
the 14th will move into a new building,
the first permanent facility in the area.

The state-of-the-art facility, Haun
said, will enhance their mission, part of
which is the rebuilding of the Afghani
medical system.

The 14th CSH works as part of

Combined Joint Task Force 76,
commanded by Fort Benning's former
commanding general, Maj. Gen.
Benjamin Freakley. Haun said
knowing Freakley made the integration
period easier as they accepted their new
mission alongside Egyptian and Korean
medical personnel in the area. The
14th's Soldiers cover the southern
portion of Afghanistan providing
medical support, and Haun said he
visits the outlying sites regularly.

"The quality of life is good," Haun
said. "Everybody makes the best of

what they have."
Although there's no doubt the

"The task force is doing great,"
Haun said. "We're staying busy.

progress in their training," he said.

Each team spends eight hours a
week in training. Each dog requires
four hours of detection training, either
drugs or explosives, and four hours of
patrol training.

A bomb dog is trained on nine
odors and drug dogs are trained on six,
Redican said. During patrol training, a
dog is trained in both obedience and
scouting - searching for people in
buildings or in wooded areas.

"But the dog's favorite task is the

actual bite work itself," Redican said.
"We teach the dog to attack on

command," Redican said. "They have
also been trained to attack without
command based on what the bad
person is doing."

"The whole purpose is to train the
dog to protect its handler and to react to
a rapid approach by someone seen as a
threat to the handler."

Staff Sgt. Eric Hooker, Plans NCO
and senior dog handler for the 209th
MP Detachment, returned from Iraq a
year ago with his dog, Ex.

"The deployment was scary, but
fun," Hooker said. "Ex saved my life
several times while we were deployed
together.

"On one patrol, Ex found an
explosive inside a car trunk, alerted
me, and EOD came in and took care of
it."

As a reward for finding an
explosive, Ex gets to play with a rubber
ball or a cone. Food and affection are
also incentives.

Ex and Hooker have been together
three years. It wasn't hard to build a

bond with Ex, Hooker said, because the
dog was between handlers.

"I was the first person to give him
attention in a couple of weeks and it's
been me and him ever since."

Ex is the oldest dog in the 209th
kennel and should retire soon. He will
lead a "dog's life" in the Hooker home.
Transition into a family environment
will be easy, Hooker said.

"It's in his nature to be a friendly
dog, but, make no mistake, Ex is
aggressive on command and will
protect me if the need arises."

Redican said-it's important for
people, especially children to respect a
military working dog.

"If you see an MP out walking with
a dog don't be afraid. Ninety percent
of the dogs we have are trained to be
people friendly."

The 209th also supports the
recruiting mission. Dogs, especially
Ex, are asked to go to different
recruiting functions around the country.

"A dog team shows prospective
recruits that the Army has a wide
variety of jobs," Redican said.

the people and programs that really
make a difference."

Price, who calls herself an advocate
for single Soldiers, is herself single,
and the mother of two children. At
35, she knows her "single Soldier
needs" are often different than newer,
younger single Soldiers.

But the BOSS program addresses a
lot of issues and needs that are
common to all Soldiers - the need to
socialize, to feel like they're making a
significant contribution to the Army

and the community, and to have fun.
And that's no small thing, Price said.
It's important in today's Army - an
Army at war - for Soldiers to take
advantage of "down time," relax and
have fun with their peers.

Last week, BOSS volunteers
attended a Valley Vipers arena football
game in Columbus. Later this month,
they're scheduled to visit Dollywood,
in Sevierville, Tenn. Price's calendar
is full of "field trips" scheduled for the
coming months.

Currently, there are about 600

registered BOSS volunteers, and
they've logged nearly 1,400 volunteer
hours since October. There are no
minimum requirements, Price said.
Volunteers are "as active as they want
to be."

Many regulars show up monthly,
some weekly, at Baker Village in
Columbus, the area's largest public
housing complex. The Baker Village
Initiative, which garnered second
place for on-going community service
at the Department of the Army level
last year, sponsors weekly ball games,

mentoring and tutoring at the
complex, and it's a big draw for
children and Soldiers, Price said. Last
week alone, 75 BOSS volunteers
attended the event.

The Baker Village Initiative is the
most recognizable BOSS sponsored
program, because it draws media
attention locally, Price said, so it's
easy to confuse the Baker Village
"mission" with the BOSS program's
primary focus. Soldiers taking care of
the community is a worthwhile
endeavor, but BOSS wants to make

sure the single Soldiers' needs are
being met, also.

"I love what I do, because I'm
looking after Soldiers. What could be
better?" she asked. "Because I love
the program, and because I believe in
it so strongly, of course I want to see
more Soldiers getting involved."

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Pre-Ranger trains
troops for Ranger
,School challenge

A mbush training is

something Sgt. Shane Ward
takes very seriously. While

traveling in a convoy near Taji, Iraq,
Ward watched as an improvised
explosive device exploded under the
vehicle in front of him. Ward grabbed
his medical gear and ran toward the
vehicle. The next thing he remembers
is being thrown forward when
shrapnel from a secondary explosion
tore through his back and shoulder,
stopping inches from his spine.

Eight surgeries later, he is a trainer
with the National Guard Warrior
Training Center's pre-Ranger course.
He borrowed on his real-world
experience Tuesday, when training his
squad how to react to an ambush.

"We teach them the five principles
to being a successful Ranger -

planning, reconnaissance, security,
control and common sense," he said.
"Common sense is the hardest one to
teach."

Ward is a National Guardsman, like
all the instructors at the WTC.
They're all Rangers and almost all are
combat veterans.

"Collectively, we've got more than
100 years of Ranger experience
between our instructors," said Sgt.
Maj. Tom Siter, the WTC
commandant.

The current pre-Ranger class
started with 101 students -,the
largest pre-Ranger class the WTC has
taught. That number dwindled to 75
by Tuesday. A typical class size is
between 40 to 60, but "if we can find
a place for them, we'll train as many
as we can," Siter said.

The WTC trains National Guard
and active-duty Soldiers, as well as
Marines, Airmen and international
troops. During the course, the
students train in the skills they'll need
to succeed in Ranger School, Siter
said.

This training has made 2nd Lt.
Chad Peltier feel more confident
about his ability to succeed at Ranger
School.

"It's the best field training I've

very detail-oriented. I feel like I'm
being set up for success."

After finishing this course, the
Ranger candidates geta weekend pass
to do last-minute preparations, then
head over to 4th Ranger Training
Battalion Monday morning. The
Soldiers who continue on to.Ranger
School should feel pretty confident,
said Sgt. 1st Class William Paul, pre-
Ranger training NCOIC. From 1999
to 2005, the overall graduation rate for
Ranger school was 51 to 53 percent.
During that same time period, the
WTC's students graduated Ranger
School 65 to 72 percent of the time.

The secret to their success, Siter
said, is that the WTC instructors focus
on one-on-one coaching to help
Soldiers overcome weaknesses.

"Our job isn't to weed people out
or add another phase to Ranger
school," he said. "Pre-Ranger is
meant to get you ready mentally and
physically to succeed in Ranger
School."

Soldiers training at the WTC get an
advantage over pre-Ranger students
training elsewhere, Siter said.
Soldiers can acclimate to Fort
Benning's climate for two weeks
before starting Ranger School. Also,
any changes at 4th RTB are also
implemented immediately into the
WTC's training, and their obstacle
course mirrors the Ranger's Darby
Queen.

The students evaluate their peers at
the end of the course, just as they will
in Ranger School, Paul said, and are
briefed on it by the cadre.

"We coach them on what was said,
and how they can change it so they
don't get 'peered out,"' Paul said. "If
they think they're Superman, the •
evaluations are a reality check."

The biggest advantage for their
students is they leave pre-Ranger
training with a boost in confidence,
Paul said, and that makes the
difference in Ranger School.

"A Ranger's ultimate fight is
himself," Paul said. "There's no task
that can't be accomplished if you tell
yourself you can do it. I tell the guys
coming here, you're already a Ranger,

now you just need the heart to finish

Stop-arm violations endanger school children

Fort Benning's military police are on the lookout for stop-arm violators, drivers
who pass a school bus with its driver-side stop sign extended.

. Fort Benning's military police are stepping up
their efforts to make a dent in an ongoing problem
on post - drivers passing school buses that are
stopped to load or unload schoolchildren.

"We want to impress on the community that we
are committed to providing a safe environment for
children to go back and forth to school," said Staff
Sgt. Mike Snow, NCOIC of the traffic section.

The MPs and Fort Benning Schools officials
recently created a new form for bus drivers to
report violations of Georgia traffic code 40-6-163,
overtaking and passing a school bus.

The act of illegally passing a stopped school
bus with red lights flashing is commonly called a
"stop-arm" violation, Snow said, for the stop-sign
shaped "arm" that extends from below the bus
driver's window.

"Drivers are authorized, and required, to report
violations to the military police," Snow said.
"And if a vehicle is reported, we're going to act on
it." In the past, the reports were not as
aggressively pursued.

Two or three complaints have already been
filed for 2006, a seemingly minor number when
compared to the number of buses on the roads
with Fort Benning schoolchildren.

But for Snow and Fort Benning Schools
Facilities Manager Donna Ford, two or three
reports are too many.

"One is too many when you're talking about
kids," Snow said. "And we're going to act on the
report and the driver will get a citation."

Q: What is the Earned Income Tax
Credit?

A: The Earned Income Tax Credit, also
known as the Earned Income Credit, is a
refundable credit for low-income working
individuals and families.

If the amount of the EITC is greater
than the amount of taxes owed, the
taxpayer receives the excess amount as part
of the tax refund.

To qualify for the EITC, a taxpayer
must have earned income from
employment or self-employment.
Taxpayers using the married filing
separately filing status are not eligible for
the EITC.

To qualify for the EITC for tax year

2005, earned income and adjusted gross
income must each be less than $35,263
($37,263 married filing jointly) with two or
more qualifying children; $31,030
($33,030 married filing jointly) with one
qualifying child; and $11,750 ($13,750
married filing jointly) with no qualifying
children.

If you do not have a qualifying child,
you must be between age 25 and 65 at the
end of the year, live in the United States
for more than half the year and not qualify
as a dependent of another person to be
eligible for the EITC.

For the purposes of the EITC, a
qualifying child is a child who: is your
son, daughter, stepchild, foster child,
brother, sister, stepbrother, stepsister or a
descendant of any of them; at the end of
the year was younger than age 19, or

younger than age 24 and a full-time
student, or any age if permanently and
totally disabled at any time during the year;
and lived with you in the U.S. for more
than half the year.

The maximum credit for tax year 2005
under the EITC is as follows: $4,400 with
two or more qualifying children; $2,622
with one qualifying child; and $399 with
no qualifying children.

Military Weddings in a
Beautiful Water Front Setting
For Information Call 298-7069
Thomas M. Carstens, Pastor

Melissa Harden
Better Business Bureau

he Better Business Bureau has

received reports of a company,
"U.S. Grants," offering

consumers "free" money if they pay a $50
fee. However, U.S. Grants will deposit a
voucher for $100 in the bank account to
help pay this fee if the consumer provides
a bank account number.

After obtaining this information, the
company will transfer the consumer to
"Steve Hawk," a fake BBB representative.
The purpose of this "transfer" is to give a
glowing report on this company.

One consumer said she felt secure in
doing business with a company highly
recommended by the BBB. Note: This
was not an actual Better Business Bureau
representative.

The Federal Trade Commission, the
nation's consumer protection agency, warns
that "money for nothing" offers are often a
scam - the grant isn't free, it isn't
guaranteed, and often, it isn't even
available to you.

Some consumers report they have
received calls stating that they have been
-givenpgrant for thousands of dollars

because they are a "good citizen who has
always paid their taxes on time" or "voted
in every election."

The scam artist gets the bank account
number so the grant money can be
deposited. Consumers find that instead of
receiving money, their bank account is
drained.

Some scam artists market free grants in
classified ads, inviting consumers to call a
toll-free number. If you call, a
representative of the company will ask you
some basic questions to determine if you
qualify to receive a grant: "What's your
address?" "How long have you lived at this
address?" "Do you have a bank account?"
or "Do you have at least $150 in your
account at this time?"

The representative may ask you to hold
while your eligibility is determined. After
she congratulates you on your eligibility,
she will ask you to pay a one-time
processing fee that can range from $79 to
$200.

If you question this fee, she will
reassure you that the grant is guaranteed
and if you're not satisfied, you'll get a
refund. However, she won't offer to tell
you all the conditions for a refund.

The processing fee supposedly covers

The citation 'carries a $50
fine and a $25 processing fee,
and like any other citation,
Snow said, the driver will have
points added to his or her
record.

Ford, who has worked on
post for 25 years, said stop-arm
violations are nothing new.

"People are always in a
hurry. No one's been hurt, but
the idea is to maintain that safe
record," she said. "But if people
continue to go around (the
buses), that may change. It just
takes one incident."

Cheryl Wells, the contract
manager for Taylor Motors,
Inc., said 28 buses are on the

roads every morning and
afternoon. Seven buses also
make midday runs with children
enrolled in preK programs.

Wells was a bus driver on
post for three years before
becoming the manager.

"We'll be passed by drivers
with car seats in their cars," she
said. "That just floors me. They
could be passing a bus that one
of their other children are
getting off."

Wells said she's been passed
on one-way streets by drivers
going the wrong direction, and
she's seen cars drive up on curbs
and sidewalks to get around
school buses.

Snow said the bus drivers
who see the violations are an

important part of the process.
Although the MPs know the
school bus routes and pick-up
and drop-off times, there just
aren't enough of them to follow
all the buses.

"We're relying heavily on the
drivers to provide the
information," he said. "And
we're going to take ail
complaints seriously."

Wells tracks the number of
complaints and where the
violations take place. There
were 15 in 2003, 20 in 2004, 12
in* 2005 and 4 this year as of
March 1. Three of the four
occurred in Custer Terrace, the
neighborhood with the most
reports overall, she said.

For the third year, a
partnership between the
Directorate of Morale, Welfare
and Recreation and the Archery
Shooters Association is bringing
top shooters to compete at
Uchee Creek.

The ASA LimbSaver Pro-
Am competition kicks off today
at 9 a.m. near the Uchee Creek
Activity Center.

The competition is one of the
first on the ASA's schedule for

the year, said Cliff Hughes,
Uchee Creek manager, who
fully expects 1,000 or more
archers. Some will be trying to
qualify and establish pro status.

Tuesday, Hughes and his
staff began setting up targets on
the 20 ranges that will be used
in the competition.

Things were going smoothly,
since the ranges and trails are
already established, Hughes
said.

Competitors will shoot in
one or more of the 12 shooting
classes, ranging from children
shooting at targets at 10 to 15
yards, to those in the pro class
shooting up to 50 yards.

There are also a number of
women's classes. Women
compete in a separate league

from male competitors.
"There's a class for almost

everybody, regardless of
experience," Hughes said.

Many of the shooters will
travel some distance to attend
the ASA events, like a
Ukrainian shooter Hughes met
at an ASA event in Gainesville,
Fla.

Hughes and fellow Fort
Benning archer Sean Vinson
competed in that tournament
and took notes to see how that
site compared to the ranges at
Uchee Creek.

"It was raining, and we
walked in water for a week,"
Hughes said. "Here, we've had
nothing but compliments from
the civilians. People like our
site."

ASA brings their
professional staff to run the
tournaments and takes care of
all the registration and scoring,
Hughes said. The ASA staff
formally scored the Fort
Benning Cup archery
competition featuring military
shooters from post units
Thursday.

Many of those shooters are
bowhunters, Hughes said.

"Bowhunters think they can't

knew the Nash family
had a problem.

The U.S. Army Marksmanship Unit
will host the 2006 Army Rifle and
Pistol Championships in conjunction
with the U.S. Army Infantry Center
today through March 11 and the U.S.
Army Long-Range Championships
March 12 to 14.

Training and competitions are open
to all Soldiers of all Army components,
of any rank, with of any military
occupational specialty, including West
Point and college ROTC cadets.

ony Soprano has to

die. Sure, we all have
to die, but Tony

sooner than most.
After all, the final 20

episodes of The Sopranos begin
airing Sunday, and how else to
end the best drama television
has ever known?

For the past 21 months, fans
all over the country have been
pondering the possibilities
should creator David Chase
choose to kill Tony off: Will
Carmela finally snap when one
of Tony's dalliances steps over
the line? Will Christopher start
using heroin again and take
revenge for Tony having his
beloved Adriana killed? Will
one of his henchmen, Paulie
Walnuts or Syl, decide he's had
enough? Or, could it be
something entirely not mob-
related, like Tony stops to help
someone on the New Jersey
Turnpike and a semi slams into
him?

But it is safe to say that
nowhere is the series' return
more highly anticipated than in
New Jersey, where it is nothing
short of a religion. The

Sopranos, which uses locations
around the state, is a trivia
game for Garden Staters:
"Have you eaten at that
pizzeria?" "That gas station's
in Verona." And yes, there's a
real Bada Bing -in Lodi.

So it seemed ironic that to do
a set visit for The Sopranos, I
had to leave Essex County,
where most of the action
unfolds, and head to a studio in

Queens.
Silvercup Studios, a

nondescript series of massive
buildings located in the shadow
of the Queensborough Bridge,
is a world away from the
thickly wooded, overpriced

McMansions and upscale malls
of Essex County. Yet the magic
that creates movies and shows
happens here. The magicians

are guys in worn jeans, who
talk with the accents of the
boroughs. They have union
cards in their wallets and
hammers in their hands.

They created Dr. Melfi's
lovely office, where Tony
confides his nightmares. The
rich wood walls are beautifully
curved, with built-in bookcases,
and the walls hold art of the
nondescript bucolic sort
typically seen in doctors'
offices.

It's the bookshelves,
however, that give the first
glimmer of why this show is so
perfect and beloved. In Melfi's
office, even the book titles are
right, ranging from Abnormal-
Psychology to Cardiology.

Just a few yards away is the
lush re-creation of a Plaza
Hotel room, where last season
Tony checked himself in.
Workers are painting and
vacuuming the room, which
features posh chairs, antique
occasional tables and diffused
lighting.

The Sopranos is known for
its secrecy, so when the next
comer reveals a rustic cabin, all
the publicist leading me around
will offer is: "Vito's taking a
break at a B&B in a fictional
town in New Hampshire." In
reality, some of this episode
was shot in Boonton, N.J.

The next stop is so realistic, I
want to sit down and start
ordering. Nuovo Vesuvio,
Artie's restaurant, looks like a
lot of upscale Italian restaurants
in New Jersey. A mural of an
active Mount Vesuvius graces
one wall. The bar, where so
many deals are brokered, is

well stocked. A brown menu,
with a gold tassel, rests on a
railing. It is in Italian and
English, and the prices are in
line with ihis sort of restaurant.

The early bird gets very little
fanfare. Saturday's flight
carrying 60 Soldiers with the

233rd Heavy Equipment Transportation
Platoon arrived at Lawson Army
Airfield two hours ahead of schedule.

"It happens, rarely, but it happens,"
said Sean Hunter, a plans specialist'
with ACRC Integration. During the
past two months, as thousands of troops
came home, Hunter has grown
accustomed to flight delays, some
lasting days. Flights from Kuwait
typically include stops in Germany,
Iceland and Boston.

Saturday's early arrival was a,
pleasant surprise, Hunter said, for the
families who had "camped" at the
terminal since early morning,
anticipating a noon-ish arrival.

Though the Infantry Band was there,
the local media missed it, and the HET
was not greeted as its predecessors
were, with a gaggle of reporters and
photographers.

That was OK with the Soldiers, said
2nd Lt. Kendra Keiser, the 233rd's
platoon leader. Having racked up more
than 160,000 miles hauling heavy
equipment across the desert, the
Soldiers were "just ready to get home,"
she said.

The 233rd, part of the 36th Engineer
Group's 104th Transportation Company,
left Fort Benning in October on their
fourth deployment since the start of the
war on terrorism. They were stationed
in Kuwait and delivered supplies and
equipment to coalition forces in Iraq.

The 233rd, which is scheduled to
deploy again later this year, is classified
as a "surge unit," Keiser said, meaning
"they're always there during the heavy
times" when troops are moving into or
out of an area, establishing camps or
forward operating bases. There's
constant movement in Iraq, so "there's
a constant need" for heavy equipment
transporters. Keiser said the Soldiers
will have a couple of weeks of
reintegration training before they get
block leave.

Much-more than sgrand spice

was talking to my sister on the
phone a few days ago, or at least, we
were attempting to hold a

conversation. She interrupted every couple
of minutes to chase one of her 2-year-olds.

She was helping me brainstorm ideas
about what I should write about Women's
History Mbnth. In the background, the
twins were counting the pieces of cereal
they threw on the floor in Spanish. Dora
has taught them well.

"Well, think of a woman you admire,
and write about her," she said.

A list'immediately popped in my head
Susan B. Anthony, Eleanor Roosevelt,

Mother Teresa, Helen Keller, Sojourner
Truth, Joan of Arc, Amelia Earhart, and
that's just the beginning. I admire loads of
famous women for their accomplishments,
their philosophies and their strength of
character.

My sister interrupted my musings by
saying, "Hold on, Ben is wearing the seat
of the potty chair as a hat," followed by the
phone clunking down. It was followed a
minute later by her muffled voice saying,
"No, we don't stand on the kitty."

Listening to her still-calm voice started
me thinking about feminine qualities I
admire - patience, a nurturing heart, the
energy to balance raising kids with
excelling in a career, and the strength of

character not to go mad
from it all.

When I really think
about it, the women I
admire most are the
ones in my everyday
life. As I've asked
around, other people
I've talked to have
mentioned their
mothers, sisters, aunts, friends, teachers
and colleagues. The women I know
personally may not have founded a
movement or have their names in Who's
Who, but they exhibit passion,
understanding, strength and grace in their
everyday lives.

One woman I can't help but hold in
high-esteem is my mom. She's currently
serving in Iraq as a civilian public affairs
officer. As a 61-year-old mother of seven
and grandmother of 15, she's not who you
expect to see wearing body armor and a
helmet.

She not only vdlunteered to go, but
decided to extend. She stayed because she
had organized a school-supply drive for
Iraqi schools. She stayed to make sure the
kids received the pencils, notebooks and
cards sent by American kids. Throughout
her life she's sacrificed to put others first.

Another woman I admire is a cousin of
mine who keeps her head up no matter
what. She has suffered with diabetes since
we were kids. She's had countless health

problems, eventually needing a new kidney
and losing her vision. She had to be
released from the hospital to attend her
own wedding, and returned to intensive
care a few weeks later. Through all of it,
she's positive and upbeat.

Then I think of her mother, who quit her
job so she could nurse my cousin and my
grandmother when they were both
simultaneously bedridden. She nurtured
them with unending patience. That takes a
lot of heart.

have to admit, I have a lot of pet
peeves, and while too numerous to
name them all, I will tell you my

number one pet peeve, what makes my
blood boil - children not properly
restrained in vehicles.

Why does it bother me so much?
Because it's a preventable accident. While
it might be convenient to put the baby
carrier in the front seat to take care of an
infant, I can't help but wonder how that
parent will feel, if, God forbid, there is an
accident.

Is it just because of pure laziness? I
can't wrap my mind around what would
possess a parent to put their child in this
sort of jeopardy.

A few weeks ago tabloid photos of pop
singer Britney Spears driving with her
infant son on her lap were spread like
wildfire throughout the media outlets. She
explained that she was afraid of the
paparazzi. And yet there was her
bodyguard, sitting next to her in the car.

Isn't that the purpose of
a bodyguard - to
guard you and your
baby?

Maybe I'm just
naive. I don't doubt the
love of a parent, but I
doubt their common
sense when I see their
children crawling
through the car while it's in motion. I've
doubted it when I've been behind an SUV,
and saw a young boy in the rear cargo area,
sitting and playing, obviously not properly
restrained.

When I was growing up, we didt have
the safety awareness we do today. , y
sister and I would leisurely lie in t back
of our station wagon. We would stand up
behind our parent's seats, hanging on to the
headrest, swaying back and forth to the
music.

In this day and age, there is no excuse.
We know better. I now know better.

I have never, ever let my 6-year-old son
sit in the front of the car. He's asked, and
I've told him that when he's 16 and has his

own car and license, then he can sit in the
front seat, because he'll be driving. He
accepted that, amazingly.

Georgia law requires children younger
than 6 to sit in the back seat. As of July 1,
2004, the law requires children younger
than age 6 to be in a car seat or booster
seat appropriate for their height and
weight. If the parent can show that the
child's height is over 4 feet, 9 inches tall,
they may be restrained in a safety belt, in
lieu of a booster seat.

Maybe I'll never understand why a
parent chooses not to adhere, to this law.
It's easy enough - buckle up your own
seat belt, mre the kids sit in the back seat,
in the proper car seat, booster seat or seat
belt. It's up to you to set the example as a
parent.

It's something to think about now,
before something tragic happens. We can't
predict when we'll be in an accident. It
could be today, next week or years from
now.

If you and your family practice seat belt
safety now, a lot of grief in the future can
be avoided. Do the right thing.

Army releases new policy
on reporting domestic abuse

A Department of the Army
policy change may make it
easier for the victims of
domestic violence to report
abuse.

In January, representatives of
the Army's Family Support
Center introduced a Restricted
Reporting Policy for Incidents
of Domestic Abuse, which is
designed to encourage victims
of abuse to seek help when they
might otherwise fear reprisal or
shame.

Under the policy guidelines,
the spouse of a Soldier can
request anonymity to protect
him - or her, as the case may
be - from the kind of
command intervention the
Army has traditionally
encouraged.

Which is not to say the
Soldier's chain of command
will not be made aware that
abuse has been reported, said
Rebecca Welch, Fort Benning's
Family Advocacy Program
manager. It simply means the
chain of command will not
know which Soldier is being
accused.

"If a victim chooses to go
this route, she will still have
access to all the health care and
victim's advocate resources we
have available, but we will not
pass on information that could
identify the victim or the
perpetrator to the chain of

command," Welch said. "We
have always had phenomenal
command support, and I'm sure
that's not going to change.
Commanders will still make
sure their Soldiers, as a whole,
are being counseled about
abuse and know where to go or
who to talk to if they have a
problem."

The new Restricted
Reporting Policy does not
negate the former policy of
command intervention should
the victim decide to go that
route, Welch said. In the past,
when a victim turned to the
Family Advocacy Program for
help, the Soldier's chain of
command was informed about
the abuse allegations and steps
were taken to protect the family
and help the perpetrator.

"The ultimate goal is always
to keep everyone safe," Welch
said. "We want the whole
family to get what they need,
and that includes the person
who is doing the abusing. If he
doesn't get help, the cycle of
violence will continue.
' "So, yes, we do want victims

to come forward, and we will
honor their request if they
choose to use the Restricted
Reporting options," Welch said.
"That will give them time to get
help - medical help if they
need it, or shelter placement
and get all the information they
need to make an informed
decision."

At first glance, the new

policy would seem to be
counterproductive, Welch said,
if victims opt to return to the
home without insisting on
command intervention, the
abuse may continue.

"But the thinking is, under
this new policy, more people
will get help immediately," she
said.

Army officials ack-
nowledged these "competing
issues."

"Although the victim's
decision to report the incident is
a crucial step toward holding
the offender accountable ... it
has potentially serious
consequences for the safety and
welfare of the victim and other
family members," the
memorandum states. "A victim
is usually concerned that
reporting will have immediate
repercussions on the military
career of the family-member
offender, and thus affect the

family's financial welfare."
These fears often prevent

victims from seeking help,
officials said.

"A system that affords
victims access to medical and
victim advocacy services
without immediate command
or law enforcement involve-
ment can encourage victims to
feel more comfortable and safe
about reporting domestic
abuse," according to the
memorandum.

There are exceptions to the
Restricted Reporting Policy,
including an exclusionary
addendum for children who
suffer abuse.

Information related to child
abuse will be forwarded to
agencies authorized by law to
receive such reports.

uring the yearlong

deployment,
convoys belonging

to the 13th Corps Support
Battalion logged more than 3.3
million miles to complete more
than 3,300 individual missions.

Battalion gun truck teams
escorted nearly 18,000
contractor and foreign national
trucks on roads from Kuwait to
the Turkish border. During
their deployment, the 13th CSB
faced almost daily encounters
with IEDs, small arms fire,
mines, sandstorms, blistering
heat, unimproved roads, and
erratic civilian traffic.

The battalion's leadership
used the resources of the
combat logistics patrol staging
yard to prepare their convoys
for whatever might face them
on the road.

Soldiers assembled at the
CLP staging area for rehearsals
and precombat inspections
before heading onto the Iraqi
roads to deliver supplies and
equipment. This one-of-a-kind
facility was formerly a
maintenance facility. The CLP
served as an area to prepare
Soldiers for missions spanning
the length and breadth of Iraq.

The battalion's operations
officer, Capt. Andy Wagner,
and his team installed
bleachers, map boards,, terrain
models, rehearsal tables and
outdoor staging lanes.

Convoy commanders were
required to assemble their
convoys at the staging area two
hours prior to starting time.
This ensured adequate
preparation time.

Individual weapons and
protective gear were inspected
by NCOs for completeness and
serviceability prior to convoy
participants receiving their
intelligence update and convoy

brief.
The convoy brief was

followed by mandatory safety
briefs covering subjects such as
rollover drills and treatment of
heat injuries. Soldiers then
moved to rehearsal tables
where they used wood blocks
to practice blocking maneuvers,
actions on enemy contact and
maintenance halts.

At their vehicles, Soldiers
completed last-minute repairs
and adjustments, conducted
communications checks and
prepared crew-served weapons.

A typical convoy departed
for the front gate 30 minutes
prior to their assigned start
time. The last step before
leaving the FOB was a visit to
the test fire pit where all crew-
served weapons were fired.

The 13th CSB tactical
operations center also played a
critical role in the CLP process.
Minutes before reporting to the
CLP staging area, all convoy
commanders reported to the
TOC for the most current
intelligence update on their
route of travel. The
information was passed to all
convoy participants at the CLP
staging area.

Every convoy was tracked in
the 13th CSB TOC by radio
and the movement tracking
system, which allowed TOC
personnel to monitor the exact
location of the convoy patrol
and communicate with the
convoy commander through an
e-mail type system:

The TOC battle captain
worked with battle spaces all
along the battalion's convoy
routes to monitor local
conditions and ensure ready
access to quick reaction forces,
medical evacuation and
recovery support. The TOC
also maintained contact with an
attack helicopter battalion that
provided air coverage on
dangerous routes.

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America trusts military, according tc)poll

WASHINGTON The
military continues to be the
most admired institution in
America, according to the latest
Harris Poll.

A total of 47 percent of
Americans said they have a
"great deal" of confidence in the

military. Some 38 percent of
Americans said they had "only
some" confidence and 14
percent said they had "hardly
any" confidence in the military.

The military was followed in
the poll by small business - a
new category in 2005 - with
45 percent of Americans saying
they had a great deal of
confidence; colleges and

universities, 38 percent; the
Supreme Court, 33 percent; and
medicine, 31 percent.

At the bottom of the survey,
released March 2, were law
firms at 10 percent, Congress at
10 percent, organized labor at
12 percent, major companies at
13 percent and the press at 14
percent.

Anchoring the middle was

organized religion at 30 percent,
the White Iouse at 25 percent,
public schools at 22, the courts
and justice system at 21, and
television news at 19.

The military has done well in
the poll since the mid-1980s.
The first poll, conducted in
1966, had the military at 61
percent approval rating. The
next poll, conducted in 1971

showed the corrosive effect of
the Vietnam War on America.
Only 27 percent of Americans
had confidence in the military
then.

The public confidence in the
military climbed after the 1970s
and by 1989 the military was the
most-trusted organization in the
U.S.

Harris Interactive, based in

Rochester, N.Y., conducts the
poll without sponsors.

"We do this on our own,
public relations coordinator
Kelly Gullo said.

Gullo said Harris Interactive
pollsters canvassed 1,016 U.S.
adults via telephone. She said
the sampling error for the
survey is plus or minus 3
percent.

Unit Status Reports move to Web-based format

WASHINGTON - The Army's Unit
Status Report procedures have begun to
move online with a new Web-based
report and management tool.

The USR move is part of the Army's
modernization of its readiness reporting
and will now be officially referred to as
the Defense Readiness Reporting
System.

"This new readiness system has two
significant improvements over the one
that's been in place for several decades,"
said Col. Barry N. Tyree, chief of the
Army Readiness Division, G3.

Designed for high optempo
"First, it gives us a better idea of

readiness reporting under high
operational tempo conditions that are
inherent with the Global War on
Terrorism," Tyree said.

"And as we move forward in the way
the Army plans to sustain its operational
commitments, DRRS-Army will assist us
with reporting that particular progress.

"It also improves our ability to access
readiness in near-real-time in terms of
the Army being able to execute its part of
the joint and combatant plans."

The key element of process is
designed to reveal whether American
forces can perform their assigned
missions, said Laura Junor, DRRS
Interagency director, Office Of the

Secretary of Defense.
"Were moving to a system that gives

us a 'flat grade,' asking specifically what
capabilities units have now in a real-time
recording sense," Junor said.

"This is a major change in how the
department thinks about and manages its
readiness.

Measures various capabilities
"For example, a surface combatant

that doesn't have a full load of precision-
guided munitions may not be suitable to
be deployed into a combat environment;
however, it may have relevant
capabilities to do humanitarian-type
missions and therefore would still be a

* viable asset during hurricane seasons and
tsunami-type relief."

The DRRS was created to track
detailed information on what U.S. forces
and individual troops do, providing both
the Army and Office of the Secretary of
Defense the most current capabilities-
based, adaptive readiness information.

"We're going to the DRRS-Army.
system because OSD has mandated that
all services move toward a single
readiness reporting system to replace the
current legacy systems," said Tyree.
"Now we can focus on providing the best
capabilities to the combatant
commanders so that they can execute
their particular missions."

Plans were announced for the creation
of DRRS by the Office of the Secretary
of Defense in the spring of 2002.

But the concept can trace its
beginnings to the mid 1950s when
readiness reports were submitted bi-
annually to the adjutant general of the
Army, officials sad.

Since that time, the U.S. military's
involvement in Vietnam, the Gulf War of
,the early 1990s, and more recently
Bosnia and Kosovo, showed the
Department of Defense the need for a
readiness reporting system that reflected
a wide array of possible operational
capabilities.

Provides flexible access
Three said unit status reporting is a

commanders' report and DRRS will
remain a commanders' report and
assessment of their capability to execute
missions, but more troops will have
access to the system.

"The chain of command will also
have visibility," he said. "Sometimes
your higher headquarters can help you
with a problem if they know what your
issue is and what's causing you to not
necessarily be 'quite so ready.'

"The higher HQs are able to shift
them those resources - whether that's
people, equipment, training time or
training events that allow everyone to be
better focused on the missions for which
they've been designated to execute," he
said. "It-definitely transforms our
business processes and mindset and the
way we look at readiness.

DRRS-Army will provide linkages to

Army authoritative databases in areas
such as personnel, logistics, and
equipment readiness, Tyree said,
allowing commanders time to assess and
validate accurate information.

"The Department of the Army will
actually see the resources of units, no
matter where they are in the world," said
Tyree.

"For example, when units redeploy
out of theater, we will have better
visibility on how to reset those units and
get them quickly prepared to start
retraining and be available for
commitment as required.

"We're doing this in a classified way
that is not going to be an undue burden
on units, especially for those that will not
have immediate access to our classified
networks," he said.

"They'll be able to do this on a 'stand
alone' system which allows the
leadership from the lowest level of
command all the way up to the
Department of the Army to make better,
more informed decisions about how
we're going to insure the force maintains
a high level of readiness."

The DRRS-Army is slated to be
online in October, linking databases that
support the Army's service specific
requirements for organizing, supplying,
equipping, training, mobilizing,
administering and maintaining forces.
Total integration of DRRS-Army for all
Army reporting units will be no later than
June 2007.

hat's an X-ray tech

going to do with a rifle?
That's the question Staff

Sgt. Ricardo Gutierrez's friends asked
him when he started making plans to
attend Ranger School last year.

The 31-year-old radiology

When he met with a recruiter at 23,
Gutierrez felt that being an X-ray tech
would give him a skill he could use in
the civilian world. It's a job he loves.

"I have no plans to change my
MOS, but if they called me up and
said, 'Sergeant Gutierrez, we need
another guy who's Ranger qualified,'
I wouldn't hesitate."

Gutierrez said Ranger School
taught him what it takes to succeed on
the frontlines.

"I think it's harder for those of us
who aren't combat arms because it's
been seven years since I got a briefing
of this stuff in basic."

Gutierrez made it through by
asking questions like how to fire from

behind a tree, from a prone position
and how to breach a building. He said
most of his classmates were shocked
that his Soldier skills were a little
rusty and it wasn't until recently that
they understood.

"Some of my classmates are just
now figuring out I'm an X-ray tech,"
he said with a broad smile two days
before graduation. "I tried to keep it
on the down-low because I didn't
want any attention."

Gutierrez believes he has learned a
great deal about himself by becoming
a Ranger; his hardest lesson came
when he was recycled during the
Mountain Phase of training.

"It was then that I remembered
what Col. (K.K.) Chinn said at the
very beginning of the cycle, 'Even if
you fail, once a difficult task is

started, it has to be completed.' I'll
never forget that."

Gutierrez, who will pin on his
Ranger tab today at Victory Pond, said
close friends wondered why he put
himself through Ranger School when
it wasn't a requirement.

"Why wouldn't I?" Gutierrez
asked with another smile. "I think
everyone should come through. It's
tough and some people quit, but if you
make it, it makes you a better person."

Gutierrez hopes his success inspires
other Soldiers in his field.

"I certainly don't want to be the
only one," he said. "It's hard to say
that without the tab you are un-
prepared, because there are plenty of
successful people out there without it,
but I'm definitely a stronger leader
because of it."

Clark has been on the team seven
months, and she's racked up about 160
free falls.

"I try to jump whenever I can to get
my numbers up. I want to be pro-rated
as soon as I can," she said. A skydiver
becomes pro-rated after 500 jumps.

Patrick said Clark has the talent to
make it to the "big leagues," meaning the
Golden Knights, the Army's highly-
competitive parachute team.

"That would be the perfect job for
me," she said. "If I ever go to a non-
airborne unit, it will be hard for me to
keep my feet on the ground."

Clark is the first female to join the
Silver Wings since the team reorganized
in 2004. The team, which was originally
organized in 1965, had been inactive
since 2000.

Though her family supports her
ambitions, she said, her mom "was a
little nervous about the sky diving at
first, but I'm a tomboy so she expects it

from me."
The 25 year old is used to going her

own way. When she's not working, she's
riding motorcycles. Before motorcycles,
it was rodeo. The Nebraska native grew
up roping calves and steers while riding
horseback. She roped her way into
Eastern Wyoming College, but became
restless with her studies. Then a recruiter
called her. Joining the Army, she said,
was the best decision she ever made.

Clark is planning to make the Army a
career. She knows she took a
dramatically different path than most of
her friends, she said.

"My mom tells me what my friends
back home are doing. They're going to
college or starting careers. My mom tells
them, 'Sara's jumping out of airplanes,'
and their eyes get big."

When she's not free falling, she's
training other Soldiers to get their wings
at Airborne School. She is one of five
female black hats, a position which
comes with challenges.

"A lot of the guys have never worked
with a woman before," Clark said. "I'm
like the little sister over there. At first
they tried to watch themselves around
me, until finally I told them, 'Don't
worry about it, I've heard worse!"'

It helps that she has six years of
experience in the Army and has deployed
twice, Clark said. She deployed to
Afghanistan in 2003, and volunteered to
go to Iraq just two months later. She
went in the place of a friend who was
getting married. It wasn't ideal timing,
she said, but it was worth it to help a
friend.

"Sometimes you just grit your teeth
and do it. As a female black hat, I know
I've got to pull twice as hard and do
twice as much."

So what does it take to be a female
black hat and the only female Silver
Wings member?

"Dedication. You've got to have a lot
of heart and know that it's mind over
matter. You let things go and drive on."

WLC, ITB troops
train in anti-
terrorism tactics

Kicking down doors to shoot
lasers at "enemies" wearing bed
sheets may not sound like
typical Army training.

But that's just what Soldiers
did during training Feb. 3 at
Sand Hill's urban training site,
Wilson Village.

Soldiers in the Warrior
Leaders Course and the Infantry
Training Brigade's 2nd
Battalion, 58th Infantry
Regiment, trained to be leaders,
followers, and work together as
a team.

ITB and WLC coordinated
the training so that WLC
students training to be NCOs
could get hands-on experience
leading junior-enlisted Soldiers.
The WLC students led the ITB
Soldiers through a series of
stations. Each station had a
scenario, including finding a
prisoner of war, searching
enemy combatants and looking
for hidden weapons. Following
each station, the WLC students
conducted an after-action report
with the ITB Soldiers.

The Primary Leadership
Development Course was
changed to the Warrior Leaders
Course in October. One of the
changes was removing some of
the classroom time in favor of
field-training, said 1st Sgt.
Victor Fleek, NCO Academy.

"We're focusing on tactics,
troop leading and pre-combat
inspections, all geared toward a
contemporary combat environ-
ment," Fleek said. "This joint
training is a great opportunity
for the new sergeants to lead
privates, and the privates to be
led by an NCO other than one of
the drill sergeants."

The cadre added scenarios to
make the training more realistic,
said Capt. Jeff Beauchamp,

company commander of ITB's
C Company, 2nd Bn., 58th Inf.
Regt.

The main training goal for
ITB, however, was to have the
new Soldiers practice clearing a
room repeatedly until they were
proficient in it, and work
together under the instruction of
an NCO, he said.

"Right now they're still
learning fundamentals,"
Beauchamp said. "They're still
at the crawl stage of crawl,
walk, run."

Pvt. Kyle Finley enjoyed the
joint training.

"We've been getting better
and better training the longer
we're here," Finley said, "but
the days have been getting
harder. Today, getting to learn
from someone new makes the
training more fun."

For Spc. Trent McMillan,
WLC student, the training was a
good review. He deployed to
Iraq three years ago, but felt that
leading troops into combat
would be a new challenge.

"It's useful to practice," he
said. "It's like wrestling. At
first you learn all the moves, but
once you practice enough, you
don't have to think which move
to use. You just know how to
react."

Getting those reactions to be
second nature is exactly what
cadre are hoping for, said Sgt.
1st Class Edward Whitaker,
senior small group leader with
the WLC.

"We'll be out here all day,
until everybody knows what his
job is," he said.

The combat experience of the
•WLC students is a valuable
teacher for the ITB troops, said
Whitaker, who is also a combat
vet.

Unit cohesion and each team
member knowing what to do
will save 1N~es in combat.

Fort Benning's annual Women's
Conference will feature massage therapy
among its many workshops and activities

amela Chiavette is my
massage therapist. My
massage therapist. That
sounds grand.
She's actually mine for

one hour every two weeks, thanks
to my husband's generosity at

Christmastime, when Sunday's Day
Spa was discounting a variety of

"packages," including six Swedish
massages for about the cost of dinner

and a movie with popcorn and a small
diamond ring.
My time with Pamela is coming to an end

soon, and I must decide if I can squeeze a
monthly massage into my budget. I might have

dismissed the possibility six months ago on the
grounds of decadence and the demands of motherhood,

but having experienced Pamela's brand of magic firsthand,
I'm loath to let it go. Pamela could knead

the knots out of a pine tree.
She was an accountant for 18 years

before taking up massage therapy
professionally a year ago. She's had a
knack for massage ever since she was a
child. Professional training honed it into
an art. That's my choice of words, not
Pamela's, though she did say the human
body "is like a canvas every one is
different, and every one needs something
different." A well-trained therapist tunes
in to the individual's needs, she said.
While applying massage therapy, she

..........."listens" to her client's body. It speaks to
her. Very esoteric.

..... ....... Yeah, Pamela said, it probably sounds
kookie to someone who's never

experienced a professional massage.
With five "therapies" under my

........... belt, I'm inclined to agree. Crazy
as it sounds, Pamela seems to
know where I ache, where I'm
tense, which muscles need the'iiii most attention. She gets it

Women's Conference March 22.

Pamela will offer abbreviated "chair"
therapy, meaning she'll massage your

i , shoulders, neck and head for five minutes. What

a tease.
The object of Pamela's presence at the conference, I

assume, is to encourage Soldiers' spouses to explore new
ways to feed their spirits. The theme of this year's
conference, Hats Off to the military wife, is sure to address
the sometimes overwhelming number of roles we fill as
wives, mothers, sometimes mothers and fathers, chauffeurs,
caddies, tutors, students, nurses, den mothers, Sunday School
teachers, peacemakers, cookie bakers, milk machines and
counselors. Never mind our day jobs.

I like the lighthearted approach conference planners have
taken, but Pamela's presence, and the presence of other
vendors like her, tells me we're taking seriously our need to
care for women who nurture the Soldiers who nurture our
freedom. We're taking seriously Qhe need to care for
ourselves, inside and out. It's high time.

Heck, men have been doing it for ages. They know how to
doff their hats at the door. They know how to relax and "be
in the moment," unless the moment includes a commercial, in
which case they're genetically programmed to check out the
other 146 channels.

And apparently, men know how to enjoy a little pampering,
too. Pamela said she's seen a marked increase in male clients
recently, since so many of our Soldiers have come home from
Iraq. Good for them. They deserve it.

Around these parts, the male species is often reluctant to try
any spa treatment, Pamela said, be it massage, pedicure or
facial. Why is that, she wondered? Did I mention she's not
from around here? Pamela's male clients are typically
introduced to massage by their wives or girlfriends. "Couples
massage" is quite popular now, and sometimes that's what it

takes to lure a man into a spa. But after one session,
they're hooked. Pamela estimates 80 percent of her

clients are "repeaters," and more and more are men.
Here's a good place to clear up any misconceptions

about massage therapy. Pamela was quick to point out

If you want a massage, be careful. Look for licensed and
credentialed massage therapists and keep in mind that a
massage parlor is a place that's likely to be raided by local
law enforcement.

that she's a licensed therapist, not a masseuse. There is a
difference. Massag6 therapy is considered a medical
profession. Therapists do more than work out the kinks.
They heal the mind, body and soul through touch, pressure
and muscle manipulation-

New clients, male and female alike, often have to get past
the fear of exposure. Therapists use sheets and blankets and a
"tuck and roll" technique to keep their clients decent at all
times. As for other concerns - What if I fall asleep? What if
I snore or drool? Whatif I moan or giggle? - Pamela said
she's seen it all. In fact, a client who falls asleep pays her the
greatest compliment, she said.

Just as a therapist will employ different techniques for
different clients, clients themselves will enjoy the massage
experience in a way that suits them best. Some prefer
complete silence, save for the endless soft music and gentle
"sounds of nature" - birds, water, rain and whatnot - that
most spas play. Others-are chatty, Pamela said, and that's
fine, as long as they don't disturb clients in adjoining rooms.

Whatever your inclination, there are several ways to
enhance your massage experience, Pamela said. If possible,
visit the spa or a number of spas and choose an atmosphere
you're most comfortable with. Ask friends for
recommendations. If therapists are between clients, they will
gladly meet with you to answer any questions. And if you
prefer a male or female therapist, make sure you specify when
you schedule an appointment.

If possible, schedule your massage for a time of day you
can relax easily, perhaps while the kids are at school or at the
end of the workday. Some clients prefer early morning,
Pamela said, because they' re already relaxed.

Drink plenty of water the day before your massage and
avoid alcohol altogether. Massage affects all the systems of
the body, and it can actually exacerbate the affects of alcohol
or a hangover. Limit caffeine in the hours preceding a

massage, so you can better relax.
Arrive at least 15 minutes early, so you can meet with your

therapist and discuss any physical problems or health
conditions you may have. Don't assume anything is
irrelevant. A professional therapist will also Want to know if
you're taking medications.

Forget everything you've seen on TV about massage.
Remember Boss Hogg on The Dukes of Hazzard, splayed
across a table with a cigar hanging out of his mouth and a
phone to his'-ear, while a "therapist" judo-chopped his flabby,
bare back. Now forget it. Turn off your cell phone and relax.

Pamela also recommends you plan down time after your
appointment, so you can enjoy the lingering affects of the
massage. Avoid the people, places and circumstances that
trigger anxiety. Take a walk, take a nap, curl up with a book
or catch a movie. If you're drowsy from the experience, don't
drive until you're certain it's safe.

Of course, that won't be a problem next week at the
Women's Conference. Sure, Pamela can work magic in five
minutes, but by the time you've explored the other
workshops, you'll be energized, no doubt, anxious to try on a
new hat or two. That's great.

Just try to remember to take them off from time to time and
rediscover who you were before you started wearing hats,
before you started piling one on top of the other.

Q: What is the Child Tax Credit?
A: The Child Tax Credit is a credit for

taxpayers with qualifying children. For the
Child Tax Credit, a qualifying child is
defined as a child who: is your son,
daughter, stepchild, foster child, brother,
sister, stepbrother, stepsister or a
descendant of any of them; was under age
17 at the end of 2005; did not provide
more than half of his or her own support
for 2005; lived with you for more than half
of 2005; and was a U.S. citizen, a U.S.
national or a resident of the U.S.

ave your commissary shopping

habits changed a bit after a full
year's worth of healthy eating

advice from the 2005 Dietary Guidelines
for Americans? Are you saving dollars and
losing pounds by spending less time at the
drive-through window and' more time at the
commissary checkout with plenty of high-
quality and low-cost, high-nutrient and
low-calorie, healthy foods for meals at
home? Is the Defense Commissary
Xgency's "It's Your Choice, Make it
Healthy" campaign helping you remember
how to make smart choices from every
food group, or are the facts still a little
fuzzy?

Here's.a chance to test your healthy
eating quotient:

True or false: To be considered
healthy choices, fruits and vegetables
have to be fresh.

False. Fresh fruits and vegetables are
super choices that should occupy a portion
of your grocery cart on nearly every
commissary shopping excursion. The
nutritional value of frozen, canned and
dried fruits and vegetables, however, are
comparable to that of fresh, plus they offer
the benefit of longer shelf life.

When using canned fruits, limit added
sugar by'choosing those packed in natural
juice or water. Limit added sodium by
choosing canned vegetables labeled "no
added salt."

True or false? Drinking fat-free milk
is better for a person than drinking skim
milk.

False. Skim milk and fat-free milk are
interchangeable names for the same
product milk that contains zero percent to
.5 percent butterfat. Check the side panel
of the skim milk 'carton for "Maximum
B.F. .5 percent." Efforts are under way to

update the carton, but as with changing our
eating habits, it takes some time to get it
done right.

In some overseas commissaries, where
fresh milk is produced locally, the carton
might simply say skim milk. That can
make things confusing for the health-
conscious shopper. The labels on milk
containers have not caught up with the
times, meaning that skim milk is not
always labeled as fat free. It will take time
for the changes to be reflected on the
carton.

True or false: Any dark-colored,
dense-textured bread, especially those
with lots of seeds and nuts, qualifies as
whole-grain and high-fiber.

False. Breads with names like
multigrain, stone-ground, 100-percent
wheat, seven-grain, or bran might sound
like they are whole grain, but many times
they are not. The only way to tell if bread
qualifies as whole grain is to read the
ingredient label. Look for one of the first
two ingredients listed to be referred to as
whole wheat, rye, corn or another grain.

Check the nutrition facts panel for the
amount of fiber per serving. Some grain
products contain significant amounts of
bran.

Bran provides fiber, which is important
for health.

However, products with added bran or
bran alone (oat bran for example) are not
necessarily whole-grain products.

Good idea or bad idea? Since, there
aren't any nutrition facts labels on fresh
meats, who can tell what's fat and
what's lean? I try to stay away from
fresh meats, but my family is not as
concerned about eating healthy.

Bad idea. Foods from the meat and
beans group provide nutrients that are vital
to health and maintenance of your body.
However, some choices are high in
saturated fat and cholesterol, so the dietary

guidelines recommend making most of
your choices lean.

Remember, the terms "round" and
"loin" to help you zero in on the leanest
meats. The leanest beef cuts, for example,
include round steaks and roasts, top loin,
top sirloin and even chuck shoulder and
arm roasts. The leanest pork choices
include pork loin, tenderloin, center loin
and ham.

Ground beef labeled 90 percent lean is
"extra lean." Your commissary may also
carry ground beef that is 92, 93 or 95
percent lean. Boneless, skinless chicken
breasts and turkey cutlets are the leanest
poultry choices.

True or false: This healthy diet stuff
sure is dull and boring. It seems like too
many of my favorite foods are bad
choices.

False. It's never a good idea to adopt a
"good food-bad food" attitude, since nearly
all foods can be part of a healthy diet.
First, visit www.mypyramid.gov to learn
the amount of calories you should consume
each day.

The amount depends on your age,
gender, activity level and whether you are
trying to gain, maintain or lose weight.

You could use up the entire amount on a
few high-calorie items, but chances are you
won't get the full range of vitamins and
nutrients your body needs to be healthy.

Instead, choose nutritionally rich foods
packed with vitamins, minerals, fiber and
,other nutrients, but low in calories.

Work in a few high-calorie favorites, in
moderate amounts on an occasional basis,
while still staying within your calorie
limits.

How did you score?
If you got four to five correct answers,

your healthy eating quotient is in the
genius category. Two to three correct
answers? You're learning. Just keep
taking small steps to "A Healthier You."
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Regular screenings help prevent colorectal cancer

Colorectal cancer is a leading
cause of cancer death in the U.S.
and affects men and women of
all ethnic backgrounds. But
more than 90 percent of
colorectal cancers can be cured
if caught in their earliest stages.

Regular screening is the key.
With improved screening tests
available, screenings for
colorectal cancer are more
thorough and more comfortable.

MCG Health System
recommends regular screenings
for men and women starting at
age 50.

Those with a personal history
of colorectal cancer or a
personal history of chronic
inflammatory bowel disease
should talk with their doctor
about starting screenings earlier.

Some of the most commonly
asked questions regarding
colorectal cancer include:

* Why, does colorectal
cancer happen?

More than 90 percent of
colorectal cancers occur in those
50 and older. Age is the greatest
risk factor for this type of
cancer.

Other risk factors include: A

diet high in fat and calories and
low in fiber; smoking; a high
incidence of benign polyps or
growths in the colon;
inflammation of the colon;
diabetes, physical inactivity;
alcohol intake; and those who
have had ovarian, uterine or
breast cancer.

Colorectal cancer is just as
, common in men as in women.

Ethnicity may play a role:
African Americans are
diagnosed with and die from
colorectal cancer more than any
other U.S. racial or ethnic
group. Jews , of Eastern
European descent may also have
higher rates of colorectal cancer.

0 What are some of the
signs of colorectal
cancer?

In its earliest stages,
colorectal cancer has no
symptoms, which is why regular
screenings are so important.
But those 50 or older, or those
with a personal or family
history, should immediately
check with their physicians if
they experience the following:
rectal bleeding or blood in the
stool; a change in bowel habits,
such as diarrhea, constipation or
narrowing of the stool that lasts
for more than a few days;

cramping or gnawing stomach
pain; decreased appetite or
vomiting; weakness and fatigue;
and jaundice (yellow coloring)
of the skin or eyes.

The symptoms of colorectal °

cancer may be similar to those
of other conditions, such as
hemorrhoids, infections and
inflammatory bowel disease.

. Why should I bother
getting screened?

Early screening helps detect
and remove benign polyps that
could lead to cancer.

If you are 50 or older, or have
a personal or family history of
colorectal cantcer, talk to your
physician about getting
screened. He or she may refer
you to a gastroenterologist, a
doctor who specializes in
diseases of the gastrointestinal
tract.

* What's the best way
to find colorectal
cancer?

* The American Cancer
Society recommends the
following tests:

• An annual fecal occult
blood test, which checks your
stool for blood.

. Colonoscopy or
sigmoidoscopy, which involves

the use of a thin tube with a
camera so physician's may look
inside the body for polyps and
other abnormalities. These tests
remain the best method not only
for detection of cancer, but for
the identification and removal
of polyps that can become
cancer.

Sigmoidoscopy examines the
last half of the colon and is
recommended every five years.
Colonoscopy examines the
entire colon and is
recommended every 10 years.

* Double contrast barium
enema, in which a liquid
containing barium is put into the
colon and X-rays are taken of
the gastrointestinal tract. The
barium helps highlight
abnormal areas. This is
recommended every five years.

. A digital rectal exam, which
can detect masses. This is
recommended as part of a
regular physical exam and also
prior to completing a
sigmoidoscopy or colonoscopy.

More than 50 percent of
colorectal cancer cases are
diagnosed in later stages, when
a cure is less likely.

By simply getting screened
early and making screenings a
regular part of your checkup,
you can help prevent colorectal
cancer.

immy Coates knows
how Michael Jordan
felt.

More than 1,000 amateur and
professional archers traveled to
Fort Benning to participate in
the second event of the 2006
Archery Shooters Association
tour. The events were held
Friday through Sunday at the
Uchee Creek Campground.

"We had 1,126 registered
archers," said Cliff Hughes, the
Uchee Creek manager. "It's
more than I had expected and
I've heard some compliments
about our facilities."

The event typically draws
archers from across the country
and occasionally some
international shooters as well.
Children as young as 6 can
compete.

One of the largest classes,
with 103 entrants, is the hunter
class, where archers shoot at 20
targets at varying, unknown

distances. Signs leading to the
ranges indicate where range
finders are no longer allowed.

Joe Heist, from Deltona, Fla.,
said he started shooting with the
ASA in 2001. This is his third
year in the hunter class. Archers
move up in classes once they
earn a certain amount of money
in their class.

Heist said he doesn't do it for
the prize money.

"It's just like golf," he said.
"It's pure competition and
preparation of hunting season."
Shooting all year helps him
make ethical shots when he's
hunting in the fall and winter.

And just like golf, the
shooters are formed into random
shooting groups, moving from
target to target. The shooters
rotate th.eir shooting order,
check each other's shots
through binoculars, and then
score their arrows. Targets have
point rings of 5, 8, 10 and 12

points - a perfectly shot round
is 240 points.

Heist's group of five talked
about bows and equipment as
they waited for the signal to
move to a new point. Two shoot
with Matthews bows, two with
Hoyts and Floridian Charlie
Wilder shot with a Newberry
bow he 'had gotten two days
before the competition.

"Yes, you're going to be
better with a piece of equipment
you're used to," Wilder said. "I
might place 60th instead of
58th. There are some really
good shooters here."

One of the main differences
in the classes is the equipment.

"The pros shoot a sight with
one pin they can adjust for the
yardage," said Travis Gross, an
archer from Bledsoe, Ky. "The
bow hunters shoot with multiple
pins, and most of the equipment
is something you'd take in the

B-ball: Game inspired
Continded from C-1
plan to go to school and offered
to help him with his basketball
dreams.

Coates hit junior college in
time for the fall intramural
season where he and his cousin
played to a second-place finish.
One of the players on the
winning team was headed for
the college team and
encouraged Coates to try out.

"Tryouts came and I had a
great showing," he said. "The
coach came up to me and asked
if I wanted a scholarship.

"I didn't want my mother to
have to pay for school," he
said, "because there were more
coming behind me."

After junior college, Coates
wandered to Indiana, where he
joined the Indiana National
Guard, completing Officer
Candidate School in Indiana in
1999.

Then came his first real
scholarship to play basketball,
from a coach at Cameron
University in Oklahoma who
had coached Spud Webb.

"Everyone has a purpose
and a niche, and basketball was
mine," Coates said.

Written and executive
produced by siblings Mark and
Robb Cullen (Lucky), the new
series crosses genres as it tracks
a complex cat-and-mouse game
between cops and professional
thieves that plays out in the ritzy
environs of Beverly Hills.

As the series opens, ace thief
Mickey O'Neil (Dougray Scott,
Dark Water) has assembled a
formidable team of career
crminals to tackle one of the
most formidable heists in
history: robbing three celebrated
jewelry stores on Rodeo Drive
during Academy Awards week.

Mickey's team of burglars
includes second-in-command
James Johnson (Steve Harris,
The Practice), the legendary
Pops (indie film veteran
Seymour Cassel) and younger
players Lola and Ricky (Marika
Dominczyk, David Walton).
Each is hungry for a slice of the
fortune they have in their sights.

What they may not realize is
that Mickey is driven by
something far stronger than
greed: revenge against a former
partner who tried to kill Mickey
seven years ago.

"What happened seven years
ago kind of defines Mickey as a
person," Scott said of his
character.

"This is revealed gradually
throughout the series, and I don't
want to give away any surprises,
but his partner thinks he has
killed Mickey.

"Mickey goes into hiding,
though, and for the past seven
years he has been thinking of
how he can exact revenge on his
partner. When he comes back,

he discovers that his old partner
has hooked up with Mickey's ex-
wife and his young daughter, so

there are many, many fires
burning within Mickey."

And, suffice it to say, Mickey
didn't pick those stores on
Rodeo Drive purely at random.

The Scots-born actor put a
busy film career on hold to sign
up for his first U.S. TV series
simply because he was blown
away by the pilot script.

"I thought it was better than
any of the movies I had been
offered this year," Scott said.
"My inspiration has always been
the writing - that's the
springboard for any great
performance, any great movie.
And the chance to work with
Doug Liman (The Bourne
Identity), who's a wonderful
director, was very enticing.

"I haven't done much (series)
television, so this is kind of an
interesting experiment. This
series could potentially run for
three or four seasons, but the
upside of that is that you can
develop various aspects of the
character. The possibilities are
kind of limitless, whereas in a
movie you have two hours to try
to convey an entire character,
why this person is the way he is.
With a television series, you can
be fhore patient about what you
reveal and when."

Despite his character's Celtic
surname, the producers told
Scott they wanted him to play
Mickey as an American, which
meant swapping Scott's natural
Scottish burr for a flatter
American accent.

"It isn't just the accent; it's the
rhythms of American speech that
you have to try to get, but once
you get it, there are just a lot of
things you have to try to be
aware of," Scott sald.

Iraq facing 'difficulit situation'

WASHINGTON - Nearly three
years into Operation Iraqi Freedom,
it's fair for people to ask why the
United States should see the mission
through, Defense Secretary Donald
Rumsfeld said Tuesday.

In a Pentagon news briefing,
Rumsfeld acknowledged that Iraq is

facing "a very difficult situation."
Similar questions were raised in

the past when the country
confronted tough challenges, he
said.

And just as past generations
endured tough times, so too must
Americans today in Iraq.

"Consider what the world would
be like if, whenever things seem to
go wrong or to have grown more
difficult than expected, the
Americans and the leaders in that
generation had simply thrown in the
towel rather than persevering," the
secretary said.

WASHINGTON - The
Army has revised its policy
on tattoos in an effort to
bolster recruitment.

Tattoos are now permitted
on the hands and back of the
neck if they are not
"extremist, indecent, sexist or
racist."

The change was made
because Army officials
realized the number of
potential recruits bearing skin
art had grown enormously
over the years.

About 30 percent of
Americans between the ages
of 25 and 34 have tattoos,
according to a Scripps
Howard News Service and
Ohio University survey. For
those younger than age 25, the
number is about 28 percent.
In all, the post-baby-boom
generations are more than
three times as likely as
boomers to have tattoos.

K risten Pirog is no

Find ways to manage stress daily

What do you do for stress relief?

Q" uick! Can you name the
emotions that make people feel
the most stressed? C'mon, it

could bhanging at any moment! Now
don't get your blood pressure up about
things you can't control, but you should
take this seriously.

OK, I'll tell you. The biggest stressors
are feeling like you don't have enough
time, the uncertainty of change, feeling out
of control, and just taking life too dam
seriously. That's if you believe a 1999
University of California study.

Most likely, you've got at least one of
those you're dealing with in your life.
People at Fort Benning are dealing with the
stress of returning from deployments, job
pressure, parenting pressure, moving to
new places, and all the other demands that
come with life.

Some symptoms of stress can be
physical, like having tight neck and
shoulder muscles, upset stomach,
indigestion, fatigue, sleeplessness or
oversleeping, rashes, teeth grinding and
chest pain. Stress can also be manifested
emotionally, through feelings like

depression, anger,
apathy, irritability,
impatience and low
self-esteem.

While everyone has
to deal with some stress
occasionally, it can get
to be too much.
Recognizing the
symptoms of stress can
help you take control of it and deal with it.

One way to ease stress is by managing
daily habits. Getting enough sleep,
exercising and eating a healthy diet can
help. It's easier to deal with problems
when a person is physically feeling well.

Avoiding drinking too much alcohol is
also important, since alcohol is a
depressant. Of course alcohol also lowers
inhibitions, and can lead to saying or doing
things in a moment of weakness that
people later regret.

There are proactive ways to fight stress.
Working out helps to get rid of aggression
and nervous energy. When I've had a
stressful day, the first thing I do when I get
home is put on my sneakers and get
outside for a walk. If I don't get rid of the
nervous energy, I'll either take it out on
someone else, or pick another bad option,

like, oh, eating an entire chocolate cake.
Probably not the best plan.

Venting to others is helpful, but if that's
not possible, writing in a journal is helpful.
Keeping stress inside eats away at a
person, and just compounds the physical
problems of stress. Scratching thoughts
onto a poor unsuspecting piece of paper
can be a way to get aggression out of the
body.

If something is getting to be too much,
get up and walk away for a minute. Try
taking some deep breaths, counting
backwards from 50, tensing your muscles
and relaxing them, anything to get a little
break from whatever is causing the tension.
Make sure you take some time for yourself
each day. Prioritize what needs to be done
today, and what can wait until tomorrow.
It's OK to take a break, and chances are
you'll be more productive after a little
break anyway.

So don't stress about it. Find little ways
to be happy during the day. For some
people that can be found in religion, for
some it's getting out in nature or spending
time with family.

Whichever it is, take time to take care
of yourself, and it will probably help the
day go a little smoother.

You back
up your truck, put down the
tailgate, hang out with your
buddies and listen to country
music. It's a great way to
blow off steam."

It helps
because I just sit down and
relax and get away from
everything.

am a digital immigrant. But my 14-
year-old daughter is a digital native,

Digital immigrants are people who, like
me, started using computers as adults. I
was in college, going to a computer lab to
write my research papers. The papers
printed out on a dot matrix, continuous
feed printer. And there was no Internet,
nothing was user-friendly and Cobalt was
some language engineering students spoke.

My first personal e-mail account? In
1998, one of the junior Soldiers in my
office helped me set it up on Hotmail,
which I wasn't convinced was not a porn
portal. I am definitely a digital immigrant
- learning how to use the technology as I
have to, dragging my feet as I go along. I
finally bought a digital camera, something
we've been using in the office for years.
Why? So I could send pictures home via
e-mail and post on the family blog, which

is short for Web log.
Digital natives don't

need a definition for the
word blog. They
probably have several
where they post the
most intimate details of
their lives.

They don't worry
about the privacy issues
that plague me - I shred and burn
personal documents and returned checks
from a bank no longer in business.

My daughter was a third-grader when
she showed one of my coworkers how to
use a spreadsheet and how to make a
PowerPoint slide. It's amazing how
technology is interwoven with the ABCs
and reading and writing. Graphing
calculators are used by sixth-graders, and
who knows anyone younger than 25 who's
heard of a slide rule?

Technology is changing education - not
only in how subjects are puighl, but how
kids learn. Just because I, couldn't watch
TV and learn my spelling words doesn't

mean children can't. They are growing up
with Sesame Street and information
coming at them from all directions.

Army: Revises
tattoo policy
Continued from A-1
Regulation 670-1 was revised to
state: "Tattoos that are not
extremist, indecent, sexist or
racist are'allowed on the hands
and neck. Initial entry
determinations will be made
according to current guidance."

The Army has never allowed
indecent tattoos on any part of
the body, G1 officials said.

The new policy allows
recruits and all Soldiers to sport
tattoos on the neck behind an
imaginary line straight down
and back of the jawbone,
provided the tattoos don't
violate good taste.

"The only tattoos acceptable
on the neck are those on the
back of the neck," said Hank
Minitrez, Army G- 1 Human
Resources Policy spokesman.
"The 'back' of the neck is
defined as being just under the
ear lobe and across the back of
the head. Throat tattoos on that
portion of the neck considered
the front, the ear lobe forward)
are prohibited."

If a Soldier's command has
no issue with his or her tattoos,
the Soldier should have
personnel files notated to show
that he or she is in line with AR-
670, officials said.

Though not mandatory,
having the notation entered
serves as back-up
documentation at a follow-on
command which might feel the
Soldier's tattoos don't meet
Army regulation.

Army Regulation 670-1,
which was modified via a
message released Jan. 25, also
now specifies: "Any tattoo or
brand anywhere on the head or
face is prohibited except for
permanent make-up."

For women, allowable make-
up would be permanent eye-
liner, eyebrows and makeup
applied to fill in lips, officials
said.

They said permanent make-
up should be conservative,
complement the uniform and
complexion in both style and
color and will not be trendy.

British visit

British military officers got a chance to
see Fort Benning Soldiers in action
Tuesday at the Malone MOUT site and get
a better understanding of how Sand Hill's
cadre turn civilians into Soldiers.

The British officers watched Soldiers
training and then mingled with the troops,
asking questions and sharing stories.

"We've learned that if we're standing
shoulder to shoulder with an American in
combat, we know we can rely on him,",
said Lt. Col. Collin McClean, the senior
British officer with the group of about 20
who visited Sand Hill Tuesday. "We know
that he's a Soldier first."

Almost 200 British officers have been
visiting Fort Benning for the past two
weeks as part of their Intermediate Staff
and Command Course. It is the British
equivalent to Command and General Staff
College.

"We're getting to understand the
American military better, and hopefully
they understand us a little better," said
Maj. Rupert Jackson. "It's been a fantastic
development opportunity, both
professionally and culturally."

Prior to watching the field exercise,
they were briefed on Sand Hill operations
by Lt. Col. Scott Power, commander of the
I st Battalion, 38th Infantry Regiment.

Fort Benning is unique in the Army,
becaus'e it is the only post that has basic
training, one station unit training, and
reception, Power said.

ITB and BCTB are constantly working
to improve training for the current combat
environment, he said.

Hearing how Fort Benning is adapting
training is useful, because the British are
also adapting training to incorporate
lessons learned from the War on

Terrorism, McClean said.

Some of the changes Sand Hill has
implemented include all Soldiers wearing
body armor throughout training, night-fire
training, and a focus on urban operations.
Drill sergeants also have a different focus
in today's Army than in the past.

"In today's Army at war, attrition is not
the mission," Power said. "We don't want
a single Soldier to fail. We're not going to
put a sub-standard Soldier on the line, but
if a Soldier has the potential, we will train
him to standard."

Sand Hill's cadre are trained to treat
new Soldiers with respect, Power said,
because "anyone who volunteers to be a
Soldier during a time of war is a great
American."

Initial entry training in the British army
is similar to American basic training, but
less hectic because it's two weeks longer,
Jackson said.

The trip to the United States, a first for
several of the officers, was an opportunity
to build friendships between allies,
McClean said.

"We've really enjoyed getting to know
the Americans. I think this helps us
understand that we really are allies in the
world. It's also helps us and the
Americans dispel some myths about each
other. For instance, you don't all live on
hamburgers, and we don't-break every five
minutes to drink tea."

Retired general speaks at Combat Leader SpeakE, Program

Retired Brig. Gen. David L. Grange
addressed a standing room only
gathering of Soldiers and civilians
Tuesday in Marshall Auditorium as the
keynote speaker for the Combat Leader
Speaker Program.

Commanding General Maj. Gen.
Walter Wojdakowski introduced
Grange, a veteran of Vietnam and
Operation Desert Storm, who
commanded Soldiers at every level
from platoon leader to division
commander.

"He sits on a variety of boards of
directors and, as a military analyst for
CNN, he is a trusted agent for all of us
on active duty," Wojdakowski said.
"He was inducted into the Ranger Hall
of Fame in 2005 and is now a very
successful civilian."

Grange shared observations on
leadership which he developed during
his 30 years as a Soldier and the past
six years as a civilian leader, he said.

"God knows they need some of
these ideas in the civilian work force,
so some of the things I'm going to
share with you today, I really believe in
with all my heart, because I still use
them as a civilian," he said.

Sharing his thoughts with Tuesday's
audience, he said, was different than in
the past because of the wealth of
experience the Soldiers already have.

"But there was a period of time

when there was not a lot of real-world
experience," he said. "A lot of you
have real-world experience. I'm
cognizant of that, and it's a real honor
to be with you because of that fact."

Leadership in the Army is "serious
stuff," he said. Unlike a civilian
company where the bottom line is
money, being a military leader requires
dedication.

"Soldiers' moms and dads expect
you to do it right," Grange said.

Doing it "right" in the face of the
Army's overwhelming and varied
commitments around the world
requires today's leaders to be masters
of their trade, he said. Leadership, as
the key element of combat power,
requires leaders to be more than just
physically tough, dependable and
talented. Leaders need to be passionate
about what they're doing.

And as his father, retired Lt. Gen.
David E. Grange used to tell him

"What happens to many of us is
sometimes we lose sight of what that
means, moving across that terrain,
carrying loads like mortars, machine
gun ammo, 100-pound rucksacks," he
said. "You better meet the standard."

Army leaders should remember the
pain and difficulty Soldiers go through
in combat and in the field. By
remembering what Soldiers go
through, commanders will be better
leaders, he said.

He highlighted the importance in
leaders having tenacity in five critical
areas: accomplishing missions, taking
care of people, conducting realistic and
demanding training, obtaining
resources and managing time.

Because Soldiers are both the
strongest and weakest parts of any
system, Grange talked about the

importance of leaders establishing
effective communications in their
units. Without good communication,
horizontal and vertical, a leader can't
establish trust. Without trust, there's no
loyalty or confidence and Soldiers
don't reach their potential because they
lose their adaptability.

"Face-to-face communication is
better in combat," Grange said. "If I
give an order, I can tell if a person's
ready or whether he needs
reinforcement through eye contact and
body language."

And in a situation where a leader
finds the terrain varies from the map -

"You gotta go with the terrain," he said.
"You have to adapt to what you found.
And I imagine that happens much
faster with you today than it happened
with me."

Grange cautioned against "thinking
outside the box" unless leaders first
know what the box is. Once leaders

know their tactics, techniques,
procedures and drills, they can then
earn the right to think outside the box.

Leaders should be measuring their
progress against their units' potential,
not its start point. They should go to
sleep asking themselves, "have I done
everything I can today to accomplish
my mission and keep my troops alive,"
he said.

"Everybody wants to win," Grange
said, "but what's important are those
who have the will to prepare, and it all
goes back to self-discipline and
standards."

And the will to prepare leads to what
Grange said is the number one quality
of life issue for Soldiers - training.

"How do you train your people?" he
asked. "With one foot in the library
and the other in the street. One is
institutional training, the training
you're getting right here, right now.
The other is experience on the ground.
You have to have a combination of both
- street sense and institutional
knowledge.

"We might not have everything we
want, but I think the military is given a
lot. It's the most respected institution
in the United States of America, and we
do have some pretty good kit and some
worthy missions," Grange said.

"We work for a democratic
governance that even with its warts, is
one of the best in the world.
Consequently the American people
expect you to serve its standard."

It was during the final phases of the
book that Frank died, killed as he
popped the trunk of a car during
checkpoint operations, bringing the
war in Iraq to Pirog's door. He had
been one of her husband's lieutenants
when they were stationed in Alaska
and the two had crossed paths on post
while Frank was in the Infantry
Captains Career Course.

"So we decided if the book did
well, we wanted to give back to Army
families," Pirog said. Then came the
box.

"My mom didn't want my sister to
be forgotten and I know families don't
want their Soldiers to be forgotten,"
Pirog said.

"The families can use the boxes
however they want to use them.
They're a tool to help them create and

hold onto memories."
She marched out her back door and

over to Pierce's to ask what she
thought of the idea, having already
bought the
www.operationremembrance.org
domain name.

"We just weren't sure how we were
going to do it," Pirog said, "but we
were going to do it."

They called the IRS and secured
non-profit status, found a wholesale
company owned by a veteran to
provide the velvet-lined, cherry wood
boxes and got their first donation -

almost $800 - from another
neighbor's IOBC class.

"That was the jump start we
needed," Pirog said. "Then came the
Web site - Julie's effort- and the
key way for people to contact us."

Pirog's parents bought the first
shipment of boxes and she and Pierce
paid the shipping. Now, as part of the
National Heritage Foundation, their
organization has oversight from the
NHF and donors can receive
confirmation of their tax-free
contributions.

For a while the boxes were taking
up space in one of the Pierce family
vehicles.

"My son complained about them,"
Pierce said, "and I just told him
'Every one of those boxes represents a
Soldiers' life, so you're not going to
complain about them being in the
truck."

"This is something that can grow. It's heartbreaking to have to give
them at all, but it is so important. It'snot only a gift, but a tool they

may use to help deal with the grief."

Monday, Pierce and Pirog, now
visiting from Fort Bliss, Texas, mailed
off the 50th boxto the family of a
Soldier killed while training in
Hawaii.

Although their initial thought was
to provide boxes to the spouse of a
Soldier killed in combat, they've
expanded their scope.

"This is something that can grow,"
Pirog said. "It's heartbreaking to have
to give them at all, but it is so
important. It's not only a gift, but a
tool they may use to help deal with the
grief."

Pirog said the average person
doesn't wake up one morning and
decide to start a non-profit
organization. She feels this project
"found" her and she "found" Pierce
for a reason, drawing some of her
inspiration from her own experience
and from the chaplains' words at
Frank's funeral.

"Memories help fill the void left by
a loved one," she said. "I don't know
what everyone needs, but I knew what
my family needed."

Within a year, Pirog sent another
box to another friend.

And now, as she prepares for her
husband's deployment, she sees
Operation Remembrance as something
that will help her not to focus on
herself and what she's about to go
through.

"As military spouses and military
children, we're so aware of Soldiers,"
she said. "If you live on post, it's so
much a part of our culture - the
cemetery, hearing Taps playing every
night. You don't want to dwell on the
what if."

As heart wrenching as it is to send
the boxes, opening the thank-you
notes are even more so. The idea that
families wrote letters of thanks in the
midst of grief touched both women.

"We feel like we've helped some
families," Pierce said.

Her husband, who watched a box
presentation to a widow, told her he
could see the effect of what the two
were doing.

"Our guys have been so wonderful
supporting us. We knew it was right

when our husbands said it was good."
But both women are hesitant to

have their names or faces prominently
attached to the project.

Visitors to the Web site have to
search for information about them,
and there isn't much to find.

"This project isn't about us," Pirog
said. "We're just spouses wanting to
help."

What they do want, is to continue
providing the boxes to the families of
fallen Soldiers and offer them some
measure of comfort in their grief. And
they want to let more people know.
Operation Remembrance is now
represented at Forts Hood, Stewart,
Wainwright and Drum in addition to
Bliss and Benning.

"Military wives are our eyes and
our ears, and once they find out, we're
able to help a lot of families, Pirog
said.

Iraq: Will 'prove
worth of the cause'

Rumsfeld ran down a litany
of examples of how history
would have changed if the
United States had cut and run
when the going got tough.
Europe probably wouldn't be
free and united. The Soviet
Union would not have
dissolved. Germany and Japan
would not be democratic allies,
and the Republic of Korea
wouldn't be an important ally
with the world's 12th-largest
economy.

"So too the sacrifices of
today will, over time, prove the
worth of this cause (in Iraq),"
Rumsfeld said.

The secretary acknowledged
that Iraq faces challenges:
Violence continues; the
democratic process can be
frustratingly slow; predictions
of an imminent civil war
circulate.

But to get a real handle on
the overall situation in Iraq,
Rumsfeld proposed three
questions to consider:

• Are the Iraqi people
supporting their nation's
democratic transformation?

• Are the Iraqi forces taking
on responsibility for the security
of their country?

e Are the coalition forces in
Iraq helping to make the United
States safer?

Rumsfeld answered all three
questions with a clear "yes."

The vast majority of Iraqis
support the country's new
democracy and oppose the
people who threaten it, he said.

Iraqis turned out in force
during national elections despite
threats to their lives and
families.

They' re volunteering in
droves to join the security
forces, even as terrorists target
these forces. They're reporting
tips about terrorist activities to
authorities at "encouragingly
high levels," he said.

Marine Gen. Peter Pace,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, told reporters most Iraqis
are choosing the path that leads
to freedom, a representative
government and a prosperous
future - not civil war.

"They are very much 16oking
forward to how can they have a
unified government and move
down that path," Pace said.
"And there are many, many
more voices for unification and
freedom amongst the
leadership, both elected and

religious, in that country than
there are voices of opposition."

Reflecting on progress
among Iraqi security forces,
Rumsfeld said the army and
police are growing in both
numbers and capabilities.

Some 100 Iraqi battalions are
in the fight against terrorists,
with 49 of these battalions
controlling their own battle
space. Iraqi security forces
control about 60 percent of
Baghdad, including some of the
toughest areas there: Haifa
Street, Sadr City and the airport
road. In addition, Rumsfeld
said, about 75 .percent of
operations involve Iraqi security
forces, nearly half of them
independently planned,
conducted and led by Iraqis.

Rumsfeld said he's a firm
believer that progress in Iraq is
helping protect the United
States' long-term security.

"A free and stable Iraq will
not go to war against its
neighbors, will not use chemical
weapons against its own people,
will not harbor or support
terrorists, will not pay rewards
to the families of suicide
bombers, and will not seek to
kill Americans," he said.

"Our coalition is fighting
terrorists in Iraq so we do not
have to fight the terrorists here
at home," Rumsfeld said.

The coalition also is bringing
hope of living in a free society
to millions of Iraqis, just as is
happening in Afghanistan, he
said.

"And as that desire spreads,
it will severely undermine the
militant ideology that feeds
terrorism and opposes the rights
of free people," he said.

Pace reminded the group that
Iraq is just one part in the global
war on terror.

Even if the United States
were to leave Iraq tomorrow, it
would still have a long effort
ahead to defeat terrorism around

the world, he said.
"And we as a nation need to

understand that, to understand
that it takes decades for terrorist
organizations to either be
defeated or to lose their
ideology," he said.

Although it won't be at the
current numbers, the United
States will have to continue
deploying troops overseas for
the foreseeable future to
respond to terrorist threats.

"And that will take a long
time," Pace said.

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Construction, security
aid part of 36th Eng.
combat mission
Unit found,
cleared more
than 350 IEDs
Capt. Ivy Miller
36th Engineer Group

uring their year-long

deployment to Iraq,
the 36th Engineer

Group was responsible for a
wide variety of missions,
including construction design,
route clearance, humanitarian
aid, munitions excavation,
search and seizure, demolition,
force protection, guard duty
and, of course, vertical and

,horizontal construction.
Seahorse Iron Claw teams

worked with specialized
equipment to find and destroy
improvised explosive devices
along the main supply routes
throughout Baghdad.

The Buffalo was used as the
primary route clearance
vehicle. The vehicle uses a
robotic arm with a claw-like
attachment to examine roadside
debris for possible explosive
devices.

The Iron Claw teams swept
multiple routes daily, working
with Explosive Ordnance
Disposal to neutralize all IEDs
and remove any threat.

The teams participated in
several combined arms route
clearance operations. These
were large-scale missions
involving multiple units and
branches of service, which
conducted highly focused area
searches in high-threat areas

around Baghdad.
The Seahorse Iron Claw

teams swept over 50,000
kilometers, finding and
eliminating more than 350
IEDs.

Two specialized dog teams
assigned to the 36th Engineer
Group supported units across
Baghdad. The dog teams
conducted area, vehicle,
building, bridge, route, raid,
traffic control point and cordon
and search missions, searching
for explosives, ammunition,
weapons and other items used
in the construction of IEDs.

Before the Iraqi referendum
and elections, the dogs
searched voting sites for
explosives. The teams also
swept buildings on larger base
camps to search for bombs.

The Group's Design
Management Section was
responsible for the design and
inspection of more than 150
construction projects, worth
approximately $25 million
dollars, throughout the
Baghdad area of operations.

36th Engineer Group
surveyors also conducted 14
topographical surveys of
forward operating bases to
provide geographical
information for construction
units and combat commanders.

The engineers worked with
Iraqi contractors on
construction projects.
American and Iraqi contractors
shared design practices and
techniques, and military
construction teams taught Iraqis
Western construction
techniques.

Many of the 36th Engineer
Group missions focused on
improving the life of the Iraqi
people. In 2005, the 36th
collected, stockpiled and
distributed more than $2
million worth of humanitarian
aid supplies.

The Seahorse team
purchased supplies locally and
organized them-into three types
of packages containing
construction supplies, food and
office supplies. The packages
were stored for quick pick-up
and distribution to Iraqis after
terrorist attacks.

Each construction package
consisted of supplies like
plywood, lumber, a generator,
an air conditioning unit,
hammers, hand saws, cement,
bricks and electrical supplies.
Each one cost approximately
$30,000.

Each food package
contained food items, such as
date syrup, lentils, hummus
tahini, cakes, vegetables, bowls,
diapers, flour and rice. Each
food package was designed to
feed 100 Iraqi people for 10
days. Each package cost
approximately $10,000.

The office supply packages
contained a computer system,
tables, chairs and filing
cabinets, and cost
approximately $20,000.

The Rugged Seahorse team
completed more than a 1,000
missions throughout the
Baghdad area of operations,
leaving behind changes for both
the Iraqi people and the
military units who will follow
in their footsteps.

School administrators assign
laptops to each student.

The students and their
parents sign an Internet use
agreement at the beginning of
the school year. The agreement
spells out how the Internet is to
be used: It is a research tool;
visiting chat rooms, e-mailing
or instant messaging friends is
prohibited.

So there was disappointment
when a check of the computers
alerted school officials that 43
percent of the eighth-grade
students violated the
agreement, said Mike Starrett,
assistant principal.

The sites most visited were
"social-networking" sites,
where members can personalize
homepages, instant message, e-
mail, blog and share videos.
However, two students visited
sites containing adult material.

Not only does this violate the

Internet agreement, it's risky
business, Starrett said.

"In cyberspace, anyone can
be anybody," he said.

Students don't realize the
medium is wide open and that
predators are posing as
teenagers, he said.

The Associated Press
reported that a group of
"Internet surfers" posing as a
15-year-old girl on
MySpace.com, a social
networking site, helped
California police catch Michael
Ramos, 48, of Fontana, Calif.,
who was charged with felony
attempted lewd and lascivious
conduct with a child and an
outstanding warrant.

Internet safety is taught by
Fort Benning Schools through
I-Safe, which structures the
lessons for the age of the
students, said Joyce Flatt, Fort
Benning Schools education

technologist.
With I-Safe, children learn

about tactics predators use and
how to avoid predators, e-mail
and cyberbullying.

"Parents need to be vigilant
and know what their children
are viewing on the Internet and
posting on it," said Angie
Cotton, Faith assistant
principal.

"A lot of kids think the
information they put on their
homepage is viewed only by
their friends," said Cotton, who
said she surprised by what
some of the eighth-graders had
posted - children she
wouldn't have expected the
postings from.

"How many parents have
looked at what their children
are looking at on the Web?" she
asked.

knows that many of
the Soldiers in his

company are not happy. As
the commander for D
Company, CONUS
Replacement Center, he has a
steady stream of Soldiers
flowing through his unit for
training.

Truelove and 1st Sgt. Don
Moyer oversee the rapid train-
up of Individual Ready
Reserve Soldiers activated to
support to Global War on
Terrorism. They handle their
accession onto active duty and
training on the 39 warrior
tasks. Infantry Soldiers
remain at Fort Benning for a
one- to three-week MOS
refresher, depending on their
rank. Non-Infantry Soldiers
are sent to the post that has
their MOS courses.

Whatever their rank or

MOS, the
end result
for the
Soldiers is
the same -

they deploy
overseas.

But
what's
different is
one small
thing these Soldiers leave
with. After Truelove holds the
final after action review, he
tells the Soldiers there's one
last thing they get before they
leave, and he hands them a
card made by elementary
students in Beech Grove, Ind.

A few months after
Truelove was activated for a
two-year tour at Fort Benning,
he and his wife came up with
the idea. Kristin, a first-grade
teacher, would have her
students make cards and her
husband would hand them out.

"Her class initiated it,"
Truelove said, "and then it

rolled into a kindergarten
class. It has just exploded."
The stockpile of letters he has
on hand will last through the
summer while the children are
on vacation.

Truelove said he and
Moyer have handed out nearly
1,000 cards since they began
the project, with positive
reactions from the Soldiers
everything from smiles to
laughs to more serious
expressions and even a few
tears.

"You can tell they
appreciate it," Moyer said.
"Their reactions are different,
depending on their age and
whether they have kids or not,
but we've gotten very positive
feedback."

Q: I saw an ad in a magazine that said
I could earn up to $5,000 a week working
part-time from my house. Is this a scam?

A: This sort of "work from home"
posting sounds extremely suspicious.
Unfortunately, work from home postings
like this have become so common that they
are now listed on the National Consumer's
list of Top 10 Frauds.

Work from home scams claim that you
can make thousands of dollars at home,
stuffing envelopes, for example, for up to
$3 to $4 per envelope.

Mike Sullivan, director of
education for Take Charge
America, a non-profit credit
counseling company, said
organizing your finances can
help you save money and get
out of debt.

"When you don't track your
charges or pay your bills on

• time, you run the risk of falling
deeper into debt," Sullivan
said. "You can avoid overdue
charges and other fees, and
potentially save hundreds or
even thousands of dollars, by
getting organized."

The average American has
between 5 and 10 credit cards,
which also means 5 and 10
credit card statements flooding
their mailbox. Add that to
seemingly countless credit card
offers and it is easy to see how
finances can get jumbled as

Americans lead their hectic
lives.

Proof of the financial chaos
that many Americans ex-
perience is found in a report by
Lindquist Consulting. It states
household debt soared nearly
32 percent to record levels with
more than 2 million people
filing for bankruptcy last year.

Sullivan offered suggestions
for getting your finances back
on track, so you don't become
one of the million-plus
consumers who will file for
bankruptcy in 2006:

0 Ditch the shoebox method
- Tossing all of your receipts,
records and bills into a bottom-
less pit increases the chance
you'll forget to pay them. Uge
files or stackable drawers and
label each creditor. This will
decrease the chance you'll
forget to send in rebates and
credit card rewards. Moreover,
file all of your tax-related
information separately. You
don't want to be scrambling for
a year's worth of documents
minutes before filing your own

taxes or visiting an accountant.
* Create a monthly budget

- Know what you are
spending and where you are
spending it. You may
recognize small purchases that
add up overtime, such as fast
food and coffee breaks. Re-
ducing those purchases can
help you save money, which
can be used to pay off credit
card debt or other bills. You
can do this by keeping a record
of each expenditure for one
month.

• Set up a bill-paying system
- Set aside a specific day each
month that is solely for bill
paying. If you mail your bills,
schedule this time at least five
days prior to your due dates.
This ensures you won't miss
your due date and accumulate
late fees. You could also
consider setting up online bill
paying. This can help you save
time,, money and postage.
However, before you sign up,
check to see if your bank
charges additional fees for this
service and compare those fees

to the costs of postage, as well
as other costs of traditional
payment.

S Read your bills - Don't
blindly pay the total amount
due on your bills. Scan the
documents for mistakes and
fraud. Call customer service if
you have questions.

* Shred old records - You
can organize the clutter by
throwing away documents that
aren't needed anymore. ATM
or credit card receipts can be
thrown out if they match your
monthly statement and if they
are not needed for tax purposes.
Paycheck stubs aren't needed
once you get your annual W-2.
Tax returns older than seven
years can be thrown out Oust
check with your accountant
first). You should also shred
old credit card and loan offers.

* Stop the clutter before it
comes - If you thought it was
impossible to avoid credit card
solicitations, think again. You
can opt out of most of them by
calling the credit bureau's
hotline at (888) 5-OPTOUT.

Cards: Contain kids' heartfelt thanks
Continued from B-1
thanks. And now, the D
Company cadre are providing
the students with proof that all
their cards are being delivered.

"One of the ladies sent a
digital camera," Truelove said.
"We use it to take pictures of
training and take pictures of the
Soldiers. The kids get to see
Soldiers holding their cards and
it gets them excited."

The cards, many with

patriotic themes, contain the
children's heartfelt messages
from "Thank you Soldier" to "I
love you Soldier," Truelove
said.

Besides placing the computer
in an open area like the kitchen
or family room, Dr. Julio
Gonzalez, Faith's principal,
said checking the computer's
history and temporary Internet
folders is another way to
monitor where children are
going on the Internet.

But most importantly, he
said, is teaching children that
although the Internet puts the
world at their fingertips it can
put their world at a predator's
fingertips.

The I-Safe Web site,
www.isafe.org, offers these
tips:

Learn the four Rs:
9 Recognize techniques

used by online predators to

deceive.
*Recognize requests for

personal information.
* Respond assertively if

you're in an uncomfortable
situation online. Exit the
program, log off or turn off
the computer, tell a trusted
adult or call the police.

* Report to a trusted adult
any suspicious or dangerous
contact that makes you feel
uncomfortable.

For students:
* Guard your identifying

information (name, sex, age,
address, school, teams).

* Make your username and
profile generic and
anonymous.

* Remember chat room
friends aren't always who
they say they are.

* Attachments can contain
viruses and worms.

* Know the rules about
intellectual property. Do not
illegally download music and
movies.

For parents:
* Communicate- there's

no better tool to bridge the
digital divide.

* Keep computers with
Internet access out of your
child's bedroom.

* Review your computer
files.

* Teach the responsible use
of online resources.

* Talk to your child about
online dangers.

* Let them know
responsible adults do not
pursue relationships with
minors.

,New Bonds' book eye-opening

new book, Game of
Shaow by Mark

Fainaru-Wada and Lance
Williams, available March 27, is all
about Barry Bonds and his alleged
steroid use.

I say alleged because that's what
you have to say, you know, the
whole innocent until proven guilty
thing, but after I read many pages
excerpted from the book in Sports
Illustrated, it's about alleged as
Pete Rose betting on baseball.

The authors, reporters for the
San Francisco Chronicle, obtained
transcripts of the secret grand jury
testimony of Bonds and seven other
prominent professional athletes.
They also spoke repeatedly to more
than 200 people, and have more
than a thousand pages of documents
and interviews with these people.

Basically, they did their
homework, and they did it well.

Bonds' alleged steroid use
started after Mark McGwire
shattered Roger Marns' 61-homerun
record in 1998. Bonds attributed
McGwire's record to the fact that
he was white.

That off-season, Bonds met
"gym rat" Greg Anderson, who
eventually was his supplier for all
things steroid. Anderson thought of
himself as the middleman, because

he would
purchase
testosterone and
human growth
hormone from
AIDS patients in
San Francisco.
He was Bonds'
"weight trainer."

Anderson also
kept track of Bonds' steroid
regimen on his computer. Bonds
got so into the steroids that he
didn't listen to Anderson's
directions. Instead of three weeks
on the steroids and one week off, he
never went off.

In his non-baseball life, Bonds
had a girlfriend, Kimberly Bell,
even after he was married to his
second wife. She talked freely
about the change in Bonds' after the

,1998 season, and about how he had
the physical changes due to
steroids: his hair fell out (so he
started shaving it), he had acne on
his back and his head seemed to be
getting bigger.

I really had no doubt before
about Bonds and steroid use. I'm
not the kind of person who usually
believes in guilty until proven
innocent, but just from the few
pages I was able to read excerpted
from the book, the authors makea
pretty good cut and dry case.

I also want to believe the best
about people, but seeing how Bonds

treats everyone around him, I didn't
like him before all of the steroid
stuff came out. Now, there's no
doubt in my mind.

There's a picture of Bonds in the
late '90s included inthe article,
looking about half of the size he is
now. I really have a hard time
believing that a man in his early
40s can bulk up so much muscle, in
such a short time by using legal
supplements.

Actually, I don't believe it at all,
and. Bonds seems to think that the
general public is stupid enough to
believe that he didn't knoW his
trainer was giving him steroids, and
that it was normal to put what he
said was "flaxseod oil" under his

tongue.
Hey Barry,.I was born in the

morning, but it wasn't this morning,
so save it for those who want to
bury their heads in the sand and
believe in you. There aren't a lot of
those left, so you might want to
watch that whole attitude thing.

If Bonds eventually gets voted
into the Baseball Hall of Fame, I'd
be shocked. The:writers Who
would vote for him would do a
grievous injustice to the sport of
baseball. If Pete Rose isn't in Hall
because of betting, then Bonds
shouldn't be in for basically making
a mockery of the real men who use
their natural talents for a sport they
love.

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History of Columbus

Columbus, Georgia is situated on the fall
line of the Chattahoochee River, at the
western border of the state, 95 miles
southwest of Atlanta. It was founded in
1828 as a planned city, and in its early
days was a rough and tumble town.

The first industry was the shipping of
cotton by steamer on the river, from
Columbus to the Gulf of Mexico. In the
1840s mills sprang up along the
Chattahoochee to manufacture cotton
cloth. Eventually, in the 1970s, Columbus
became the denim-producing capital of
the world. Nineteenth century Columbus
also had a major iron works which built
gunboats during the Civil War, and made
one of the first ice-making machines.

In World War I the War Department
started a "School of Musketry" here
which became Fort Benning, the largest
U.S. Army Infantry Center and school in
the world. Columbus has changed with
the times. As the industrial age dimin-
ished, the city adopted technology and
service industries--particularly bank card
processing and life/health insurance
businesses. The citizens, the business
community and the local government are
working together to develop Columbus
as a modern city and a desirable place
for families to live and raise their chil-
dren.

Among the 1996 Olympic games,
Columbus hosted the Fast Pitch SoftbaH

venue. The community boasts two major
educational institutions: Columbus State
University, a unit of the University
System of Georgia, and Columbus
Technical College. For recreation,
Columbus offers an 11.5 mile River
Walk, state-of-the-art softball and soccer
fields, the Cottonmouth Hockey Team
and the Red Stixx Baseball Team.

The entertainment and cultural
needs of the city are well served by a
new civic auditorium that brings in well
known acts; the Columbus Museum; the
River Center, a performing arts complex
that is home to the Columbus Symphony
Orchestra and Columbus State
University's Music Department; the
restored Springer Opera House and
Liberty Theater, and the Port Columbus
Civil War Naval Center.

Among its native sons and daugh-
ters, Columbus claims noted author
Carson McCullers; Gertrude "Ma"
Rainey, Mother of the Blues; renown
Georgia architect Philip Trammell
Shutze; Eugene Bullard, the world's first
black combat pilot in World War I; Dr.
Pemberton who developed the formula
for Coca Cola; and Hollywood screen-
writer Nunnally Johnson, who wrote
numerous screenplays, including the one
for "The Grapes of Wrath." Two cemeter-
ies, Linwood and Porterdale, located in
Columbus, are on the National Historic
Register.

City of Phenix - 1883
The City of Phenix city was first
incorporated as the Town of
Brownville by an Act of the
Alabama Legislature H.B. #585
on February 23, 1883. The Town
of Brownville was situated north
of the Town of Girard in Lee
County, with its Southern bound-
ary being the Northern boundary
of Girard which is presently
known as Fifteenth Street North.
The County Seat of Lee was
Opelika.

T.S. Young was elected
Brownsville's first Mayor and
presided at the first meeting of
the Board of Alderman held
March 27, 1883 in the Masonic
Building. This small residential
community was established prior
to the Civil War and by 1880 had

a population of 2,224. Although
the town was officially named
Brownsville, the Post Office serv-
ing it was called, "Lively," and the
Central of Georgia Railroad des-
ignated its depot, "Knight's
Station." On February 19, 1889

the Town of Brownville by an Act
of the Alabama Legislature H.B.
#679 was officially changed to
Phenix City, named for the old
Phoenix Mills in Columbus.

Population growth of the City of
Phenix City prior to the annexa-
tion of the City of Girard by
Federal Census:
1890 - 3,700 1900 - 4,163 1910
- 4,555 1920 - 5,432

Communities Consolidated - 1923
The Cities of Girard and Phenix
City were consolidated August 9,
1923, with a total population of
10,374. Soon afterward an effort
was made to change the city's
name to Brandon in honor of
Governor William W. Brandon
who signed the consolidation bill.
However, after technical difficul-
ties, the original name was
retained.

The City of Phenix City has been
governed at various times by a
Board of Aldermen and a five-
man and a three-man Board of

Commissioners. Dr. Ashby Floyd
was appointed Mayor with Homer
D. Cobb, Sr., Isaac I. Moses,
Clyde M. Knowles, Sr. and
Claude B. Gullatt, Sr., serving as
commissioners immediately after
the consolidation. The five-man
Board of Commissioners was
decreed unconstitutional, and a
Board of Aldermen governed the
city from December 1923 until
September 1928.

The City's government, headed
by a three-man Board of
Commissioners from 1928 until
1947, changed to a five-man
Board for the period from 1947
until 1953, when it reverted to a
three-man Board. In October
1977, the present Council City
Manager form of government was
adopted.

The Original City Hall of Phenix
City
The original City Hall of Phenix
City was built in three stages
between the early 1900's and mid
1940's.The old building was

demolished in 1963 to make room
for construction of the city's new
Municipal Building.

The first section of the building
was constructed in 1909 or 1910
and for the next 12 or 13 years
served as the municipal building
for the old City Girard. In 1923,
following the consolidation of
Phenix City and Girard into a sin-
gle city, the building became the
municipal headquarters for the
consolidated area.

The first expansion of the old
building was completed in 1927
with the addition of the city jail
costing approximately $19,000.
The unit was built on the south
side of the first section and at the
time of demolition was serving as
a combination police headquar-
ters and jail.

In 1932, Russell County traded
the Marvyn Community in the
northwest section of the county to
Lee County for a portion of
Phenix City in Lee. Following the
trade, a northern division of the
Russell Courthouse was estab-
lished in Phenix City, and county
officials set up office on the first
floor of the old City Hall. The city
clerk was moved to the second
floor of the building.

In 1938, the present Russell
County Courthouse was built, and
all county offices, both for the
southern and northern districts,
were moved to the new building.
The final addition of the city hall

building was constructed on the
north side of the municipal build-
ing in 1944 and in the years that
followed it housed the commis-
sion chamber and the offices of
the city clerk.
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'I Am. The Infantry, the Queen of Battle, Follow Me!'

he School of Musketry
at Fort Sill, Oklahoma
was renamed the

Infantry School of Arms. The
change was significant. For
the first time, the school was
officially an institution of the
infantry. The use of the word"arms" in the title was also
important recognition that the
single shot rifle was no longer
the dominating infantry
weapon. There was a whole
host of new warfare technolo-
gy. Now on equal footing with
the rifle were machine guns,
automatic rifles, grenades,
and mortars. Students now
also learned how to protect
themselves from poison gas,
already being used in Europe.

The Infantry School of Arms
expanded rapidly. The contin-
gent of soldiers assigned to
help maintain the facility
jumped from 94 to 428.

The number of instructors
and students ballooned as
well. Hundreds of officers
were trained during the first
year. They hailed from every
state of the country and repre-

sented virtually every back-
ground. These were soldiers
who once worked as bank
presidents, farmers, industrial
leaders, and laborers. Former
noncommissioned officers
from African-American regi-
ments were among the stu-
dents.

Discipline was rigorous and
the hours long, underscoring
the urgency pushing the entire
Army. Class time normally
lasted ten hours a day, but
sometimes work extended to
as much as 14 hours. One
observer remembered, "An
instructor rose at six and
retired at eleven [at night], [but
only] if his papers were cor-
rected and he had the pro-
grams and schedules pre-
pared."

The rigorousness undoubt-
edly contributed to successes
on the battlefields and saved
American lives. The school
was so successful that top mil-
itary brass wanted to expand
the concept. The only question
was where to move the
school. Fort Still was seriously
over crowded. Students were

wedged together in cramped
barracks where there was
barely enough space for all
the beds and lockers.

The school's machine gun
training was ordered to move
in, the summer of 1918 to
Camp Hancock, near Augusta,
Georgia. The Army also
opened a school at Camp
Perry, Ohio to train instructors
in marksmanship. Both
schools would soon be located
at Fort Benning.

At the same time, several
Army committees began
searching for a new, more
spacious location for the
Infantry School of Arms.

Caroline Benning, daughter of
Confederate General Henry
Benning, raised the first
American flag over the post.

Army leaders quickly con-
cluded that Camp Benning's
location wasn't large enough
to accommodate the infantry
school. They decided to move
about nine miles from the city
into an area dominated by an
1,800 acre plantation owned
by Arthur Bussey. This new
site for Camp Benning was
primarily south and east of the
intersection of Upatoi Creek
and the Chattahoochee River.

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The Little White House Historic Site

Franklin Delano Roosevelt built the Little
White House in 1932 while governor of New
York, prior to being inaugurated as president
in 1933. He first came to Warm Springs in
1924 hoping to find a cure for the infantile
paralysis (polio) that had struck him in 1921.
Swimming in the warm, buoyant spring waters
brought him no miracle cure, but it did bring
improvement. During FDR's presidency and
the Great Depression, he developed many
New Deal Programs (such as the Rural
Electrification Administration) based upon his
experiences in this small town.

While posing for a portrait on April 12, 1945,
FDR suffered a stroke and died a short while
later. Today, the "Unfinished Portrait" is fea-

tured in a museum that showcases many
exhibits, including FDR's 1938 Ford convert-
ible with hand controls, his Fireside Chats
playing over a 1930s radio, his stagecoach
and a theater. Visitors can tour FDR's home,
which has been carefully preserved very
much as he left it, the servants and guest
quarters, and the nearby pools complex that
first brought the future president to Warm
Springs.

At first, it seems like another
caper, with robbery-crew leader
Nick Atwater (Andre Braugher,
Homicide: Life on the Street)
planning to steal $40 million
from the U.S. government in
partnership with his fence
(Linda Hamilton).

.The ensemble cast also
includes Malik Yoba, Yancey
Arias, Clifton Collins, Mae
Whitman, Will Yun Lee and
Michael Rooker.

By the end of the pilot,
though, any hopes of a breezy
tone or a fun romp have been
dashed, most notably by the
sudden tragedy that befalls
Nick's wife (Dina Meyer),
which leaves him in charge of
her teen daughter, Tani
(Whitman).

While he's kept his criminal

affairs and his family separate
- he maintains a legitimate

front as a vintage-car dealer -

Nick now faces an agonizing
choice when it looks as though
Tammi may have stumbled

onto his wrongdoing.
Set against the backdrop of

post-Katrina New Orleans

(after the hurricane, the produc-
tion decamped to Shreveport),
Thief follows Nick's efforts to
hold his disintegrating crew
together in the face of dogged
pursuers and to figure out what
to do about the problem of
Tammi.

"I think he's a fundamentally
decent man," said Braugher of
Nick. "Maybe I'm too close to
the character. People are out-
raged by thieves; there's no
doubt about it. They're out-
raged by liars, too. He has a lot
of faults. But I have to say,
Nick Atwater does a lot of
transforming in this series.

"In the six episodes we're
going to go through, he comes
to understand himself as a man.
He embraces hi's loyalty to his
wife as well as.his stepdaugh-
ter. He becomes the kind of
man that he always wished he
had been.

'There are many times in
which Nick wants to walk
away. It would be a smart
thing to end this thing now and
walk away. But he doesn't do
that. He can never live a
straight life. He wants to live
the straight life. He wants his
cake, and he wants to eat it,
too. We all go through this."

To everyone but his crew
members and fence, Nick lives
the fiction of being a business-
man, and Braugher isn't sure
that's just because he wants to
avoid jail.

"I'm not sure he refuses to
reveal to his wife that he's a
thief because he's afraid of
going tO jail, but his motives
are mixed. On some level, he
lies because he wants to protect
himself from her disappoint-
ment, her anger. He wants to
leave certain things behind and
re-create himself anew. He
wants to live the straight life,
and if he says it enough, maybe
it will be true.

"He wants to repudiate his
own nature, his own identity as
a thief."

Braugher also said that, in

many ways, Thief is the oppo-
site of the usual caper story.

"We do romanticize thieves,"
Braugher said. "We romanti-
cize the cowboy, too, and
Unforgiven put an end to that,
didn't it? The outlaw and the
thief all meet the same end.
Those (caper movies) are our
fantasies in a way. What those
movies always have a tendency
to skip over are the conse-
quences. The interesting thing
about Thief is that we live by
the sword and die by the sword.
We have created an unjust
world.

"You were never going to

end up with Grace Kelly (like
in To Catch a Thief), because
you're not that kind of man.
You didn't earn it. So conse-
quently, even if you steal it,
you can't keep it. Certain
things are impervious to simple
theft.

"You can't walk out, woo a
woman and marry her and cre-
ate (a new life), using the
money you've stolen, the pro-
ceeds of a lifetime of crime....
You can't maintain it; you can't
hold onto it unless you earned
it.

"Consequences are impor-
tant. Fooling yourself is really
the most dangerous sort of

mind-set you can possibly have.
I don't think-Thief is a straight-
forward morality tale, but I will
say that everyone's eyes are
opened in this piece, and what
we suspected about ourselves is
not true."

For example, Nick may
rationalize that he's not a bank
robber, that he doesn't kill peo-
ple, that he's really stealing
from insurance companies and
not people.

But when Tammi realizes
something's not right, Nick
faces a tough decision, and
Braugher believes he goes
down some dark roads before
making it.

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Financial Readiness Program can help ease
Soldier's, family's redeployment money issues

Bayonet staffA s Fort Benning's

deployed Soldiers
begin trickling in,
so, too, may the
bills -- bills they
might not even

know about.
And Fort Benning has a program that

can help spouses get the family's
finances on track.

The Financial Readiness Program
offers Soldiers and family members a
number of services designed to help
them take charge of their money and
make their money work for them.

Unfortunately, not nearly enough
people take advantage of all the FRP has
to offer, said program manager Ann
Pratcher.

"Most don't come in until they have
a real significant event," she said.
'They don't come in until (their
finances) are ready to be on life support,
rather than at the first headache."

Pratcher said it's not that those on
"life support" can't be helped, but the
sooner people come in, the more good
they can do for them.

And with Soldiers coming home, the
average paycheck is going to drop any-
where from $700 to $1,000.

If spouses have been living on that
extra money while the Soldier has been
gone, Pratcher said families will have to
make adjustments to add the Soldier
back into the budget mix where things
like groceries, gas and other transporta-
tion expenses are concerned.

And when additional debts have
accrued, redeployment means a reduced
amount of money to deal with the debts,
she said.

"If you saved, that's great," she said.
"But you need to sit down and-make

a plan. Figure out what you want that
money to do for you and prioritize the
list."

She cautions people not to go out and
spend all the money they have saved -
and especially not to spend it on down
payments on large items, because then
there' are still the monthly payments to
deal with.

One of the biggest pitfalls is a new
car purchase.

"Buy smart," Pratcher said. "Do
your research. Don't finance at the
dealership. And if you have some cash,
only use a portion of it as a down pay-
ment."

And for those who haven't yet filed
their taxes, that's something that needs
to be dealt with as well.

"Please don't go to the sharks," she
said.

"The tax assistance office is also
available and it's free. There are so
many horrible predatory lenders out
there."'

She's seen Soldiers get charged more
than $200 for a $5,000 refund because
they weren't willing to wait the seven to
10 days to file electronically and wait
for the direct deposit.

"That's almost 400 percent interest,"
she said. "They're charging you interest
on your money, because when you file
with them and get it immediately,
they're loaning it to you."

If a Soldier, or spouse, has an inkling
that the finances are nQt in good shape,
Pratcher said, start by figuring out just
how bad it is.

'Throwing stuff unopened into the
drawer isn't a good plan," she said, and
she's lost count of the number of clients
who sit in her office and open their mail
for the first time because it was too
scary to do alone.

Her clients, or potential clients
should do a "reality check" and figure
out exactly what it takes to realistically
run thekhousehold - the monthly bills
and expenses like phone, cable, utilities,
food, and clothing.

Then, she said, take a look at the debt
-car and credit card payments, student
loans or other loans.

Those in charge of the finances need
to look at what the Soldier's pay is
going to be when they redeploy and fig-
ure out what money wvill be left to pay
debt after taking care of household
expenses.

"Where you feel the squeeze is when
the debt payment takes more than 20
percent of after-tax pay," Pratcher said.
"And people who think they're in good
shape are at the 30 to 40 percent.
They're already overextended."

A typical client, she said, is carrying
a 40 to 60 percent debt load when they
come in for help.

"If you're accustomed to spending
and having certain things and now
you're in a jam, you're going to have to
shut yourself down until you get back
on track," she said. "Sometimes the
cold-turkey approach is the only way."

But, for some, she said, admitting

you need help is the hardest first step.
At the FRP, those who come in for

help get the benefit-of two financial
counselors - Pratcher and Patti Herron
- who have more than 40 years of
combined experience. They're both
accredited by the Association for
Financial Counseling and Planning
Education.

The FRP holds intake sessions at
8:15 a.m. every Monday (except holi-
days) in Building 2625 in Soldiers'
Plaza. Pratcher and Herron explain the
programs available and have clients fill
out a financial assessment tool that gives
a snapshot of their finances.

After the intake, clients receive a list
of documents they'll need to bring with
them to their first appointment - all
bills, bank statements, contracts, Leave
and Earnings Statements, checkbook
and check register.

Pratcher said some clients are not
necessarily comfortable sharing all that
information, but by having all the docu-
ments, there's no guessing.

And in all her years of experience,
she's only had one client come in with
financial problems who kept an actual
checkbook register.

Those planning to get married,
divorced, have a baby, leave the Army,
retire, buy a house or a car are the peo-
ple the FRP can help, Pratcher said.

"If it has to do with money, that's
what we do," she said. "We can set up
spending plans, plans for those starting
to save or invest. We can review any
contract - before you sign it."

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Benning wants guardian angels
Goal of program is
keeping Soldiers
safe, officials say

Fort Benning's Combat Readiness
Office launched a program first approved
and implemented in 5th Corps and
Combined Joint Task Force Seven in
early 2004.

Dubbed Operation Guardian Angel,
the program is designed to enhance the
safety of members of the nation's armed
forces as they return from deployments.
The idea grew from a conversation
between Warrant Officer Darrel Smith,
the 5th Corps aviation safety officer, and
one of his Soldiers who was preparing to
go home to Alabama after a year in Iraq.

Smith said he was concerned for the
young Soldier's safety, and eventually
had the idea to call his parents and ask
them to encourage him to be safe while
on leave.

So, with approval from Lt. Gen.
Ricardo Sanchez, then the commander of

CJTF-7, the program went Armywide.
Commanding General Maj. Gen.

Walter Wojdakowski signed Fort
Benning's Operation Guardian Angel
memorandum asking family members,
friends, individuals and community
organizations to become a part of the
program.

Harley Chase is the point of contact at
the Fort Benning Combat Readiness
Office and works on programs like this
one to reduce off-duty accidents.

"The 101 st Airborne Division lost five
Soldiers in a seven-day period right after
Desert Storm," Chase said. "POV
accidents are the number one killers of
off-duty Soldiers. We lose several
hundred a year that way."

The increase in automobile accidents
occurs partly because Soldiers who are
off-duty or after deployments no longer
have a battle buddy next to them or a
commander or other leader providing
safety oversight

Chase said he's lining up points of
contact in the units that have had Soldiers
deployed - the Military Police Activity,
14th Combat Support Hospital, 36th
Engineer Group and the 3rd Brigade
Combat Team.

Operation Guardian Angel memorandum

The program is voluntary for Soldiers,
and individuals and organizations can
sign up to become guardian angels by
visiting the Army's Combat Readiness
Center at www.crc.army.mil.

Individuals or organizations may also
call Chase at 545-4812 to sign up to
either sponsor a Soldier or an entire unit.

And, Chase said, what they do after
that depends on the guardian angels.

"Say an organization like AFLAC or
TSYS wants to support a unit and meet
them when they come back," he said.

"They could have a barbecue. The
activities and degree of involvement are
up to them."

Individual guardian angels can talk
with the Soldier in person, or e-mail or
phone them.

Chase said he will send the names of
guardian angels to the units, who will

match them with Soldiers who volunteer
for the program.

"A Soldier can have more than one
guardian angel and a guardian angel can
have more than one Soldier," Chase said,
"but Soldiers can't be forced into this.

"Unfortunately, we cannot tell a
commander how many accidents we
prevented (with our programs)," he said.
"We can only try to do what we can with
the resources we have. This is just one
more program designed to try to reduce
the number of off-duty accidents."

In the OGA memorandum,
Wojdakowski said "there is no better way
to show your appreciation for the
sacrifice and service of our nation's
heroes than by participating as a guardian
angel.

"All citizens should join the program
and let them know you care."

Post agencies offer reintegration help
Families should
anticipate, head off
stress issues

Whether deployed to the frontlines or waiting on the
homefront for a Soldier to return, deployments are
difficult for everyone.

But, no family has to deal with the stress of
reintegrating after a deployment alone. Fort Benning
offers multiple services to help ease the transition, and
help families work towards a strong future together.

"Reunions can be stressful or they can be joyful,"
said Rebecca Welch, ACS Family Advocacy Program

-manager. Most homecomings, Welch said, will be a
little of both. It's important to remember that when a
Soldier comes home, things will not be the same as
when he or she left.

"These spouses have been alone for a year, and in
many cases they've had to be both mother and father to
their children. It's tough," Welch said.

Welch said returning Soldiers and their families may
be overwhelmed with the changes that have taken place

during the deployment. This is to be expected, she said,
because change is inevitable when experiences are so
vastly different.

"It'll be just like dating all over again," Welch said.
"Couples will have to get to know each other again, and
(there can be) tension."

To rebuild a relationship, Welch said, there has to be
communication, and partnersIshould avoid what she
called "the blame game."

"The Soldier has been fighting a war, and the spouse
has been back here alone running the household.
(Spouses) will use those factors against each other," she
said. "It's hard on everyone and everyone has made
sacrifices. Coming forward for help is the first step in
taking control of the situation."

Post agencies offer help. The Family Advocacy
Program provides crisis intervention, respite care,
parental stress relief program, victim advocacy, new
parent support program, marriage retreats and
educational materials. Other resources include a
Financial Readiness Program, Army Emergency Relief,
counseling by the Chaplaincy and Social Work Services.

"We are one big team here at Fort Benning, and we
have a lot out there to help get our families through this
transition," Welch said. "Even though a community has
good services, things can go wrong unless people reach

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Communication minimizes
homecoming stress, experts say

W hen seeing
your Soldier
for the first
time after a
yearlong

deployment, fears or concerns drift
off with the balloons that say
welcome home. The deployment is
over and nothing else matters.

But all too soon, Soldiers have to
deal with issues that arise from the
long separation.

"Thinking of a combat
deployment, the things that cause the
most strain, not just being apart from
each other and not having the
resource of each other, is doing
things by ourselves," said Chaplain
(Lt. Col.) Thomas Waynick,
Chaplain Family Life Center.

"For the spouse, he or she is at
home taking care of the family,
paying the bills and taking care of
the day-to-day crises.

"For the Soldier who is
downrange, he or she is working
very long hours, is exhausted, and
may be exposed to trauma."

All of these events, plus the
emotions surrounding a deployment
and reunion, can wear on a marriage,
Waynick said.

"The whole deployment cycle is
very demanding on a relationship,"
he said. "It makes marriage
difficult.

"The good news is that Army
couples are generally very resilient,
and we have a tremendous amount
of resources available for them.
However, the bad news is that
Soldiers and families don't always
access those programs."

Programs at the Chaplain Family
Life Center include confidential
professional counseling for families,
couples, and children, as well as
support groups and retreats.

Waynick said a research study
shows that a couple with a fairly
stable marriage can go six or seven
months apart and hold things
together before satisfaction in the

marriage starts dropping.
However, in the Army where

most deployments are longer than
six months, you can expect some
dissatisfaction in the marriage.

"If you have been apart from
your spouse for a year, it is probably
going to take about a year for things
to get back to normal," Waynick
said.

"If after a couple of months,
things are not fairly back to normal,
this might be an indication that a
couple needs to talk to someone,"
Waynick said.

, "We have great resources at the
Family Life Center."

One of the most important things
a spouse can do is be patient and
willing to listen as the Soldier
expresses whatever emotions he or
she is going through, said Chaplain
(Maj.) Timothy Sowers, 3rd Brigade
Combat Team.

"There are a lot of unprocessed
feelings for both the Soldier and the
spouse as the result of a
deployment," Sowers said.

"It's important for a Soldier and
the spouse to realize what they are
going through is absolutely normal
and everyone will have to readjust,"
Sowers said. "If they just can't get
past certain things, it's important for
the couple to sit down and talk with
someone and start to work through
those feelings," said Sowers.

Another aspect of the reunion is
button pushing. "We all have
buttons only our spouses know how
to push," Waynick said.

"We tell Soldiers 'Don't get into
the argument of who had it worse,"'
Waynick said. "It is a no-win
situation.

"The system has adjusted to you
not being there and they've (family)
gotten along OK. They want you
there, they love you - just don't
force it."

Waynick's advice for spouses
• Recognize that the deployment

has been rough for your Soldier.
• Soldiers have experienced life-

changing events while deployed -

don't expect things to be back to
normal as if they left yesterday.

• Time is important. Don't rush
into a long trip or plan the day down

to the minute.
"If a couple's relationship is

based on commitment,
communication and trust, I think
they can survive a deployment and
not worry about what the other
person is doing, as long as they are
talking about and getting those
feelings out in the open," Sowers
said.

"Whatever the situation might be,
as long as couples are talking about
it and trusting each other, they can
work through any situation.

"(Redeployment) is also an
opportunity to build trust, and as
they are building trust, they are
building faithfulness toward each
other. Each situation is an oppor-
tunity to grow and trust and
strengthen the commitment toward
the relationship."

If you are getting ready for a
deployment, Waynick recommends
talking to a chaplain or counselor
before you leave.

"To-the credit of a number of
Soldiers, we had quite a few phone
calls several months prior to last
year's deployment, saying 'Things
aren't quite right,' or 'I want to leave
on a good footing with my spouse,"'
Waynick said. "I applaud those
Soldiers."

It's imperative that couples foster
trust and take advantage of the
different ways to communicate with
each other while they are apart.

After a yearlong deployment with
3rd Brigade Combat Team, Sowers
offers this advice to Soldiers who
are deploying and families who will
be at home waiting - keep
communicating.

"Our Soldiers had an opportunity
to call home and they also had a
number of other ways to
communicate with their family,"
Sowers said.

"Families who did a good job of
sending packages, letters and e-mails
will transition more successfully on
reintegration than families that
completely disconnected from each
other."

Stay in touch with your Soldier
anyway you can ... it will mean the
world to them."

Military families experience a
tremendous amount of pride for

contributing to the nation's defense. They
also enjoy many rich, new experiences.
However, pressures and frustrations can

also result because of the separation
caused by deployment. Included among

them are:
Family financial problems

Separation from family and friends
Single parenting problems

Constant adjustment to varying duty
schedules

Frequent relocation
Career changes in retirement

Children may try to take advantage of
possible new freedoms. A stable home
life is important for their psychological

adjustment. Consistent rules, a
consistent household schedule,and a
special time set aside for families are

important to mihiimizing the stress of a
parent's absence.

Symptoms of Post Traumatic Stress
Syndrome (PTSD) may include:

" Depression -chronic numb or flat
feeling.

" Isolation - feeling withdrawn from
family and friends.

* Alienation - absence of meaningful
contact with others.

* Avoidance of feelings -inability to
feel or express feelings.

* Rage - bouts of unexplained anger;
may be internal or acted out.

* Anxiety - unexplained nervousness,
tension, or hyper alert feelings.

* Sleep disturbances - insomnia or
nightmares.

* Intrusive thoughts - recollections of
traumatic experiences that appear for no

apparent reason.
•Startle responses - unusual,

involuntary reactions to loud noises, such

as an automobile backfire.
PTSD probably won't go away on its

own. It needs to be treated.
If you or your spouse experience four

or more of these symptoms regularly,
seek professional help through Family

Advoacy Program (545-4013), Chaplains
Family Life Center (545-1760), or Social

Work Service (545-1661).
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Army treating more PTSD, anxiety

SAN ANTONIO, Texas - "We are
seeing increased rates of post-traumatic
stress disorder, anxiety and depression,
which doesn't surprise us as we now
have been at war essentially since Sept.
11, 2001," said Col. Elspeth C. Ritchie,
psychiatry consultant to the Army
surgeon general.

"Leadership cares a lot about this,"
Ritchie said. "There has been a great deal
of education for noncommissioned
officers and leaders, and more is being
fielded."

Many mental-health services are
available, Ritchie said.

In Southwest Asia, more than 200
behavioral-health providers are
deployed. Division staffs and combat
support hospitals have mental-health
specialists. Combat Stress Control
Companies take mental-health support to
the units,. including critical event
debriefings when a unit suffers a

casualty.
In garrison, psychiatrists and

psychologists are available at hospitals
and clinics, and through the Tricare
program.

Other behavioral health programs,
such as the chaplains' "Strong and Ready
Families," suicide prevention programs,
substance abuse prevention programs
and family support groups, also make
valuable contributions to the overall
mental health of the Army, officials said.

"Leadership, community prevention
programs, and dedicated helping
professionals in garrison and in
operational theaters form the core of
mental-health support for our service
members and their families," said Dr.
William Winkenwerder Jr., assistant
secretary of defense for health affairs, to
the House Armed Services Committee's
subcommittee on military 'personnel last
summer.

"This mental-health support is a
continuum from community-based
services, including buddy care, non-

medical support resources and
chaplains," Winkenwerder said, "to
command-level involvement, monitoring
morale, improving living conditions and
supporting quality of life initiatives; to
the full spectrum of clinical care and
patient movement of the Military Health
System for those with a need for more
intensie support."

The Army surgeon general promotes a
"Resetting the Force" concept built in
three phases: Decompression,
Reintegration and Readiness Reset.

"Resetting the Force comes from a
realization that everybody needs a chance
to retool and reconfigure after
deployment. Programs are in place to
help," Ritchie said.

As part of the reintegration process,
redeploying Soldiers are briefed on what
stressors to expect on homecoming, the
common symptoms of post-deployment
hyper-arousal and friction, ways to
ameliorate these symptoms, how to
recognize when further professional help
is needed and how to access treatment

services.
Soldiers returning home complete the

post deployment health assessment,
which screens for post traumatic stress
disorder and other deployment-related
stresses, concerns about family issues
and concerns about drug and alcohol
abuse. A primary-care provider then may
refer Soldiers to on-site counselors or
mental-health departments of military
treatment facilities if needed.

Soldiers now complete a post
deployment health reassessment between
three and six months after redeployment,
to detect conditions that are not
immediately apparent.

It offers information and education
services, referrals and confidential face-
to-face counseling.

Study-shows troops back from Iraq get help for stress

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
Soldiers and Marines who are
disturbed by the stress of the
war in Iraq are receiving mental-
health services early after their
return, helping to prevent
development of serious
conditions, according to -a just-
released study.

"A high percentage are using
mental-health services," said
Col. Charles W. Hoge, director
of the department of psychiatry
and neuroscience at Walter Reed
Army Institute of Research.

"A portion of these people
receive diagnosis of mental-
health problems, but the
majority do not," Hoge said.

"We think a lot of care is
related to screening, prevention
and milder conditions that may
not require lengthy treatment."

"A majority of these Soldiers
receive their mental-health care
early after returning, which is
what we encourage them to do,"
he said.

Hoge was lead author on the
study, collaborating with Col.

Charles S. Milliken, also of
WRAIR, and Jennifer L.
Auchterlonie from the Army
Medical Surveillance Activity
of the Army Center for Health
Promotion and Preventive
Medicine. Their report is
published in the March 1 issue
of the Journal of the American
Medical Association.

The study looked at records
of 303,905 Soldiers and Marines
who completed a post-
deployment health assessment
between May 1, 2003 and April
30, 2004. This included
222,620 who deployed to Iraq,
as well as others who deployed
to Afghanistan or other
locations.

The study used records
maintained in the Defense
Medical Surveillance System
database.

A screening process for
Soldiers returning from
deployment is intended to detect
physical or mental problems that
need correction, officials said.

Soldiers undergo this post-
deployment health assessment,
or PDHA, when they return.
They answer written questions

and confer with a physician,
physician assistant or nurse
practitioner.

In addition, Soldiers now
have a reassessment three to six
months later to detect issues that
are not immediately apparent.
Records used for the current
study, though, were compiled
before the second reassessments
began, officials said.

Overall, 19 percent of
Soldiers and Marines returning
from the first deployment of
Operation Iraqi Freedom
reported a mental-health
concern on the PDHA (a higher
percentage than those who
deployed to Afghanistan or
other areas).

Concerns included symptoms
of post-traumatic stress disorder,
depression symptoms or
concerns about interpersonal
conflicts, aggression or thoughts
of suicide.

About 4 percent of study
participants were referred for
mental-health services. But a
referral does not mean that
person has a serious mental-
health condition, Hoge said.

"Because of answers on the

screening form, a primary-care
professional thinks it would be
good for this person to see a
mental-health professional," is
how he described a referral.

"A lot of people documented
as using mental-health services
don't have serious conditions,"
he said. "I think a large portion
of this falls in the category of
prevention. We're trying to get
help to people early so long-
term conditions do not
develop."

Records show about 54
percent of those referred for
mental-health services were
documented receiving follow-
up care, which Hoge said is a
high figure and probably
understates the amount of care
actually received.

"In any primary-care
practice, many people referred
don't come in to see mental
health," he said.

"Referral in the military
system could include seeing a
chaplain, family support
services or using the
MilitaryOneSource service (a
toll-free phone number, 1-800-
342-9647, Soldiers can call for

assistance), which would not be
counted in the medical system.
We think the figure of
documented care is quite high."

About 35 percent of Soldiers
and Marines returning from Iraq
used mental-health services
within a year after their return.
These services included
evaluations and preventive
services. About 12 percent were,
diagnosed with mental-health
problems, officials said.

"Almost everyone who
deploys to a war zone is affected
in some way," Hoge said. "We
know from several studies that
20 to 30 percent of Soldiers who
have experienced combat will
report symptoms such as sleep
disturbance, anxiety, irritability
or increased alcohol use.

"These often are normal
reactions that will improve over
time," Hoge said. "Soldiers
may need help if symptoms
persist or interfere with their
work or occupational
functioning."

W hen my Uncle Will
came home from
Vietnam, he found

that people had changed. I
know what you're thinking
Uncle Will changed, too, of
course. War does that to a
person.

But, Yes, people changed.
Uncle Will reminded me of that
last weekend. He helped me
remember the Sundays of my
youth.

Sunday afternoons, after
church and after dinner, the
family would drop in. Aunts,
uncles, cousins, cousins'
cousins - it didn't matter,
everyone was welcome, and no
one needed a reservation.

It never seemed to matter
that the sink was piled high
with dirty dishes. The dishes
would keep till Monday. Sun-
day afternoon was for family.

The grown-ups sat around
the TV, which was usually
tuned to Hee Haw or a ball
game, the volume turned way
down low, so as not to interfere
with conversation. There was
lots of conversation and coffee.

Brewed
coffee, till
the pot ran
dry, then
instant.
People
drankinstant ,

coffee back
then. .

This same
scene was being played out all
across town. At my grandma's
house, they were sitting out
back under the mulberry trees.
At Uncle Frank's, they sat on
the front stoop and chatted with
the neighbors. Aunt Roberta
lived in a trailer park. Her
guests bellied up to the kitchen
table, smoking cigarettes and
drinking cokes.

When Uncle Will was in
Vietnam, he looked forward to
those Sunday afternoons back
home. Any combat veteran will
tell you it's the simple
pleasures - memories of them
or plans for them - that keep
him going when the going gets
tough. Uncle Will looked
forward to his simple Sunday
afternoons.

By the time he hung up his
boots in 1974, people had
changed, and nothing was

simple ever again. In the six
years he was away, the world
tilted a little farther on its axis
and everyone went scurrying.

They were chasing the
almighty dollar, Uncle Will
said. They volunteered for the
weekend shift at the steel mill
to make more money. Or they
went shopping at the mall to
spend it. Department stores
were suldenly open on
Sundays, and strip malls were
popping up everywhere.

Uncle Will and Aunt Cindy
still came to our house from
time to time, but he didn't
really like the way things had
changed in his little corner of
the world. He didn't like the
fact that his baby brother was
sporting long hair and sandals.
He looked just like the war
protesters on the news each
night.

Uncle Will started spending
more and more time at the
tavern. And when he was
drunk, he went looking for
fights. Unfortunately, his target
was often Aunt Cindy, who
wasn't one to suffer bullying
lightly. Their fights were the
stuff of family legend. They
even donned boxing gloves and
went a few rounds in the back

yard a time or two. I don't
need to tell you the marriage
didn't last.

I asked Uncle Will about
that. Would the marriage have
survived were it not for the
war? Yes, he said, it would
have, and it might have
survived in spite of the war if
he'd had the kind of resources
that are available today.

We've all read the shocking
statistics on divorce in the
military these days. They're
scary. But I bet we've come a
long way in the past 40 years. I
can't support my theory with
numbers, but I can tell you this:
I know of only two couples,
personally, whose marriage
survived the Vietnam War.
Uncle Will could only think of
one.

Please don't let your
marriage, or any of your
valuable relationships, become
a casualty of war. You haven't
been away six years, like Uncle
Will, but your world has
changed, nonetheless, in the
year you were gone.

You lived with danger during
your deployment, and that was
"normal." The emotions
don't men hate the word
"emotions"? - you're likely to

experience in the next few
weeks or months are normal,
too. But they're dangerous if
you let them go unchecked.

-Anger, depression, frustration
- they're normal. But left to
fester and grow, they will
eventually take a toll on your
relationships. Don't ignore
them. Deal with them. Talk
about them. Reach out to
someone you trust - a family
member, a wise friend, a
counselor or chaplain.

And slow'down wheneveryou get the chance., Enjoy a

quite Sunday afternoon in the
backyard with the kids. Catch
a ball game. Call mom. Avoid
the activity or impetus -I'm
thinking alcohol - that might
trigger your temper or tempt
you to blow a wad of money on
a new car. Take it slow.

Uncle Will was a good man
and a good Soldier. He's one
of the few men I call a hero.
I'm proud of his service, but
I'm just as proud of him for
turning his life around. He
gave up the alcohol and the
anger and settled down with a
good wife. His story has a
happy ending. Let's make sure
your's does, too.

he honeymoon is
over. The majority of
Fort Benning's

Soldiers are back
home and back at
work after
redeploying from Iraq

and taking three or four weeks of block
leave. Now comes the hard part for
many Soldiers and their spouses who
will strive to establish some sense of
normalcy once again. It's often easier
said than done.

When one spouse has been absent for
a year and the other has established a
routine, developed a healthy sense of
independence, or grown fond of
controlling the remote, the weeks or
months following the homecoming
honeymoon period can be fraught with
tension. The homefront can become a
minefield where words are the weapons.

All couples face conflict at some
point. The trick is to learn to fight fair.
Fair fighting leads to healthy resolution,
which can actually strengthen a
relationship. It builds a strong platform
for dealing with issues down the road.

Fighting dirty has the same affect,
with different results. Once a couple
establishes a pattern of fighting dirty, it's
a hard habit to break. What's worse,
dirty fighting fosters resentment, and
resentment, left to fester, will poison
every aspect of the relationship.

The following is a list of fair-fighting
tactics gleaned from a variety of
sources, including Gary Smalley's
Making Love Last Forever, and Tommy
Nelson's The 16 Nevers of Marriage:

* Smalley says the future of-a
marriage hinges on dealing with the
past. If there were problems in the
marriage that were not resolved before
the Soldier's deployment, they will
eventually manifest in one way or
another again. The honeymoon period,
when couples are still experiencing the
joy of reconciliation, when they' re
feeling good about their marriage, is a
good time to talk about the past, before
new issues "arise. If dirty fighting was a
problem before the deployment, make

an appointment with a counselor or
chaplain to help you address old
business without slipping into old

* Forget about changing your
spouse. It's not going to happen. But
you'll get surprising results if you
change the way you react to your
partner's behavior. Impossible, you
say? He makes you so mad? Smalley
quotes Stephen Covey, who describes
people as reactive or proactive.

Reactive people allow others to rob
them of their quality of life. They
blame their unhappiness on others or on
circumstances.

Proactive people accept responsibility
for their own lives. Happiness, they
believe, is a choice. They typically take
the initiative to seek help when their
marriage faces serious problems.

e On the contrary, be willing to
change. Smalley uses the sinking of the
Titanic metaphorically to describe a
marriage spiraling out of control. There
are always warnings. If you value your
marriage, take a serious look at your
behavior and make reasonable changes
to resolve conflict.

Don't expect your relationship to be
50-50. In a perfect world, it would be.
In a not-so-perfect world at war, the
military marriage can become a tug-of-
war, with both spouses willing to meet
halfway and not an inch more. Be
willing to give a little more.

* Keeping score? If you're dredging
up old grievances, it's time you resolve
them. If old hurts keep coming up, you
must talk about them - again and again
and again - until you can forgive and
forget.

However, if old wounds trigger angry
outbursts, resolve not to speak to your
spouse about them until you've made a
thorough list. Describe each grievance
in detail and write a letter to your
spouse, as long as it need be, pouring
out your hurt, anger and
disappointments. Spew all you want.
When you're finished, rewrite it, starting
each sentence with "I." I was shocked
when you invited your mother to
accompany us on ourhoneymoon. I
tried to tell you it wasn't a good idea.
I'm still angry about that. I think about
it a lot when I get mad at you. I can't
seem to let it go. I can 't forget it, but I
want to forget it, and I want our
marriage to work.

You can allow your spouse to read the
letter or you can shred it. Or you can sit
down with your spouse after you've
completed this exercise and address

each grievance together. He or she may
be shocked to find you're still hurting

willing to forgive and forget. find a time when you're not drinking,
alcohol may be the problem.

9 Of course, hurts would never
come back to haunt if they were dealt
with immediately. Anger, like
everything else, needs rest to grow. The
old saying, "Don't let the sun set on
your anger," is timeless wisdom. The
scenario above would never arise if each
issue was dealt with immediately. Use
the letter exercise if you need to, or
simply hash it out with your partner
until its resolved.

* Nelson points out that its not only
what you say but how you say it that
matters when confronting an issue
that might provoke a heated
argument. Take a time out and weigh
your words carefully. Make a conscious
effort to speak to your partner with
respect. An angry, belittling or snide
tone will only exacerbate the problem.

* Never confront each other
publicly. Keep issues between the two
of you and your counselor or chaplain.
Don't argue in front of the kids or the
in-laws or ask them to take sides.

To avoid these pitfalls altogether, save
your fights for when you're alone,
perhaps after the kids are in bed. If
possible, go for a drive or a walk, so
you can speak privately.

* And while we're on the subject of
family, leave them out of it altogether,
unless they are actually a part of the
problem. Don't use words that insult
your partner and/or his family (i.e.
You're just like your father!) Dragging
other people or other issues into the
fight only creates more problems.

* Never say "never" or "always."
You never help with the kids. You're
always late for supper That's probably
not true, and now's not a good time to
exaggerate the problem. It simply sets
the standard for what follows. Try the
same "I" tactic mentioned earlier.
Personalize each sentence. I'm getting
frustrated trying to get these kids to bed
by myself I wish you would.help me.
I'll watch TV with you when we 're done.

* Ban expletives and name-calling
from your conversation. Besides being
a sign of a weak mind, these behaviors
can cause an argument to heat up faster
than anything, except..

• Alcohol. There's no such thing as a
fair fight when you add alcohol to the

I
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* Avoid hysterics. Don't shout, don't
pound the table, shake your fists or
stomp out of the room.

* When you're right, you know
you're right, and your partner finally
concedes, take the moral high road. If
he or she comes around to your way of
thinking after much debate, it can be
difficult to "drop it" suddenly. Do it
anyway. No one really wins a fight if
either spouse walks away with hurt
feelings.

* On the flip side, be willing to
admit when you're wrong. Let's say
your partner points out that you haven't
fixed the leaky faucet that you promised
to fix six weeks ago. Don't'get
defensive, don't counterattack and don't
make excuses. "You're right. I'm ,
sorry," will diffuse an argument quicker
than anything. Then fix the faucet. A
promise is a promise. End of argument.

* Don't disregard your partner's
feelings. If he or she says you, as a
couple, have a problem, listen carefully
and respect his or her feelings. Yes, it's
possible that he or she is "picking a
fight" over a trivial matter.' If that's the
case, you can bet there's a more serious
underlying problem. Find it.

• Pick your time. Don't fight when
you're tired. It's hard to be rational
when you're exhausted.

If you know a fight is imminent,
but you haven't broached the subject
yet, find a quiet place to evaluate the
situation carefully. Think about what
you'll say and how he or she will
respond. Will the argument become
heated? Is it possible that either of you
will become verbally or physically
abusive? Yes, you must confront any
issue that threatens your marriage, but
you must do it with a counselor or
chaplain if abuse is a possibility.

If you learn to fight fair, you'll have
no reason to fear conflict.
Disagreements are inevitable, but they
can lead to a stronger, more healthy
relationship. If that's not happening, it's
time to schedule an appointment with a
qualified marriage counselor.

In just a

According to research, our
kids spend more than 20 hours
a week watching TV. I'm
guessing that doesn't include
video games.

I've gone so far as to

one. I followed a parent down
the hall at work who was
planning to disconnect his
cable from the outside of his
house, so if he left, his child
would have to comply with the
no watching TV instructions.

That might be hard, because
my husband loves Fox &
Friends and the kids watch
Animal Planet. I'll admit to
watching the "007 Days of
007" when it's on Spike TV,
and there's not one violent
James Bond flick I haven't seen
at least 100 times. Could I live
without cable? Yes.

Some of the worst statistics
are the ones that show TV and
games reinforce gender and
racial stereotypes. I heard
someone teasing a boy playing
a game where he had to cook
his own food and care for his
pets. They were calling it a
"girly" game. Not good. Boys
need to learn how to cook, too.

I recently skimmed through
a batch of essays where
students identified whatqfey
felt was their generation's
greatest challenge. Several

pointed to problems with drugs,
alcohol, smoking and
premarital sex. Coincidentally,
the studies also speak of the
fact that while those four things
are present in many of the TV
shows, there's no moral to the
plot lines. There's little to no
discussion of the consequences
of using tobacco, alcohol and
drugs or having premarital sex.

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Sand Hill opens MOUT sites

Tunnel, catwalks,
cameras aid in
MOUT training

Sand Hill has opened one of its new
urban operations training sites, and the
second should be ready for use in May.

The Infantry Training Brigade's
Command Sergeant Major Jerry Lee
Wilson Training Facility, called Wilson
Village, was completed in August and
training started Dec. 9.

The facility features cameras,
catwalks, a tunnel, bullet-proof walls,
and doors specially designed to aid in
training. The complex replicates
villages in Iraq or Afghanistan, with
narrow streets and small, multi-roomed
houses with high walls that combatants
can hide behind and use for cover
when attacking troops.

Cameras are mounted on the walls
and- focused on each room's entry
point, so cadre can record Soldiers as
they clear rooms. Then Soldiers and
cadre can review the film during after
action reviews.

TJhe catwalks, built above the
rooms, give cadre a chance to see how
their Soldiers work together and
enables one drill sergeant to watch

teams working in multiple rooms, said
Maj. John Brown, ITB operations
officer.

The facility doors locks which can
be set to allow Soldiers to kick in a
door or set so a door cannot be kicked
down. This drives home the point that
Soldiers may need to find alternative
access points and work around
unexpected challenges.

"Soldiers get realism for entry
techniques," Brown said. "In theater,
you can't just kick down every door,
even though there are some doors, that
if you blow on them, they'll open. This
teaches them to try multiple entry
points, and to think on their feet."

At Wilson Village, Soldiers will
find an alternative entry under their
feet.

A tunnel, about 20 feet long,
connecting two of the buildings, was
designed to replicate culvert systems
and show Soldiers they should search
an area thoroughly, Brown said.

To add to the realism, cadre are
hoping to add old furniture, a facade
with graffiti, and street lights. Lights
may be added inside the buildings to
increase the challenge during night
vision training.

Although the facility is primarily
for the ITB, other units can use it.
Currently, ITB Soldiers are training at
the site about three days a week.
During the "summer surge" when Sand
Hill receives a flood of new Soldiers,

Brown expects Soldiers to be kicking
down doors in Wilson Village six days
out of the week.

Soldiers in the Warrior Leaders'
Course and ITB troops conducted joint
training in the facility March 3.
Combat veteran Sgt. 1st Class Edward
Whitaker, Warrior Leader Course
instructor, was impressed with the site
because of its realism.

"In Iraq, there were these tiny
streets you'd drive down, andthe street
would get so skinny that you couldn't
turn around," he said. "Now that's
scary - when you just have to keep
going into the unknown.

"This (facility) is great because it
(replicates) that," he said. "We're
teaching Soldiers that they've got to
know their jobs, because sometimes
there's no going back."

The Basic Combat Training Brigade
began construction a MOUT facility in
early February, said Maj. Clint
Karamath, brigade operations officer.
The facility will be slightly smaller
than ITB's and will not include the
same features.

The facility is expected to be
completed in April and open in May, he
said.

The site will be named in honor of
Sgt. 1st Class Alwyn Cashe, a former
Sand Hill drill sergeant who died of
injuries sustained while on patrol in
Iraq. The training facility has already
been dubbed "Cashe Town."

He died from injuries sustained
after a bomb exploded next to the
Bradley fighting vehicle he was
patrolling in near Samarra Oct. 17.

Cashe wasn't hurt in the explosion

but suffered
second- and third-
degree bums over
70 percent of his
body when he
returned to the
Bradley to save a
medic trapped
inside the burning
vehicle. Cashe Cashe
died Nov. 8 at
Brooke Army Medical Center.

The Infantry Training Brigade

opened their MOUT site, the
Command Sgt. Maj. Jerry Lee Wilson
Training Facility, called Wilson
Village, in December.

Wilson, 45, was killed in Mosul,
Nov. 23, 2003, when hostile forces
attacked his vehicle.

The Thomson, Ga., native was
serving with Fort Campbell's 502nd
Infantry Regiment.

Wilson completed Infantry training
at Fort Benning in the late 1970s.

He returned to Fort Benning in the

1980s to serve as a
squad leader with
the 1st Battalion,
29th Infantry
Regiment, and
attend Drill
Sergeant School.

Charlie McGaha's arm was severely wounded when
he braved a hail of Japanese bullets to rescue a
wounded comrade. No one would have questioned his
actions, or the lack thereof, if he'd opted not to risk his
life again.

But he did. Master Sgt. Charles McGaha assumed
command of his platoon when the leader was killed
and drew fire from the enemy while his men withdrew
to safety. He risked his life twice more to save
wounded Soldiers, even after a second wound, one that
would render him unconscious when he safely
rejoined his command.

McGaha did far more than could be reasonably
expected of any man, said retired Col. Ralph Puckett,
and that's why he was awarded the Medal of Honor in
1946.

McGaha's actions, and those of the three others who
will be ' honored Saturday at the Columbus
Government Center, were of "such great courage that
they would not have been criticized if they had not
taken those risks," said Puckett, who will be the guest
speaker at the 11 a.m. National Medal of Honor Day
ceremony at the Eternal Flame Veterans' Monument
on the 9th Street side of the building.

The event will feature the dedication of a monument
honoring the four Medal of Honor recipients who
called Columbus home: McGaha, Maj. Freeman
Homer, Spc. Donald Johnston, and retired Col. Robert
B. Nett.

Nett, the only honoree still living, will unveil the
monument.

The Medal of Honor monument was the brainchild
of Jim Rhodes, the local World War II veteran who
successfully drove efforts to raise funds to get a
number of local veterans to the dedication of the Word
War II Memorial in Washington, D.C., two years ago.

When Rhodes set his sights on honoring the
hometown heroes, he enlisted the aid of Columbus
Mayor and retired Col. Bob Poydasheff and the
Chattahoochee Valley veterans' Council. Together,

they raised more then $20,000 for a simple marble
marker with four bronze plaques.

Fort Benning's commander, Maj. Gen. Walter
Wojdakowski will speak at the event.

'Phishing' scam targets TSP participants

WASHINGTON
Participants, as well as some non-
participants, in the Thrift Savings
Plan are targets of a "phishing"
scam, an official with the board
administering the program said
today.

Tom Trabucco, director of
external affairs for the Federal
Retirement Thrift Investment
Board, said phishing is an "attempt
to get recipients of the unsolicited
e-mail to compromise themselves
by giving up their personal
financial information."

Thrift Savings Plan
administrators will never request
personal or financial information

via e-mail, Trabucco said.
"Do not respond to unsolicited

e-mail, and never give out
information of a personal nature
(through) unsolicited e-mails," he
said.

The Federal Retirement Thrift
Investment Board alerted Thrift
Savings Plan coordinators to the
scam in a March 17 memo, the day
after the scam was discovered.
The memo described it as an
unsolicited e-mail with a link to a
bogus Web site appearing to be the
thrift plan's account-access site.

The bogus site asks for a
recipient's social security and
Thrift Savings Plan personal
identification numbers. Entering
this information takes the user to
another screen where they are

asked for financial information,
including a credit card number,
which can be "used to steal an
individual's identity.

As long as participants have not
responded to this scam e-mail,
their accounts have not been
compromised, investment board
officials said in the memo. Those
who did respond should contact
their financial institutions
immediately for guidance. They
should also call the Thrift Savings
Plan at (877) 468-3778 and ask to
have their account access blocked,
according to the memo.

Phishing e-mails generally
appear to be from a business or
organization the recipient may
deal with, according to a Federal
Trade Commission Consumer

Alert issued in June 2005. It may
request that the recipient update,
validate or confirm account
information, the alert said.

Participants are encouraged not
to attempt to access their accounts
by clicking links offered in any e-
mail, according to the memo.
Only by opening a new Internet
browser and typing the Thrift
Savings Plan's Web site into the
address field can a participant be
sure of accessing the authentic
thrift plan Web site.

The thrift plan is a retirement
savings plan for 3.6 million federal
civilians and service members,
Trabucco said. Officials don't
know how many plan participants
the scam has affected, but the FBI
is investigating, he said.
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Bush: Iraq reaches
historic moment

WASHINGTON - Sectarian violence that
erupted after the Feb. 22 bombing of a mosque
in Samarra, Iraq, could have led to civil war.
But Iraqis stayed united and are working to
build a united government, President Bush said
Tuesday.

When violence broke out, the Iraqi army
didn't break apart into sectarian divisions, and
religious and political leaders stood up to the
violence and committed themselves to
progress, Bush said at a White House news
conference.

The efforts of the Iraqis, along with contin-
ued coalition support, are what kept the country
out of civil war, he said.

"The men and women of the U.S. military
are showing magnificent courage, and they're
making important sacrifices that have brought
Iraq to an historic moment - the opportunity
to build a democracy that reflects its country's
diversity, that serves its people, and is an active
partner in the fight against terrorists," Bush
said.

Iraq's leaders must now take advantage of
the opportunity they have to form a democracy
and put aside their differences in favor of
national unity, Bush said. Iraqi officials' agree-
ment Sunday to form a council giving each Of
the country's political factions a voice in secu-
rity and economic policies is a sign that the
leaders understand the importance of democra-
cy and are committed to unity, he said.

There will still be violence in Iraq, but the
U.S. must stay committed because the conse-
quences of leaving Iraq too early would be
grave, Bush said.

"Iraq would become a place of instability, a
place from which the enemy can plot, plan and
attack," he said. "I believe that they want to
hurt us again, and therefore I know we need to
stay on the offense against this enemy. They've
declared Iraq to be the central front, and there-
fore we've got to make sure we win that, and I
believe we will."

Bush said he understands why Americans

President George W. Bush

are concerned about the prospects for victory in
Ir'q, particularly because of the trauma the war
has caused to this country's service members
and citizens. However, the United States has a
clear strategy for victory that can be achieved,
he said.

"If I didn't believe we could succeed, I
wouldn't be there," he said.

"I wouldn't put those kids there. I meet with
too many families who lost a loved one to not
be able to look them in the eye and say we're
doing the right thing."

Democracy in Iraq will be the right thing,
Bush said, because it will inspire other reform-
ers in the Middle East and spread the idea of
liberty.

"This isn't American liberty; this isn't, you
know, America's possession," he said.
"Liberty's universal. People desire to be free,
and history has proven that democracies don't
war. And so part of the issue is to lay peace, is
to give people a chance to live in a peaceful
world."

No president wants war, Bush said, but on
Sept. 11, 2001, the country was faced with the
reality of terrorism and foreign policy had to be
changed to protect the American people. Iraq is
only part of the global war on terrorism, but
America will remain committed to fighting
tyranny, not only to spread liberty around the
world, but also to keep the country safe, he
said.

"I'm never going to forget the vow I made to
the American people that we will do everything
in our power to protect our people," he said.

QDR influenced by 9/11, official says

WASHINGTON - Had the
terrorists possessed the know-
how, they would have killed 3
million people on Sept. 11, 2001,
the deputy defense secretary said.

"In my judgment, the reason
3,000 people were killed that day
is because the terrorists did not
know how to kill 30,000 people,
and they didn't know how to kill 3
million people," Gordon England
told an audience at the National
Defense University.

England said the 2006 Quad-
rennial Defense Review will help
the Defense Department prevent
terrorist attacks of all magnitudes.

He likened it to a road map that
will help the military meet tradi-
tional and nontraditional threats.

The QDR is "informed by
what happened on 9/11 and all the
events since," England said.
"And the QDR is a strategic doc-
ument. It looks out 20 years."

England said the QDR also
represents a cultural shift.

"We're trying to move what is
still to some extent legacy Cold
War constructs, and shifting the
emphasis to a new area to deal
with the diversity of threats that
we have today," he said.

England said predicting threats
is difficult, but the individuals
who worked on the QDR did the
best they could in judging the

security challenges that lay ahead.
"Nonetheless, events will

change, and we will re-examine
this periodically," he said.

The QDR is moving toward
implementation, England said,
stressing that there will be diffi-
culties associated with putting the
review into practice because there
are so many actions-141 in all

set forth in the document.
"So we are in the process of

taking those 141 actions and
scheduling every action," he said.

Exaggerations test will, Rumsfeld says

WASHINGTON - The will of the American
people is the center of gravity for the war on terror,
Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld said during a
Pentagon news conference March 7.

Exaggerated reporting is giving the American
people a false picture of what is happening in Iraq,
he said.

"It isn't as though there simply have been a series
of random errors on both sides of issues," he said.
"On the contrary, the steady stream of errors all seem
to be of a nature to inflame the situation and to give
heart to the terrorists and to discourage those who
hope for success in Iraq."

Rumsfeld said reports exaggerated the number of
mosques attacked and Iraqis killed after the bombing
of the Golden Mosque in Samarra Feb. 22.
Fomenting a civil war was the impetus behind bomb-
ing the sacred shrine, and exaggerating the violence
played into terrorists' hands, he said.

"It remains a time of testing for the Iraqi people,
but the Iraqis are meeting that test thus far success-
fully and defying the seeming rush to ... proclaim
exactly what the terrorists seek, namely a civil war,"
he said.

A recent poll shows most Americans believe Iraq
is already involved in a civil war. Joint Chiefs
Chairman Marine Gen. Peter Pace said the Iraqi peo-

ple looked "into the abyss" of civil war and stepped
back. Those who want civil war in Iraq are disap-
pointed, the secretary said.

"First, the Iraqi security forces have taken the lead
in controlling the situation," he said.

"Second, the Iraqi government leaders took key
steps that have had a calming effect. They imposed
a curfew, and the leaders of most of the major parties
stepped forward to urge restraint on all parties."

Reports after the bombing indicated that sectarian
groups had burned and sacked thousands of
mosques.

This was wrong, the secretary said, echoing infor-
mation passed by Gen. George Casey, commander of
multinational forces in Iraq.

Iraqi forces behaved well and provided security
in Samarra, as well as in Shiite and Sunni areas of the
country, Rumsfeld said.

"Iraqis face difficult obstacles in controlling ille-
gal militias," Rumsfeld said.

"They're working to try to strengthen their min-
istries, and we're trying to help them. Their effort to
fashion a government that will represent all elements
of their society is clearly being delayed by the situa-
tion in Iraq."

"Nonetheless, the leadership being shown by the
Iraqi security forces, by the Iraqi government offi-
cials in the wake of these attacks against the shrine
has to be seen as encouraging, despite the apparent
unwillingness of some to accept it," he said.

William Armbruster, the deputy
assistant secretary of the Army for
privatization and partnerships is
responsible for consolidation and
oversight of programs like RCI,
privatization of utilities and historical
properties and attended Wednesday's
event.

Armbruster recalled his first visit to
Fort Benning last year, when groups
were looking at Base Realignment and
Closure and Army transformation issues.

"These all had an impact on the Army,
Fort Benning and the community,"
Armbruster said. "Now with the added
challenge - a positive challenge- of
the impact of the BRAC decision and
15,000 additional Soldiers,

He said all elected officials in the
valley are playing an important role in
the "great partnership" the Army needs
to be successful in meeting the
challenges.

"What we're doing here today is
adding to post housing," he said. "But
the Army traditionally looks to the
community to provide the majority of
family housing."

Although the ceremony was called a
"groundbreaking," Armbruster said it
was going to be a bit different, "a
demonstration of what we're doing to fix
housing."

And it was.
The groundbreaking was actually a

demolition. In the first 10 years of the
5Q-year partnership with Clark Pinnacle,
the more than 900 multifamily houses in
McGraw Manor, built in 1958, will be
replaced by only 600 single-family
homes.

"We plan to transform houses and the
community," said Phil Cowley,

development executive for Clark Realty
Capital and project director for Fort
Benning Family Communities. "This is
long overdue."

Cowley said his team was challenged
to build housing that would, be just as
desirable in 40 years as they are when the
project is completed, as well as be a good
partner with the community.

"We've tried to internalize that and
implement it into everything we do,"
Cowley said. Since the Clark Pinnacle
team arrived at Fort Benning in October
2004, they secured congressional
approval for their 50-year plart, closed
the real estate transaction for the existing
housing and obtained $467 million in
financing.

Overall, he said, the Fort Benning
housing inventory will grow by 255 sets
of quarters, five community centers,
seven pools and more than 100
recreational areas.

"The Global War on Terrorism
operational tempo makes the RCI
mission even more important," Cowley
said. "We hope to reduce stress and
improve family morale by creating
neighborhoods our families will be proud
to call home."

Garrison Commander Col. Rick Riera
said he was "living a dream" about to be
fulfilled as part of the groundbreaking.

"One year ago, I promised to drive the
first dozer through McGraw Manor,"
Riera said. "I'm breaking my promise.
I'm not going to drive the dozer, but I'll
have a sledgehammer. What our Soldiers
want is quality housing and quality
education (for their children). I hope
Soldiers will be moving into these homes
in a year."

In the tower, parachutes are hung up by the
canopy and shaken to remove debris, the lines are untangled
and the chutes are left to dry, before riggers pack them for
another jump.

f laid end to end, the lines
would be longer than two
football fields. The 35-foot in

diameter canopy can support 360
pounds falling out of the sky at 17.5
feet per second.

Now, take all of that and fold it
into a bag about the size of pillow
case. But all the folding and tying
and stuffing must be done perfectly,
so none of the 30 lines tangle, and the
canopy "accordions" out of the
deployment bag like an airborne jack-
in-the-box, and the parachute fills and
puffs open, so the airborne jumper
harnessed into the parachute can drift
onto the drop zone safely.

That's what Fort Benning's riggers
must do 25 times every day - pack the
perfect chute.

"Our riggers know! they're taking
twenty-five lives in their hands every
day," said Warrant Officer Joe Giles,
who manages the pack shed. "That's
why they have to stay focused, and be
good at what they do."

The main shop packs about 10,000
parachutes a month to support the
demands of jumpers throughout the
Southeast. Keeping airborne Soldiers
safe requires riggers who are experts
at proper care and packing of
parachutes.

After a parachute has been used to
jump, it's bundled up and taken to the,
rigging shed. There, the chutes go to
the shake-out and drying tower, where
up to 500 parachutes can be hung to
be dried, cleaned and checked. The
canopies of the parachutes are
attached to hooks, with the lines

hanging down. Then the chutes are
slowly raised using a pulley system.
Soldiers shake the canopy to remove
debris and untangle the lines as the
chutes rise to the ceiling, about 100
feet above. Shaking out the
parachutes extends the service life of
the parachute, and makes the packers'
job easier, Giles said.

From the dry-out tower, the chutes
go to the riggers to be packed. Before
a rigger starts packing, he or she
inspects the chute and all the
components. Then it's inspected
again by a more senior rigger, and
during the process another inspector
checks the chute seven times. After
all the chutes have been packed for
the day, the pack shed NCOIC
inspects several randomly selected
parachutes.

Another smaller group of riggers
packs parachutes at the Ranger
Support Platoon, located next to the
main packing shed. They support the
3rd Ranger Battalion and the Air
Force's 17th Air Support Operations
Squadron.

The RSP riggers pack 12 different
types of parachutes, including those
used for freefall. They also manage
oxygen tanks for high-altitude jumps,
altitude-measuring devices, which
must be tested and calibrated between
jumps, and supply packs, which can
be air-dropped in for troops in need of
supplies. Riggers who pack the
various chutes must pass special
military courses, and be certified by
the Federal Aviation Administration
for certain types of civilian chutes.

These parachutes are also checked
rigorously. Each is packed under an
NCO's supervision, and the process is

stopped 10 times for checks. The
shop packs about 40 chutes per day,
but if extra chutes are needed,
"everyone pitches in to get the job
done," said Chief Warrant Officer
Ordia Brown, who manages the RSP
shop.

Typical wear and tear occurs on the
parachutes, and as long as damage
involves only a minor repair, it's sent
up to the riggers' maintenance shop.
There, parachutes are laid on light
tables and riggers inspect the chutes
for damage and fabric repair
specialists fix the damage.

The repair specialists are a team of
civilians armed with sewing machines
and years of experience. Several of
the civilians have been working in the
shop for 20 to 30 years. After the
parachutes are repaired, they're
inspected by military personnel, and
then sent back to the rigger shed.

Then the chutes are packed into
crates and taken to the control and
issue building where they're checked
again, and then stored with 12,000
other chutes.

Finally, the chute is checked again
by a jumpmaster before the jumper
uses it. During the jumpmaster
inspections, riggers stand by to lend
guidance. They wear the red hats,
Giles said, so they're easily identified
when an parachute expert's opinion is
needed.

"Our biggest concern is safety, so
if there's any doubt, we get the jumper
a new chute," Giles said. "If we say a
parachute is good, it means we'd be
willing to jump it ourselves. I know
our guys are good, so it's extremely
rare that I find a chute that I wouldn't
jump."

ust how do you keep the
squirrels out from under the
hood of your car? Is there a

safe place to picnic after dark in
Columbus? Where's the best place to
eat batbecue, *t a good haircut or
buy used furniture? And do they

accept out-of-town checks?
The folks at Soldiers' Plaza do an

excellent job of welcoming Soldiers
and acclimating families to life
Benning style. But once you have the
keys to your quarters, the household
goods are on the way, and the kids are
registered in school ... then what?
Two Fort Benning wives have taken it
upon themselves to fill in the blanks.

Theresa LaCamera and M'Lynda
Durr are gathering information for a
book - something along the lines of
"Out and About Benning," though
they've not actually settled on a title.
Ihwill be filled with information, 4-
recommendations and tips to make life

more comfortable for newcomers and
.oldtimers alike.

"I've lived here four times, and I
still don't know all there is to know
about Fort Benning," said LaCamera,
who moved back to Benning last
summer after her husband spent a year
at the Army War College in Carlisle
Barracks, Pa.

LaCamera and Durr, neighbors on
Main Post, hit upon the idea for the
book after discussing similar books at
posts they'd.lived on before. The war
colleges offer something called "pink"
and "purple" books for incoming
spouses. Fort Drum, N.Y., began
distributing a guidebook a few years

back. And military families stationed
in Europe have relied on a number of
such books for years.

Their goal in writing the book, Durr
said, is to pass on the information that
one typically acquires from living in
an area for many years. Toward that
end, the women are seeking input
from the community.

"We're depending so much on
everyone out there to provide us with
information," LaCamera said.

The following is a list of subjects
the book will address: restaurants,
hotels, shopping, repair services,

A; leisure activities, day trips, medical
and dental, schools, housing, historic

areas, hail and farewell ideas, travel
tips, and monthly events.

It is by no means a complete list,
Durr said. Readers should feel free to
submit anything they feel would be
useful to new residents - like how to
control those pesky squirrels on Main
Post.

"We want to make it personal," she
said. "It's not going to be like the
information you'd pick up at the
Chamber of Commerce."

The women, who hope to have the
book in print later this year, will
accept submissions at their homes, at
602 and 603 Wickersham St., ntil
they acquire an e-mail address.

Q: Should I adjust my federal income
tax withholding?

A: It is important to have the right
amount of tax withholding taken out of
your paycheck to prevent having too little
or too much income tax taken out
throughout the year. If'you have too much
tax taken out during the year, you will
likely receive a larger refund, but you will
not have access to the excess withheld tax
until you receive your refund.

taphylococcus aureus,

or "staph" as it is
sometimes called, is a

common bacterium that may be
found on the skin or in the nose
of humans.

While it is usually harmless,
it may cause moderate to
severe skin infections.

Cases of skin infections
caused by methicillin-resistant
staphylococcus aureus (MRSA)
have been identified in
hospitals since the 1960s.

A newer form of staph
infection known as CA-MRSA
(community-acquired or
community associated) has
appeared with increasing
frequency in the United States
and Georgia.

Closer to home, Fort
Benning has seen a steady
increase in the numbers of CA-
MRSA since 2001 in active-
duty as well as other
beneficiaries, including retirees,
spouses and dependents.

This form causes serious
skin infections in otherwise
healthy persons who have not
been hospitalized or undergone
invasive medical procedures.

These skin infections can
appear as a pimple, rash, boil or
an open wound. MRSA is often
misdiagnosed as a spider bite.

Symptoms include redness,
warmth, swelling, pus,
tenderness, pimples, boils or
blisters. These conditions may
progress quickly from a skin
irritation to an abscess or
serious skin infection. Left
untreated, it can infect blood
and bones.

MRSA lives on skin and can
survive on objects for more
than 24 hours. Drainage from
skin lesions can spread MRSA
to other parts of the body as
well as to other persons.

MRSA can be found in
places where there are crowds
of people or on commonly
shared objects such as benches
in hot tubs, athletic equipment,
towels, soap, or anything that
may have touched the skin of
an infected person.

Tips to help prevent the
spread of infection include:

* Wash hands with soap and
warm water

9 Keep cuts and scrapes
clean with soap and water

* Avoid skin contact and
sharing personal items with
people suspected of being
infected

* Wash towels, washcloths
and clothes that may have
come in contact with an
infected person

S Clean athletic equipment
that is shared with other people

If you think you have a skin

infection, consult your doctor
or health-care provider.

Early treatment will prevent
the infection from becoming
worse.

If you are told that you
have MRSA:

S Keep the infected area
clean and covered with dry
bandages, dispose of bandages
properly

e Wash hands frequently
with soap and warm water

9 Clean bathroom, kitchen,
etc. regularly

S Wash clothes with hot
water and bleach and dry on
high heat

* Inform any health-care
provider that you have a
MRSA infection

The best prevention against
the spread of MRSA infections
is good personal hygiene.

The following recommen-
dations should be implemented
in the barracks to contain the
spread of MRSA infections:

All common-use surfaces in
the barracks need to be
disinfected daily with a general
purpose disinfectant. A general
cleaner only removes dirt, and
will not kill germs. Therefore,
a disinfectant must be used.

Some good disinfectants are:
" Pine Oil Disinfectant
" Lysol Disinfectant
" Bleach and water in a

1: 100 dilution (one tablespoon
per quart of water)

Common use surfaces
include door knobs, sinks,
shower stalls, faucets, phone
receivers, games, television
controls.

Practice good personal
hygiene. Wash your hands.
Use soap and water and friction
for 15 seconds to really clean
your hands. Wash often, but
especially after going to the
rest room, and before eating.
Keep a bottle of hand sanitizer
with you to use when soap and
water is not available.

Shower every day with a
good antibacterial soap. Dry
your skin thoroughly after the
shower. Bacteria grow and
multiply on warm, moist
surfaces.

Launder your clothes on a
regular basis. Wet, dirty
clothing can cause skin
irritation and increase the risk
of infection.

Also important is
remembering to be selfish with
your personal items - don't
share linens and razors, or any
other personal items. Do not
share bar soap. If possible, do
not use bar soap.

This year the key messages of
the campaign are based on the
Dietary Guidelines for
Americans, 2005
recommendations.

The key messages are:
o The food and physical

activity choices made everyday
affect your health and how you
feel in the future. A nutritious
diet and regular physical
activity may reduce chronic
diseases such as heart disease,
type 2 diabetes and certain

cancers. Poor diets and
inactivity contribute to obesity.

* Make smart choices from
every food group. Enjoy a
variety of foods with different
flavors, colors, and textures.
Select whole-grain foods like
whole wheat, brown rice and
oats. Fruits and vegetables
contain substances that protect
the body against disease, have
no cholesterol and are virtually
fat-free. Choose low-fat and
nonfat foods from the milk and
meat groups.

S Get the most nutrition out
of your calories. All foods can
be included in a healthy diet.
Limiting how much and how
often certain foods are eaten is
important, especially foods
high in fat, sugar and sodium.
Maintaining an appropriate
weight is essential for good
health and quality of life.

Replacing high calorie foods
with fruits and vegetables is an
excellent weight loss strategy.

9 Find your balance between
food and physical activity.
Long term health can be
achieved when good eating
habits are combined with
regular activity. Don't worry
about just one meal or day.
Participating in a variety of
activities, such as walking,
running and bicycling, makes a
regular exercise program easier
to maintain. Activities, such as
walking, gardening, and taking
the stairs, contribute to the
daily exercise quota.

9 Play it safe with foods.
Keep foods safe to eat at all
times. Frequent hand washing
is essential in achieving this
goal. When shopping, pre-
paring, or storing foods, always
separate raw, cooked and

ready-to-eat foods. Avoid
unpasteurized milk, raw or
partially cooked eggs, raw or
undercooked meat and poultry,
unpasteurized juices and raw
sprouts. Infants, children,
pregnant women, older adults
and those with weakened
immune systems should also
avoid raw or undercooked fish
or shellfish. Refrigerate
perishable foods properly,
never defrost foods at room
temperature, and cook foods to
a safe internal temperature.

S See your doctor and follow
his or her advice. Follow the
instructions for specific
limitations that you may need
with your diet or exercise
program. Today is a perfect
time to start making changes in
diet and exercise habits. Small
changes can make a big
difference in overall health.

ATLANTA All Soldiers
know that refusing to accept
defeat and never quitting are part
of their Warrior Ethos.

Poplar Place place to be
As told to Jessica Egan
Faith Middle School

Iwill be going to Poplar Place in Hamilton,
Ga., this weekend because Poplar Place is
holding its horse trials.

I have competed there for almost a year now,
but the show still excites me. Of course, I am
only 6 years old. Think I'm a little young to be
competing? I'm not really, because I'm a
th *roughbred, a horse, of course.

Next week, I will be showing in dressage,
show jumping and cross country.

Dressage is OK, but it isn't the most exciting
thing a horse can do. My rider makes me turn in
20-meter circles and complete flying lead
changes with my legs. Flying lead changes!
Those require a lot of training.

I have to concentrate really hard to get the
movements just right. I also have to listen to the
rider. Dressage is all right, but not as fun as
show jumping, which is great for me because I
like to run and jump. I'll jump the jumps,
whether my rider is able to stay on or not.

In. show jumping, my rider and I leap a
number of fences, which are tall and easy to
knock over. I have to remember to pick up my
legs and not dangle my hooves because if I
knock over a rail, a penalty will count against my
score. Did I tell you it's timed?

My favorite test at Poplar*Place is cross
country, another timed event where I get to jump
obstacles like a pile of logs, a miniature picnic
table, or a bank that drops into water.

In cross country, the jumps
don't fall down like they do in
show jumping. They are

much sturdier.
I have to be safe and can't

just gallop pell-mell at the
jump. That could hurt.
Occasionally, I've stopped
cold at a jump. My rider
doesn't like it when that
happens - always in a hurry to get to the other
side.

In cross country, people are allowed to go on
the course and watch all the horses. I think this
is fantastic. I like it when people watch me soar
through the air like an eagle, as long as they
don't get in my way.

When I come running down a hill, it's like
thunder. And I don't want to stop. But I have to
after the final obstacle. My rider reins me in and
takes me back to my stall where I get to share
my experience with the other horses. They love
my stories.

Poplar Place is 14 miles north of Lowe's on
Highway 27. Admission for the horse trials are
$10 per vehicle for a one day pass, and $15 per
vehicle for the entire weekend.

t's a gamble to launch a

Nevertheless, Rebecca

Romijn is proceeding at full
,steam. Before returning to the-
ater screens next month as the
literally blue Mystique in X-
Men: The Last Stand, the
model-turned-actress stars as a
Chicago television reporter in
Pepper Dennis. The comedy-
drama premieres Tuesday on
The WB Network, which will
merge later this year with UPN
to create the CW Network.

Like its title character,
Pepper Dennis is eager to
prove itself quickly; that might
let it survive into next season
with such all-but-certain WB
holdovers as Smallville and
Gilmore Girls. Besides the
ever-attractive Romijn, a major
factor is audience acceptance of
a rhythm and theme similar to
the rival-journalist movies His
Girl Friday and I Love Trouble.

As the show opens, Pepper is
trying to rebound from a per-
sonal misstep that could have a
professional impact. Her recent
one-night stand, Charlie
Babcock (Josh Hopkins, Ally
McBeal), turns out to be a new
co-worker who grabbed the
anchor slot she wanted.

Thus, she's even more deter-
mined to make her mark so she
can land the desk job she cov-
ets.

The apparent fact that he cov-
ets her is unsettling, often pro-
pelling her to bend the ear of her
sister and roommate, Kathy
(Brooke Burns, North Shore),
who also happens to be the sta-
tion's receptionist.

Other newsroom colleagues
are played by Lindsay Price
(Beverly Hills, 90210), Alexandra

Barreto and Rider Strong (Boy
Meets World).

"I'm not gonna lie, I've
never worked this hard in my

life," the lively Romijn said
with a laugh.

"It's crazy, but it's also the
most satisfying thing I've ever
been a part of.

"We shot the pilot last year,
which seems like a lifetime
ago. I had to shoot (the third)
X-Men before we could really
get going on this, so we had a
lot of time to think about these
characters. I feel mine has
become a combination of my
mom and me as a little kid.
When I have any question
about the dialogue, I think,
'How would my mom do this
when she's really manic?"'

Despite her active film
career, Romijn decided to enter
series television because "at
this stage in my life, I didn't
want to be sitting around wait-
ing for the next movie, then
leaving for three or four
months.

"I also wanted more of a
daily schedule, but first and
foremost, I read the script and
hadn't seen anything like this
character anywhere else. I read
a few other pilots and literally
couldn't get past the third page
of any of them. By the second
page of this, I knew I wanted
n.9

Romijn still feels that way,
even if the future of Pepper
Dennis may be uncertain in
light of The WB's imminent
demise.

"We're all still wrapping our
heads around it and what it
means," she said, "but we're so
busy making the show, we fig-
ure we're just going to do our
thing. All we can do is our
best, and what it boils down to
is ratings.

"I just hope people see the
show. As corny as this sounds, I
think Pepper Dennis is a great
role model for younger girls.
She's also an emotional basket
case. She's not perfect, but

who is?"
Although she didn't do

research at television networks
or stations, Romijn agreed that

playing a journalist often serves
actresses well, as proven by
others such as Candice Bergen
(Murphy Brown) and Sally

"There are so many different
layers you get to play,'There's
the on-camera persona that usu-
ally hides a much more inse-
cure person.

"You get to play someone
strong and outspoken, yet she's
often just a little girl inside.
You get to go to all those dif-

ferent places, and it's really
fun."

In an early scene of the series,
Pepper gets sprayed blue when a
paint bomb explodes, an allusion
to Romijn's X-Men role that
completely covers her in the
stuff.

"I think it was water-soluble
and harmless," she said. "I
actually brought a bottle of
Mystique Blue paint from the
X-Men set. It was definitely a
wink (to the movie part), and

they sort of wrote that in as
that. The makeup artists got
such a kick out of it, they-said,
'Bring the paint, so we can
match it exactly!' That's what
we did."

Romijn said playing Mystique
has meant she "basically was
being paid to get painted and
have stuff glued all over me and
be semimiserable, and I had to
surrender to that. That was my
job."

Capt. John F. Detro, a physician
assistant with the 75th Ranger
Regiment, received the 2006
Surgeon General's Physician
Assistant Recognition Award March
24 for outstanding contributions to
military medicine.

Detro was nominated for the
award by Col. James R. Ficke, who
was the deputy commander of
Clinical Services at t4e 228th
Combat Support Hospital during

Detro's deployment to northern
Iraq, from July to November 2005.
Despite *a previous injury that
earned him the Purple Heart, Detro
refused to stay at the aid station.
He participated in more than 40
missions, providing immediate care
to Soldiers injured en route to, on or
returning from an objective.

On one mission, when troops
came under gun and grenade fire,
Detro rushed into a room under
enemy fire to treat wounded
Rangers. He protected the wqi jded

. from shrapnel by covering'. them

with his body as grenades continued
to explode around them. Ignoring
his own wounds, Detro helped
evacuate the Rangers and treated
them en route to the hospital.

"He clearly exemplifies the
selfless service, leadership and
dedication that have given Army
physician assistants their sterling
reputation in combat casualty care,"
Ficke said.

Sgt. Webster J. Slavens, a senior
medic assigned to the Regiment's
3rd Battalion, also helped nomnlate
Detro for the award.

W hen I was a teenager, I dated a
young man who was
borderline abusive. When I'd

had enough of his hateful ways, I broke up
with him and moved on to greener
pastures. He wallowed in the crud and
mud back in his own pasture, calling me,
leaving notes on my windshield and
hanging around the store where I worked
or the parking lot at school.

When it became obvious that I would
not cave, he threatened me. At one point,
he left a gun lying where I would spot it.
Food for thought, I guess. Finally, he tried
to kill himself. It was my fault, his mother
said.

Back then, I never told anyone the
extent of his crazy behavior, though others
certainly knew he was manipulative and
controlling. Even now, I can't say for sure
why I didn't feel comfortable sharing my
problem with my family or friends. Maybe
it was because I'd distanced myself from
them gradually, as my boyfriend demanded
more and more of my time and attention.

We all wonder why abused spouses stay
with their abusers, why they fear leaving
more than they fear for their immediate
safety. We're talking about grown women
here. I was in college, a smart girl, mind
you, with a few years of dating experience.
What was I thinking?

If I could allow myself to be twisted and

tormented at the age of
19, imagine how
vulnerable a high
schooler could be. Or a
middle schoolef. It
happens, you know, and
more and more
frequently, apparently.

A friend of a young
friend - I'm saying
that to throw you off the scent - told me
about one of her classmates, an 1I-year-old
girl, who is being bullied by her boyfriend
in a big way. He shoved and cursed and
told her what she should wear and who she
could talk to.

When she tried to break up with him, he
went so far as to brandish a toy gun to
emphasize his commitment to their
commitment. She decided to "try to make
it work."

Huh? Since when does an 1 lyear-old
child feel the need to nurture a relation-
ship? For that matter, why does an 11-
year-old have a relationship?

We hear about girls being bullied by
their boyfriends with more and more
frequency - I can tell you about a local
high schooler who's going through it right
now. But when the problem becomes
prepubescent, God help us. Where do we
go from here?

When I don't have the answers, and no
one around here can help, I turn to the
Internet. This time it offered very little.
All of the information I found - the

principles and guidance put forth by
"relationship experts" - is geared toward
adults or very mature teens. To wit:
"Know your personal blind spots," "gather
background data online," and don't "allow
yourself to be seduced by first
impressions" is fine advice for most adults,
but its hardly useful for someone whose
greatest relationship challenges up until
this point have been elementary, literally.

In this week's Bayonet, you'll meet a
father who mourns for the daughter he lost
six years ago, when a seemingly innocent
relationship turned violent overnight. After
a tragedy of this nature, people tend to
belabor the "if onlys" - if only I'd paid
more attention, asked the right questions,
noticed the signs ...

In- Willie Sparks' case, there were no
indications that Tierra feared for her safety.

In the absence of signs, a parent must
add dating violence - a term I use loosely,
since most 11l-year-olds don't date - to
the list of subjects parents must discuss
with their children on a regular basis.

For more information about teens and
abuse, read B- 1. Encourage your kids to
read it, too.

If you or someone you know is involved
in an abusive relationship, or one that
appears to have the potential to turn
violent, don't wait another day to get help.

Hey y'alI, I think IYm finally a southerner

I , e done it, finally. It's taken me
almost 10 years, but I've finally
done it. I've become a

Southerner. As of Tuesday, I'll have lived
in Georgia for 10 years.

I grew up in New England, and after 21
years there, moved here to be with my
husband. I clung tightly to my Northern
roots, refusing to give them up. Hey, 21
years will do that to a girl.

But I've come to realize that I love the
South. I like the weather, the people, the
manners. It's taken me a very long time to
become acclimated to the hot summers and
the oppressive humidity. The first fall I
was here, I actually started crying. It was
September, and still in the high 80s.

"Why is it so hot?" I asked my husband.
"Why aren't the leaves changing?"

The recent cold spell (and I use the term
"cold" loosely, because my family in
Massachusetts laugh when I tell them it
was 60 and cold) proved to me that I am a
Southerner. When I saw the 10-day
forecast on The Weather Channel, I
breathed a sigh of relief to see highs in the
80s. Phew, back to normal!

The biggest thing to get used to was the
food. The first'time I had a plate of
barbecue, I wasn't sure what to do with the

bread and barbecue. I
sat in silence, trying
to observe those
around me, so as not
to appear ignorant.
Maybe times have
changed in the North,
but when we said
"barbecue," we were
cooking on the
hibachi, whether it be chicken or
hamburgers.

I am still trying to get a taste for sweet
tea. I drink iced tea, you know, that
powdered stuff in the can. It's not easy to
switch from iced tea to sweet tea, or vice
versa.

When we visit New England and go out
to eat, my husband orders sweet tea. The
waitress looks at him quizzically until I
kick him and tell him, "You mean iced tea
- there's no sweet tea up here!"

I am embarrassed to admit I had io clue
what NASCAR was when I moved here. I
was so perplexed by the numbers affixed to
cars and trucks that I finally asked my
husband what they were. I'm now proud
to say I'm a huge NASCAR fan. Not one
Sunday goes by that I'm not in my recliner
watching the race. I'm lost in the
offseason - 36 races just aren't enough.

I also didn't realize how huge college
football was in the South. It took me a few
years to truly understand the Auburn-

Alabama rivalry. I decided that one of the
final steps to me becoming a true Southern
gal was to pick one of these teams. So I
did- Go Tigers!

The biggest compliment I can pay the
South is the manners. The first time
someone called me "Ma'am" I had to
check the mirror to see if I had aged
overnight. When I heard my husband
calling people ma'am and sir, I thought it
was just from being in the military.

My family still thinks it's funny when
they visit to hear us say ma'am and sir. I
am so happy to be raising my son in the
South. Manners are too far and between
these days, but teach a kid even the basics
of ma'am and sir, and they're set for life.

My New England accent is just about
gone. After a few drinks, my tongue gets a
little looser, and maybe I'll slip and say
"dooh" instead of "door," but for the most
part, I've heard myself say "booook,"
diwing my O's out.

I refuse to use "fixin'" though. I use it
if I truly% am going to fix something
broken, but you won't hear me say, "I'm
fixin' to go to the store. Y'all need
anything?" So, I've gone from a G.R.I.N.
(Girl Raised In the North) to a G.L.I.T.S
(Girl Living In The South).
SI'll take the heat, the sports, the friendly

people. But there are some things I'll
always be, no matter where I live, and
that's a good thing, y'all.

Bayonet staffI t's spring .break and company's coming. It's Stan the

Man, and you need a plan. Fast. Stan's been
everywhere. He's climbed Mt. St. Helens, schlepped
through the Everglades, sailed the Riviera and rode a
hot-air balloon across the Atlantic. That'll be a hard

one to top.
But Stanley's easy to please. He goes any which way the

wind blows. Literally.
Stanley Lambchop - Flat Stanley to his friends - is

six inches tall and made of paper. He's a dapper fellow,
well groomed, always wearing a tie and a coat of laminate.

And Stan loves to travel. Ever since he first made an
appearance in Flat Stanley, the children's book that chronicled the
bulletin board accident that left him flat and featherweight, Stan
has seen the world, courtesy of the postal system and school-
children around the country who ante up the postage stamps.
After each trip, he returns to the classroom to educate the students
about the places he's been and ihe things he's seen.

This time Stanley comes from Somers Elementary School in
Kenosha, Wis., where 7-year-old Thomas Antonacci is a first
grader. Thomas is the nephew of The Bayonet's own Annette
"the-coolest-aunt-in-the-whole-wide-world" Fournier.

Annette's not lived around these parts very long, and though she
works for the newspaper, she's had very little experience with
paper boys. So it's up to us, the old-timers - those who've lived
here long enough to recommend a host of fun activities - and
those of us who've hosted Flat Stanley a time or two ourselves, to
help Annette map out a plan to entertain Stan the Man.

Here are some of our favorite recommendations for spring
break. Try them out yourself:

lsie Jackson: Try the Riverwalk - it's free, and it's

easy to find. The Riverwalk is anchored on the Fort
Denning end near the Infantry Museum. It's smooth,

paved and relatively flat - made for walking,
cycling, running, skating or whatever it is you
do with a Flat Stanley. I've never actually
seen a paper boy on the Riverwalk, but I've
seen deer, beaver, birds, lizards, rabbits,
possums, tortoises and other reptiles.
Speaking of critters, please keep yours on a
short leash. There's a leash law in Columbus.

The Riverwalk is 18 miles round trip, a
few miles longer if you thread your way
through Uptown traffic to the new extension. You can negotiate as
much or as little as you want. There are benches and water
fountains along the way, restrooms at Oxbow Meadows and
Rotary Park, and a gazebo for a picnic if you're so inclined. And
at Bulldog's, a bait shop at Rotary Park, you can stop for snacks.

If you start on post and you're with children or dogs - or
paper b~ys, for that matter -keep them close, as you'll have to
cross several roads before you reach stretches where the heavy

traffic is limited to bicycles and skates. Most of the Riverwalk is

marked with a broken white line right down the center, just like a
road. And just like on a real road, you shouldn't stop in the
middle of it, Slower traffic should keep to the right. If you're
passing someone, let them know you are coming around. Ring
your bell, whistle, say something. Are you a passee? That "on
your left" warning means someone is coming around on your left,
thank you for staying to the right.

racy Bailey: Gather up the kids, a picnic basket, the

dog, bicycles and helmets and head to Flat Rock Park.
Don't let the name deceive you. The park is anything

but flat. It is made up of a beautiful natural rock formation and
sits on a natural water meter.

Water flows into Flat Rock Lake, and the
natural rock formations, created by the
water flow, draw children like bees to
honey, and as a mother of two boys, I can
tell you that children love them. A couple
words of caution - these rocks are slippery
when wet, and swimming is not allowed.
My boys enjoy torturing - I mean
observing the tadpoles in the crevices of
the rocks. There are a couple of play-

grounds and plenty of places to set out the picnic basket and
watch the world go by. If you are so inclined, bring the charcoal
and hotdogs and hamburgers and have a cookout.

The newest additions to Flat Rock Park are four mountain bike
trails for all levels, from beginner to advanced. There's even a
Kiddie Loop. Every place has rules and Flat Rock Park is no
exception. The speed limit around the two-mile horseshoe is 15
miles per hour. Put out all grill fires; no alcoholic beverages;
pick up after yourself, your dog, children, spouse, paper boy, etc.

In the words of my boys, who are Boy Scouts - leave no
trace and leave it better than you found it.

i! Flat Rock Park, which is located on Warm Springs
Road, has a little something for everyone. I encourage

you to check it out!

"Aunt" Annette Fournier: The Eufala National Wildlife
Refuge must be one of Georgia and Alabama's best kept secrets.

The 11,184-acre wilderness area located on the upper reaches of
Lake Eufala has been featured on National Geographic's
America's Wildest Places, and it definitely fits the bill. It's an
unassuming spot, marked only by a small sign off the right side of
Highway 285. Its low-profile is part of its charm.

A forest trail leads past a swampy grove full of birds, vines and
bright-colored flowers. Farther along, the trees recede and the
trail leads to the reservoir, a large, shallow area with flowering lily
pads covering the surface. The area reminds me of the Florida
Everglades, but I prefer the Eufala Preserve. Visitors don't have
to compete with tourists in Disney hats snapping photos. The
views are breathtaking, and it's set far back from the road so the
only sounds are of birds and crickets. Open water and wetlands
border a forest and grasslands, offering habitats for many species.

During one visit with a friend, we saw turtles, great blue
herons, white egrets, deer, otters, hawks, eagles, armadillos and
the highlight for me, alligators. The gators and wood storks co-
exist with other endangered and threatened species, like the bald
eagle and peregrine falcon. Other residents include turkeys, quail,
doves, owls, foxes, raccoons, opossums, rabbits, ducks, geese,
otters, coyotes and bobcats. It's
also a stop-off point for
seasonallymigrating birds.
If you go, wear comfortable
clothes and bring sun-
block and bottled water.
Be cautious with children
or pets. The alligators are
beautiful to watch in ,
the wild, but they're .,,
big and fast. ..

The tiny town of
Andersonvilie,

Ga., should be at the top
of everybody's "must-see"
list, along with the
national cemetery that

bears its name and the
National POW Museum.

Andersonville, 66 miles
northeast of Fort Benning,
was the site of the South's largest prisoner of
war camp for Union Soldiers during the Civil
War. More than 45,000 lived there during the 14
months it was open - 33,000 at one time
though it was built to accommodate less than
10,000. As Union forces gained ground in the
South, supply lines Were severed and food and
medical supplies ran low in Andersonville.
Drought, overcrowding and malnutrition
contributed to the death toll - 13,000 - which
made it the most despised prison North or South.

After the war, the camp commander was tried
and hanged for war crimes, a fact the locals still
find grievous, given a number of extenuating
circumstances that are too complicated to
address here. You can learn more about that at
Andersonville. Miss Peggy, the town historian
and the author of a book about Andersonville,
will give you a guided tour if you call ahead to
schedule an appointment at (229) 924-2558.

You may prefer the self-guided tour. Pick up
a guide at the welcome center and take your
time. The entire tour spans no more than a few
blocks, so you'll enjoy it best on foot.

See Andersonville at your leisure, but be sure
to have your feet planted on the doorstep of the
Andersonville Restaurant when it opens, at 11
a.m. or noon, depending which day of the week
it is. The restaurant, housed in the town's oldest
building, is a family-style buffet, with traditional
Southern fare, like collards, fried chicken and
banana pudding. With sweet tea, of course.

After lunch, head over to the National POW
Museum, a memorial to all American prisoners
of war throughout our nation's history. Be sure
to watch the short film offered every few
minutes, which includes interviews with former
POWs. You'll need a hanky. The museum is
designed to give visitors a feel for the prison
experience. It chronicles the Soldiers'
experience from capture to release Or escape,

whichever the case may be. From the museum,
you can visit the camp site and adjacent
cemetery. The cemetery was originally the
burying ground for the Union Soldiers who died
in Andersonville. In 1865, it was established as
a national cemetery, and Clara Barton, using a
death record recorded by one of the prisoners,
identified the graves of thousands of Soldiers
buried shoulder to shoulder in shallow trenches.
Today, the cemetery is the resting place of more
than 18,000 U.S. servicemen and women.

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Sniper students
track targets with
stealth, nerve

hey lie still for hours, wearing
hot, itchy suits, moving only
their eyes to track the target.
They stalk through thorn
bushes and swamps without

making a sound. They pass grazing deer
without disturbing them, because running
deer might give away their location.

Those are some of the skills the 34
students training at Sniper School are trying
to master. To be the best, they must be
decisive, mature and patient, and they must
work well on their own, the instructors said.

"We hold their hands through the first two
phases until they get the bread and butter of
sniping, then we give them a mission, and
they show us what they can do," said Staff
Sgt. Archie Rollins, sniper instructor.

There's a lot to learn in the five-week
course, he said. Sniper techniques are taught
in phases, beginning with firing at a
stationary target. Eventually, students will
learn to stalk a moving target at night and
take it out with a single shot.

The students must learn to use stealth and
camouflage to remain undetected while
stalking. To conceal themselves, they wear
ghillie suits, made from shredded burlap and
canvas and designed to help snipers blend
with vegetation.

Though ghillie suits can be purchased,
instructors recommend that students make
their own, so they learn what works and what
doesn't.

"There's no right way to make a ghillie
suit," Rollins said, "but there's a whole lot of
wrong ways. Most guys put way too much
burlap on it, and they end up looking like
huge pineapple bushes. We call those ones
Wookie suits, because they come here
looking like Chewbacca."

A sniper gathers intelligence, so he must
be an excellent observer, able to detect signs
other Soldiers would miss. In one training
exercise, the students have 40 minutes to find
and identify 10 military items hidden in an
area.

The sniper must draw each object,
estimate its dimensions, and write a

description, noting whether or not it appears
to be in working condition.

It's harder than it sounds, Rollins said.
The item could be an antitank weapon or an
Allen wrench. Most Soldiers would find the
larger things, but a sniper is trained to see the
subtle variances in color, size and texture that
differentiate an item from the vegetation, he
said.

This class consists of 32 Soldiers and two
U.S. Border Patrol agents. Joint training with
the Border Patrol is not uncommon, Rollins
said. A few sniper instructors recently
completed tracking training with the. Border
Patrol, so they can integrate more tracking
techniques into sniper training.

The Border Patrol taught the sniper

instructors how to follow the signs people
leave as they move, Rollins said.

From a set of footprints, a skilled tracker
can estimate the height, weight and gender of
a target, how many people were in a group,
and the direction and speed they're moving.

The need to teach tracking skills was
emphasized to Rollins by a former student, a
Reserve Soldier who tracked illegal
immigrants for the Border Patrol. When he
deployed, he used his tracking skills to follow
insurgents who had set up improvised
explosive devices on the road. The Soldier
and his squad captured suspects this way six
times.

He wasn't the only sniper student to bring
combat experience with him. The majority of
students are combat veterans who enrich the
class with their own experiences, Rollins
said. Many have served as snipers in urban

then we give them a mission, and they show us
what they can do."

combat environments. The course helps them
hone their skills.

The training is challenging and interesting
for Staff Sgt. Michael Hodge, range instructor
with the 2nd Battalion, 29th Infantry
Regiment.

Hodge takes it seriously, because he will
soon be a sniper instructor. He's planning to

integrate his combat experience from Iraq
and Afghanistan into the course when he
starts teaching.

"Becoming a sniper is the pinnacle of
being a marksman," he said. "This class has
been tough, but a lot of fun. I'm looking
forward to teaching. I just have to graduate
the class first."

friend with a warning.

"We knew he was going to
Vietnam. I hugged his neck and said,
'Don't be a hero,' 'cause I knew the
way that guy was," Delffs said. "He
wasn't scared of nothin'. He
would've stood in front of a bullet for
anybody he cared about."

And Johnston cared about his battle
buddies.

When he and his comrades from D
Company, 1st Battalion, 8th Cavalry
Regiment, came under attack in the
Tay Ninh Province, they took cover in
a bunker and returned fire. A number
of enemy sappers broke through the
perimeter and got close enough to hurl
explosives into the bunker.

Johnston - without hesitation, his
comrades would later report - threw
himself on three explosive charges,
absorbing the detonation with his
body. His heroism saved the lives of
six men that day, cost him his own,
and earned him the Medal of Honor.

If ever a man deserved the nation's
highest military honor, Delffs said, it
was Spc. Donald Johnston.

Q: What are some of the federal tax
credits available for educational
expenses?

A: The Internal Revenue Code provides
the Hope Credit and the Lifetime Learning
Credit to offset qualified educational
expenses and reduce the amount of your
income tax. The Hope Credit can be worth
as much as $1,500 for qualified expenses
incurred by an eligible student and is
available to students in their first two years
of post-secondary education.

The Lifetime Learning Credit can be
worth as much as $2,000 for qualified
education expenses paid by a student at a
qualified educational institution with no
limit on the number of years the credit can

be claimed.
For purposes of the credits, an eligible

education institution is any college,
university, vocational school or other post-
secondary educational institution eligible to
participate in a student aid program
administered by the Department of
Education.

Qualified expenses include tuition, but
can also include student activity fees and
expenses for course-related books, supplies
and equipment if the non-tuition expenses
are paid directly to the institution as part of
the enrollment.

Qualified expenses do not include
amounts paid for insurance, medical
expenses, room and board, or
transportation.

Taxpayers in the following situations
may not claim the Hope of Lifetime

Learning credits: a taxpayer filing married
filing separately, a taxpayer who is listed as
a dependent on another person's tax return,
or a taxpayer with a modified adjusted
gross income more than $53,000 ($107,000
or more for a joint return). Also, a
taxpayer may not claim both the Hope
Credit and the Lifetime Learning Credit for
the same qualified educational expenses.

Be careful how you get coupons

e careful how you get your

Internet coupons. That's the
word from Defense Commissary

Agency officials who are alerting
customers about a recent rise in the use of
fraudulent Internet or home-printed
coupons and steps the agency has taken to
address the issue.

Commissaries gladly accept Internet or
home-printed coupons, provided they meet
these requirements: the coupons must have
"dot-scan" bars below expiration dates or
bar codes with Product Identification
Numbers, and they can't be for free
products. This is an expansion of
acceptance criteria for home-printed
coupons because counterfeit coupons have
shown up recently in commissaries and
other supermarkets nationwide. Officials
are pointing to Internet trading as the
source of counterfeit coupons.

"Counterfeit coupons are circulating on
the Internet through auction services,
message boards, e-mails and other means,
causing millions of dollars in losses to the
grocery industry," said Scott Simpson,

DeCA's chief operating officer.
Fraudulent coupons presented recently

at commissaries were for products ranging
from laundry detergents, air fresheners and
deli meats to sodas, chips and over-the-
counter medications. Defining more
stringent requirements for stores to accept
home-printed coupons is one phase of
action the agency is taking to combat the
problem. Educating customers about how
to avoid getting taken by counterfeit
coupons is the other phase, and it's been
described as the best line of defense
against possible fraud, Simpson said.

People who purchase or trade coupons
are inherently at risk of receiving
counterfeit coupons, therefore customers
shouldn't buy or trade for coupons. The
sale or transfer of coupons is a violation of
virtually all manufacturers' coupon
redemption policies, according to the
Coupon Information Center, a coupon
industry watchdog. These policies are
printed on the coupons.

Customers can be assured they are not
obtaining counterfeits if they get their
coupons directly from newspapers or
magazines, directly from a manufacturer or
from some other legitimate coupon

channel, including Internet sites.
Legitimate Internet coupons are featuring
new dot-scan bars below their expiration
dates. The dot-scan bars look like bar
codes with broken bar patterns. Internet
coupons also usually have PINs and bar
codes, and they are not for free products.

Here are some tips to avoid possible
counterfeit coupons:

0 Look for the dot-scan bar below the
expiration date on Internet coupons. If
they don't have a dot-scan bar, look for a
PIN and bar code. Many now have both a
dot-scan bar along with a PIN and bar
code.

* Look out for coupons printed on
photocopy, plain white, photographic or
card stock and coupons with fuzzy images
or misspelled words.

0 Look out for unusually long expiration
dates.

9 Look out for coupons sent to you in
electronic format by someone other than a
manufacturer or its authorized
representative.

S Look out for coupons with printing on
only one side.

S Look out for multiple coupons for the
same product with identical PINs.

Veterans Affairs can help as Iocator
Department of Veterans Service

he U.S. Department
of Veterans Affairs
and the Georgia

Department of Veterans Service
is limited to the extent that it
can help locate a veteran.

"The VA will try to forward
a letter to a veteran," Georgia
Commissioner of Veterans
Affairs Pete Wheeler said. "It

is up to the veteran to contact
the sender of the letter."

The proper procedure is to
write a letter to the veteran and
place it in an unsealed
envelope, bearing the veteran's
name, with postage to cover
mailing costs. Include a cover
letter to the VA with as much
information as possible about
the veteran, such as his full
name, date of birth, last known

address, service serial number,
VA claim number if known,
Social Security number, last
military address, rank and date
of discharge.

Mail the packet to: VA
Regional Office-Atlanta, Attn:
Privacy Act Office, Post Office
Box 10021, Decatur, GA,
30331-7021.

If the address is located, the
VA will put it on the envelope

and forward it to the veteran.
If no information is

available or the letter is
returned, the writer's original
letter will be sent back to the
requester by the VA.

"Letters will not be
forwarded to aid-in the
collection of debts or for the
purpose of canvassing,
harassing or propaganda,"
Wheeler said.

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Dexter lauded for integrated reading program

nothing more than traveling
to a land where goblins,

wizards and fairies battle to survive.
There's nothing like a good fantasy
story to keep her immersed in a book.

The fifth-grader is not the only
bookworm at Dexter Elementary, and
on March 13 the school received word
that they won the 2006 Exemplary
Reading Program Award from the
International Reading Association.

One school per state is selected
each year for having an outstanding
literacy program that motivates kids to
read and ensures every child gets the
attention he or she needs to succeed,
said Melissa Hayes, Dexter principal.

The award has been a long time
coming. The application process
started in November.

"I think we were driving the
mailman crazy," said Donna Potteiger,
first grade teacher. "We had been on
pins and needles for weeks, and as
soon as he gave us the mail, we'd start
rooting for the award letter."

When the news finally arrived and
the teachers read that the school had
won the top prize, "I think they must

have heard us scream all over post,"
Hayes said. "We were so excited, that
we announced it immediately over the
intercom. We could hear the kids
cheering all over the school."

Dexter was selected for its
multidimensional approach to reading.
Students learn reading skills in small
and large group activities and receive
one-on-one attention. The staff works
together to identify children's reading
challenges, and find solutions that can
be integrated into the curriculum.

IRA representatives visited Dexter
Feb. 2, when Soldiers from the Ist
Battalion, 10th Field Artillery
Regiment, and 1st Battalion, 29th
Infantry Regiment, were tutoring kids
through the Partners in Education
program. The Soldiers were helping
kids write their math journals.

Integrating reading throughout the
curriculum and the one-on-one
tutoring showed the community-
learning approach Dexter uses, Hayes
said.

"Everyone here works together to
help every child," said Kris
Holcombe, a fifth-grade teacher who
helped complete the application. "I
think that makes the difference."

Soldiers of the 641st Area Support
Group, Mobilization Troop Command,
"inprocessed" 102 "Soldiers" Tuesday
at the National Infantry Museum.

The 641st is a Partner in Education
with Muscogee Elementary School. In
its day job, the 641st is responsible for
deploying and redeploying Soldiers in
support of operations Iraqi Freedom,
Enduring Freedom and Noble Eagle.

Help your child shed destructive labels

O n the north shore of
Oahu, Hawaii, a
phenomenal thing

occurs. A swell from the
'Pacific Ocean brings wave after
wave of super surf that pounds
onto the beach like a freight
train. The world's best surfers
and thousands of spectators
gather on or near the beaches to
witness one of the marvels of
our world.

The surf is so powerful you
can feel it shake the beach.
I've seen it and felt it, and it is
spectacular.

I read of a surfer who said he
would never stand there and
watch - he had to be in it,
riding out the 40-footers. He'd
almost lost his life to those
giant waves, but he could not
stand and watch. He had to be
in them.

Those waves are relentless,
but something calls the surfers
to risk life and limb to catch the
big one.

Most of us experience the
same things in our lives -

wave after wave of "stuff'
happens to us.

King David remembered
how close he once was to God,
how God protected him as he
went out to meet the giant
Goliath, how God empowered
him to defeat the giant.

REFLECTIONS,
David lost

His'
burden of
guilt became
too heavy to
bear. When
he repented, Smith

forgave and restored. David
became a new man.

The human mind is like the
human body it can be
wounded. Sorrow is a wound.
It cuts deeply, but sorrow is a
clean wound, and will heal
unless something gets into the
wound, such as bitterness, self-
pity or resentment.

'' Y ou' re a smart aleck, aren't
you?" the coach said.
"Don't you bother coming

back to my practice with that hippie hair."
It was 1971, I was 10 years old, and I

had just been labeled.
Maybe you've been labeled. Any of

you out there "lazy," or "pig-headed?"

How about "driven" or "bitter?" Perhaps
"shy" or "aloof?."

Maybe you've done some labeling.
"You're so stupid." "I can't believe
you're really that slow." "Why are you so
uncoordinated?" "You'll never amount to
anything."

Negative labels can become hazardous
cargo. We carry them with us all our
days, and they slowly eat away at our self-
esteem.

Who among us hasn't said something
out of anger or frustration to a child of
ours, only to think later, "Man, I wish I
wouldn't have said that."

Think back on your childhood - what
negative labels did you pick up from those
around you?

How many of those shadows still cast

themselves on your life
today? How often have
you unintentionally stuck
a label on one of your
children that they might
not feel very good
about?

Once we're labeled,
we start to play those

Hawkins roles. It's been said that
people live up or down

to the expectations given them.
How can we help our children break

free of any negative labels and roles they
may have picked up?

In a great little read, How to Talk So
Kids Will Listen and How To Listen So
That Kids Will Talk, the authors list six
steps:

1. Look for opportunities to show your
child a new picture of himself or herself.

2. Put your children in situations where
they can see themselves differently.

3. Let your children overhear you say
something positive about them.

4. Model the very behavior you want
them to demonstrate.

5. Be a storehouse for your child's
special moments. ("I remember the time
you ...)

6. If the child "slips back" intodthe old
label or role, state your feelings and
restate your expectations. ("I don't like
that. I know you're upset, but I expect
sportsmanship from you anyway.")

Rather than negative labels, turn it
around. Whut 10 positive labels might
you come up with for your children this
week? Write them and post them where
you'll see them.

Then have fun finding ways of
"catching them doing right" and
describing their new labels to them
("You're such a hard worker - you didn't
give up even though you were frustrated.
You're so affectionate ... how did you do
that? You're conscientious - that means
you're concerned about doing it right .., I
like that about you.")

Moses too humanin ABC's new Ten Commandment

irector Robert
Dornhelm is painful-

ly aware that there
may be a large audience out
there eagerly waiting to hate his
new version of The Ten
Commandments, premiering
Monday and Tuesday on ABC.

After all, the story of Moses
leading the Hebrew slaves out
of Egypt has been told before,
and unforgettably, by
Hollywood showman Cecil B.
DeMille in his ultralavish 1956
production starring Charlton
Heston as Moses.

Adapted from a variety of
religious novels, that earlier
version introduced a number of
extraneous characters and story
lines to the biblical account, yet
a fair number of fans today
regard DeMille's epic with near
reverence.

(In fact, ABC is hedging its
bets, airing DeMille's version
April 15, just days after this
new Commandments.)

Small wonder, then, that
Dornhelm initially declined
when executive producer
Robert Halmi Sr. came to him
with the project.

"My first reaction was,
'Why? Why should I be the
sacrificial victim who gets
slaughtered?"' Dornhelm said.

"To do a television version
of this huge epic (seemed fool-
hardy).

Then I saw (DeMille's ver-
sion) again and thought it really
wouldn't be that hard to top,
not to sound immodest.

"Then, when Mr. Halmi told
me he wanted to make it as real
as possible, that made it even
more interesting."

Halmi's own interest in
revisiting the story of the
Exodus arose from his convic-
tion that great stories need to be
retold for new generations

every 35 years or so.
"And I wanted to do it as

reality," Halmi said.

"My characters are real. The
location is real.

There is as much reality cos-
tumewise, researchwise (as we
could manage).

I had three different religious
advisers, a Muslim, a Christian
and a rabbi, going through
every word of the script. I
wanted to be more true to the
story and its characters."

That meant, in turn, examin-
ing the principal character of
Moses as a human being, not
the powerful icon Heston por-
trayed in DeMille's account.

It was Ron Hutchinson's
script that helped persuade
actor Dougray Scott to sign on
as Moses.

"You tell people you're play-
ing Moses in The Ten
Commandments and they just
go, 'You're what?"' Scott said.
"But I thought the writing was
just terrific.

I knew Ron Hutchinson from
his days as a playwright in
London.

He was terrific then, and he
has become a really good
Hollywood scriptwriter.

He did a great job with that
story, I think, examining it from
a point of view that I don't
think the audience ever has
seen before.

Certainly it's very violent,
because it really tries to capture
that period of history.

The new version charts most-
ly familiar territory, especially
in its first half, tracing Moses'
narrow escape from death as an
infant to his encounter with the
burning bush and subsequently,
his confrontations with the
Pharaoh, Ramses (Paul Rhys),
leading to the emancipation of
the Hebrew slaves and their
long, frustrating quest in search
of the Promised Land.

Whereas Heston's Moses
was a towering, thunder-voiced
pillar of authority, Scott's
Moses is plagued by self-doubt.

He is virtually horrified to
learn that God has selected him
for such a formidable task,

since he is painfully aware of
his inner flaws.

'The character starts off at
quite an intense pitch and then
becomes even more intense,"9
Scott said, "so that was the
challenge for me, to see how
far we could take this character
on his emotional journey, this
arc that he goes through and his
relationships with everyone:
with himself, his family, his
tribe and, of course, God.

Moses has to deal with his
fear, his paranoia, his loneli-
ness, his pain, his anger, his
temper and his lack of compro-
mise.

He's unrelenting, and a very
multilayered human being,
albeit an extreme one."

Give Scott full marks for his
commitment to the role, since
the inner torment of his Moses
comes across unrelentingly.

The big question, of course,

is whether viewers will want to
spend three or four hours with
such a tortured soul.

If some viewers ultimately
find this remake too much of a
downer, Dornhelm is OK with
that, as long as they come to his
Commandments with an open
mind.

It's the zealots who insist
DeMille's version is somehow
untouchable that make him see
red.

Individual Warriors will be the
new label for Soldiers serving in
the Individual Ready Reserve.

Simultaneously, the new
name will lead to a cultural shift
away from the unstructured
group of inactive individuals
into a cohesive group of
Soldiers who are trained, aware
and ready to augment Army
missions when called upon.

Secretary of the Army
Francis J. Harvey endorsed the
move to reset and reinvigorate
the IRR through several
-programmed initiatives to
transform the Army's leading
prior-service talent bank.

"Senior Anny leadership is
committed to providing the
necessary funding required to
shape the IW initiative," Harvey
said. Soldiers in the IRR are a
"viable pool" of individual
warriors "trained and
employable to meet the needs of
the Army."

Presently there are more than

100,000 Soldiers (enlisted and
officer) in the IRR that
represent more than 200
military occupational skills
ranging from combat arms and
support to combat-service
support specialties, but that
could potentially be reduced to
60,000 ready and available
Soldiers.

"While the mission of the
IRR is to provide a pool of
previously trained Soldiers who
are 'individually ready' for call-
up, our culture and past
management of the IRR has

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Rescorla: Hailed a hero

*Allen Lynch, one of three Medal of Honor
recipients who attended the ceremony. Lynch
served under Rescorla from 1971 until 1972.

* Joe Galloway, a journalist embedded with the
7th Cav. in Vietnam. Galloway and Moore co-
authored We Were Soldiers, using a photo of
Rescorla conducting a "final sweep" of the
battlefield to grace the cover.

• Sam Fantino, Rescorla's radio telephone
operator in Vietnam. Fantino said Rescorla was
"a brave man who inspired bravery in others."

Moore, Lynch, Galloway and Fantino were
among the 500 people who gathered to honor
Rescorla in front of the Infantry Museum.

Time and again, they shared memories of a
man for whom "songs would be sung and stories
would be told around the campfire" had he been
born in a different time and place, like the
legendary Garryowen of which he loved to sing.

"Rick Rescorla was a hero, and that's a word I
don't use lightly," Fantino said. "We use it too
freely today. Anybody who can carry a football
is a hero. Hollywood is full of heroes. If that's
true, we need a new word to describe Rick."

Brig. Gen. James Yarbrough, Fort Benning's
deputy commander, referred to "the age-old
debate - are great leaders born or made?"
Rescorla, he said, is a good argument for the
former.

Born in Hayle, Cornwall, Rescorla spent his
childhood dreaming about being a Soldier.
Among his earliest memories were the French
resistance and commando raids by British forces.
It came as no surprise to his childhood friend
when Rescorla joined the army.

"If I were a betting man, I could've made a lot
of money back then," said Mervyn Sullivan, who
traveled from Cornwall to attend the ceremony.
"We'd watch films together, movies about the 7th
Cav, and I could've told you he'd never serve
with another."

Well he did, actually. Rescorla joined the
British army at 17. He fought guerrillas in
Northern Rhodesia before joining Scotland Yard.
In 1963, he came to the United States and joined
the Army. Two years later, he attended OCS at
Fort Benning and shipped off to Vietnam.

There, on a dark November night, while
manning the 7th Cay. command post, Moore
heard a sound he'd never heard before.

"And I've never heard it since, not on a
battlefield," Moore recalled. "I heard a man
singing in a rich baritone, slow and steady.
Cornish tunes."

2nd Lt. Rescorla sang to calm his men's
nerves, Moore said, "and it worked. The enemy

Fred McBee helped unveil the statue
of his friend Rescorla.
was repulsed three times that night, and not a
man in the company was lost."

Rescorla's steely resolve and his bravery made
him a battlefield legend, Moore said. His men
called him "Hard Core."

Rescorla left active duty after the war. He
became a U.S. citizen, earned his lawidegree and
retired as a colonel in the National Guard.

As the vice president of security for Morgan
Stanley, Rescorla was responsible for the-safety
of the employees in the World Trade Center's
South Tower. Having recognized the potential
for a terrorist attack, Rescorla conducted regular
evacuation drills. Employees grumbled about the
long trek down the Tower's narrow stairwell.

But it all paid off when a hijacked airplane hit
the towers on 9-11. Rescorla, having recently
battled and beaten prostate cancer, led Morgan
Stanley employees to safety. He stood on the
stairwell, singing God Bless America, and calmly
urged them on.

"Today is a day to be proud to be an
American," he said. "Because tomorrow the
world will be watching you."

Having led more than 2,700 people to safety
effectively reducing the number of deathsby

half - Rescorla went back to conduct a final
sweep. It cost him his life.

The heroic manner in which he died brought to
Fantino's mind a quote from C.S. Lewis: "Aim
for heaven, and you'll get the earth thrown in."

"Rick's very last moments on earth were spent
aiming for heaven," Fantino said. "He was last
seen on that stairwell looking for stragglers,
headed in the general direction of heaven."

Like Fantino, Galloway said society has de-
valued the word hero. A hero, he said, "gives of
his own well of courage to his Soldiers. A hero
gives of his own well of courage in the stairwell
of a building that rocks and shakes ... He sings to
them.

"That is a hero," Galloway said.

Anyone with an Army Knowledge Online user
name and password can use the Army Reserve
Readiness Training Center's Virtual University
Web site to take required training or professional
development courses.

The system can be used from any computer
with an Internet connection.

"Troops will no longer have to use valuable
time at battle assemblies to complete mandatory
training," said Tammy Hillyer, Web administrator
for the 84th USARRTC. "The Virtual University
gives hours back to the commanders so they can
focus on war-time training missions."

Mandatory training such as Prevention of
Sexual Harassment, Operational Security and
Subversion of Espionage Directed Against the
U.S. Army are available on the Virtual University,
as well as 42 other courses ranging from one to 40
hours.

Other courses include Government Travel
Card use, Management Controls, jPersonal
Finance Management, Unit Status Report and
European Driver Training. The Virtual
University allows commanders and supervisors to

*track their unit's progress. Commanders can
check to see who has enrolled and completed
specific courses.

Enrollments in the Virtual University continue
to increase. More than 42,000 users had enrolled
in at least one course on the Virtual University as
of January, and enrollments have been increasihg
by more than 140 users each day.

Users can conduct refresher training on
courses previously completed. A list of all
courses users have completed or are enrolled in
are listed on a the user's home page.

To view a list of available courses, visit the
84th USARRTC Web site at
https://arrtc.mccoy.army.mil and logon using
your AKO username and password.

Users enrolled in the same course have the
ability to use the system's online chat feature.

Stud ies say, volunteering. adds years to life
At 92, Brooks
still active
volunteer

T o what - or whom -

does 92-year-old
retired Col. Roy

Brooks credit his longevity?
"I don't have the least idea.

On my father's side, no male
reached the age of 60," said
Brooks, who will celebrate his
73rd anniversary with his wife,
Reva, in July. "I didn't figure
I'd make it past-60, but I just
kept going. I keep volunteering
and I think the good Lord helps
me out."

Research shows Brooks may
be onto something. A study
conducted by the University of
Michigan shows a strong link
between moderate levels of
volunteer activity and an
increased chance of survival.
Seniors who volunteered less
than 40 hours over the past year
were less likely to die in the
next seven and a half years than
those who didn't volunteer.

Researchers went so far as to
say the study concludes
"people live longer because
they volunteer, rather than that
people volunteer because
they're healthier and hence
more likely to live longer."

Researchers speculate that
the increase in longevity results
from a sense of meaning and
purpose in life derived from
helping others.

Could be, Brooks said. After
all, volunteering was a way of
life when-he was growing up in
Akron, Ohio.

"Back in my day, we helped
each other out. We didn't call
it volunteering. Neighbors
helped neighbors. That was

just the way it was," he said.

Before he retired from the
Army in 1968, Brooks was the
chief of logistics at Martin
Army Community Hospital.
He saw the need for a transport
system to help the aged and
handicapped patients get to the
hospital from the parking lot
"back 40."

Through the years, while
working for H&R Block, while
volunteering to do taxes free
for the handicapped and low-
income, Brooks broached the
subject time and again.

A decade ago, a Fort
Benning commander's wife
took note and championed the
cause. Money from the Army
Community of Excellence
Award was used to purchase

two battery-powered shuttles.
"We.wore them out in two or

three years," said Brooks, who
figures he and his fellow
volunteers have toted more
than 400,000 patients since the
program started. "These two
are about ready for the
junkyard now. We need new
ones."

Brooks also needs drivers.
It's hard to keep the shuttles
moving consistently with a
dwindling number of
volunteers, mostly retirees like
himself.

"I enjoy this. I like driving
and I like helping people,"
Brooks said.

"With all the retirees around
here, you'd think we'd have
more people who like to

volunteer."
The Red Cross has nearly 90

volunteers on Fort Benning,
said Jennifer Sztallkoper, the
Red Cross assistant cqordinator
on post.

The majority of those are
seniors, like Brooks.

"They have had experience,
most of them. They've seen
the good that Red Cross can
do," Sztallkoper Said. "For
some of them, it goes all the
way back to World War II."

Whether its volunteering
with the Red Cross or any other
organization, Sztallkoper said,
Fort Benning's senior
volunteers benefit from
volunteering almost as much as
the post benefits from their
time and talents.

WASHINGTON - Col.
Jeffrey N. Williams launched
March 29 from Baikonur
Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan
on a two-day flight to the
international Space Station
some 230 miles from earth.

Flight engineer for
Expedition 13, Williams is
joined by Pavel Vinogradov of
Russia and Marcos Pontes of
Brazil.

The crew will conduct a
variety of scientific
experiments, including
studying the effects of long-
term weightlessness.

"It is important that we
dedicate time and effort to
understanding the impacts of a
weightless environment on the
human body because the space
station's primary purpose is ...
to send crews back to the
moon for a long duration and,
of course, ,on to Mars,"
Williams said.

While Williams and
Vinogradov will be aboard the
station for six months, Pontes
will spend eight days
conducting research before
returning with the Expedition
12 crew.

Later, space shuttle
Discovery will bring astronaut
Thomas Reiter to the outpost,
which will restore the station's,
crew to three members for the
first time since the Columbia
accident in February 2003.

As Discovery approaches
for docking, Williams will take
photographs of the shuttle
doing a 360 degree somersault.

"Part of the aftermath of the
Columbia accident was the
realization that we need to
understand that if damage
occurs to the shuttle during
ascent, it might endanger the
vehicle during the subsequent
part of the mission, and in
particular, entry," Williams
said.

"We don't have sensors or
cameras on the ground during
the ascent that can detect all
the things that may happen,
particularly to the underside of
the orbiter," he said.

Williams, who conducted a
seven-hour space walk during
a 10-day mission on board

Atlantis in May 2000, will also
conduct spacewalks to replace
and install station components
during his current stay.

The ISS has been under
construction since 1998.

"It's a privilege and honor
to be a part of it. The steps are
sometimes slower than we
would like, but every step, I
believe, and hope, is
important," the astronaut said.

A West Point graduate,
Williams began his Army
career in the Infantry but soon
afterward attended flight
school.

He was selected for the
astronaut program in 1996.

Tim.e for elected Iraqi leaders
to 'stand up, do their job'
12 million
Iraqis vote in
election

WASHINGTON
President Bush sent Secretary of
State Condoleezza Rice to Iraq
to tell elected leaders there it's
time "to stand up and do their
job," the president said at the
White House Tuesday.

Rice met with Iraqi leaders
and visited U.S. troops in Iraq
Sunday and Monday.

Bush said today that he looks
forward to working with the
Iraqis to build "a unity
government - a government
that will reject the sectarian

violence, will reject the militias,
reject (terrorist leader Abu
Musab al-) Zarqawi and the
terrorists that are trying to create
enough chaos so that America
loses nerve."

He said he won't lose his
nerve as ' president, because the
United States is doing the right
thing by establishing democracy
in Iraq.

"By establishing a
democracy, we're laying the
foundation for peace," he said.

Bush said that 12 million
Iraqis voted in a democratic
election just over three months
ago, despite threats from
insurgents and terrorists.

"The one way to help bring
confidence to the Iraqi people
that those few will not be able to
determine the future of that
country is for there to be a unity

government that steps up and
says, "I'm willing to lead,"' he
said.

Americans want peace and to
be able to raise their children
without the looming threat of
violence originating in the
Middle East, Bush said. The
best way to defeat tyranny and
the type of anger that led people
to murder nearly 3,000 innocent
civilians on Sept. 11, 2001, is
"with the light and hope of
democracy," he said.

"You bet it's tough in Iraq,
and it's tough because people
are trying to stop the advance of
democracy," he said. "And I'm
convinced we're making
progress there. But I do urge the
folks on the ground to get that
unity government in place, so
that the Iraqi people have
confidence in their future."

Officials report no cases of I D
theft involving pay system

WASHINGTON - No cases of computer
scamming or identity, theft involving the Defense
Department's computerized pay services system
have been reported, a Defense Finance and
Accounting Service spokeswoman said Tuesday.

"There has not been any identity theft or
'phishing' scams with the 'myPay' site," DFAS
spokeswoman Carol Garcia said in a phone
interview with American Forces Press Service
from her office in Denver. DFAS provides pay
services to members of the military and DoD
civilians.

Phishing is sending e-mails falsely claiming to
be a legitimate enterprise as part of a scam.
Information obtained this way is often used in
identity-theft crimes.

Garcia said DFAS has received feedback from

concerned customers about the security of
financial information on the myPay Web site after
the publication of a news release that offered tips
on avoiding being scammed by con artists who
cruise the Internet in search of the unwary.

"I think they took that one message and
misread it," Garcia said of the March 15 DFAS
release.

The myPay system safeguards customers'
financial information using up-to-date encryption
methods and security firewalls, officials said.
Customers access myPay using a personal
identification number.

"DFAS continues to stress the security of our

systems and the privacy measures we take in
protecting pay information," according to a DFAS
statement.

DFAS employs secure technology that "meets
or exceeds security requirements in private
industry worldwide," according to the statement.

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M Ps: Check off-limits. sites
Continued from A-1
that Soldiers are aware of the
courtesy patrols because they
are being briefed by their
commanders. And the MPs role
in enforcing discipline and
safety helps keep situations
from getting out of hand.

The patrols also ran last
summer, he said, and began
again this year because of the
possibility of an increased
number of incidents when the
deployed Soldiers returned.

The patrols serve as a means
for the MPs to remove Soldiers
from situations off post before
they require action from the
CPD. Most Soldiers are
returned to post after disorderly
conduct incidents.

Columbus Police Lt. Henry
Ackerman, a 3 1 -year law
enforcement veteran, re-
members a time in the 1970s

when an MPs worked overnight
at the Columbus police station.
To him, the joint courtesy
patrols are nothing new.

"It's a good program,"
Ackerman said. "(The MPs)
help us out and we're glad to
have them."

Ackerman said the MPs are
sometimes assigned to a beat, or
ride with the CPD tactical unit,
performing the same function as
his evening shift police officers.
Having the MPs along to deal
with Soldiers saves time and
paperwork for their department,
which is understrength.

Another benefit, he said, is
that the post sends "some pretty
big guys."

"It helps to have two officers
in a rowdy crowd of 100,"
Ackerman said. "Guys are
downtown having a good time
and sometimes it can get out of

hand. The MPs tend to make
the military jump and they can
help prevent an arrest."

Although the MPs have no
jurisdiction off post for
incidents involving civilians,
they can provide emergency
backup4fin the event a CPD
officer's safety is threatened.

While the number of
incidents of disorderly conduct
involving Soldiers is de-
creasing, LaBranche said there
may be an increase with the
warmer weather as people will
be more likely to go downtown.

"Broadway is a nice area,"
LaBranche said. "We have
enough MPs to take a Soldier
out of a situation before it
becomes civil action.

"We're not there to stifle
their enjoyment," he said.
"We're there to keep them
safe."

Kate couldn't believe it and
walked through the house four
times before they could leave.

Torriero, a 27-year-old New
York native, bought the ticket
on a whim about three weeks
after he returned from Iraq with
his unit, the 1st Battalion, 15th
Infantry Regiment. He saw a
flyer for the fundraiser at his
bank and bought the $100
raffle ticket because the money
went to a good cause, he said.

After the initial euphoria of
winning the house, Torriero had
mixed emotions, he said.

"I met the little boy who
drew my name to win the
house," he said. "He's being
treated at Saint Jude for cancer.

I met a bunch of the Saint Jude
kids. Seeing them made me
think of my aunt who had
breast cancer. It made feel like,
how can we celebrate when all
these kids are sick?"

The fundraiser raised
$748,253 for St. Jude's
Children's Research Hospital in
Tennessee. The hospital is a
biomedical research center
dedicated to finding cures for
childhood diseases. St. Jude
treats all patients regardless of
their ability to pay, and is
supported by fundraisers like
this one.

"I hope my winning
encourages more people from
Fort Benning to buy a ticket
next year," Torriero said. "This
is a great cause to support."

By the time the next contest
rolls around, the Torrieros plan

to be settled in their new home.
They didn't even consider
selling the house, Kate said,
and they're already picking out
paint and furniture.

The couple, who currently
live in an apartment, had been
passively looking for a house,
but buying a house within the
next few years didn't seem
feasible, Kate said.

"It's just amazing," Torriero
said. "Here we were looking
for some little house to invest
in, and look at this!"

The couple is just waiting
to sort out the legalities and
taxes that come with winning
$305,000 worth of property.
Until they can move in, they'll
keep visiting the house and
peeking in windows. But
they're hoping to be calling the
new house home by early May.

~ uilding confidence and overcoming fears is just what
Soldiers from E Company, 1st Battalion, 19th
Infantry Regiment, did at Eagle Tower March 29.
The confidence course on Sand Hill is designed to

help Soldiers deal with their fear of heights and overcome
obstacles, said Capt. Johnathan Leming, E Company commander.

The course includes a 120 foot rappel tower, a rope bridge, a
rope wall, a single rope that Soldiers must pull themselves across,
and a sawdust pit where modem combatives are taught.

"This course helps teach young Soldiers to block out their fears
and realize just because they've been afraid (of heights), doesn't
mean they can't deal with it," Leming said.

Pvt. Aaron Hollinger, from Opelika, Ala., said he let his fear of
heights keep him from enlisting for some time.

You can lose up
to two liters in sweat an hour,
but your stomach only absorbs
1.5 liters an hour max, so it's
actually surprising that we
don't have more problems with
heat.

Heat injury symptoms
• Symptoms 6f dehydration

include feeling dizzy, really
tired, nauseous or throwing up.
That is dangerous, because then
it's impossible to keep
hydrated. At that point, a
person is still conscious, and
their body temperature has
risen only a few degrees.

• If the person doesn't stop
what they're doing and get
cooled down and hydrated, it
can progress to heat stroke. In
heat stroke, the body
temperature has risen - often
to 104 degrees Fahrenheit or
more, but it can occur at lower
temperatures.

9 The internal heat and
extreme dehydration of heat
stroke causes some organs, like
the kidneys apd liver start to
fail, and when the brain doesn't
get enough blood, people
become disoriented and may
pass out. They can lose so
much fluid that they stop
sweating. In severe cases, the
best medical care can't keep a
person alive.

Preventing Heat Injuries
There are lots of things

people can do in order to be
safe in the spring and summer
heat:

• Rest in the shade or air-
conditioning when possible. If
you supervise Soldiers, allow
uniform adjustme~its to help
reduce heat stressag much as
possible. Additional cool
showers in the evening help to
dump accumulated heat.

* Reschedule strenuous
activities for the cooler parts of
the day. Don't run during the
hottest parts of the day - run
in the morning or later in the
evening.

But if you can't reschedule,
at least modify the activity to
the greatest extent possible to
reduce heat stress. Find shady
trails. When running in
formations or groups, keep
plenty of space between people,

so air circulates better.
9 Hydrate, hydrate, hydrate.

Most people don't even drink
the eight glasses of water
recommended for ordinary
circumstances. Caffeinated
drinks like soda and coffee and
dehydrates the body. Many
diet pills contain caffeine and
alcohol dehydrates the body, so
those who consume caffeine or
alcohol need to drink extra
water to make up for it.

* Eat healthy meals so you
can take in enough electrolytes
and other nutrients and stay
hydrated. Skipping meals can
lead to disaster.

• Pay attention to the
weather. The Army developed
the heat stress index to monitor
the humidity in assessing heat
injury risk. The index defines
the standard for adjusting
activity, depending on mission
requirements.

The Wet Bulb Globe
Thermometer provides a better
idea of the body's ability (or
inability) to keep cool. Every
unit must have a field.
sanitation team identified on
orders and trained to use the'
WBGT to identify local
conditions, so commanders can-
make decisions to keep their
Soldiers safe.

• Adhere to the
recommended work-rest cycles.
During rest periods, try to go to
a cool, air-conditioned area if
possible.

• Use sunscreen with at least
30 SPE Sunburns damage skin
and make it harder for the body
to cool itself properly.

0 People who are ill should
avoid strenuous activities if ill,
because it makes them more
susceptible to heat injuries.
Medications can also dehydrate
people.

* Dress for the weather.
Wearing unnecessary layers
only traps the heat, and makes

it harder to stay cool.
* It takes at least two weeks,

to acclimate to the heat by
gradually increasing exposure
to, and physical activity in the
new climate. MOving from an
one air-conditioned location to,,
another does not help a person
acclimate. Someone
acclimating should not be
expected to perform at the
same intensity level as those
already adjusted to the heat.
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* The majority of heat
injuries occur during the early
morning hours, mostly under
category 0 or I conditions.
This is-because heat injuries
usually happen after a few days
of cumulative heat stress,
People often are not.abl toi

stay adequately hydrated over
an extended period and heat
injuries occur when it finally it
catches up with them.

* If you develop symptoms

of heat stroke or heat
exhaustion, get to a cool
environment, drink some cool
water. and seek immediate
medical care.

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Achieving cool-dome
Less is more, says 'bald
kid' with bold outlook

ustin Dunlap is bald. Get over it. The 12-
year-old Faith Middle School student has
adjusted quite nicely, thank you.
"If I woke up tomorrow with hair, I'd'have
it all off," he said.
Justin didn't always feel that way. He was 7

when it started to fall, leaving unsightly patchy tufts. He
used to pray he'd wake up with a full head of hair,
straight and brown, like it used to be. When his
classmates teased him, Justin took to wearing ball caps to
school.

His parents consulted doctor after doctor in search of a
remedy, long before there was a diagnosis. The cause of
the hair loss must be stress, the Dunlaps were told.

"How much stress can a 7-year-old have? We
removed everything that could possibly be causing him
stress - chores, everything," Laurel Dunlap, Justin's
mother, said. "Still, it just kept falling out."

By the time Justin was diagnosed with universalis
alopecia, he'd begun to resign himself to life without
hair. Doctors said he'd lose it everywhere.

"That means I won't be able to give you butterfly
kisses," he told his mom. Laurel was crushed.

"I never told him this, but it was probably a year
before I could look at him and not just see the hair loss,"
she said. "When it got to where it was just patches and it
was obvious it wasn't growing back, he decided to shave
it all off. I cried and cried. I think, by then, it was
harder on me than him."

Justin's self-confidence took a nosedive, until he was
assigned to David Murray's fifth-grade class at Stowers
Elementary School. Murray had the "cool teacher"
reputation, Justin said. And Murray is bald. Suddenly
bald became pretty cool.

Being bald has been cool ever since. Justin ticks the
disadvantages off on one hand. It takes two to list the
advantages.

The disadvantages:
*The occasional teasing he has to endure, but that

dissipated a lot after elementary school.
*The stares from strangers in public. Most people

assume he has cancer.
*Sunblock, sunblock, sunblock.
*No nose hair means a lot more sneezing.
*No eyelashes means Justin's prone to eye irritation.
On the up side, no hair means:
*"I get to sleep later," said Justin, who doesn't have to

fuss with shampoo or shaving.
*Think of all the money he'll save on hair cuts.
*He's got a great hat collection.
*Justin wants his classmates to sign his head at the end

of the school year. "Washable ink, only," Laurel insists.
*A diehard Auburn fan, Justin can sport the coolest

War eagle paint jobs.
*"Everybody knows me at school," he said. "I'm the

bald kid."
*Justin plays drums in the school band and at church.

A bald head is a stand-out look for a musician. It sets
him apart from the long-haired, hippie types.

The list goes on and on. When Justin's attitude took
an about face in the fifth grade, he never looked back.

It took Laurel a bit longer to make peace with her
son's condition. The turning point, she said, was a ball
game between the Atlanta Hawks and the Toronto
Raptors in January.

The Raptors' Charlie Villanueva suffers from alopecia,
and he makes it a point to reach out to children like
Justin. The Dunlaps were invited to the game through
the National Alopecia Areata Foundation.

"That game changed my perspective," Laurel said.
"When we got there, we were looking for all these bald
kids, and we couldn't find them. Every single one of
them was wearing a hairpiece.

"It was then that I realized that Justin is dealing with it
very well. Now I don't even think about it," she said.

y daughter Brittney hadn't cut her hair- really cut it, I mean

since she was 4 years old and took the scissors to her bangs,
whacking them off at the roots. She looked like a feather-duster

with a mullet. I cried. She cried. I cried some more. Then we went
shopping for hats.

That was 10 years ago. Aside from the occasional "trim," she never cut her
hair again until Jan. 1, when she gathered it in a 10-inch pony tail and offered
it up for Locks of Love, the organization that uses human hair to make wigs
for children who lose their hair to chemotherapy or disease.

Brittney toyed with the idea of cutting her hair for some time, as so many
teenage girls do. But she chickened out - as so many teenage girls do. And
most everyone, friends and family alike, discouraged her. "Cut your hair!?
Oh no, you have such pretty hair."

Me, I wanted her to have the courage to cut it, and not because I wanted
her to have short hair. I simply wanted her to recognize that her self-esteem,
her beauty, is not measured by the length of her hair. It's just hair. It comes
and grows, er, goes.

But it had to be her decision. When she broached the subject, as she did
from time to time, I bit my tongue. I made a promise to myself: She'd have
to state - three times, in no uncertain terms "Mom, I want to cut my
hair." Of course, I didn't tell her that.

Twice she said it - once when she spotted a cute, sporty cut on a mall
mannequin, and again when she spotted a cute, sporty Keira Knightley on the
cover of Teen Vogue.

Then, one of Brittney's classmates lopped off her hair for Locks of Love,
and that was IT - "Make me an appointment, Mom, please." That's how we
ended up at the Main Mall Beauty Shop on New Years Day - me, Brittney,
her friend Jessie, who is a veteran hair donor, and a host of spectators.

Brittney with short hair was an instant hit. We oohed and ahhed and
remarked on the fact that it made her look older. Too much older, according
to her father.

But the true test came on Brittney's first day back at school. By then, her
classmates had heard about the cut, but most of them hadn't seen it. She was
nervous. So was I - I know the power of words.

When I dropped Brittney off in front of Faith, her friends were waiting,
probably 10 or 12 of them, in a cluster by the door. They stared for a second
as she climbed out of the van, and then they clapped and cheered. They
clapped and cheered! You should've seen the bounce in Brittney's step.

That was three months ago. With a couple of inches of growth, Brittney's

Q: Should I itemize or take the
standard deduction on my federal income
Stax return ?

A: Taxpayers should itemize on their
federal income tax return using Schedule A

:if their total deductions are more than their
standard deduction.

For tax year 2005, the standard
deduction amounts are: single, $5,000;
married filing separately, $5,000; head of
household, qualifying widow(er) with
dependent children, $7,300; and married
filing jointly, $10,000. The standard
deduction amounts differ for those

taxpayers who are older than 65 and or
blind.

It may be worthwhile for a taxpayer to
itemize if they have large medical or dental
expenses during the year, paid mortgage
interest and property taxes on a home, had
large casualty and theft losses, had large
reimbursed job expenses or made large
contributions to qualified charitable
organizations.

Deductible medical and dental expenses
include the costs of treatment of disease,
expenses to alleviate or prevent an illness
and transportation to medical care.
However, the amount of medical and
dental expenses that can be deducted must
be more than 7.5 percent of your adjusted

gross income.
Deductible charitable contributions

include contributions made to qualified
organizations, which include religious,
charitable, educational, scientific or literary
organizations, among others.

Six steps to effective poison prevention

MOG Children's Medical CenterFrom a child's point of view,

brightly colored bottles of deter-
gent can look like Kool-Aid and

shiny, round pills can look like candy. But
because children are smaller and have
faster metabolisms than adults, just a taste
can be enough to make children ill, or even
:kill them.

Poison control centers in the U.S.
receive 1.2 million calls each year as a
'result of unintentional poisonings involving
children ages 5 and younger.

Nearly 90 percent of these toxic
exposures occur in the home, and 60
percent involve non-phannaceutical
products such as cosmetics, cleansers, art
supplies, personal care products, plants,

pesticides, , alcohol and toys.
While child-resistant packaging has

saved many lives, there is still much
parents and caregivers can do to help
protect their kids.

0 When not in use, keep poisons high up
in a locked cabinet. But continue to super-
vise your children. Remember when you
were a kid and climbed chairs or used keys
to explore?

• Stay alert while using cleaning
products or other potentially harmful
substances. Never leave children alone,
even for a few seconds, with an open
container of something you wouldn't want
them to ingest.

S Know what to do. Make sure you and
your babysitters know the poison control
hotline number, (800) 222-1222, as well as
the number for your local ambulance

service if it is not 911.
If you suspect poisoning, call poison

control immediately, and do not induce
vomiting or give the child any fluid or
medication unless directed. Call 91 1, not
poison control, if a child is choking, having
trouble breathing or having a seizure.

6 Test your home for lead and carbon
monoxide. Both lead and carbon
monoxide can make children seriously ill.

S Don't refer to medicine or vitamins as
candy. Even multivitamins can poison a
small child who swallows too many.

Remember to discuss precautions with
grandparents or other relatives who may
have medications in their homes, and help
ensure their homes are childproofed.

No. 6-- Learn CPR. It takes only three
hours to complete this class. You can learn
effective interventions to help save a child.

The Army Family Advocacy and Sexual
Assault Program are designed to prevent
child and spouse abuse, establish sexual
assault awareness and provide training to
educate Soldiers, families and Army

*civilians.
Rebecca Welch, program manager, said

the main focus of the program is to
develop prevention programs contributing
to healthy lives for Soldiers and their
families. Welch said people tend to get the
wrong idea about the program by believing
that they are out to punish Soldiers and
families if an incident is reported or if a
call is received for help on child and
spouse abuse.

Not so. The program provides training
to help educate Soldiers and families and
direct them to services that will assist them
in meeting their needs before an incident
occurs or a problem arises. The program is
available to help Soldiers and families
solve their problems, not create a problem
for the families.

Services are provided to Soldiers and
families who are vulnerable to the kinds of
stress that can lead to domestic violence or
sexual assault. When Soldiers and families
seek help or a problem has been identified,
referrals are made to other treatment
programs on and off the installation that
provide assistance.

In order to strengthen the families and
prevent the recurrence of abuse, AFAP
encourages voluntary self-referral through
education and awareness programs.
Family Advocacy victim advocates provide
support and assistance to family members
and Soldiers of domestic violence and
sexual assault.

Heather Griffith had

trouble spelling "finagle," but
she didn't let it get to her.
That's the first word she missed
on her way to earning the
Georgia High School
Association State Girls Spelling
title March 18.

"I probably couldn't spell it
for you now," Heather said, not
dwelling on her mistake. It
was the only word of 25 she
missedwhen all 1,200-ish CHS
students competed in a
schoolwide round to see which
boy and girl would move on to
the regional competition.

At Region, Heather had to

spell 100
words taken
from typical
"spelling
bee" lists
published by
Paideia and
Scripps
Howard,
although her
competition involved writing
the words instead of spelling
them aloud.

And Heather took a very
laid-back approach to preparing
for the competition.

"Some people study from
the lists," she said. "I didn't. I
just read. Constantly."

The 18-year-old daughter of
retired Sgt. Ist Class Mark and
Pam Griffith said she had
thousands of books in her

personal library - so many
that the shelves sag. She
occasionally has to take the
books off and turn the shelves
over to fix the problem. She
doesn't like mysteries and is
ambivalent about the
predictable format of
biographies. Fantasies are the
best, she said, because the
authors can make anything
happen. Her favorite book?
Watership Down. And she reads
it once a year.

"She's on her third or fourth
copy," Pam said. "I need to
invest in a hardback for her."

Pam said Heather has been
reading at a higher, grade level
since she was in kindergarten,
and has always had good
comprehension. In third grade,
Heather scored 100 percent on

the New York reading test
something her teacher had
never seen before.

"A few weeks later, he
called me again," Pam said.
"He told me she had done it
again and had scored 100 on
the writing test."

Gail Stewart, a CHS teacher
who cosponsored students
competing in the region and
state literary events, said
Heather did a great job in the
competition.

"We're so proud she won
state," Stewart said. "It's quite
an accomplishment. Heather
has a uncommon combination.
'Vou don't often fimd a student.
who is good in science have
such excellent verbal sills."

So what does a girl who has
a way with words plan to do?

She plans to head to West
Virginia University to the Davis
College of Agriculture to study
horticulture, because she can
recite the scientific names of
several varieties of lilies faster
than the average person can
spell syzygy.

This spring, she's already
faced tough decisions. Right
after she won the spelling title,
she had to choose between
competing in the French
vocabulary competition at
Columbus State University's
Foreign Language Fair and
attending the Orchid
Symposium at the Atlanta
Botanical Garden. In the end,
she chose French and won first
place.

But when she heads off to
college, her orchids, and the

piece of pothos she's had since
she was 11, will go with her.

"She's going to have to have
a huge dorm room so she can
have all her plants," Pam said.
"I'll kill them. I'm trying to
grow Astroturf in the front
yard, and she has an orange
tree and orchids."

Heather said she started
growing plants on her toy box
years ago, and just last winter,
forced daffodils on the tile floor
under her bed.

She's an avid grover of
heirloom flowers and
vegetables, and just applied for
her dream job at To-Mar
Garden Center.

"I was in heaven," she said.
"They have a greenhouse
where you have to duck to get
under the ferns."

Faith's new Radio Astronomy Club out of t is world
Students help
real-world
science efforts

science teacher Mary
Matthews admits that

some of the science efforts
happening at NASA's Jet
Propulsion Laboratory in Apple
Valley, Calif., are a bit of a
stretch for her. But the biology
major and seventh-grade
teacher jumped in with both
feet in order to offer a new club
for Faith students.

Since the Radio Astronomy
Club lifted off in October, 11
students have been lost in
space, working with and
actually controlling a radio

telescope that once belonged to
NASA's Deep Space Network,
Matthews said.

Last year, Matthews attend-
ed a workshop in Apple Valley,
learning about the Goldstone
Apple Valley Radio Telescope
Science Education Partnership,
so she could bring the program
to Fort Benning. She is the
only Department of Defense
Dependent School System
middle school teacher partici-
pating, and one of two teachers
in Georgia.

"I feel good that we
middle schoolers - are doing
this," Matthews said. As part
of the GAVRT, the Faith
students have been involved in
Jupiter Quest, an effort to
measure the temperature in
Jupiter's atmosphere and plot
changes in its radiation belts.

To do this, the students were
allotted six hours of antenna

time in three, two-hour
increments. But before they
ever tried to connect, Matthews
had to lay the groundwork.

"We talked about the
electromagnetic spectrum so
they could understand the radio
waves," Matthews said, "and
they did a lot of fact-finding
about Jupiter."

Also on the list was putting
the 500-ton telescope the
students would be using into
perspective. Marking off its 34
meter diameter took up most of
the space in an open field near
the school, Matthews said.

Several years ago, she said,
the telescope, located near Fort
Irwin, Calif., was about to be
dismantled when it was
purchased by a school system
for use in the program now
giving students a chance to
experience science - not just
memorize facts.

"I have students from sixth,
seventh and eighth grades,"
Matthews said. "And they like
space. This program gave them
the chance to interact with
other students and scientists."

The students' mission was to
collect information, using the
radio telescope, from Jupiter's
radio waves. Those radio
waves, she said, range from the
size of a paper clip to the size
of a pencil.

"We want the paper clip,"
Matthews said.

The club members first tried
to connect with mission control
on Feb. 24 - a frustrating
morning for the students, who
kept getting knocked off their
connection with the telescope.

"It was a disaster," said
eighth-grader Meghan Lawler.

Three weeks later, the
students arrived at school well
before their 7 a.m. connection.

The telescope can only be used
to gather data when Jupiter is
lower than 20 degrees above
the horizon. The students
monitor computers showing a
live feed from mission control
and temperature computations
from the radio wave data from
the telescope. After initial
connectivity problems, the
students "persevered and got
going," Matthews said.

Sixth-grader Jacob Maciel
and seventh-grader Aaron
Garner enjoyed the live feeds
from mission control.

Because there is a slight
delay in the feed, Jacob said
they thought the man at
mission control was sleeping.

"Then he fell out of the
chair," Aaron said, laughing.

"It's like watching animals
in a cage," Jacob said.

But as entertaining as the
live feed was, both boys were

also into the scientific aspect of
the project measuring Jupiter's
temperature.

The students focused the
telescope and watched for
certain numbers to jump,
indicating it had "hit" Jupiter.

The last time the students
connected March 30, they ran
12 scans during the two hours.

"It was a lot of numbers,"
Megan said. The students
measure the temperature in
microwatts - one-millionth of
a watt and the average
temperature on Jupiter is
around 211 Kelvin, or 87.35
degrees below zero.

The temperature data will be
submitted to the JPL so it can
be included in a scientific
database.

"If we send a probe to
Jupiter, we have to make sure it
can withstand the temperature,"
Jacob said.

44T f someone would have told me
that my wife and I would have

on, I wouldn't have believed it - it was
like a scene from Everybody Loves
Raymond!"

Funny, isn't it, how conflict can just as
easily erupt over little annoyances as it
can the huge issues in a relationship?
Every now and then a starry-eyed couple
will float in for premarital counseling and
announce proudly, "We don't have any
conflicts - we never fight." To which I
usually reply, "That's too bad ... would
you like to start now and get some
practice?"

UmWinter sports clinic challenges vets

SNOWMASS, Colo. - More than 400 severely
disabled veterans are testing their strength at this week's
20th National Disabled Veterans Winter Sports Clinic in
Snowmass, Colo.

Spc. Brian Anderson was injured last year in Operation
Iraqi Freedom and is attending for the first time.

"I wanted to come out and have fun, and I've done just
that in the two days that I've been here,"/said Anderson,
411th Military Police Company. Early this week, he
participated in shooting and rock climbing, then
challenged himself to try something he's never before
done: skiing.

As instructors fitted Anderson with a mono ski for his
trip down the mountain, he said the challenge would help
him grow.

"I feel anything I do from here on out is just going to
help make me stronger," he said.

After one trip down the mountain, Anderson said, "That
was awesome."

For Sandy Trombetta, founder and director of the clinic,
those words are music to his ears.

"This clinic has proven itself to be a solid form of
therapy and rehabilitation for the men and women who
need it most, and as long as we have people willing to give
of themselves we'll continue doing it," Trombetta said.
'This is about building confidence and self-image for
those who may have felt their injury took that away."

Although most of the clinic's events are snow-related
sports, Trombetta said the goal isn't to build better athletes.

"We want the participants to take the skills here and
adapt them to their daily lives," he said. "We're building
confidence and making great people, not great skiers."

In 1991 the Disabled American Veterans partnered with
the Veterans Affairs to co-sponsor the event. Paul Jackson,
the DAV National commander, has volunteered at the
event for 12 years.

"It's hard to explain what happens here to someone who
has never experienced it," Jackson said. "For those who
come out here to volunteer and sponsor this clinic, it's like
an addiction. And now we're even starting to see that
same spirit of taking care of others carry on to children of
those who've volunteered,"

When it comes to confidence building, Jackson said
that some peopl aylh ver understand exactly what takesplace during the clinic',i ::.:

"Not only do the veterans build their own confidence by
participating in the events, but imagine the trust and bond
that forms in a week between a severely disabled veteran
and total stranger whose g~ing to take them up a ski
mountain. The trust they place in the guides and
instructors over a few days is truly amazing," Jackson said.

The clinic's impact on veterans is best expressed by
those who have been participating for years.

"This is my se~centh year at the clinic and I know this is•
something I would never do on my own," said veteran

David Nau. "The Winter Sports Clinic is proving to me
that life doesn't end with an injury."

lizabeth I of England

often appears in
portraits to be more of

a lavishly upholstered,
whitewashed mannequin than a
flesh-and-blood woman. The
two-part BBC TV movie
Elizabeth I, airing April 22 and
24 on HBO, aims to chip away
at the image to reveal the person
underneath.

Redoubtable British actress
Helen Mirren (Prime Suspect)
plays the queen from the middle
until the end of her reign in the
late 16th and early 17th
centuries, a period that includes
various contspiracies; the death
of Mary, Queen of Scots; and
the successful battle against the
Spanish Armada.

Tom Hooper (Prime Suspect
VI - The Last Witness) directs
from a screenplay by
screenwriter and novelist Nigel
Williams. An HBO Films
presentation in association with
the U.K.'s Channel 4, Elizabeth
I filmed in Vilnius, Lithuania,
with many sets built inside an
abandoned sports arena from the
1970s.

On top of all these inherent
challenges, the slender, 5-foot,
4-inch Mirren had to spend
almost all of the shoot encased
in huge, jewel-encrusted formal
gowns, often with huge collars,
elaborate wigs and headpieces.

"It was incredibly hard
work," said Mirren, who, as an
avid gardener at the Los Angeles
house she shares with her
husband, director Taylor
Hackford, is used to hard work.

"It was on all day, every day,
and when I wasn't literally
acting, I was learning
tomorrow's work. And the
weight of the costumes -it was
physically tough.

'They' re very heavy, and just
walking, everything would ache.

But at the same time, I knew it
as probably the greatest role I'll
ever have in my life."

One theme of Elizabeth's
reign was the endless pressure
for her to marry, but the
miniseries also focuses on two
men - both nicknamed Robin
- who captured her fancy but
never were able to capture her
hand in marriage. Jeremy Irons
plays Robert Dudley, the first
Earl of Leicester, the queen's
long-standing favorite and
confidante; and Hugh Dancy
plays his stepson, the dashing
young Robert Devereux, second
Earl of Essex.

"When. push came to shove,"
Mirren said, "she was never
going to betray her position, her
power as a monarch, vhich
Mary, Queen of Scots,
absolutely did and what was her
downfall. Elizabeth never did
that. As much as she fell
inappropriately in love with
people, like Essex, she never let
go of her power. She never
gave herself.

"Elizabeth allowed her heart
to operate, but she didn't follow
it. She always kept back. She
liked to be queen too much,
ultimately."

Both Leicester and Essex fell
in and out of Elizabeth's favor,
but it was Essex who allowed
his passions to lead him
ultimately into rin.

"Leicester was smart enough
to know how to keep all the
balls in the air," Dancy said.
"So even when he realized that
he wasn't going to be able to
marry her, he stuck in there and
kept his position and knew how
to be a politician.

"Robert Devereux didn't have
that capacity. He was an
interesting man, but he Was too
headstrong to play the subtle
power games of the time, and
that's why he ultimately fell
from grace."~

Another cause for that may
have been the generational gap
between Elizabeth and Essex.

"Elizabeth and Leice~ter

matured together from what was
probably a passionate love into a
friendship into a partnership,"

Helen Mirren stars in Elizabethl1, airing April 22 and 24-on, HBO.
Dancy said. 'They were able to
make that transition together. I
also think there's something in
the Earl of Essex's character that
would have prevented that kind
of accommodation.

"He was, in many ways,
admirable. He couldn't accept the
notion of calming down your
passion or conquering your
passion for the sake of
pragmatisn.

'There's a great line in the

piece where he says, 'When love
turns into friendship, I'll have
none of it.'

Essex's temperament was one
factor in why Dancy was
ultimately cast in the part.

"Hugh had my vote right
from the beginning," Mirren
said.

"It's not an easy role. He
looks beautiful, and he had the
ability - which not a lot of
male actors have - to give,

hough Mike Bigalke was

7 never a Soldier in the
traditional sense of the

word, he reveres them. All of them.
But there's a special place in his
heart for World War II paratroopers.
Why, he can't exactly say.

As a boy, Bigalke was fed a
steady diet of war stories from his
father, who served with the Seabees
in the South Pacific. Certainly that
spawned his interest in all things
military.

While other boys were collecting
baseball cards and GI Joes, Bigalke
collected military memorabilia. In
1969 - the year he was married,
and maybe that had something to do
with it - Bigalke decided his
burgeoning collection "needed
direction."

"I figured I should probably
specialize in something," the 59-
year-old Illinois native said. "I'd
always been interested in World War
II, particularly the Airborne, so that

became my main focus."

Forty years later, Bigalke's
collection includes countless World
War 11-era uniforms, insignia,
weapons, gear and photographs.

what means the most."
Bigalke admits his treasures are

not those traditional collectors covet.
While others dicker over uniforms
and weapons, Bigalke seeks
interviews, letters, even phone calls
and e-mail from veterans.

He uses their stories to educate

"I'm dying," Davis said,
giving the audience the end of
his program up front. "My life
is going to be cut short by
choices I made."

Growing up in upstate New
York, Davis was on the fast
track to football glory. Then
someone offered him his first
drink at age 14.

What Davis didn't know
then, was his parents, one on
the local Board of Education

Parent Teacher Association,
were hiding a family secret
about his great grandfather's
and grandfather's alcoholism.

"My mom caught me,"
Davis said. "She just said
'don't do it again.' She never
said why.

At 16, he became drunk for
the first time and got behind the
wheel. He was arrested after
hitting several parked cars and
knocking an elderly man back
into his car. He made his one
phone call to his father, who
arrived with his coach. They
snuck him out the back door of
the police station because he
was "Dan Davis - captain of
the football team."

He went to college in
Missouri to play football and
said he was proud he could out-
drink everyone.

The he went home, got
drunk and got behind the wheel
again.

"I had Dave and Joey'in the
car and I rounded the comer
and the light turned red sooner
than it should have," he said.
Egged on by his friends, he hit +
the blue station wagon carrying
a doctor, his wife and their
twins.

Again, he landed in jail, and

hile shopping a few days ago,

I passed some shelves
stacked high with Easter

baskets, jelly beans, eggs filled with
caramel and sugary syrup, chocolate
bunnies, technicolor marshmallow
chickens, and lots of toys.

Looking at the piles of items for sale, all
printed with some variation of "Hoppy"
Easter, I started to ponder. What on earth
does a bunny have to do with brightly
colored eggs and candy in baskets, and
how do they tie into the Easter season? It
seems a bit bizarre.

Normally on Easter, I would be content
to simply munch on Peeps and bite the
heads off of chocolate bunnies, but this
year I decided to find out how and where
these symbols developed.

So to get a better idea, I did what I
usually do when searching for the answer
to a random question. I turned to Google.

I found out that, like anything that deals
with history, especially religious history,
there are a lot of different opinions about
the origins of Easter's symbols.

Most people have a good idea about

Easter's Christian roots
and traditions, so here's
a little info on the
cultural roots. Turns
out they're based in
religions too.

One thing I found
out was that the biggest
party happening in
second century Europe
was a spring festival dedicated to the
Saxon goddess Eastre or Eostre. Her
association with spring, when the world
bloomed and came back to life, naturally
made her a fertility symbol. Her sacred
animal was a hare. She was also
associated with the moon.

OK, so that explains the bunny.
The eggs date back to an earlier time,

but just how much earlier is unknown.
What is known is that the Greeks and
Romans used eggs as symbols of rebirth,
fertility and abundance.

The egg figured into the creation stories
for the ancient Egyptians, Phoenicians,
Persians, Taoists and Hindus. Eggs were
also solar symbols for many ancient
peoples, often representing the sun.

This brings us back to the goddess and
her bunny.

Eastre/Eostre had a male counterpart
who represented the sun, and whose
symbol was an egg. During the spring
equinox, male and female energies were
believed to be in balance and that balance
brought about the rebirth of spring. So the
festival of the god and goddess of the
moon and sun, or alternately, of the eggs
and the rabbits, were cause for a big spring
festival.

The Equinox also occurs in close
proximity to the Jewish holiday of
Passover, which this year began on
Thursday.

The date for Passover and Easter were
determined by the lunar calender, which is
why the date for Easter changes every year.
Following the lunar calendar, Easter is
celebrated on the first Sunday following
the first full moon of the spring equinox.

Finally, our modem-day idea of an
Easter bunny is derived from a German
tradition, dating to the 1500s, in which
"Oschter Haws" laid colored eggs in
baskets for children if they were good.
The tradition came to America with
German immigrants. How or why a bunny
began laying eggs, I really,can't imagine.
But really as long he keeps bringing Peeps,
I'm not asking any questions.

Sgazillion dollars has been spent

in myriad studies to prove that
those who volunteer in their

senior years live longer than those who
don't. Duh. I could've told you that.

I've long said that the retirees who live
around here and stay active in the
community have more vigor and vitality,
by and large, than those I've known "out
there" who don't.

That's because, you say, there's a larger
concentration of retired veterans in this
area. True. But that only supports my
theory - and I don't have the data to back
this, yet - that veterans are more apt to
volunteer in their senior years, probably
because they're accustomed to a life of
service, than their civilian peers, and
therefore more likely to live longer.

I found online five studies that show a
correlation between volunteerism and
longevity. There were more, actually, but I
stopped reading. Five was enough to
convince me.

Let's see if the findings convince you:
"The study suggests older people who

volunteer frequently ...
had a 19 percent
reduction in mortality
risk compared to non-
volunteers," one study
concludes.

"Researchers found
that seniors who
volunteered for a total
of less than 40 hours
over the past year were less likely to die in
the next seven and a half years than those
who didn't," another states.

And finally: "People live longer because
they volunteer, rather than people volunteer
because they're healthier and hence more
likely to live longer."

Of course, researchers also speculate
about the reasons why volunteerism leads
to longer life. The upshot is this: people
who volunteer have a greater sense of self-
worth, a "reason for being."

Wlhch brings to mind an experieiI
had a couple of years ago in the parkng l0t
of Martin Army Community Hospital. I
thanked the volunteer who shuttled my son
and me from the van to the door. Jake was
hobbling on a broken foot, and the shuttle
was a real blessing. Thank you, thank you,

thank you, I told the driver.
"Think nothing of it," he replied.

"You're the reason I got out of bed this
morning."

Such an insignificant thing - a short
ride to the hospital. But to Jacob, the
journey on foot would've been agonizing.

To Roy Brooks, the dear man who
volunteers, rain or shine, week after week,
year after year, helping others is more than
a way of life - it gives meaning and
purpose to his life. Retired Col. Roy
Brooks is 92, by the way. I rest my case.

It's worth noting that Brooks is a
"veteran volunteer." He grew up in a time
and culture that fostered an attitude of
benevolence.

"We didn't call it volunteering," he told
me. "It was just neighbors helping
neighbors. That's the way it was."

So if you'd like to reap the benefits of
being a volunteer, or you wish for your
children a long and healthylifenow's te
time to make a practice of giving your time
and talent to any of the hundreds of local
organizations that need you. Make it a
family affair.

She simply
likes to hang out at the Fort Benning
Thrift Shop, where the staff of mostly
unpaid volunteers, like herself, treats
her like royalty.

"They are so nice to me here.
They treat me like a queen," said
Gregory, Miss Annie to the folks at
the Thrift Shop, where she's
volunteered for more than a decade.

You can find her there between 10
a.m. and 2 p.m. Tuesdays and
Thursdays holding court in her "craft
kingdom," the area of the store
designated for handmade goods of all
sorts, including the crocheted Barbie
clothes Gregory's turned out for
years.

If you see her there Tuesday, be
sure to wish her a happy 90th
birthday.

Gregory was born in Austria, She
married a U.S. Soldier in 1948 and
came to the states. The couple
settled in Columbus when he retired
from the Army in 1962, and Gregory
became a regular customer and
consignor at the Thrift Shop.

When her husband died in 1979,
Gregory began to spend more time
with her friends at the shop. It was
only a matter of time before she
became a volunteer.

"I was here all the time. The
people are so nice. We're like
family," she said. "I figured I'm
going to be here, I might as well
work here."

Lisa Alcorn, the Thrift Shop's new
assistant manager, said volunteers
like Gregory "keep the place going."

've only been here since
November, and (the manager) has
been here about a year," Alcorn said.

I
like it here, and they're glad to see
me come."

because he didn't kill anyone,
they snuck him out the back
door again, because this time,
he was a college football player
with a promising future.

Back in college, he got a
tryout with the Kansas City
Chiefs, then received a letter of
intent.

"And how do we deal with
success?" he asked. "We drink.
It's a little confusing, because
we also drink to ease the pain
of failure."

He flew home and
celebrated his letter at the bar.
After the third bar, he was
sitting on the hood of his car
when his friend got behind the
wheel. Jerry slammed on the
brakes, leaving Davis in a coma
for seven days. The doctors
said he'd never play ball again
and the newspaper headline
read, "Freak accident ruins pro
career."

Then as a teacher and coach,
a colleague suggested he would
fit in better if he was married.
So he got drunk, met a drunk
girl at the bar and "fell madly
in ldve."

And months later, when his
son Was born, he finally made

it to the delivery room and
passed out on the floor.

As Davis struggled along, a
fellow teacher, coach, father
and former pro football player
got him onto cocaine.

By the time his dad got him
out of jail the next time, he was
a full-blown addict. To start
over, he moved to Dallas and
started training with the Dallas
Cowboys, all the while
maintaining a $3,000 a week
cocaine habit.

"Then where does a 26-year-
old drug addict go?" he asked.
"Back home to mom and dad.
My son, Jason, he was scared
to death of me."

Tripped out on acid, he
slammed into a bridge and
landed in his first round of
rehab.

He started attending
Narcotics and Alcoholics
Anonymous meetings, landed
another coaching and teaching
job, but stopped attending the
meetings when football season
started because "those people
are weird."

Now completely fluent in
"drug speak," Davis said he
was popping "mushrooms" on

the bus. His son was waiting at

the bowling alley to introduce
his trophy-winning dad to all
his friends. Davis staggered to
the lane, fell and cut his head
wide open. He contemplated
suicide that night, made a tape
for his son, and somehow
ended up calling the school's
athletic director, who took him
to a halfway house.

"That was October 6, 1986,
and I've been drug and alcohol
free ever since," Davis said.
"And those people at the
meetings - they're not weird.
They're doctors, lawyers,
Soldiers and construction
workers. We have a disease.
And if you don't want to end
up at those meetings - don't
start."

Years later, Davis had knee
surgery, and then couldn't stop
sweating. His doctor told him
he thought it was AIDS.

"When they took that second
vial of blood I knew it would
be positive," Davis said. "I had
done more needles, shared
more straws than there are seats
in this room."

The first test was negative.
Davis, now remarried,

started taking his story on the
road, occasionally accompanied

by his son Jason and daughter
Serenity. In 1992, Jason spoke
with his father at an event in
Moscow.

Jason told the audience he is
the family's "cycle braker,"

the one'who will send the
addiction back where it came
from.

Davis said Jason is often
asked about growing up with
an addict. He tells the
audiences he remembers
praying his father would come
home at 7 p.m., because if it
was after 9 p.m. he'd have to
help his dad upstairs because
he'd be so drunk and drugged
out.

But at 7, he'd only be drunk,
and Jason could get his dad to
give him horseback rides
through the living room on his
hands and knees.

"That's sad," Davis said,
regretting those were some of

his son's childhood memories.
"There are consequences

when you choose to use," he
said. The consequences
became perfectly clear for
Davis five years ago, when
blood work revealed he was
still negative for AIDS, but
positive for "full-blown
Hepatitis C."

Today, he said, more than
half of his liver is dead and a
drop of his blood left on the
back of a chair is contagious to
others for up to 90 days.

Three years ago, his wife
and children were tested for the
disease. Jason went first and
was negative. His wife went,
followed by his daughter. Both
were positive.

"My daughter- my second
chance to be a dad," he said,
"and I've stolen her choice.
You have a choice.

"We need to produce drug-

free warriors to defend this
country," he said.

Garrison Commander Col.
Rick Riera thanked Davis for
sharing his story and
contributing to the values of the
Army and to its mission by
speaking to the Soldiers.

"The Army values guide our
lives," Riera said. "The best
way to make a great country
and the best way to defend
democracy is to make a drug-
free country."

Davis said he hoped the
audience would take away two
important points from his
presentation.

"Sharing family secrets is a
good tool in prevention," he
said. "Parents need to talk
about these things with their
children, and people need to
know that one drink, one drug,
can wipe away an entire

dream."

bthers, particularly high-
schoolers in his hometown.
When he visits classrooms, he
carries with him scrapbooks
jam-packed with faded
photographs of young Soldiers
and their handwritten personal
accounts documented decades
after the war.

"I really didn't start
interviewing until the 80s,"
Bigalke said. "That's probably
my biggest regret. I wish I'd
asked questions earlier."

Now he doesn't pass up an

opportunity to ask questions,
and more and more, the
opportunities come knocking
on his door, Bigalke said. As a
"living history artist," he
attends battle re-enactments,
fairs and festivals, such as the
Airborne Awards Festival on
Fort Benning, wearing a
vintage 1942 U.S. Army
paratrooper's uniform.

Often as not, civilians and
younger Soldiers don't
recognize the uniform, Bigalke
said. They ask if it's foreign.

"But World War II guys

know it, and they're always
glad to see it," he said.
"They're always gracious to
me, always nice. And they like
to tell their stories."

Bigalke's counting on
meeting veterans at next week's
29th annual awards festival,
which will be held on Eubanks
Field. The ceremony will start
at 10 a.m. Thursday with an
Airborne 5000 demonstration,
during which members of the
507th Parachute Infantry
Regiment will conduct a
condensed, fast-paced run-

through of modem Airborne
training for the hundreds of
veterans who typically attend
the event.

The festival, which includes
a Silver Wings demonstration
and a memorial ceremony at
the Airborne Walk, is part of a
much larger event, the annual
reunion of Airborne veterans
from around the country.

Many of-the festivities will
take place in Atlanta, but the
Airborne Awards Festival is the
highlight of the weekend, said
Don Lassen, who publishes the

t's been called "the ghost," and
the Soldiers who rush out to
surprise suspected terrorists are

called "ghost riders."
The Stryker got the nickname

because it operates quietly, allowing
Soldiers to drive up to a suspected
terrorist's house, drop the ramp and
assault the house before anyone
realizes they're there, said Staff Sgt.
Jody Jennings, Stryker Leader Course
instructor.

The Stryker has inspired many
nicknames. When Jennings deployed
to Iraq with the 2nd Infantry
Division's Stryker Brigade Combat
Team, the Stryker Soldiers were
dubbed "night stalkers" because they
"get in, get the job done, and they're
gone before the sun rises," he said.

Now Jennings is passing on that
combat experience in Stryker courses
taught for the first time at Fort
Benning.

In the past, training teams traveled
to Stryker units at other posts to train
Soldiers.

Cadre with the 1st Battalion, 29th
Infantry Regiment, began teaching
Fort Benning's first Stryker Leader
Course course Monday at the Collins
Training Center.

The three-week course, for junior
to mid-level NCOs and officers,
focuses on teaching future Stryker-
unit leaders "everything about how to
operate, maintain and employ the
Stryker in combat," said Staff Sgt.
Julius Marimito.

Cadre also began teaching a
Stryker Transition Course, which is
currently in its second cycle, and the
Master Training Course.

The transition course gives junior

enlisted Soldiers an in-depth
understanding of the operation and
maintenance of a Stryker, Marimito
said.

The courses are still in the pilot
stage, and lessons learned from these
courses will be integrated into the
curriculum starting in May, when the
classes will be taught full-time.

There are 10 types, or variants, of
Strykers, each with a different use -
from general troop carrier to medevac
to anti-tank vehicle.

The Stryker Leaders Course
focuses on training Infantry, engineer
and artillery leaders who are likely to
be assigned to combat Stryker units,
said instructor Staff Sgt. Kevin
Willis.

"We throw a lot at them at once,
but there's a lot of hands-on
practice," he said. "The best part of
teaching is seeing the students really
grasp the concepts and take that with
them."

Learning to operate and maintain
the Stryker in a few weeks is no
small task. Just the list of new
acronyms has been overwhelming,
said student Pfc. Nick Ellerson.

The vehicle can operate on
pavement or off-road at 75 miles per
hour using eight-wheel drive.

The driver can adjust the tire
pressure to suit the terrain by pushing
a button; and can adjust the height of
the vehicle.

The Stryker's computer system
also hosts the Force XXI Battle
Command Brigade and Below
program, which allows Stryker crews
and commanders to send and receive
real-time data. Maintaining constant
communication helps crews keep
abreast of dangers on the battlefield
and receive and plan for missions
while on the move. In such a fast-
paced operational environment,
there's little room for mistake,
Marimito said.

"It's a lot to learn in a short time,
so I'm paying close attention," said
2nd Lt. Michael B laley, who will

head to the 172nd Stryker Brigade at
Fort Wainwright, Alaska, after
finishing the Stryker Leader Course.
The hands-on training and the small
class sizes are helping him learn the
information, he said.

The ratio of students to instructors
is usually four students to every
instructor, but the 29th is
experimenting with a six to one ratio
to train more students.

"The Stryker is a great vehicle for
moving troops," Jennings said.

"You can get there fast and
everyone's fresh. That doesn't

happen when you have to hump a
ruck through the desert.

"When it's employed properly,
there's no better vehicle. If I go back
to Iraq, there's no question. I would
want to go with a Stryker unit."

shton Cross has autism.
"Classical autism" is the

medical term. Textbook autism is the
way his mother describes it.

Like the vast majority of kids
who suffer from any of the various
conditions that fall under the umbrella of
"autism spectrum disorders," Ashton
began to exhibit symptoms before he was
3. And his symptoms were classic- a
serious speech delay and the inability to
interact with others. At 36 months, he
was functioning at a 20-month level, his

-mother said.
Despite the telltale signs, Ashton was

misdiagnosed time and time again.
Doctors said he had ADHD, and indeed,
many children with autism do have a
form of attention deficit disorder. But
not Ashton. Then, for a while, doctors
treated, or mistreated, Ashton for "mild
mental retardation." When Ashton was
finally, accurately diagnosed with autism
shortly before his sixth birthday, his
mother was relieved.

"The right diagnosis, finally. I could
live with that. It didn't change who he
was or how I'd treat him. It just gave us
somewhere to start," said April Cross,
who lives on Fort Benning with her two
sons, Ashton, 9, and his younger brother
Aidan, 7. April's husband is deployed
with the 988th Military Police Company.

And from that start, Ashton has made
tremendous progress, though the process
has often been "one step forward and
two steps back" April said. Ashton is a
fourth-grader in a special education class
at boyd Elementary. Reading is his
greatest challenge and his greatest
frustration, April said. He reads at a
first-grade level.

Like most autistic children, Ashton
learns best in a structured, predictable
environment. He becomes frustrated and
has "fits," flailing his anns in

repetitive, flppn

motion, when he
becomes
uncomfortable or
excited. And he's

often aggressive. They lack empathy
and lash out at others when they get
excited, frustrated or angry. They rarely
develop the skills to read social cues
from others, like facial expressions or
body language.

Autism is a brain disorder thought to
be genetic with "environmental
influences," though studies have yet to
pinpoint what those influences are,
exactly. But research has liminated
"parental practices" as a cdose.

April now knows autism runs in her
family, though it took Ashton's diagnosis
to bring it to light. She also knows that
families who have an autistic child run a
greater risk of having another child with
the disorder. Aidan does not have
autism. He does have ADHD.

The combination, Aidan's ADHD and
Ashton's autism, makes for a challenging
mix at the Cross house. The boys
medications must be "delicately
balanced" and doled out like clockwork.
Spur of the moment errands, a traffic jam
or a late meeting - April is the president
of Loyd's Parent Teacher Organization
- can wreak havoc on the boys'
temperament.

Nevertheless, April makes it a point to
get her boys out of the house as often as
possible.

"Ashton would be a hermit if I'd let
him. But I won't," she said. "I don't
coddle him. I want him to have a normal
life. To us, this is normal. We don't
know any different. So we do what's
normal for
us."

"But at the same time, I really want '
him to learn to behave the way he
should.

"One mother told me - her child had
autism - she said, 'My child shouldn't
have to conform to what society says is
good behavior.' I said, 'Your child is
going to have a lot of problems, then.'
You have to treat them like normal
children if you want them to have a
normal life."

Children like Ashton can grow to lead
a normal life, according to the
Healthwise Encyclopedia.' Early
diagnosis and comprehensive treatment
has resulted in an increase in the number
of autistic patients who live
independently as adults.

* an intense interest or focus on patterns
of behavior
" preoccupation with objects or subjects
" inflexible adherence to routines or
rituals.

Though April considers herself fairly
self-sufficient, she's grateful her parents
live just an hour from here, in
Montezuma, Ga. They visit frequently
and offer respite and support. She
recently learned of an autism support
group in Columbus, but with her busy
schedule and the support of her family
and the staff at Loyd, she's made no
plans to join just yet.

Still, the knowledge that there's a new
support group is reaffirming, she said.
People are becoming more and more
aware of the unique challenges families
with autism face. Movies like Rainman
help. Even NASCAR has taken notice.
Jamie McMurray's Busch Series car,
Texaco-Havoline's number 24, sports the
multi-colored autism awareness ribbon.
McMurray's niece has autism.

"It is getting better. As much as I
want him to lead a normal life, I also
want people to not judge him when they
see him out in public," April said. "It's
not that I'm out to educate everybody-
I just don't want them to judge him. We
shouldn't have to wear labels."

For example, $5,000 in assets
might be applied to $30,000 in debts, and
the other $25,000 is canceled.

The second is Chapter 13, often called a
wage earner's" or "reorganization"

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Recognize, report abuse
Family Advocacy Program

ince 1983, Child
Abuse Prevention
Month has become

institutionalized nationwide.
During April, in observance of
Child Abuse Prevention Month
and Month of the Military
Child, the Army Community
Service Center Family
Advocacy Program at Fort
Benning and organizations,
businesses, hospitals, schools,
religious organizations and
social service agencies are
joining forces to promote
public awareness of child abuse
and its prevention.

Every individual in the Fort
Benning area has a special role
to play in improving the
welfare of our children.
Whether or not you work
directly with children, by
combining your unique skills
with a general knowledge of
child abuse issues, you too can
make a difference in the life of
a child. Education and public
awareness are the keys to
prevention. The Family
Advocacy Program, under the
direction of Rebecca Welch,
hopes you will find the
following information valuable
and will join in helping prevent
child abuse and neglect.
What is child abuse?

The term "child abuse" can
be defined as any behavior
directed toward a child by a
parent, guardian, caregiver,
other family member or other
adult that endangers or impairs
a child's physical or emotional
health and development. Child
abuse includes four major
categories: physical abuse,
sexual abuse, emotional abuse
and neglect.
What are signs of
possible physical
abuse?

* Unexplained injuries,

especially those located on
parts of the body not usually
affected by normal childhood
activities (e.g. eyes, mouth,
back, thighs, buttocks, genital
areas, etc.).

9 Repeated injuries such as
bruises, welts or bums,
especially those where the
shape of an object used to
produce them is visible (e.g. an
electric cord, hair brush, belt

buckle, board, cigarette, etc.).
9 Unexplained fractures (e.g.

to nose, face, ribs, legs, arms,
etc.).

* Denial on the part of
parents that anything is wrong,
unlikely explanations for the
child's injuries, delay in
obtaining medical care of
inadequate care given, injuries
which occur with increasing
frequency or severity.
What about child
neglect?

Child neglect is the
continued failure to provide a
child with necessary care and
protection including adequate
shelter, food, clothing, medical
care, etc. Children left without
appropriate supervision,
especially young children, for
extended periods of time are
included in child neglect.

* Child appears poorly
nourished, or inadequately
clothed.

* Child appears consistently
tired or listless and always
seems as though no one cares.
Attendance at school may be
inconsistent.

* Child evidences a
consistent lack of good hygiene
or an obsession with
cleanliness.

9 Child is left alone regularly
over long periods of time, or in
dangerous situations.

* Child shows evidence that
medical needs are not being
met.
What is emotional
abuse?

Emotional abuse is the most
difficult form of child abuse to
verify. It includes both verbal
assaults and the withholding of
positive emotional support.
Although the scars may be
invisible to the naked eye,
emotional abuse wounds the
spirit, frequently leaving its
mark for a lifetime.

Victims of emotional child

abuse are "hit" everyday with
the power of words which are
demeaning, shaming,
threatening, blaming,
intimidating, unfairly critical or
sarcastic in nature.

The child displays behavior
that is extreme, e.g. may be
involved in a pattern of lying,
stealing, fighting or is overly
aggressive, acts out
inappropriately.

* Child may appear
defensive, shy or overly
dependent.

e Child may be verbally
abusive to others by using the
same language and demeaning
terms he or she has
experienced.
What about sexual
abuse and its effect on
children?

Incest, sexual molestation,
rape, sodomy, child
pornography, exhibitionism and
exploitation are terms most
often used when describing
child sexual abuse. Those who
sexually victimize children
suffer from an emotional or
psychological dysfunction,
usually as a result of their own
previous sexual victimization.

They often have severe
sexual problems and difficulty
relating to adults. Many are
adults with whom the child is
familiar, and they may
repeatedly abuse the same
child. An adult who is a
stranger to the children will
often abuse that child only once
but will continue to abuse other
children.

The abuse can be:
S Non-physical-- for

example, indecent exposure,
obscene phone calls or
"peeping toms;"

* Physical-- including
genital or oral stimulation,
fondling and intercourse; and

e Violent abuse - rape and
other forms of sexually violent
behavior.

• Incidents may occur only
once or be repeated many
times, sometimes over a
number of years.

• A single seemingly minor
incident, e.g. indecent
exposure, fondling or an
obscene phone call, may cause
temporary emotional
disturbances such as
embarrassment, fear, confusion,

guilt, anxiety and a distrust of
adults or strangers.

• A more severe incident,
e.g. incest, rape, sodomy,
exposure to pornographic
activity or other forrns of
sexual abuse, may have a
lasting effect on the child.

9 Behavioral problems such
as withdrawal, difficulty at
school, aggression, running
away, nightmares, extreme

depression or anxiety may
result.

• Physical signs of sexual
abuse may include genital
swelling, cuts or bruises,
venereal disease, pregnancy,
etc. Symptoms resulting from
emotional harm often do not
surface until adulthood.
What to do if you
discover a child has
been sexually abused

9 First and foremost, do not
deny the problem. Believe
what the child tells you no
matter how unbelievable it
sounds.

0 Control your emotions.
Fear and anger on your part are
natural reactions but may be
frightening to the child. Let the
child know that your feelings
are not directed at him or her.

9 Never blame, punish or
embarrass the child.

e Reassure the child that he
or she is safe and that it was
right to tell you. Let the child
ask questions, and then provide
answers that can be understood.

• Find out as much as
possible about the events
leading up to, during and after
the incident. But ... do so
delicately. If the molester was
a stranger, get a description of
the face, clothes, location, car,
etc.

* Immediately contact a
physician for treatment of
physical injuries and the police
to report the abuse. Provide
them with as much information
as possible to better ensure
their appropriate intervention.

• Seek counseling for both
the child and yourself as soon
as possible. Immediate
intervention can help prevent
long-term lingering effects of
the abuse.
Remember

• Keeping children safe is
the responsibility of everyone.
The more we know about the

problem of child abuse, the
more we can do to prevent it.
We must all do our part.

Q: How do I get an extension to file
my federal income taxes?

A: If you will not be able to file your
federal income taxes by the end of the tax
filing season (Monday), you should
complete IRS Form 4868, Application for
Automatic Extension of Time To File U.S.
Income Tax Return. Although completing
and mailing Form 4868 entitles you to an
automatic six-month extension to file your
taxes, the form does not extend the time for
you to pay your taxes.

If you think you will owe taxes when

you eventually file your tax return, you
should complete Part II of Form 4868 and
mail your estimated payments to the IRS
with the completed form by Monday. The
IRS will charge interest on any tax not paid
by Monday.

Taxpayers submitting Form 4868 do not
need to provide a reason as to why they are
requesting an extension. The extension
granted by Form 4868 is automatic and the
IRS will only contact the taxpayer if the
request is denied.

In general, the IRS will not grant an
additional extension beyond the automatic
six-month extension. However, there may
be exceptions for those taxpayers "living

out of the country." Service members who
served or are serving in a combat zone or
qualified hazardous duty area during the
tax year do not need to file Form 4868 to
get an extension as they automatically
receive an extension to file their taxes.

Christian, near Gulfport.

On Aug. 29, Hurricane Katrina sent
a 30-foot tidal wave crashing through
Pappy's land, flipping, tossing, and
grounding everything in its path.

Pappy lost his home and three of his
friends. He also lost much of his
income, when his renters left their
homes on his land. Some have
returned to help cleanup and rebuild.
They live in FEMA trailers.

Members of Fort Benning's youth
group, Club Beyond, spent their spring
break helping Pappy and others like
him.

Steve Paquette, Club Beyond
director, and his wife Paige, led two
five-day mission trips to Gulfport,
where the teenage volunteers cleaned
and cleared land.

Lionel Long went on the first trip,
from April 1 to 5, with nine of his
friends, mostly students at Faith
Middle School.

"I had a great time, and I would've
liked to stay longer to work, because I
felt bad leaving that soon," Long said.

Pappy said he appreciated the
members of Club Beyond, who helped
him clear debris from his land. The
former Marine said he has had a lot of
help, but he has a long way to go. He
takes it one day at a time.

"Boot camp helped me learn to deal
with my problems one at a time. You
know they teach you that," he said.
"So the first thing I did was buy me
two good pairs of shoes."

Usually four to six "regulars" a day
and a variety of volunteer groups,
such as the Red Cross, which provides
meals, help Pappy with the many
problems that have evolved since the
hurricane hit.

In a notebook, Pappy keeps track of
the people who have helped him and
the volunteer groups that have come
and gone. He pointed to the page
where he'd add Club Beyond to the
list.

"People need to understand that this
coast would not exist if there weren't
people like you to lean on and pray
with," Pappy told the volunteers.

Pappy said his land may never be
the same, but he "prays for a little
progress each day."

Pappy said he had to convince his
renters to leave before Katrina hit. If
they had stayed, he said, they would
not have survived the storm. That's
the good news.

"There's one story after another
around here," he said, "some good,
some bad."

Katrina dropped 30 feet of water on
his land, and it stayed there for eight
hours, destroying all the structures,
downing power lines, ruining food and
clothing and everything it touched.

Pappy's property was among the
first to have power restored, and now
he lives in a trailer next to the rubble
that used to be his home.

He is surrounded by stretches of
land. still Without electricity or running
water.

One of the local organizations that
stepped up early on to help supply
food, clothing and other basic needs is
God's Katrina Kitchen and the
Distribution Center in Pass Christian.
As many as 1,223 are fed each day.
Volunteers and residents gather under
a tent three times each day to be fed
by volunteers who prepare and serve
each plate.

Club Beyond members helped
prepare and distribute the meals.

In spite of the problems the

othing succeeds in

America like
success, they say.

We like winners and brush
losers aside.

Let me throw out some
names for you: Alfred Landon,
James Cox, John Davis,
Charles Hughes, Alton Parker.
Sound familiar? Probably not.
Yet every one of them was
important and well thought of
at some point in the 20th
century. Every one of them
was a nominee for president of
the United States. Millions
voted for them. For a while,
their names were plastered all
over the place. But then each
one lost, of course, and in
America, that's that.

We are a people in love with
power and success, and this
surely is one area among many
that the Gospel needs to
address in our particular
cultural context.

Not unlike the people in
Jesus' own day, we are swift to
seize anything that looks
powerful and dazzling.

And sometimes they are
doing something right in the
best sense.

There are lots of people who
are both faithful to Christ and
who are successful in
generating enthusiasm for the
Gospel through books that sell
well, congregations that attract
many members, and so on.

Still, Jesus' desire to keep
things quiet until the cross
reminds us that whether or not
we prove to be wildly popular,
it is always a quiet and careful
and humble apprehension of the
Gospel that is key.

Jesus' own example of
humble servanthood comes as a

critique of our
own
overwhelming
tendency to be
enamored
with all that is

glitzy and
eye-popping.
We 'should be
wary if the
Jesus we Smith
worship fits too
snugly into any cultural context
on this earth.

Easter extravaganza is a twist
and somewhat exciting way of
inviting the unchurched into the
doors of the faithful each Easter
season.

We like to make it easy to
come in, as it should be. The
chapel and church should
always be an easy place to
enter. However, we cannot
change the truths of God's story
to accommodate.

We could better be a little
less successful, a little more
quiet and "secretive" if that's
what it takes to draw more
people down that long road of
discipleship that eventually
encounters a terrible cross.

The apostle Paul eventually
delighted to declare, "I have
been crucified with Christ!"

So it must be for us all. We
need to be crucified with
Christ.

We must die to self, die to
our desirt for worldly, success,
die to our American identity,
die to ego and pride and die to
anything that hinders Jesus
from instructing us in the full
truth of his Gospel.

"I am the way," Jesus said.
"Nothing succeeds like

success," we often say. In each
of our lives, we must choose
which of those sayings we want
to adopt as our own.

traveled with but one thought
in mind - to get to her son's
bedside. Pfc. Bradford Christy
lay mangled and broken in
local hospital, the victim of a
bad jump - the last jump
before Airborne graduation.
Doctors said he might not live.
The last thing on Cheryl's mind
was where she'd sleep when
she got here.

That was November 2004.
Looking back on that time, and
the year that followed,
punctuated with trips back and
forth from Ohio to Columbus,
Christy realizes that the Ronald
McDonald House alleviated the
problem of housing and

allowed her to concentrate on
her son. The Hamilton Road
facility became her home away
from home.

"At first I stayed in one of
the hotels there," Christy said.
"I'd stay with Brad all day and
then go to the hotel about 11:30
to get some sleep. It was kind
of scary, going to a hotel by
myself after dark. I never
really felt safe."

At the Ronald McDonald
House, Cheryl said, she found a
sense of security and a sense of
belonging. She was
surrounded by others who were
going through what she was
going through. And she was
cared for by a host of
volunteers, always;ready with a
meal and a sympathetic ear.

The Ronald McDonald
House of West Georgia, in
Columbus, was founded 12
years ago to provide just that
- a low-cost, home away from
home for the families of
children receiving treatment in
nearby hospitals. Cheryl
qualified to stay at the Ronald

McDonald House because her
26-year-old son was critically
injured.

"I was shocked. Since Brad
was over 21, I didn't think we
could stay there," Cheryl said.
"But it didn't matter. They had
room for me every time I
came."

The Columbus Ronald
McDonald House, one of
hundreds around the world,
serves "many, many" military
families, said Jennifer Home,
the executive director.

When training accidents send
Soldiers to the hospital, Fort
Benning officials do a great job
of taking care of their out-of-
town families, Home said.
They often recommend the
Ronald McDonald House.

There, Home said, families
find the support they need to
cope with their loved-ones
illness or injury.

"We put out the welcome
mat," she said. "All social
barriers are left at the door.
Here, we're all in it together.
Families come here with no

support and leave with a new
family. It's heartwarming."

Cheryl's belief that she
couldn't stay at the Ronald
McDonald House because of
her son's age is one of many
misconceptions about the
organization, Home said.

For instance, it's common
knowledge that families can
stay at the home free, and those
who can afford to are
encouraged to donate between
$3 and $10 to defray operating
expenses. But the actual cost
of housing a family for one
night exceeds $45.

But the greatest
misconception, Home said, "is
that the McDonald corporation
funds everything."

Ronald McDonald House
Charities was founded more
than 20 years ago in memory of
Ray Croc, McDonald's founder.
Though the McDonald
corporation supports the charity
in various ways, the lion's
share of funding comes from
donors and fund-raisers like the
annual Hearts to Hand Golf

Tournament at the Grand
National Golf Course in
Opelika, Ala.

The tournament brings in 30
percent of the local Ronald
McDonald House's $350,000
annual operating expenses,
making it the home's largest
fund-raiser of the year.

With expenses on the rise
and the local Ronald McDonald
House planning to renovate and
expand, Home hopes to
generate interest in the
tournament on post. She's
looking for four-man teams to
compete in the May 18 event,
which will include:

* a hole in contest,
* the longest drive contest,
* closest to the hole contest,
* $100 voucher to select

from a variety of gifts, and

poor showing

The Texas Motor Speedway
celebrated its 10th birthday this
weekend with the running of the
Samsung/Radio Shack 500.
Unfortunately, most of the
military-sponsored entries failed
to receive invitations.

The notable exception was
veteran Ken Schrader's Motor-
craft/U.S. Air Force Ford, which
finished on the lead lap in 16th
place after starting in 32nd.

The race winner, Kasey
Kahne, started on the pole and
was rarely out of the top 10 all
afternoon.

He was followed by Matt
Kenseth, whose second place
boosted him to second in
NEXTEL Cup championship
points.

Nextel Cup champion Tony
Stewart, who led the most laps
but was unable to test the
strength of the front-stretch
fencing, finished third.

After leading the early part of
the race and lapping over half of
the field, Greg Biffle's number
16 National Guard/Subway
Ford was the second car out of
the event following backstretch
contact with former champion
Kurt Busch.

Biffle's crash brought out a
race-stopping red flag as Texas

.. Motor Speedway crews went to
work repairing damage to the

Ctrack's safety barrier, giving
fans an unscheduled 24-minute
refreshment break 125 miles
into the 500-mile event.

Joe Nemechek suffered
through an agonizing weekend,
crashing his primary racecar on
the first lap of practice Friday.
Although he qualified 17th-
quickest, that run was the high
water mark for the Army team,
who chased tight conditions
through a staggering variety of
chassis and tire pressure
adjustments in an effort to
loosen up the car.

"It's not the ideal situation
when you can't use the best stuff
you bring to the track,"
Nemechek said after Sunday's
race. "We just never found a
comfort zone with the back-up
Army Chevrolet."

"We were good soldiers
again - never quitting,"
Nemechek said. "But we have
to get this thing figured out and
start the race with better
handling. I have all of the
confidence with our Army team
that we'll get it going in the
right direction."

While victory lane has been a
stranger to Front Row Joe and
the Army team, no one can fault
their work ethic.

Like the Soldiers they
proudly represent, quitting just
isn't an option.

Leaving Texas, Nemechek
maintains the longest active
streak of finishing races. "I feel
the streak says plenty about the
group of people I work with,"
said Nemechek.

"In the past year, we've had
some banged up cars, but if the
damage is salvageable, you
know we'll get it temporarily
fixed and be back on the track."

Pilot program fills
hole in dental policy

Prices vary from dentist to
dentist, but a single crown can
cost a king's ransom.

Civilians pay anywhere
from $600 to $900 to have a
tooth crowned. Soldiers have
never had to worry about that,
since the Army has always
taken care of their teeth.

Since the Department of
Defense's Oral Health
Initiative began in January,
about 150 Fort Benning
Soldiers have seen a civilian
dentist for oral care.

At least three of those
Soldiers may end up footing
the bill.

"We are the Soldiers'
primary care dentists," said
Col. Conrad Bodai,
commander of Fort Benning's
dental activity.

"They can't go downtown
by themselves without
stopping in (the installation
clinic) first. If they do, the
payment is on the Soldier."

Fort Benning is one of 10
installations where the OHI
pilot program was
implemented.

The goal is to improve the
oral health of aJive-duty

Soldiers during a time of
increased requirements for
deployment, to ensure that
Soldiers are healthy and ready
to deploy for missions.

The program allows Army
dentists to refer Soldiers to
civilian dentists for routine
dental work like cleanings,
extractions, fillings and single
crowns.

The program reduces the
Soldier's wait time for dental
treatment and allows the
Army's dentists to focus more
on urgent care and deploying
Soldiers.

Even though the vast
majority of Fort Benning's
Soldiers are home now, its
dental clinics are still seeing
troops preparing to go
overseas, Bodai said. In
addition to those deploying,
post dentists have been
inundated with the dental
issues of redeployed Soldiers.

"Units like the 3rd Brigade,
who've been deployed for a
year, are perfect candidates for
the OHI.

Fort Benning added a new
unit to its rolls with the
activation of the 92nd Military
Police Battalion Wednesday on
York Field.

The battalion was constituted
on June 8, 1945, and activated
for service in France near the
end of World War II.

"Through history, this
battalion has been called to task
when we were at war," said Col.
Rick Riera, citing the unit's
participation in the Korean War
and in Vietnam.

The 92nd received two
Republic of Korea Presidential
Unit Citations and two
Meritorious Unit Com-
mendations during the 1960s.

Battalion Commander Lt.
Col. Leonard Crosby and
Command Sgt. Maj. Patrick
Dawson unfurled the unit colors
before an audience that included
representatives from the 16th
Military: Police-Brigade, Fort
Bragg, N.C.

Crosby and Dawson will
now train the battalion's
Soldiers and prepare them to
deploy in October as part of the
16th MP Bde., Riera said. Its
Fort Benning units are
Headquarters and Headquarters
Detachment, 209th MP

Detachment, 152nd MP
Company and 988th MP
Company.

When deployed, the 92nd
will have command of 970
Soldiers in six military police
companies.

"They have an incredible
road ahead of them," Riera said.
"It's going to be a hard road and
a fast road. I know they are up
to the challenge."

Riera said the reactivation of
the 92nd is part of continuing
efforts to "grow the Army" by
adding more critical specialties
like Infantry, armor, cavalry,
Special Forces, civil affairs and
military police.

"The 92nd will be bigger,
better and they will continue to
support the nation," Riera said.

The battalion's return to
active service is an important
event, Cosby said.

Through the one constant -

change - the 92nd has
continued to answer the Army's
call to service, Cosby said, just
as it did in 1945.

"The greatest generation
stood, fought and gave their
lives," he said, and served again
in Korea and Vietnam.

Most recently, the battalion
served in Panama in the 1990s,
and Cosby was in the unit's
formation when it deactivated
Oct. 15, 1997.

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DENTAC: Offers off-post treatment for routine
Continued from A-1

According to Fort Benning's dental
statistics, 50 percent of Soldiers will
need some dental treatment as a result
of their yearly check up. Because oral
care is prescriptive, Soldiers must first
go to the installation clinics for their
dental exam. If class-two care is
needed - restorative, non-urgent
treatment like crowns and fillings -

Soldiers may then opt to participate in
the program.

They will receive an electronic
voucher from DENTAC authorizing
treatment. Soldiers then take the
voucher with them to the civilian dental
office, and after their treatment is
complete, the dentist files the voucher
and the military pays the claim.

"It's a win-win situation," Bodai
said. "We were basically understaffed
to take care of everybody with all the
deployments going on and our first
focus was to get the severe dental
problems taken care of.

"This Oral Health Initiative is like a
safety valve for us and it's good for the
Soldier. It's all about taking care of the
Soldier."

One of the greatest advantages of
participating in the OHI program is that
the time spent waiting for dental
procedures is significantly reduced by

the ability to "staff out" routine dental
care and basic restorative measures, he
said.

Bodai said Fort Benning's case load
has a waiting period of up to three
months for certain procedures. A
Columbus dentist can get a Soldier's
teeth taken care of in a matter of weeks,
if not days, Bodai said.

But the program isn't for everyone.
Class three procedures for Soldiers

who require immediate attention will
not be referred to an outside source for
treatment. Class three procedures
include infections and need immediate
treatment, Bodai said.

"Let's say the nerve in the tooth has
died and now it's infected and the
patient is experiencing a lot of pain and
swelling," Bodai said.

Those patients are taken care of on
post because the pain and infection
makes the treatment higher priority and
because Fort Benning is staffed for all
denl! specialties.

The Oral Health Initiative seems to
be paying off, Bodai said.

"So far it's working quite well,
because in Columbus we have quite a
few dental resources downtown. Our
feedback from Soldiers using civilian
dentists is that they have been very
happy," Bodai said.

Parker has taught in DoD
schools every year except one,
since she started teaching in
1973. She started teaching the
children of Marines, then went
to Moody Air Force Base,
before coming to Fort Benning
in 1985 to work as a science
teacher at Faith Middle School.

Three years later, she
became Faith's assistant
principal, and then principal of
Wilson Elementary in 1990.

Her first year as a principal
was the toughest part of her
career, Parker said.

"I knew what I wanted to do
and I had such had so many
plans," she said. "As a teacher,
I was only responsible for the
children in my class. As a
principal, I'm responsible for
every child in the school, for all
the teachers and for building
the school's culture."

Parker credits her dedication
to learning and her work ethic
to helping her gain the stateside
award. She learned her work
ethic growing up as one of 10
children in rural Edison, Ga.

Her father worked for the
Marine Corps Logistics Center,
and her mother worked part-
time as a substitute teacher and
in the school's cafeteria.
Growing up with only one
parent working full-time,
"times were tough financially,
but we never realized it then,"
Parker said.

As the fourth oldest, Parker
learned her sense of
responsibility from chores and
taking care of her younger
siblings, she said. She shared

the cooking and cleaning
responsibilities with three older
sisters.

"I usually cooked, so I'm a
much better cook than my sister
is today, but I hate cleaning,"
she said.

Her desire to teach started as

a child, when her teachers were
her role models.

"Our teachers felt so
responsible for us, and they
took care of us," she said. "I
remember teachers going to
pick up kids who couldn't get
to school. They really cared."

Parker has tried to integrate
that caring feeling into Wilson.

Her focus has been on
"building a culture of learning,"
an idea presented to her during

a course at her alma mater, the
Harvard Graduate School's
Principal Center.

To build the learning culture,
she emphasizes continuous
training with her staff. Her
latest venture has been
encouraging all her teachers to
become certified in the ePrep
reading program, a yearlong
training course that helps
teachers plan strategies to help
kids learn to read.

"Every child deserves an
equal chance," she said. "I
fully believe that if children are
given the opportunity to learn,
they can achieve anything, but
teachers need to have the tools
and strategies to help kids
learn."

While Parker insists every
child in her school is important,
there have been some children
who stand out in her memory.

One student, Tom, attended
Wilson from kindergarten to
fourth grade. He struggled
with autism, and when he first
arrived at the school, he had
trouble with tantrums, loud
noises and interacting with
others.

By the time his family left
for another post, the tantrums
had stopped and he was able to
interact well with other
children. Special attention and
care from teachers helped him
adjust to school life, Parker
said.

"He grew tremendously
while he was here," she said.
"Just seeing the changes in him
was amazing. I'll never forget
that."

Parker will bring memories
of Tom and other children with
her when she leaves Wilson at
the end of the year to become
the principal of McBride
Elementary School.

It won't be easy to leave the

staff and the children at a
school she's put so much of
herself into, she said.

"I've been fortunate to have
excellent teachers work here
who really care about the kids.
I hope that my legacy at Wilson
can be that all the children
know they can succeed, and
that the teachers continue
building the culture of learning
that I've tried to inspire."

Earth Day leaders' tour
reinforces commitment
Post leaders visit wet-
lands, preservation
areas during tour

Fort Benning leaders spent Monday touring
sites on post and learning about the environment
as part of the Directorate of Public Work's Earth
Day activities.

The leaders toured King's Pond, the Digital
Multipurpose Range Complex construction site,
Ochillee Creek, the McKenna MOUT drop zone,
and firing ranges.

Morale, Welfare and Recreation leaders are
planning recreational improvements for several
sites. Improvements are planned for King's Pond,
Russ Pond, Twilight Pond and Uchee Creek.
Some of the projects include camping areas,
picnic shelters, walking trails, boat ramps, fishing
piers, playgrounds and security lighting, said Al
Gelineau, MWR director. Uchee Creek's planned
improvements include upgraded cabins and
facilities, more walking trails and archery youth
programs and archery tournaments, said Cliff
Hughes, recreation program manager.

Next the tour headed to the DMPRC
construction site, where they received an
overview of the environmental and historical
conservation guidelines that must be followed for
construction on federal lands.

The DMPRC is located between wetlands and
red-cockaded woodpecker habitat and contains
Native-American heritage sites, a historic
farmhouse and grist mill in the three mile area,
said Col. Mark Held, the Corps of Engineer's
Savannah district commander. During DMPRC
construction, the Corps was. able to restore
wetlands near the site by removing a beaver dam.
Wetlands are a valuable habitat for wildlife and
function as a natural water filter, Held said.

The tour brought leaders to a nearby range that
is used for land navigation. There, leaders got an
overview of forest management, controlled

burning and the endangered species on Fort
Benning. Since Fort Benning began conducting
controlled bums in the 1980s, the number of
wildfires has decreased by about 450 per year,
said Bob Larimore of Land Management Branch.
Five endangered species and 95 protected species
live on Fort Benning, said biologist Michael
Barron, who focused on Benning's efforts to
protect the red-cockaded woodpecker. '

The tour visited the McKenna Drop Zone, built
in 1988 and closed in 1994 because extreme
erosion had made gaps 20 to 30 feet deep in the
soil, making it unsafe to jump there. The drop
zone was built without following environmental
standards, and Fort Benning was sued by Sierra
Club, and three civilian employees were brought
up on federal charges. If they had been convicted,
they faced five years in prison and a $50,000 fine.

"This was a terrible thing for Fort Benning and
our environment," said Pete Swiderek, the
Conservation Branch chief. "Now whenever we
start planning for something, I say, not another
McKenna. Almost twenty years later, this land is
only ninety percent to recovery."

Swiderek focused on other areas on post where
erosion is a concern. If not for Fort Benning's
erosion management efforts, Marne Road would
be closed within a year due to a gully eroding the
ground near it, Swiderek said.

Erosion also affects water quality, Swiderek
said. Water management was the focus at
Ochillee Creek.

The tour was planned at the request of
Commanding General Maj. Gen. Walter
Wojdakowski to show leaders how their training
affects their environment, said Andrea Hicks,
pollution prevention program manger.

"Training the commanders reinforces the
Army's commitment to the environment to our
Soldiers," said Col. Tony Francis, the commander
of the Army Environmental Center, who visited
several Army posts this week to emphasize Earth
Day.

"When commanders know and care about their
environment, Soldiers see that and they also
become good stewards of the environment,"
Francis said. "If we don't take care of our
environment today, it won't be here in the future."

SRATS: Intended to be fast
Continued from A-1
cannot go," said Dr. Kent
Stephens, chief executive
officer of SRATS Incorporated.
The SRATS's creators are
touring Army posts to show the
vehicles capabilities with the
hope that the Army will
purchase the SRATS for large
scale production. SRATS Inc. is
marketing similar models to the
Department of Homeland
Security and the Border Patrol.

"The Army is examining
ways to lighten a Soldier's load
and we're always trying to find
ways to keep Soldiers safe,"
said Lt. Col. William Bailey, the
Logistics Division branch chief
of special projects, at Fort
Monroe, Va. "Speed and agility
in combat equal safety. We're
looking at the SRATS to see if
it's something the Army could
use."

There are two versions of the
"proof-of-concept" vehicles.

One is a high-speed pursuit
vehicle designed for sand, and
the other is designed for
climbing over rocks.

The vehicles are intended to
be a light weight, fast, versatile
way to move Soldiers and

equipment into areas other
vehicles can't access.

The vehicle could carry
supplies for Infantry squads
because it can go anywhere a
Soldier can go, Stephens said.
The sand-rail design could be
used to pursue vehicles that a
humvee is too slow to follow.

The demonstration vehicles
were brought to Fort Benning
by the Directorate of Combat
Development's Mounted
System and Mobility and the
Soldier Battle Lab. The DCD
and SBL asked Soldiers for their
opinions of the potential
usefulness of the vehicle.

Sgt. 1st Class Michael Berry,
the senior instructor for the
Reconnaissance, Surveillance
Leaders Course, traveled to
Farmington, N.M., for a SRATS
demonstration in November as
part of the 4th Ranger
Battalion's efforts to improve
mobility options for
reconnaissance Soldiers.

Berry, a combat veteran, was
impressed with the SRATS
demonstration, he said.

"Seeing vehicles like the
SRATS in -action gives us a
chance to say what will work in
the field," he said. "We have

humvees and ATVs, but both of
those have limited capabilities.
This vehicle frees a Soldier of
having to carry 120 pounds of
equipment while trying to get
places a hummer can't go."

Besides reconnaissance,
surveillance, targeting and
acquisition missions, the vehicle
is also intended for casualty
evacuation and convoy escorts,
and there are plans for an
unmanned, robotic version.

As escorts, the vehicles are
unique because they can crawl
along rocks and cliffs next to a
convoy route doing security
from a bird's eye view, Stephens
said. Its off-road capabilities
enable Soldiers to take a
different route every time so
insurgents' wouldn't know
where to place IEDs.

If the Army does purchase
the SRATS, there will be more
testing and development before
it reaches a combat
environment, Bailey said.

"We're always looking for
ways to keep our Soldiers safe
and increase their lethality in
combat," he said. "These
demonstrations are a chance to
see if the ,SRATS is what the
Army is looking for."

Infantry Regiment just might
argue that their job of training
second lieutenants is the most
important in the Army. Within
months, the majority of
Infantry Officer Basic Course
graduates find themselves
leading platoons of about 40
Soldiers in Afghanistan and
Iraq.

To prepare them, the cadre
are trying to expose them to as
many different situations with
as many variables as they can
during the course, like the
situations the students found
themselves in Tuesday at
McKenna MOUT.

At the site, the three
platoons performed a cordon
and search of an area the size
of a city block. Their objective
- to find al Sahib, the man
believed to be responsible for
the assignation of the village's
mayor.

"It's an actual mission
they'll get in Afghanistan and
Iraq," said Company
Commander Capt. Korey
Brown, a recent combat veteran
who commanded two
companies while deployed for
Operation Iraqi Freedom.

Brown and the rest of his
combat-seasoned cadre are
committed to their job training
the lieutenants.

"We all want to be here,"
Brown said. "We're a tight-
knit group and we understand
the importance of what we do -

bringing in tactics, techniques
and procedures and lessons
learned into our training."

The students, he said, are
receptive. Nearly 90 percent of
the lieutenants in his company
will deploy soon with active-

duty, Reserve or National
Guard units.

"It's staring them in the
face," he said. To add to the
training, the cadre arranged to
have Soldiers from the 29th Inf.
Regt. participate in the training,
bringing two Bradleys with
crews and giving the
lieutenants short classes on its
equipment and capabilities.

Students like 2nd Lt. Robert
Seiter said they appreciated the
extra effort by the 29th's
Soldiers.

"They did a good job,"
Seiter said. "I'm headed for
the 3rd ID and I learned a lot."

Although it took the
lieutenants a bit longer to
complete the cordon and search
mission during the last week of
field training, Brown was
pleased overall.

"I've watched them grow in
the past 16 weeks," he said.
"They've made some big
changes and improvements.
Communication, in the
beginning - none, even when
they were in buddy teams."

At the end of the exercise,
Brown led a short after action
review before turning the
students over to their platoon
trainers, who would pick apart
their cordon and search
mission.

"We put you in a tough spot
yesterday," he said. "We did
that on purpose so it would
hinder your troop-leading
process. Things suffered today.
It's evident some rehearsals
didn't happen."

For students like 2nd Lt. Jay
Whittaker, the IOBC training
was no less valuable than
training he's had during his 15
years of service, even though
he has numerous operational
deployments with Special
Forces units under his belt.

"I still get something out of
this," Whittaker said. "You
can't ever reinforce the basics
enough. The principles taught
here and the fundamentals,
they' re all the same, no matter
what you do after here."

Whittaker said he was
impressed with his class' young
lieutenants and their ability to
quickly learn their new trade.

Sgt 1st Class Charles Abbey
played al Sahib during the
MOUT operation, a role he said

he accidentally invented four
classes ago. He's been adding
to it since.

"We were trying for some
realism," Abbey said, "so
they're not seeing things for the
first time after they're
deployed. They need to be able
to give their Soldiers a fighting
chance."

"Al Sahib," played by
platoon sergeant Sgt.
1st Class Charles Abbey,
eyes the street outside
his hiding place at the
McKenna MOUT site.

Acting as al Sahib and
having villagers and reporters
as part of the scenarios is
important, because it enables
the cadre to teach the students
what they need to know, he
said, especially with today's
problems in Afghanistan and
Iraq.

"They need to know who
the enemy is, and what the
enemy is doing and then know
how to combat the threat."

Abbey saw the effects of
combat firsthand during
Operation Desert Storm and
said he maintains constant
communication with his former
Soldiers and leaders now
deployed.

"We go out of our way to
find out how they're operating
now and train them to the
Infantry standard, 'not just for
Iraq, but for any other modem
battlefield."

t gets hot in Georgia. I'm pretty sure I've seen an egg frying on the pavement. So when
I tell you it's going to get hot at the Best Ranger Competition, believe me. I've been
there, done that, and seriously, have the T-shirt. I first experienced the heat of the BRC in
1999, when I was eight months pregnant. I was sitting in the bleachers at the Water
Confidence Course, hoping a large competitor would come down the zipline and splash
me for some sort of relief. All I had was my water bottle, which I quickly drained. After

about an hour, I told my husband I had to leave, that I was dizzy.
Had I known what I know now, pregnant or not, I'd be better off. Here's my hot-weather

recommendations:
• Sunscreen is a must. The Georgia sun is strong, and you will bum. Even when the sun's not

out, you will bum. You don't want to be laid up with a bad burn when your competitor crosses the
finish line Sunday.

• Water is a must. The Ranger Training Brigade provides water buffaloes, so bring your own
container, and when you drain what you have, fill it back up. Don't forget Fido - pets get
dehydrated just as easily as you and me.

* Wear a hat. There's nothing more unattractive than a crispy nose and forehead. Sunscreen only
works for so long, so I also recommend getting the "sport" kind, because you're going to sweat (or I
as I say, "glow," because the concept of sweating repulses me).

Bayonet staffIt gets cold in Georgia. I know if you're reading this and live above the Mason-Dixon

line, you don't believe me. But, I have seen snow a few times. I rest my case.
Let me relate a Best Ranger Competition personal story from last year:
I was helping out my co-worker on the last day of competition, and, having tried to run
the Darby Queen before (and never again), knew the best place for her to set up and get a
good shot.

We were in the woods, and not much sunlight was filtering through the high trees. It was about 8
a.m. It was cold and windy and I was freezing. I had a jacket, and luckily my co-worker gave me
hers while she set up for her shots. I had on jeans, but they weren't holding up against the wind. So
I took her coat and put it around my legs.

I was still cold.
I wished I had been more prepared. I wished I had layers on. Bingo - layers are the answer.

You can always put more clothes on, but taking them off is easier.
If you're going out to watch your competitor at any time after dusk or before dawn, it can be

chilly. I'm not suggesting a wool sweater, but I am recommending a hat and gloves, a sweatshirt and
jacket. Like I said, you can always take them off if you get too warm.

Unless you're a meteorologist, you can't predict if it's going to be cold. My best advice is to go
into viewing the BRC wearing too much.

You can always whittle down but if you're out in the middle of nowhere (where some of the
competition takes place), a long ride back home to get a sweatshirt doesn't sound like a really good
idea.

Pack the car with blankets, sweatshirts, hats, etc.

Q: If Ifile for bankruptcy, won't my
credit be ruined? Also, can I be punished
under the UCMJ for filing for
bankruptcy?

A: As stated in a recent Bayonet article,
bankruptcy is legal protection from your
creditors.

Individuals who cannot pay their debts
can go to court to seek to have the debts
eliminated or their repayment(s)
restructured to allow more time.

As strange as it may sound, a
bankruptcy filing can actually help restore

an individual's credit.
Generally speaking, by the time an

individual gets to the point of filing for
bankruptcy, it is because there is a
significant amount of money owed (usually
in the tens of thousands of dollars) and
payments are significantly behind. By this
time therefore, there has already been a
great amount of damage to the individual's
credit.

While bankruptcy tends to eliminate
debt by discharge rather than repayment,
the benefit of bankruptcy is that it can wipe
the slate clean and allow the borrower to
make a fresh new start.

Obtaining new credit is usually not easy

at the beginning, but many individuals
have recovered from a bankruptcy and
restored their credit over time.

Soldiers are required by Army
Regulation 600-15 to pay their just debts,
and if they do not they can be punished
under Article 134, UCMJ, for dishonorably
failing to pay a just debt.

Soldiers cannot be punished for filing
for bankruptcy, however.

Bankruptcy is a perfectly legal
proceeding, and Soldiers cannot be
prosecuted for seeking protection from
their creditors.

Prevent shaken baby syndrome
April is Child
Abuse Prevention
Month
Army Family Advocacy Program

haken baby syndrome describes

the serious injuries that can occur
when a young child is severely or

violently shaken.
Young children, especially babies, have

very weak neck muscles and do not yet
have full support of their heavy heads.

When they are shaken, their fragile
brains move back and forth within their
skulls.

This can cause serious injuries such as:
* blindness or eye damage
* delay in normal development
* seizures
* damage to the spinal cord

(paralysis)
e death
Shaken baby syndrome usually occurs

when a parent or other caregiver shakes a
baby because of anger or frustration, often
because the baby would not stop crying.

Although shaken baby syndrome is a
serious form of child abuse, many parents
are unaware of the injuries that shaking
can cause.

Remember, it is never okay to shake a
baby.

If you or someone else shakes your
baby, the most important step to take is to
get medical care right away. Immediately,
take your child to the pediatrician or
emergency room.

Don't let embarrassment, guilt or fear
get in the way of your child's health or
life.

If your baby's brain is damaged or
bleeding inside from severe shaking, it will
only get worse without treatment.

Getting medical care right away may
save your child's life and prevent serious
health problems from developing.

Be sure to tell your pediatrician or other
doctor if you know or suspect that your
child was shaken. A doctor who is not
aware that a child has been shaken may
assume the baby is vomiting or having
trouble breathing because of an illness.

Mild symptoms of shaken baby
syndrome are very much like those of
infant colic, feeding problems and

fussiness.
Your pediatrician should have complete

information so that he or she can treat your
child properly.

When a child cries, practice stress relief
methods so that a child's health or
development is not jeopardized by a
stressed caregiver. Taking care of an infant
can be challenging, especially when an end
to the crying seems nowhere in sight.

If you have tried to calm your crying
child but nothing seems to work, it's
important to stay in control of your temper.

Remember, it's never okay to shake,
throw or hit your child.

If you feel as though you could lose
control:

0 Take a deep breath and count to 10.
" Take time out and let your baby cry

alone.
* Call someone close to you for

emotional support.
0 Call your pediatrician for advice.

There may be a medical reason why
your child is crying.

Help still needed in tick study
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Georgia Department of Human
Resources

In an effort to better
understand ticks and the
diseases they can transmit to
humans, the Georgia
Department of Human
Resources Division of Public
Health is working with the
University of Georgia and the
Georgia Poison Center to
continue a study which will help
identify the areas in Georgia
where the chances of getting
§ick from a tick bite are the
greatest.

Since the Tick Attach Study
began in the spring of 2005,
more than 360 people from
around the state have submitted
ticks for testing. DHR is asking
that the public continue to send
in attached ticks through the

,fall.
"Anyone who finds an

attached tick should call the
Georgia Poison Center at 404-
616-9000 or 800-222-1222 for
information about how to
remove the tick and instructions
on how to mail it to us," said
Stuart Brown, M.D., director of
the DHR Division of Public
Health.

"The more ticks we receive,
the greater our opportunity to
learn where ticks are biting

people in Georgia and if they
are carrying disease-causing
organisms."

People who submit attached
ticks for testing will receive a
phone call from the health
department within three weeks
asking about their exposure to
tick habitats and whether they
have developed any symptoms
of a tick-borne illness, Brown
said.

He said that only ticks that
have been attached to humans
should be submitted.

There are hundreds of
species of ticks, but only a few
commonly bite humans in
Georgia:

" the American dog tick,
" the lone star tick
" and the black-legged tick.
These three species can carry

diseases that are harmful to
humans, such as Rocky
Mountain spotted fever, human
monocytic ehrlichiosis, Lyme
disease, Southern tick-
associated rash illness and
tularemia.

Most cases of tick-borne
disease in Georgia occur
between April and September,
but infection can occur year
round.

"Although each disease has
unique characteristics, the
symptoms of tick-borne disease

generally occur anywhere from
three days to four weeks after
being bitten and may include
fever, rash, headache and
muscle pain," Brown said. "Not
everyone develops all of thlese
symptoms.

Other symptoms, such as
swollen lymph nodes, chills and
weakness also occur.

Ticks are commonly found in
shady areas, moist ground litter,
tall grass, brush, low tree
branches and along trails in the
woods.

They can also be found in
backyards that border woody
areas.

To properly remove a tick,
grasp the tick as close to the
skin surface as possible with
fine-tipped tweezers.

Slowly pull the tick straight
out.

Wash and treat the bite area
with a disinfectant.

Do not squeeze the tick, twist
the tick, light the tick on fire or
cover the tick in petroleum jelly,
nail polish, alcohol or kerosene.

These home remedies may
increase the chances of
developing a tick-borne illness.
Save the tick in rubbing alcohol
and call the Georgia Poison
Center at 404-616-9000 or 800-
222-1222 for information about
tick identification and testing.

There are several things
you can do to avoid being
bitten by a tick:

0 On your skin, wear insect
repellent containing DEET.

9 On your clothes (but not
your skin), wear insect
repellent containing
permethrin.

9 Tuck pants into socks and
shirt into pants so ticks can't
crawl up pants legs.

*Wear light-colored
clothing so ticks can be seen
easily and removed.

*Wear a hat and pull long
hair back.

*Do tick checks frequently
during the day and a full-body
tick check at the end of the
day.

9 Use a mirror and check
behind ears, behind knees,
under arms and in the groin
area.

Ask someone to help you
check your back and scalp,
especially the nape of the
neck,

Take a shower and wash
your hair before going to bed.

0 Do not sit directly on the
ground - use a blanket or
towel.

*Remove excess brush and
keep grass mowed around the
house.
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Safe restraint practices-save lives
Teachers' Insurance Plan

he widespread use of
car seats has reduced
the number of

injuries and fatalities on
American roads, but a national
insurance program for
education indicated that more
needs to be done.

"Every state requires that
children ages 4 and younger are
secured while riding in a car,"
said Ray Palermo, director of
public information for
Teachers' Insurance Plan. "Yet
despite the laws and warning,
car crashes are still the single
largest cause of death among
children under the age of 14."

It is estimated that half of
the approximately 1,500

fatalities each year could be
prevented with the proper use
of a child car seat.

Although state laws vary
and parents should check to
unsure they are complying with
all local regulations, Teachers'
Insurance Plan offers these
general guidelines for parents
to help ensure safety:

e Start out right: The best
way to get children in the habit
of using safety restraints is to
lead by example. The driver,
adult passengers and everyone
should be safely secured before
starting the engine.

0 Infants up to 20 pounds:
Infants from birth to 1-year-old
and under 20 pounds in weight
should be secured in an infant
car safetyseat on the back seat,

facing the rear to prevent injury
from an inflated air bag and
lessen the distraction for the
driver. If your vehicle does not
have a back seat, deactivate the
air bag for that trip, but be sure
to reactivate it when an adult is
the passenger.

0 Infant 20-plus pounds:
Infants from birth to 1-year-old
and more than 20 pounds
should be secured in a con-
vertible safety seat or an infant
seat approved for their weight.
The seats should be secured on
the back seat, facing the rear.

9 Children 20 to 40
pounds: Children older than
1-year and who weight 20 to 40
pounds should be secured in a
child safety seat on the back
seat, facing fprward.

* Children 40-plus pounds:
Children who have outgrown
their safety seat, but are still
less than 4-feet, 9-inches
should use a booster seat. The
lap belt should sit across the
hips and the shoulder belt
should not cross the neck or
face.

Also, be sure to read the
manufacturer's instructions on
installation or check with local
police or fire officials, who are
often certified to inspect car
seats.

When buying a car seat,
look for the DOT tag. Do not
use a seat that is broken or
damaged.

happened into the
recycling business

somewhat accidentally. After
retiring from the Army, he
found himself with a bunch of
old field manuals. in-his quest
to recycle the manuals, he
embarked on what would
become his second career
and a profitable Columbus-
based recycling business.

Born and raised in San
Diego as the "third from the
bottom" of a farming family of
10 children, Brown joined the
Army after high school.

He had worked the farm for
75 cents an hour, then tried his
hand at the more profitable
stunt man business, earning $25
a day in head-on collisions.

"I didn't see that going
anywhere," Brown lid, "and I
got hurt. So I walked into the
recruiting office and said I
wanted to be a paratrooper and
I really got to liking it."

He did his basic and
advanced Infantry training at
Fort Ord, Calif., then Airborne
School, then grew up in an
Infantry squad in the 502nd
Battle Group at Fort Campbell,
Ky.

Brown went to Ranger
school in 1965 as a sergeant
and re-enlisted for Vietnam.
He returned to Fort Campbell
and went to the newly formed
Recondo School.

"We turned the nucleus of
that school into the 101ist's
Ranger Compar4, and then I

went back to Vietnam," he said.

"I went with (platoon sergeant)
Charlie Be'kwith - it was a
bad idea to go with that guy
I got wounded."

He recovered and was
assigned to the Ranger Depart-
ment at Fort Benning,
eventually returning to Vietnam
for a third time as a platoon
sergeant for the N Company
Rangers.

His career took a slight turn
after Officer Candidate School
and he was sent to Fort Ord to
command a training company.

But the Rangers needed him
again and, in 1978, Brown
helped stand up the 1st Ranger
Battalion.

"I stayed in that battalion
forever," he said. "And after
the advanced course, it was
tack to the Ranger Department
as the OIC of Camp Darby."

One of Brown's fellow
commanders was (then) Capt.
Walter Wojdakowski, and
Command Sgts. Maj. Mike
Kelso and Doug Greenway
were privates who "grew up
fast."

Brown did one last tour in
Italy before retiring, and was
faced with a dilemma.

"It was hard to know how to
make a living," he said. So he
cut pulp wood and farmed
some acreage he had purchased
earlier in his career.

"And it was kind of a quirk
getting into this business," he
said. "I bought a semi - never
drove one before - and got a
load of recyclable paper from
Albany." He baled that early
recycling with a baler he kept
in his barn.

"It has just ballooned since

then," Brown said, "And I had
it made back there in the barn.
I was the only one there. I
could work whenever I
wanted."

The 11-acre All-American
Recycling, Inc. property he
bought in 1994 is recycled, too.
When it was built in 1949, it
was a food processing plant,
which explains why the tall-
ceilinged rooms in the back
where the plastic is baled are so
much cooler than the rest of the
facility.

And even though things may
have been simpler when he was
the boss and the only
employee, he's willing to go
the extra mile for the men who
work for him now. He feeds
them lunch every Friday, and
has a few little garden plots
ready near the parking area for
anyone who wants to plant
tomatoes or hot peppers. There
are more than a few former
military on his payroll.

"With a lot of good help,
we've come a long way in the
recycling business," he said.
"Some of my people are
irreplaceable."

As for the company's name,
Brown said although he was
"never in the 82nd and never
liked it," he thought it was a
good name.

With his wife, Linda, as his
accountant, and his son Blair as
his vice president of operations,
he's carved a nichefor the
business in Columbus. The
company primarily recycles
wooden pallets, rubber, plastic,
paper and aluminum cans. The
business is featured in April's
Recycling Today magazine.

Melissa House
Roger Brown turned a quest to recycle his old Army training and field manuals
into Columbus-based All-American Recycling, Inc., after he retired in 1983. The
Army Ranger Hall of Famer and distinguished member of the Ranger Training
Brigade keeps close ties with current Rangers.

"Our garbage bill isn't very
much," Brown said. "There's
not much you can't recycle."

They can process four tons
of office paper in five minutes,
turning it into bales weighing
1,500 pounds each. The bales
are shipped off to paper mills
within a few days of getting to
the recycling facility. Each
month, he estimates they
process 3,000 tons of office
paper alone.

His staff tracks arrivals at
each of the 12 loading docks on
a huge dry-erase board, and
Brown zips around in a golf
cart checking on things.

"There are no wasted man-
hours here," he said. "And I'm
even worse than a sergeant
maj,or when it comes to going
through and cleaning out
things," he said pointing out
some of his old equipment in
the metal recycling bin.

"I enjoy what we're doing,"
Brown said. "A couple of
times, some folks have tried to
buy me out, but I'm not ready
yet. When I do, I'll probably
hang out around the Rangers
more."

Brown is a fixture in the
Ranger community. He's a
member of the 75th Ranger

Regiment's Ranger Hai of
Fame and became a distin-
guished member of the Ranger
Training Brigade in 2004,

His company is a partner in
education with Davis Ele-
mentary School and supports
the Best Ranger Competition.

Last weekend, Brown tried
to put in some extra hotgs to
free him up for this weekend's
competition, though he admits
he doesn't watch all of the
events because it "makes my
bones hurt." But he will be
there at the end, to meet with
this generation of Rangers and
recycle a war story or two.

* anxieties that must have
L surrounded the disciples'

troubled souls that first Easter morning.
Only theThursday before they had
celebrated the Passover with Jesus.

They had been proud of Jesus and what
they thought he represented, and each one
of them had given his word to stand by
Jesus whatever would come.

The Scriptures tell us in detail only of
Peter's personal denial, but they all failed
and ran or denied being followers of Jesus
at some point between Thursday night and
Sunday morning.

Can you let yourself imagine the grief,
confusion and disappointment the
disciples must have felt as Jesus was
arrested, publicly ridiculed and then
crucified while they stood by helplessly
watching?

Can you sense the hopelessness and
yes, maybe even the anger and bitterness
they experienced toward Jesus, the one
they had loved, believed in and trusted,
and who, it appeared, had let them down
and abandoned them to the destructive

powers of the world?

Can you agonize through the nights
with the disciples, as each one must've
wondered how they would ever regain
some sort of normal life, assuming, of
course, they survived at all. But this was
Easter, you say. Jesus was resurrected,
and they heard the good news, the Gospel.

Think for a moment about what it must
have meant to the disciples and how they
would have felt when they heard that
Jesus had been resurrected.

Would the disciples have heard this
news happily and without reservations
after having failed in their promises to
loyally stand by Jesus?

Have you ever betrayed or let your best
friend down? Have you ever disappointed
someone you care about deeply? After
you did, what were your feelings the first
time you knew you would be coming face
to face with that person again? Hard,
wasn't it?

The disciples probably had mixed
feelings about seeing Jesus since they
argued that they would never deny him,
yet they ran like scared rabbits during his

arrest and crucifixion.
But yet, the resurrection was true. It

was manifested by the empty cross, which
was made empty by God's power. That
power does not stop the worst from
happening, but takes the worst we can do
to one another and transforms those acts
into acts that can redeem, save, and
restore us.

Remembering the Easter story gives us
hope where we had no hope, and opens
doors we thought were closed.

At the cross, we witness a hope that
will not be destroyed, a hope bearing us
through and promising a future when
everything else denies a future, for the
resurrected Christ gives us hope and gives
us a future.

The tomb he was buried in lies empty.
Jesus had been raised from the dead, and
John describes for us how Jesus sent Mary
Magdalene to carry the wonderful news to
the disciples. Jesus came to the disciples
and his first words were, "Peace be with
you."

He sent peace, meaning an inner
harmony, and absence of anxiety and
stress. Despite their denial, Jesus chose a
loving response, and came with only
words of peace for his disciples.

Army marksmen set sigh-ts on 2008 )Iym p ics

With the end of the 2006
Winter Olympics, the sports
world now turns its focus to the
Summer Olympic Games, in
Beijing, China, in August 2008.

Between now and 2008, the
USAMU shooters, as well as
thousands of other U.S. athletes
in 29 Olympic sports, will try to
win Olympic quota slots for the
United States to compete in the
Beijing Olympics. For the 30
Soldiers of the U.S. Army
Marksmanship Unit who are
international shooters, the quest
for these quota slots has been
ongoing.

Since 1988, participation in
the Olympic Shooting events is
not guaranteed. Each national
shooting federation must earn
Olympic quota slots.

A shooter can obtain only
one Olympic quota slot for his
or her country in any event in
the Olympics. A quota slot
guarantees that someone from
that country - not necessarily
the athlete who earned it - can
compete in that Olympic event.

SEach nation can earn a
maximum of 28 Olympic quota
shooting slots; one each in
Women's Trap and Skeet, and
two each in all other events.

The total number of athletes
worldwide who may compete in
the sport of shooting is 390,
compromising 243 men and 139
women in 15 events. For the
host country of the 2008
Olympics, there are reserved
nine quota places for China in
the 15 events.

To earn Olympic country
quota slots, every year, qualified
shooters of each of the Olympic
shooting disciplines participate
in four International Shooting
Sport Federation World Cups, as
well as an additional
international shooting
championship. Hundreds of the
world's top shooters compete in
these international events and
many of the competitors are
Olympians.

Five USAMU shooters have
won Olympic quota slots: Sgts.
1 st Class Jason A. Parker, James
Todd Graves, Daryl L.
Szarenski, Thomas A. Rose and
Bret E. Erickson.

Parker, 3 1, and Szarenski,
38, each competed in his second
Olympics in 2004.

"The Olympic competition
experience gave me the
confidence to shoot good scores
anywhere in the world," Parker
said. "The highlight was
making the Olympic finals and
the Opening Ceremony was a

wonderful experience - all of
the U.S. athletes were excited to
walk into the stadium.
Becoming an Olympian had
been a dream of mine since I
was a teenager and the Army
gave me everything I needed to
attain this goal. I couldn't be
where I am today without the
Army and the Army
Marksmanship Unit; they
provided every resource I
needed to be where I'm at.

"I tell young people who
want to make it to the Olympics
once you have a dream of what
you want to be, make a plan and
stick with it, and remember it
takes hard work and a lot of
discipline. I will train harder
and smarter to be at my peak
performance at the 2008
Olympics," Parker said.

Parker, an Infantryman from
Omaha, Neb., finished in fifth
place in Air Rifle in the 2000
Olympics, barely missing a
medal by seven-tenths of a
point, and ended up in eighth
place overall in Air Rifle in
2004 - less than three points
away from a medal. Parker and
his wife, Andrea,, live in
Fortson, Ga., with their son,
Thomas.

Szarenski, of Saginaw,
Mich., took 13th place in Air
Pistol and 15th place in Free

Pistol in 2004; he finished in
25th place in Free Pistol in the
2000 Olympics.

After his disappointing finish
in 2004, Szarenski said, "It is
better to compete and lose than
to be afraid of losing and never
trying." But now, the
Infantryman said he is solely
focused on winning the elusive
Olympic Gold Medal.

Szarenski and his wife Amy,
a former USAMU international
pistol shooter, live in Seale,
Ala., with their two children,
Hannah and Luke.

The USAMU has 10 former
Olympians - two of them are
Olympic medalists. Three-time
Olympian Maj. Michael E. Anti
is a Silver Medalist and Graves,
a four-time Olympian, is a
Bronze Medalist.

Anti, 41, won the Silver
Medal in Three Position Free
Rifle in 2004. If not for an
unfortunate mistake in the
qualification round, Anti would
have won the Gold Medil.
After being penalized two
points for firing an extra shot in
the kneeling position, he
finished a mere 1.4 points
behind.

"Aside from winning the
Silver Medal, walking into the
Olympic Stadium in Athens for
the Opening Ceremony is a day

I will never forget," Anti said.
"The atmosphere is just electric.
The crowd was amazing; they
cheered the entire time we
marched around the stadium.

"After I won the! Silver
Medal, it felt like a' lifelong
weight was taken off my
shoulders," he said. "It had
been a dream of mine for many
years and to finally have my
dream come true was an
amazing feeling of
accomplishment.'

Anti, an Infantry officer from
Winterville, N.C., also
competed in the 1992 and 2000
Olympics, finishing in ninth
place in 2000 in the Three-

All these series will end their
long runs during the next few
weeks, with fans hoping for
impactful, memorable finales.
That, however, doesn't always
turn out to be the case.

Thus, here are our nominees
for the best and worst series
finales in television history to
date (listed by category and
alphabetically).

First, the best:
Cheers (1993): Shelley

Long returned for a final shot
as Diane Chambers, who
almost married bar owner Sam
Malone (Ted Danson), and the
other longtime regulars at the
Boston establishment "where
everybody knows your name"
had their stories nicely wrapped
up in tune with closing time at
Cheers. The final words Sam
uttered to a late-arriving patron
- "We're closed" - couldn't
have been more accurate nor
more poignant. (Those who
stuck around that night were
also treated to a raucous
farewell party on Jay Leno's
Tonight Show.)

The Fugitive (1967):
Wrongly accused of killing his
wife, Dr. Richard Kimble
(David Janssen) saw his four-
year nightmare end wheii he
pursued the actual one-armed
murderer (Bill Raisch) up a
tower - with Kimble's own
relentless pursuer, Lt. Philip
Gerard (Barry Morse), playing
a pivotal role in the outcome.
That same satisfying ending
was denied in Tim Daly's 2000-
01 update of the series,
although the 1993 Harrison

Ford movie added its own spin.
M*A*S*H (1983): Directed

by series star Alan Alda, the
Korean War comedy's two-and-

a-half-hour finale remains one
of the highest-rated programs
ever broadcast.

The characters' farewells
ranged from amusing to
poignant, but the one that still
gets us right in the throat is the
respectful salute given to Col.
Sherman Potter (Harry Morgan)
by otherwise unmilitary Army
surgeons Hawkeye Piere and
B.J. Hunnicut (Aldi, Mike
Farrell).

And the final message
spelled out in stone from B.J. to
Hawkeye was also meant for
the show's viewers.

The Tonight Show Starring
Johnny Carson (1992): Late-
night television hasn't been the
same since the alter ego of
Aunt Blabby and Carnac the

-,-Mapificent left its landscape,
and be made the anticiiion of

missing him greater with his
final show.

It was simply Carson front
and center, seated on a stool
and introducing memorable
moments - and thanking
regulars Ed McMahon and Doc
Severinsen, as well as those
who had watched for nearly 30
years. Simply put, a very
classy exit for an extremely
classy man.

And now, the worst:
Angel (2004): This wasn't

as rough as it could have been,
since executive producer Joss
Whedon got ample warning
from the network that the end
was nigh. Still, it wasn't the
happy ending some fans may
have wanted.

Vampire-with-a-soul Angel
(David Boreanaz) and his
demon-fighting team went
down swinging against
supernatural foes, but at the
cost of some of their lives.
Maybe all of their lives, in fact,
since we never saw the end of
the fight.

Quantum Leap ( 1993):

Sometimes a producer will
write a cliffhanger ending just
in the hope it will inspire the
network to renew the show.

The plan can backfire, and
that's what happened with this
time-traveling science-fiction
drama, causing a last-minute
rejiggering that ended with the
frustrating statement, "Dr. Sam
Beckett never returned home."

Since the point of the show
was that Beckett (Scott Bakula)
righted wrongs throughout time
in the hope that the next leap
would take him home, fans
were understandably cranky.

St. Elsewhere (1988): This
frequently loopy medical drama

turned its own universe upside
down in a finale that polarized
loyal viewers.

After many seasons of
bizarre occurrences, constant
in-jokes and the occasional visit
to purgatory, the show revealed
that all that had happened
merely existed inside a snow
globe - and the imagination of
an autistic boy. It probably
sounded really cool in the
writers' room, but on screen, it
just came off as a pretentious
cheat.

Seinfeld (1998): The
comedy resorted to a courtroom
format to review its characters'
histories and, in this case, find
them guilty of doing "nothing"
and give them a bit of a
comeuppance. While half the
western world tuned in, the
overblown, meandering episode
was no fitting end for a show
known for sharp writing.

Spare us from all series-
finale meetings that start with,
"Wouldn't it be cool if they
were put on trial?"

Fort

Benning's new mall will be bigger
and better than any other local

shopping center, said Lee Holloway, general

manager of AAFES.

Soldier 'finds' grandfather through memorial Web site

Alexander Terrero knew
very little about his

grandfather, other than the fact that
he was killed in Vietnam. His
grandparents were separated at the
time, and his mother was very
young. Terrero has only two
pictures of his grandfather.

Then, a few months ago,
information from his grandfather's
buddies came from out of the blue.
Terrero learned there were two
postings on a Vietnam Wall
memorial Web site and that his
family had been in touch with the
authors.

Those two postings were the
first links to learning more about
Sgt. 1st Class Jorge Batista-
Rodriguez, of the 3rd Battalion,

47th Infantry Regiment, 9th Inf.
Division, who was killed by small
arms fire in Long An, Vietnam, on
June 26, 1968.

Since February, he's been in
touch with the two men, somewhat
sporadically, because of his
schedule.

Terrero is now in the final week
of Officer Candidate School and
waiting for orders for the Infantry
Officer Basic Course.

The men wanted to invite
Terrero to attend the 47th Infantry's

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Post remembers
Holocaust

In a simple, low-key ceremony, Fort
Benning remembered the victims and
heroes of the Holocaust Tuesday at
Infantry Hall's Marshall Auditorium
during Days of Remembrance week.

Retired Navy Capt. Neil Block, Fort
Benning's Jewish lay leader and a
trustee for Temple Israel, was the guest
speaker at the event, which featured
performances by the Stowers
Elementary School Chorus.

As U.S. Soldiers continue to fight
terrorism globally, our "humanity-
driven resolve will diminish if we lose
sight of the horrors of the Holocaust,"
said Block, who borrowed from a
quote made famous by George
Santayana: "Those who forget the past
are doomed to repeat it."

"If we do not learn from history, we
will live it again," Block said,
reminding the audience that
barbarities being committed today in
places like Sudan, Serbia, Bosnia,
Africa and Iraq are not unlike those
that marked the Holocaust as the
"most horrific catastrophe in all
recorded history."

"Are we less immune today to
indiscriminate slaughter?" he asked.
"Are we to continue this macabre
game of musical chairs to see what
race, what religion, what culture
survives?"

To understand "what the Holocaust
was," Block said, one "must
understand what it wasn't."

It wasn't a routine and unintended
consequence of war, he said. The 6
million Jews and 10 million others
considered by the Nazis to be "racially
inferior undesirables" were not
casualties of war.

"They were victims of a state-
sanctioned, government-sponsored
program ... to exterminate every single

(Jew or
undesirable) on
the face of the
earth," he said.
"We call it
genocide or ethnic
cleansing. The
Nazis called it 'the
final solution."'

The Nazis
Block succeeded in killing

almost half the
world's Jewish population, Block said.
In places like Poland, as many as 90
percent were exterminated in the
concentration or "work" camps where
annihilation became an industry.

Early in the Holocaust, gas
chambers were used to kill4,000 Jews
daily, he said. That wasn't enough to
satisfy the Third Reich's desire for the
rapid cleansing of Europe. A Nazi
official visited Auschwitz and
successfully exhorted those who ran
the camp to increase that number to
12,000.

"That's 600 souls per hour," Block
said, and still "the world looked on
because it was happening in someone
else's back yard."

It wasn't until the Japanese attacked
Pearl Harbor that the "U.S. pulled its
head out of the sand," he said. "It took
four more years to end the barbarity of
Nazism."

In the end, it took great American
Soldiers dedicated to a cause they
believed in to liberate those camps,
Block said. They found bodies
"stacked like cordwood" and a smell
of death so pungent Soldiers wretched
from three miles away. They also
found neighbors, living within a
stone's throw of the camps, who chose
not to get involved.

"The challenge for all of us is to
pledge to remember," Block said, and
to "never again, never again, never
again" let there be another Holocaust.

'Rock of Marne Bn. reflags

Soldiers cased the colors of the 1st
Battalion, 38th Infantry Regiment
Thursday in a ceremony at Sand Hill
and unfurled the colors of the 3rd Bn.,
47th Inf. Regt.

The chief of staff of the Army
message directing the reflagging
reached Fort Benning in September.
With the reflagging, the "Rock of the
Marne" battalion does not disappear,
but rejoins the operational force at Fort
Lewis, Wash., while 3rd Squadron, 2nd
Cavalry Regiment, is reflagged when
1st Bn., 38th Infantry Regt., said
Battalion Commander Lt. Col. Scott
Power,

"It makes sense," Power said. "The
38th, 9th and 23rd (Regiments) will be
back with the 2nd Infantry Division, the
unit they served with in Korea."

The 38th Infantry Regiment was
constituted in 1917 at Syracuse, N.Y.,
and went into battle the first time in July
1918 near Mezy, France, where its
Soldiers repelled the last German

offensive of the war.
That's where the 38th, then assigned

to the 3rd Inf. Div., earned their "Rock
of the Marne" nickname, which
eventually became the division's motto,
Power said. The Unit has been at Fort
Benning for 17 years.

The 3rd Bn., 47th Inf. "Raider"
Regt., was constituted in 1917 and
served in the active Army during World
War I, II and Vietnam, participating in
21 campaigns. The unit's Soldiers
earned eight Presidential Unit Citations,
one Meritorious Unit Citation and six
foreign awards during that time.

Reflagging of Army units has been
occurring since World War H and is
managed by the Force Structure
Support Branch of the U.S. Army
Center for Military History. According
to the CMH Web site, as the Army
continues to shrink, it is "essential that
the most honored organizations remain
on the Army rolls."

Twelve divisions have been
reflagged since World War II. At that
time, the CMH used a point system to
determine which divisions and brigade

to retain. One point was awarded for
each year since the unit was organized,
and two points were awarded for each
campaign and U.S. award the unit
received.

In October 1982, the Army adopted a
new regimental system, governed by
Army Regulation 600-82, that pertains
to air defense artillery, armor, aviation,
cavalry, field artillery and Infantry
units.

"Reflagging is an emotional issue, as
Soldiers and veterans have favorite
units for which they fell allegiance,"
said Janice McKenney in a 1996 paper
titled Reflagging in the Army.

Through the current system, the
CMH tries, where possible, to maintain
at least one active element of each
regiment on tlh rolls.

Command t. Maj. William Tickle,
from the 3rd Squadron, 2nd Cavalry
Regt., accepted responsibility for the
Rock of the Marne colors and will take
then to Fort Lewis. Also in the audience
was retired Sgt. 1st Class Ronald
Rosser, the 1st Bn., 38th Inf. Regt.,
Medal of Honor recipient.

Grandson: Continues tradition
Continued from A-1
two men.

"She said it was emotional," he
said. "One told her my grandfather
took him under his wing when he got
to the unit and they spent eight or nine
months together before he died."

The postings on the Web site are
short, to-the-point, but heartfelt.

"He was my sergeant," wrote
Shelby Ballard. "I was beside him
when he died. He was an honorable
man and a great friend." Alan
Strickland described Batista as a
"professional Soldier."

When he died at 35, with 16 years
in the Army, Batista had fought in
Korea and was on his second tour in
Vietnam.

And although Batista's service and
ultimate sacrifice wasn't foremost in

Terrero's mind when he joined the
National Guard in June 2005, it
certainly factored into his decision.

"I had great role models," Terrero
said. "My grandfathers, my father-
since the Spanish-American War,
we've been sending someone from our
family to combat."

His father's father served in the
Navy during World War II, and his
father served in the Air Force in
Vietnam.

"My family was a little
apprehensive," he said. "But they
knew I just wanted to do my part."

The 29-year-old is a graduate of the
University of CentralFlorida, where he
majored in psychology before serving
for eight years as a Florida State police
officer doing maritime law enforce-
ment. Then he joined the National

Guard's 1st Bn., 124th Inf. Regt.
"The National Guard was the only

entity guaranteeing Infantry slots," he
said. "I didn't want anything else."

He completed basic and advanced
individual training at Sand Hill and
earned a slot to Airborne School before
starting OCS. He said he remembers
driving past one of the battalions at
Sand Hill - the 2nd Bn., 47th Inf.
Regt. - and knowing that was his
grandfather's regiment.

Now Terrero's moving on to the
Basic Course and Ranger School and
hoping to get a slot for active duty. If
that happens, he's more than likely to
see combat like his grandfather did.

"I made a decision realizing I could
be killed someday," he said. "He was
able to make that decision and
sacrificed his life. I'll do it."

Continued from A-1
along the road of the
construction site.

Holloway said the size of the
new PX will allow for "more
breath," merchandising lingo
for " a greater variety of
merchandise and brands."

"Even I'm impressed with
the size of it and all we'll be
able to offer," said Holloway,
who has had oversight in the
construction of three AAFES
shopping centers in his 15 years
with the company. Before
coming to Fort Benning last
year, Holloway celebrated the
grand opening of South Korea's
largest AAFES.

"This one," he said, "will be
much larger."

But one thing will be missing
- furniture. For that, shoppers

will have to visit the post's new
furniture store, set to open late
this year, in Buildings 223 and
224 on Edwards Street across
from the Airborne Towers.

With more than $1.5 million
worth of furniture in stock, the
store will be a boon to Fort
Benning families in more ways
than one, Holloway said.

McGraw Manor. Holloway
hopes to see that Starbucks
open early next year.

The Custer Road Starbucks
will cozy up to a day spa,
featuring manicures, pedicures
and massages. The two will be
joined by a covered breezeway
for outdoor seating.

On the heels of the Star-
bucks-day spa opening will be
the opening of a new shoppette,
with eight gas pumps, near the
fire station on Custer Road.
Thit facility, which will likely
open in March 2007, will be "a
major convenience" for
Soldiers and families who use
the Custer Road and I-185
interchange, Holloway said,
and it will reduce congestion at
the shoppette on Main Post.

The new shoppette will not
have a "food attachment," like
the Church's Chicken at the
Dixie Road shoppette and the
Burger King attached to the
new Kelley Hill shoppette.

The mini-mall
will feature a shoppette, Class
IV, dry cleaners, courier service
and food.

Sitting two rows behind him
was 1St Lt. Jimmy Ryan, who
placed 16th in the competition
in 2001. Like Rippetoe, Ryan
recognized the relevance of the
events-that comprise the
competition, including the 20-
mile footmarch, a "spot" jump,
the Day Stakes and Prusik
Climb, and the Ranger Training
Brigade's fearsome twosome

the Malvesti and Darby
Queen obstacle courses.

"From a physical standpoint,
Best Ranger was the hardest
thing I've ever done," said
Ryan, who spent a year in Iraq
with the 3rd Brigade.

"There was never a situation
in Iraq when I felt as bad, as
exhausted, as I did during the
competition. But certainly I
was stressed all the time in
Iraq, and mentally, (the BRC)
prepared me for that," he:said.

Aside from the stress, the
events Ryan found most'I
relevant from the perspective
of a combat veteran were not
the "great separators" the
road march and orienteering.

"It's the technical stuff -

the weapons familiarization,
marksmanship, using the laser
range finder, communications
- that kind of thing," he said.
"It's one thing to be physically
fit, but you've got to be able to
handle your weapon or keep
your head in the middle of
combat when you've got to

communicate with three
elements at once. After this
competition, you'll go into
combat confident you can
handle that."

Good information for the
spectators, but for the 42
competitors who've already
seen combat, the point is moot.
In fact, with an average of
eight years in service, most
have deployed in support of
operations Iraqi Freedom and
Enduring Freedom.

It takes "talent, toughness
and a call to duty" to step up to
the challenge of combat and
Best Ranger, said Gen. Richard
A. Cody, the Army's vice chief
of staff, who greeted the
winners Monday morning at an
awards ceremony at the Ranger

Memorial on Main Post.
"You've accomplished

what to others would seem.

impossible," he said. "You are
never satisfied with good
enough."

Cody might have been
speaking directly to Sgt. 1st
Class John Sheaffer, who along
with his teammate, Spc.
Mikhail Venikov, won "Best of
the Best" bragging rights for
the next year.

The 32-year-old Sheaffer
was half of the second-place
team in 2004, along with Sgt.
1st Class Matthew Wilson.
That, apparently, wasn't good
enough.

The two planned to compete
this year again and were tagged
early on as potential winners.
Wilson suffered a back injury
and put an end to that.

So just last week, Sheaffer
was partnered with Venikov,
22, who came to the States
from Russia with his family
when he was 7 to escape
religious persecution. The

. two represented the 75th
Ranger Regiment.

With Wilson out of the race,
speculation then centered on
the possibility that this year's
competition might produce
rookie winners, something that
hasn't been done since the
competition began in 1982.

Venikov's performance put
an end to that. The Regiment's
dark horse came out strong in
the opening events Friday
morning and captured the pugil
championship, putting him and
Sheaffer in the early lead.

At that point, Venikov was
feeling optimistic about their
chances of making it to the
winners' circle.

"I'm feeling good," he said.
"Winning this competition
would be the greatest
accomplishment of my life."

The two "felt good"
throughout the competition,
Sheaffer said, confident they
could win but never willing to
let up, even after winning the
Friday night road march -

even after learning they'd
secured an 88 point lead.

"We didn't want to take it
easy, even on the last day, even
when we knew we were out
ahead," Sheaffer said. "It
wasn't until we heard our
standings prior to the Buddy
Run that we knew we'd
accomplished our mission."

The only knuckle-biter was
the race for second and third
place. Going into Saturday's
Day Stakes, it looked like the

only team with two prior
competitors, 2nd Lts. John
Agnew and Donovan Duke, of
the Infantry Officer Basic
Course, would come in second,
followed by Capts. Wesley
Davidson and Joshua Eaton, of
the Captains Career Course.

Staff Sgt. Jeremiah Pittman
and Sgt. 1st Class Brandon
Young, also of the 75th Ranger
Regiment, were in fifth place at
that point. A strong show in
Day Stakes and orienteering
brought them up to second

place by day three, bumping
Davidson and Eaton to third.

Duke and Agnew were then
in fifth place, and that's where
they ended the competition.

By the time the teams
navigated the Darby Queen and
Water Confidence Course,
Pittman and Young had again
flipped places with Davidson
and Eaton. And that's where
they stayed.

After Day Stakes on day two of the BRC, the
competitors started the eight-hour orienteering

Acourse, one of the events that carries the most
"weight" in scoring. Teams were required to find a

.. minimum number of points and finish before 6 a.m. or be
disqualified. This year, two teams were dropped, leaving a
field of 15 going in the Darby Queen.

The team of Sgt. Matthew Carey and Spc. Andrew
Wallace came away with the Leandri Award for finishing
first. Dick Leandri was the Ranger booster who took the
lead on creating what he called "Ranger Olympics" in
1982.

At the DQ - arguably the meanest "confidence" course
on Fort Benning - they ran, jumped, climbed, slithered,
slid and low-crawled their way through a number of
obstacles, losing points and gaining six-minute penalties
for failures or infractions. By this time, Venikov and
Sheaffer had already secured the win, barring a disastrous
showing or out-right forfeit.

"They'd have to crawl from here on out to lose," said
Col. K.K. Chinn, commander of the Ranger Training
Brigade, which has hosted the BRC since its debut, save
for two years when it was canceled because of war.

So the Darby Queen yielded little drama in the race for
first place. It did, however, boost Capts. Wesley
Davidson and Joshua Eaton up to second, where they
remained for the duration. That was cause for celebration
for Davidson, who hails from Celebration, Fla., home of
Disney World. But it wasn't Mickey Mouse he was
thinking about when he crossed the finish line.

"Where's my pie?" he asked his wife Erica.
Make that "Py." Davidson expected to see his Italian

Greyhound, Papaya, waiting at the finish line. Apparently,
she was sleeping in the car.

After Darby, the teams headed to Victory Pond, a place
near and dear to their hearts for two reasons: every last
one of them first donned their Ranger tab right there, and
the Water Confidence Test is not exactly a smoker. Its
"light weight" effect on their scores bears that out.

But the WCT is a real crowd pleaser, and true to form, it
brought hundreds to Hurley Hill to see Rangers do the log-
walk-rope-drop, after which they were dropped from a

7 Black Hawk into the drink, with a full ruck, and left to tote
it back'to shore.

After the WCT, the crowd lined Cusseta Road at Camp
Rogers to cheer their favorites to the finish line in the
conclusive three-mile Buddy Run.

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WHINSEC honors official
at Sim6n Bolivar Lecture
Jo Kennedy

A lifetime of labor in the
field of democracy and human
rights was recognized during the
annual Western Hemisphere
Institute for Security
Cooperation's Sim6n Bolfvar
Lecture April 24.

Dr. Santiago A. Canton,
executive secretary of the Inter-
American Commission on
Human Rights of the
Organization of American
States, became the fifth honoree
in the WHINSEC's history to
present a lecture on the topic of
democracy and human rights.

Following a brief overview
on the evolvement of human
rights, Canton spoke about
issues of global and regional
terrorism and several human
rights standards that have been
established as a result of the
Inter-American Commission on
Human Rights, an autonomous
organ of the Organization of
American States and one of two
bodies in the inter-American
system for the promotion and
protection of human rights.

"In fact, perhaps today more
than ever, it is essential that the
member states of the OAS
assure that their answers to
inexcusable acts of violence
honor faithfully the liberties and
the values that serve as a
foundation to the democratic
societies of our hemisphere," he
said.

Speaking to an audience of
U.S. and foreign Soldiers from
across the Western Hemisphere,
Canton highlighted the role of
the armed forces as institutions

that act as the physical force of
the states and their challenge to
implement politics and integral
actions, by way of protecting
citizens and their human rights.

"The deepening in the topic
of human rights, as much here at
WHINSEC as in all the military
academies of the hemisphere, is
a necessary and important step
to advance in the respect to the
human rights, not only as a
theory, but more importantly, as
a practice," Canton said.

In recognition of his
achievements, Canton was
honored with a bronze statuette
of Sim6n Bolivar, presented by
WHINSEC Commandant Col.
Gilberto P6rez.

"There is perhaps no other
model that symbolizes the goal

of peace, liberty and fraternity
of the nations of this hemisphere
than this bust of Sim6n
Bolivar," said Perez, who
explained the historical
significance of the famous
South American 19th-century
general who is known as the

$17.55, meaning that volunteers
donated $1,713,75.7.50 worth of
labor to the community.

"Fort Benning volunteers
make the community better by
helping neighbors in need," said
Dennis Menard, Army
Community Service director.
"They donate their time and
talents every day to make a
difference in other people's
lives. If we had to hire people to
do all the work that volunteers
do, it would take away money

from so many other programs.
Through their service, they give
so much to Soldiers, civilians,
family members and retirees.

Q: Isn't a safe-deposit box the best
place to keep my will?

A: Many people believe that a safe-
deposit box - a fireproof metal box
normally found in a bank vault - is the
ideal place to keep important papers and
valuable items. That may not always be
the case.

A safe-deposit box has several
advantages, such as protection from fire
and theft. Additionally, because its
location is permanent, a safe-deposit box

located in a bank cannot be misplaced or
lost as a home fireproof box might be.

A safe-deposit box also has several
disadvantages. Depending on the size of
the box and the bank where it is located,
the annual cost can be $100 a year or
higher.

Access to the safe-deposit box is
restricted by the hours of the bank where
the box is located, and is further limited to
certain individuals.

The best advice on storing a will is to
keep it somewhere safe and secure. It is
also essential that the personal
representative (also known as executor or

executrix) knows its location.
In virtually all circumstances, only an

original will can be probated, which is the
legal process by which a court accepts a
will and authorizes the wishes expressed in
that document to be carried out, so the
original will must be both safeguarded and
available.

Army legal assistance offices do not
keep original wills or photocopies of wills,
so it is up to the client to ensure the
safekeeping of his or her will.

Osteoporosis health threat for Americans

id you know that osteoporosis is

a major health threat for more
than 28 million Americans? In

the U.S. alone, approximately 8 million
women and 2 million men already have
osteoporosis, and more than 18 million
may develop it.

Known as the silent disease because it
has no visible symptoms, osteoporosis
causes bones to become thinner, weaker
and more brittle, with hips and spine
particularly vulnerable.

Are you at risk? Risk factors include:
" Age. You are older than 50.
" Ethnicity. You are Caucasian or Asian.
" Small bone structure.
• Family history. You have parents or

siblings with the disease.
" Estrogen or testosterone deficiency.
" Anorexia.
" Smoking or alcohol abuse.
• Calcium and vitamin D deficiency.
" Inadequate exercise.
" Prolonged use of certain medications

such as corticosteroids, which are used to
treat asthma, rheumatoid arthritis and
psoriasis.

Certain tests are available to help those
at risk determine if they do have
osteoporosis. Specialized bone density
tests can measure the bone density in your
spine, hip, wrist, middle finger, heel or
shinbone and enable your physician to
identify where you stand within the ranges
of normal.

With this information, combined with a
complete medical workup, you and your
physician can decide what prevention and
or treatment steps are right for you.

Even if you are at risk,you can prevent
osteoporosis. By making a concerted effort
at the following lifestyle choices, you will
minimize your risks for developing this
disease.

* Change unhealthy habits. For
example, quit smoking, reduce alcohol
consumption and start an exercise program
that includes weight-bearing and resistance
exercises.

9 Consume an adequate amount of
calcium. For men, take 1,000 milligrams
per day up to age 50 and 1,200 milligrams
per day if you are 51 or older.

For women, take 1,200 milligrams per
day up to age 50 and 1,500 milligrams per
day if you are 51 or older.

e Get enough vitamin D. In national

studies, more than 50 of postmenopausal
women were found to be vitamin D
deficient. Milk and other vitamin-D rich
foods, as well as vitamin supplements, are
excellent sources. In addition, only 15
minutes of sunlight up to three times a
week is all you need for your body to
produce an appropriate amount of vitamin
D.

e Most importantly, see your physician
for regular physical exams and talk with
him or her about your risk for developing
osteoporosis.

Even if you have been diagnosed with
osteoporosis, it's not too late to take the
above steps to help further protect your
bone heath.

There are also medications that can be
prescribed to help reduce bone loss, so talk
with your doctor. Most importantly, in
order to prevent a fracture, eliminate
hazards in the house that can increase your
risk of falling.

Osteoporosis is silent because many
don't know they have the disease until they
fall and experience a fractured hip or back.
By learning your risk and how to reduce it,
you can help prevent further bone loss and
protect yourself from this often devastating
disease.

Book by Army spouse
helps families enjoy moving

t can leave a person overwhelmed with
stress and anxiety, but military families
must endure it over and over - moving.

One Army spouse claims she's developed
techniques that relieve some of the stress and
make moving enjoyable.

"It's time to take a different look at PCSing,"
said Sandee Payne, a freelance organizer and
decorator who has relocated seven times in 10
years to follow her husband's military career.

"From now on, think of it as your 'positive
change of surroundings,"' said Payne, who bas
compiled her knowledge into That Military
House: Move it, Organize it & Decorate it.

The how-to guide contains decorating tips and
techniques for dealing with the specific
challenges military families face when moving.
It's these ideas that helped Payne look forward to
moving rather than dreading it, she said, and she
hopes the book will do the same for readers.

Among the obstacles Payne addresses is the
lack of storage space families often find in their
new homes.

She suggests using closets, cabinets and
furniture to hold items frequently used so they're
quickly accessible when needed.

Decorative pieces - such as baskets
: placed throughout the house can double as

storage space, and articles put away in additional
storage areas should be in labeled containers, she
said.

Payne recommends purchasing neutral and
traditional furniture and decorative accessories

.that are modular and can fit in a variety of
spaces.

"Character and style can easily be intluced
to a home's d6cor through the use of accents like
pillows, vases and artwork," Payne said. "When
the desire for a new look or trend arises, a rather
small element can be purchased to achieve it."

For window treatments, Payne suggests
curtains that work in a variety of rooms. In the
book, she offers instructions for creating
tiebacks, making longer curtains shorter and

techniques that I may want to use in my retirement
home someday.

"These moves are a good opportunity to be
refreshed, to regroup and begin again in a new
community," she said.

Payne said making moving more efficient and
less stressful comes down to four simple concepts:
being prepared, organized, clutter-free and open-
minded.

"An open mind helps movers get creative when
using household and decorative items for
something other than their intended purpose," she
said.

"For example, cloth napkins can be neatly
folded over a curtain rod as a decorative valance."

Being clutter-free also helps.
"If you've gone through, organized and purged

down to the things you really need, then you're
not going to be overwhelmed with piles and piles
of things and nowhere to put them," she said.

Positives, negatives to NASCAR 'Buschwhacken

eal quick NASCAR lesson:

There are several different
"Series" in the circuit

Craftsman Truck, Busch and Nextel
Cup.

Common sense tells you the Truck
Series drives trucks (sorry to insult your
intelligence).

But here's what I didn't quite
understand when first learning about
NASCAR - they're both stock car
races, but what's the difference?

My best interpretation is that the
Busch Series drivers are the "junior
varsity" of the circuit, and Nextel
drivers are the "varsity."

USAMU international rifle shooters
Lt. Col. Robert E. Harbison, Sgts. 1st
Class Jason A. Parker and Thomas A.
Tamas, Sgt. Shane Barnhart and Spcs.
Nicole M. Allaire and Michael D.
McPhail made the World
Championship Rifle Team and Sgts. 1 st
Class Joetta R. Dement, Theresa E.
DeWitt and Shawn C. Dulohery, Staff
Sgt. William H. Keever, Spc. Matthew
T. Wallace and Pfc. Joshua M.
Richmond made the World
Championship Shotgun Team.

"This is the first time I've made the
World Championship Team and it feels
great," Barnhart said. "I'm excited
about going and I'm expecting good
things from myself and the team.

We're sending a real strong team and I
think *ie have an excellent chance of
doing well."

Not only was it the first time
McPhail had made a World
Championship Team, it was his first
time in making the National Team. The
Soldier, who has only been with the
USAMU for about a year, said he was
very satisfied and happy about making
the team.

"I was pretty confident going into
the match; I had been shooting pretty
well lately," McPhail said. "I really
have to thankc all my teammates who
have really helped me a lot. They've
taken me under their wing and taught
me how to shoot and how to win. They
want you to beat them and to shoot
your best all the time."

In the Three-Position Match, the
only shooters who beat McPhail were
Olympians Matt Emmons and Parker;
McPhail even beat 2004 Olympic
Silver medalist Maj. Michael E. Anti,
who McPhail said has helped him a lot.

"The competition here at the
Marksmanship Unit is very good; it's
amazing," McPhail said. "It's nice to
learn from someone who's already

done it; my teammates really guide me
with their experience."

Leading the World Championship
selection process are Sgts. 1st Class
Thomas A. Rose ' and Daryl L.
Szarenski and Staff Sgts. John C. Ennis
and Keith A. Sanderson. Scores from
the Spring Selection Match, held April
11 to 22, are used to determine the
men's and women's rifle teams and are
a major portion of the selection process
for the men's and women's pistol teams
going to the 2006 International
Shooting Sport Federation World
Shooting Championships in Zagreb,
Croatia, July 22-Aug. 5.

Emmons, a '2004 Olympic Gold
medalist, won his third men's rifle
event, Three-Position Free rifle, April
22. Emmons shot a three-day score of
3,744.7. Parker finished with a 3,709.3
and double qualified to compete in both
Men's Three-Position and Men's Air
Rifle at the World Championships.

McPhail placed third, double
qualifying in both men's three-position
and men's prone. The performance by
McPhail, Parker and Emmons allows
USA Shooting to bring the largest
Men's Rifle Team possible to compete

in Croatia.
"I am really excited about this

team," Emmons said. "The scores we
were shooting these last few days
would have definitely set a team world
record at any of the previous World
Championships. That is something I
have been chasing for the past five
years. However, Zagreb can get really
windy, so we will have to be ready for
that." In Women's Air Pistol, Olympic
Training Center resident athlete Beki
Snyder ran away with the win. After
two days of competition, Snyder
finished with a 959.4 grand total,
beating Army Reserve Staff Sgt.
Elizabeth Callahan by almost 19
points. Callahan, of Pawley's Island,
S.C., finished with 940.5 points, while
Heather Deppe of San Antonio, Texas,
placed third with a 936.0.

Snyder won the Women's Sport
Pistol event just days earlier and has a
very comfortable lead in both events
going into the final stage of the World
Championship Team selection.
Although Snyder won the Gold medal
at the Bavarian Airgun Championships
just over two months ago, she said the
air pistol competition was a struggle.

In Men's Air Pistol April 21,
Szarenski, a two-time Olympian,
worked his way up from third,
finishing with a 1,350.8 total score and
the top-spot going to USA Shooting
Nationals.

In the Men's Free Rifle Prone event
April 18, 2004 Olympic Gold medalist
Emmons walked away with his second
win, shooting a three-day total of
2,001.5 and double qualifying in Men's
Prone and Men's Air Rifle. McPhail
finished in second, winning a spot on
the U.S. National Team and a spot on
the World Championship Team with his
1,992.7 three-day score.

In the Mens' Free Pistol competition
April 18, Sanderson took first place in
his second pistol event, with a score of
1,297.8. Szarenski finished in second
with a 1,296.8, while Ennis rounded
out the top three for the Army shooters,
finishing with a 1,291.4.

Sanderson squeaked by with the win
April 15 in Men's Rapid Fire Pistol.
